Abstract. Today, the religious situation in Kazakhstan is complicated and constantly
developing, as the growing religious awareness of the population, the propaganda activities of foreign
religious missions and the peculiarities of national legislation regulating the religious sphere of society
lead to various positive and negative consequences.

There are several problems associated with the low level of religious literacy of the population,
the divergence of value orientations between believers and citizens of the country on an atheistic
position, as well as the heterogeneity of ways to spread religious ideas used by different faiths.

These questions emphasize the importance of monitoring the religious situation in order to
determine the level of religious orientation of the population, the state of relations between
representatives of different faiths and religious movements, the level of tolerance and interfaith
harmony in Kazakhstan.

In this regard, it has been hypothesized that the current religious situation in the country is very
complex, its regulation and effectiveness of implementing state bodies is high, empirical research
methods studied public opinion, resulting in a positive assessment of the activities of implementing
state bodies, proved that the religious situation in the country is stable and favorable. The article
contains some results of studying the religious situation in Kazakhstan.

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Citizens' attitudes towards the digitalisation of public services
in contemporary Russia

Abstract. A digital government is relevant topic. It is associated with hopes for improving
the institutions of public policy and administration. Russia has adopted programs for the
development of the digital economy. So that, there is planned the transition to digital
government in Russia. The transition to digital government is accompanied by several
challenges such as control, centralization, excessive control, etc. An important factor in the
success of responding to these challenges is the attitude of citizens to the digitalization of
public services. This article presents empirical materials from a sociological study
conducted in two regions of the Russian Federation: St. Petersburg and the Leningrad
region. The sample size was 300 respondents. The study is the empirical basis for a multi-
stage study conducted by the author as part of the research team of St. Petersburg State
University in the period from 2017 to 2020. The article presents the empirical material of
the study and analysis on its basis of the attitudes of Russian citizens in relation to the
implementation of new management models in a transforming social, economic and
political environment. Since the article is based primarily on original empirical material,
the presented references to other theoretical and practical works are informative.

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Introduction

Russia has been making considerable efforts over the last two decades not only to introduce the
elements of e-government into everyday practices of citizens' interaction with state power institutions,
but also to optimize the social sphere and transfer the economy to an entirely new level of
development. Speaking about public services, already in the middle of the first decade of the 2000s,
the idea of involving citizens not only as consumers, but as participants in the process of forming a
complex of services was emphasized. Smorgunov L. [1] raised this issue among Russian researchers.
Dawes S., Gregg V., Agouris P. [2], Asgarkhani M. [3] are starting to use the term digital government,
but in the context of e-government. A conceptual transition from portals to platforms is noticeable in
the works of Dais A., Nikolaidou M., Alexopoulou N., Anagnostopoulos D. [4] etc. Eriksson K. and
Vogt H. [5] especially emphasize in this regard the possibilities of civic participation. In 2012, several
countries began reforming the transition from e-government to digital government. Since 2016, this
movement has become global [6]. There are published works describing this transition in the context
of political and administrative reforms and civic participation Leith P. [7], Cavallo S., Lynch J., Scull P.
[8]. Despite the widespread interest in the topic, there is an acute lack of empirical data across
countries, which hinders the development of a practical view of citizen interaction with digital
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government platforms. The presented research makes a significant contribution to the development of
this topic on the example of Russia.

The control parameters of the sample strictly correspond to the following characteristics of the
population: gender, age, educational level.

The main research objective was to test a series of working hypotheses related to the study of the
state of demand by the population for e-government services and steps to transition to the digital
economy, as well as satisfaction with the results of use and attitude to quality. A series of research
tasks was associated with an attempt to identify the most stable patterns in the system of these
relations and the factors that determine them.

The small sample size during the study determines that some data processing tools allow to identify
only the most significant, stable patterns, but do not allow to detect statistically significant features,
but depending on the sample size.

This concerns, for example, the use of such an analytical tool as the analysis of standardized residuals
associated with a nonparametric criterion - the calculation of the chi-square statistic, which is very
sensitive to the sample size.

As a result, at the stage of this study, not all patterns could be found, and therefore conclusions about
the absence of a connection in one case or another would be methodically inconsistent. As a result, the
report will reflect only those patterns that can be characterized as significant and stable at the stage of
exploratory research.

In strict accordance with the parameters of the quota sample, 48% of men and 52% of women were
interviewed.

Among the respondents, 18-29-year-old respondents accounted for 18.7%, 30-39-year-olds - 20.7%,
40-49-year-olds - 15.3%, 50-59-year-olds - 17.3%, 60-year-olds and older - 28.0%.

The respondents with the lowest level of education accounted for 1.3% of the respondents, with
complete secondary education - 8%, with primary vocational education - 3.3%, with secondary
vocational education - 42%, with incomplete higher education - 8%, with higher education - 37.3%.

The share of respondents with the lowest incomes under $ 150 per family member was 4.7%, with
incomes from $ 150 to $ 250 - 21.3%, from $ 250 to $ 400 - 26%, from $ 400 to USD 700 - 28%, over USD
700 - 12.0%. Found it difficult to answer the question about income 2%, refused to answer - 6.0%.

Less than 1% of the respondents considered themselves to be the upper stratum, 8.7% referred to the
intermediate stratum between the highest and the middle class, 41.3% to the middle stratum, 33.3% to
the intermediate stratum between the middle and the highest stratum, 14.0 %. It was difficult to
answer the question about the status self-assessment of 2.0% of the respondents. Thus, almost 50% of
the respondents identified themselves as low-status social groups.

Among the respondents, the most significant group were pensioners - 20%, 12.7% were workers in
culture, education, and science, 10% - workers (including in the agricultural sector) and students,
about 9% - workers in the service sector. The rest of the categories were less than 7%.

Among the respondents, residents of the megalopolis accounted for 48%, 19.3% - residents of villages
and villages, 16.7% - urban-type settlements, 16.0% - residents of cities of regional subordination.

Use of e-government services

Question: «Multifunctional centers have been operating in the country for several years now. Have
you personally ever applied to multifunctional centers (further MFC) to solve your problems - to
obtain any documents you need? » MFC is a multifunctional center, a category of state institutions in
Russia that provide state and municipal services on the principle of «one window» after a single
application by the applicant with a corresponding request. At the same time, interaction with bodies
providing public services or bodies providing municipal services is carried out by a multifunctional
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center without the participation of the applicant.

4/5 of respondents from St. Petersburg and the Leningrad region currently have experience of
contacting multifunctional centers.

Less than 6% of respondents were dissatisfied with the results of contacting the MFC, almost 41% of
respondents rated it extremely high («completely satisfied»), rather satisfied - 30.0%. 21.7% noted
conflicting feelings about the results of contacting the MFC («in some ways yes, in others no»). Thus,
almost 71% of respondents in general positively assessed the work of the MFC.

An analysis of the combined tables of the experience of contacting the MFC and assessments of the
attitude towards various indicators of the assessment of e-government, considering the standardized
balances, showed the following showed that at present, contacting the MFC is not a factor:

e the formation of a certain - positive or negative - attitude towards the development of the digital
economy in Russia and the expansion of electronic document flow;

o thelevel of confidence in electronic document management;

e assessing the personal information security of citizens when using electronic document
management, convenience for users of the electronic public services system, the speed of office work
in government agencies after the introduction of electronic document management, the quality of
informing the population about electronic public services;

e ideas about the level of confidentiality of personal data when using electronic platforms and the
preferred method of submitting documents.

However, people who have no experience of contacting the MFC on all these issues tend to find it
difficult to answer much more than those who received any services there.

Of all the respondents, 32.7% and 24.1% of the respondents, respectively, stated that they are
completely satisfied or, rather, satisfied with the results of this appeal; the share of positive
assessments of the work of the MFC from the number of people who applied to this structure is 71%,
which can be assessed as a high indicator of the quality of work.

Using the portal of public services

Question: «The Unified Portal of State and Municipal Services (further «Gosuslugi») has been
operating in the country for several years. According to official data, already over 40% of the Russian
population is registered on this portal. Have you used the services of the Unified Portal of State and
Municipal Services? »

In St. Petersburg and the Leningrad Region, the level of access to the portal of public services
corresponds to the national average and is 50.7%.

Question: «In your opinion, which services to the population can be obtained through the Unified
Portal of State and Municipal Services («Gosuslugi»)? »

The question was asked as open, without prompts (the list of functions of the public services portal
was not shown to the respondents). According to the distribution, the answers of the respondents
strictly correspond to the most frequent services of the portal.

Question: «Which of the services are important for you personally? Check all required options».

The following functions of the public services portal turned out to be in high demand (relevant for
more than half of the respondents): making an appointment with a doctor - 63.3%, ordering a foreign
passport - 54.7%, paying utility bills - 50.7%.

The second most important group (significant for at least one third of the population; considering the
sampling error, this group included those functions that scored 32% of positive answers) included the
following functions provided by the public services portal: checking taxes and debts - 46, 0%, payment
of duties and taxes - 44.0%, ordering a Russian passport - 42.7%, applying to a pension fund - 36.7%,
obtaining a TIN (tax individual number) - 36.0%,
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registration at the place of residence or stay - 32.7 %, car registration - 32.0%.

The following possibilities of the portal of public services are significant for at least every fifth
inhabitant of two constituent entities of the Russian Federation: job search and employment - 29.3%,
obtaining a certificate of no criminal record - 27.3%, state technical inspection of vehicles - 26.0%,
registration of benefits and payments - 26.0%, information on administrative offenses in the field of
road traffic with the ability to order SMS informing about issued fines - 25.3%, registering with the
State Traffic Inspectorate - 25.3%, registering a child in a kindergarten and checking the queue - 24.7%,
information on the provision of state social assistance, social services - 24.0%, changing data in the
documents of a citizen - 22.7%, taking qualification exams and issuing driver's licenses - 20.7%,
consultations on labor law - 20.0%.

The third most important group (relevant at least for every tenth respondent) included the following
options: registration of the birth of a child - 17.3%, registration of legal entities and entrepreneurs -
16.0%, information on legal debt of an individual - 14.7 %, information of insured persons on the state
of their individual personal accounts in the compulsory pension insurance system - 14.0%, filing an
application for marriage registration - 14.0%, registration of maternity capital and its disposal - 12.0%,
filing claims —10.0%.

The least demanded were the following services provided by the portal of State services: issuance of
hunting tickets of a single federal sample - 10.7%, submission of information on voluntary certification
of goods - 4.7%, filing applications for violation of advertising legislation - 4.7%, others - 4.0%.

In addition, an analysis was made of the size of groups potentially willing to use a different number
of electronic government services provided by the portal.

It turned out that from 0 to 5 different services up to 40% of the population are ready to use, from 6 to
10 services - 32%, from 11 to 15 services - 13.3% of the population, from 16 to 20 services - 7.3% of
respondents, from 21 to 25 different services - 4.7% of the population, 26 services and more - 2.7% of
the population.

Analysis of the socio-demographic profile of respondents who rated the importance of a certain
number of public services for themselves showed the following socio-demographic profile of potential
users:

From 0 to 5 functions of the portal of public services are considered important for themselves to a
greater extent than other groups, respondents aged 60 and over, pensioners, residents of a small town
or urban-type settlement.

From 6 to 10 functions of the portal of public services are considered significant for themselves to a
greater extent than other groups, respondents with incomplete higher education, engineers, and
technicians in production, as well as housewives (including women on postnatal care leave for the
child).

From 11 to 15 functions of the portal of public services are considered significant for themselves to a
greater extent than other groups, respondents aged 40 to 49 years old, with higher education, workers
in science, culture, and education, as well as referring themselves to the category of «others»
determining the type of activity, residents of the metropolis.

From 16 to 20 functions of the portal of public services are considered important for themselves to a
greater extent than other groups, respondents aged 50 to 59, workers and managers.

From 21 to 25 functions of the portal of public services are considered important for themselves to a
greater extent than other groups, respondents aged 50 to 59 years old, with secondary vocational
education.

From 26 or more functions of the portal of public services are considered important for themselves to
a greater extent than other groups, respondents with primary vocational education, as well as
university students and students of secondary specialized institutions, as well as the wealthiest
residents with an income of more than 500 USD per month for each family member.
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The data on the cumulative / accumulated percentage show that one third of the respondents
consider no more than 4 services to be significant for themselves, half of the respondents - no more
than 6 services, 2/3 of the population - no more than 6 out of more than 30 functions provided by the
Gosuslugi portal.

Analysis of the demanded functions, considering the level of use of the portal of State services,
indicates three significant points:

tirst, the very uneven level of use of various functions by the population in the present;

secondly, the effectiveness of the target strategy of targeting the portal of public services to various
social groups;

thirdly, on the need to update work with target groups of the population and improve the
information policy on e-government.

During the study, it was found that the experience of using electronic services on the Gosuslugi
portal is associated with:

e a positive attitude to the expansion of electronic document management (direct connection,
statistically significant, Pearson's correlation coefficient is +0.408;

e a positive assessment of the convenience for users of the system of electronic public services and
document circulation (the connection is direct, statistically significant, the Pearson correlation
coefficient is +0.46);

e the idea that it is much more convenient to submit documents via electronic channels, without
communicating with the employee (the connection is direct, statistically significant, the Pearson
correlation coefficient is +0.507).

Those who have experience of accessing the Gosusulugi portal are also inclined to trust electronic
document flow, positively assess, and recognize the acceleration of office work in government
agencies after the introduction of electronic document flow, recognize the guarantee of the
confidentiality of personal data when using electronic platforms (this is evidenced by positive
statistically significant standardized balances in the corresponding cells of the tables).

To find out the joint occurrence of significant for respondents” opportunities offered by the Gosuslugi
portal, a procedure of multidimensional scaling was performed.

The analysis made it possible to identify several groups of the most used e-government services
(arranged in order of decreasing number of respondents using them).

Group 1 - solving household and family problems - combines the following functions: making an
appointment with a doctor, paying utility bills.

Group 2 - fulfilling obligations to the state - combines the following functions: checking taxes and
arrears, paying duties and taxes, ordering a Russian passport, ordering a foreign passport, obtaining a
TIN.

Group 3 - registration obligations in relation to permons and automotive equipment - combines the
following functions: registration of a car, registration with the State Traffic Inspectorate, taking
qualification exams and issuing driver's licenses, state technical inspection of vehicles, information on
administrative offenses in the field of road traffic with the ability to order SMS-informing about issued
fines, registration at the place of residence or stay, changing data in a citizen's documents, obtaining a
certificate of no criminal record, information on legal debt of an individual, registration of legal
entities and entrepreneurs.

Group 4 - solving social problems - combines the following functions: enrolling a child in
kindergarten and checking the queue, processing benefits and payments, applying to a pension fund,
information on the provision of state social assistance, social services, advice on labor law, job search
and employment.

Group 5 unites the following functions affecting special social groups (spouses, young parents,
entrepreneurs, interest groups): filing claims, filing an application for marriage registration,

registration and disposal of maternity capital, registration of the birth of a child, information of
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insured persons about the state of their individual personal accounts in the system of compulsory
pension insurance, issuance of hunting tickets of a unified federal standard, submission of information
on voluntary certification of goods, filing applications for violation of advertising legislation, etc.

It is extremely rare that the registration of the car and the appeal to the pension fund are used
together.

The analysis showed that the greater the number of electronic services of the Gosuslugi portal (the
lower limit is 16 types of potentially significant services) the respondents consider significant for
themselves, the more they tend to consider all electronic public services systems unconditionally
convenient for themselves.

The smaller the number of electronic services on the Gosuslugi portal the respondent considers
significant for himself, the more he is indifferent to the expansion of electronic document circulation.
They are inclined to recognize the increase in the speed of office work in government agencies after
the introduction of electronic document management, the respondents who consider 6 to 10 functions,
which are provided by the State Services portal, to be significant for themselves.

At the same time, people with high rates of potential demand for the functions offered by the
Gosuslugi portal (from 21 to 25 significant services) are more inclined than other groups to worry
about the risks of total control over their private life by the state and, in general, negatively. relate to
the implementation of the digital economy in Russia.

The analysis showed that the remaining 4 functioning Internet platforms of e-government, which
provide services not to the entire population, but to its individual categories, are currently in very
little demand. Only the unified system of interdepartmental electronic interaction was outside the
limits of the statistical error indicators (4.7% of respondents said that they used its services). Between
% and 9/10 of the population have never even heard of them.

Undoubtedly, only a quarter of the respondents (26%) considered the convenience of using e-
government Internet platforms to be convenient. Slightly more than half of the respondents
considered them convenient only partially (52.7%), about 7% - categorically inconvenient, 14.7% -
found it difficult to answer. Considering the level of awareness of the various platforms by the
respondents and the experience of using them, it is obvious that it was just about the Gosuslugi portal.

Experience of using electronic signature

22% of the surveyed respondents stated that they already use an electronic signature. Almost half of
the surveyed respondents (48%) have heard about an electronic signature but have no experience of
using it. About 29% of respondents have no idea about electronic signatures. At the same time, the
analysis of the combined tables showed the tendency of people with experience in using electronic
signatures to fully trust the practices of electronic document management (Pearson's correlation
coefficient is +0.371), to fully support the expansion of electronic document flow, to believe that there
is no reason for alarm about the risks of deploying total control from the state. The results of
multidimensional scaling show a significant dispersion of groups in the use of various e-government
capabilities.

The variations in the use of e-government forms

To clarify the significance of the factor of the multiplicity of forms of appeal to various platforms and
tools of using e-government for the formation of attitudes towards it, additional calculations were
carried out.

It was found that none of the respondents uses all 5 platforms, as well as the MFC and the electronic
signature. The maximum number of platforms and tools used is 4.
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15.3% of respondents do not use any tool and / or platform, one - 25.3%, two - 36.7% (this is the MFC
and the Gosuslugi portal), three - 19.3%, four - 3.3% people interviewed.

The following features of the socio-demographic profile of groups using a different number of e-
government tools and platforms were identified.

Respondents over 60 years of age, unemployed pensioners, self-identified people, people with the
lowest and relatively low incomes less than 250 USD per family member per month have no
experience of using e-government services.

One e-government tool / platform is more likely to be used by service workers and non-working
retirees than other groups.

Two e-government tools / platforms are more likely than other groups to be used by respondents
aged 30 to 39, as well as students.

Three e-government tools / platforms are more likely than other groups to be used by respondents
aged 40 to 49, those with higher education, and middle-class entrepreneurs with incomes over 700
USD per month per family member.

Four e-government tools / platforms are more likely than other groups to be used by people who
consider themselves to be in between the upper and middle strata, with incomes over 700 USD per
month per family member.

The use of a variety of different platforms and e-government tools is associated with an assessment
of the convenience for users of the system of electronic government services: the greater the number of
platforms used, the less they are prone to negative assessments (Pearson's correlation coefficient is -
0.411).

The relationship between the number of platforms and e-government tools used is similarly
confirmed:

e an assessment of the convenience for users of the system of electronic government services
(Pearson's correlation coefficient is - 0.411);

e attitude to the expansion of electronic document management (Pearson's correlation coefficient is
- 0.48);

e trustin electronic document management (Pearson's correlation coefficient is - 0.414);

e an assessment of the speed of office work in government agencies after the introduction of
electronic document management (Pearson's correlation coefficient is - 0.433);

e preferred method of submission of documents (Pearson's correlation coefficient is - 0.425); the less
experience in using various tools and platforms, the greater the craving for the traditional way of
filing documents through employees - specific people; this more and more varied experience,
preferable people seem to be an impersonal, electronic way of submitting documents for
consideration.

In relation to the digital economy and in assessing the adequacy of informing the population by the
state about the forms of electronic services, no statistically significant correlation coefficients were
found, however, at the level of statistically significant standardized residuals, it was confirmed that
the more e-government tools the respondents use, the more they have a positive attitude. to the digital
economy and consider the level of information sufficient. This is especially true for people who use at
least 4 platforms / tools.

Multidimensional scaling and correlation analysis showed that the most significant in terms of
forming attitudes towards e-government and various indicators of its assessment is the experience of
contacting the MFC and using the Gosuslugi portal (47.3% of respondents shared them).

The most significant factor in addressing these 2 structures is the age of citizens; the older people are,
the less practice they have of such appeals (Pearson's correlation coefficient is 0.384). Also, people with
low status self-esteem, unemployed pensioners, people with incomes of up to 250 USD per month for
each family member (estimated by statistically significant standardized residuals)
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have less experience.

It is typical for these structures to be addressed by people with an income of more than 400 USD per
month.

As in the case of assessments of e-government indicators of people with different experience in using
platforms and tools, when assessing a subsample of people with experience of contacting the MFC and
the Gosuslugi portal, statistically significant correlation coefficients were identified with the following
indicators:

e an assessment of the convenience for users of the electronic public services system (Pearson's
correlation coefficient is 0.395);

e attitude to the expansion of electronic document management (Pearson's correlation coefficient is
equal to 0.392);

e trustin electronic document management (Pearson's correlation coefficient is 0.374);

e an assessment of the speed of office work in government agencies after the introduction of
electronic document management (Pearson's correlation coefficient is 0.395);

o preferred method of submission of documents (Pearson's correlation coefficient is 0.501); the less
experience in using various tools and platforms, the greater the craving for the traditional way of
filing documents through employees - specific people; this more and more varied experience, the
preferable people seem to be an impersonal, electronic way of submitting documents for
consideration.

In addition, the analysis showed that the experience of simultaneously using the Gosuslugi portal
and contacting the MFC is associated with the belief of people in:

e guarantees of confidentiality of personal data when using electronic platforms;

e personal information security of citizens when using electronic document management;

e optimality of informing the population about electronic government services;

¢ the need to develop the digital economy in Russia.

The attitude of citizens to electronic forms of documents

Currently, there is a split in the views of citizens regarding the preference for a personal or
impersonal way of submitting documents to government agencies. More than half - 54% - believe that
the electronic method is better than communicating with an official / clerk, 41.3% believe that the
submission of documents, applications, etc. when communicating with an employee is preferable.
About 5% were unable to express their position.

Currently, 20% of respondents do not have a formed point of view regarding the expansion of the
number of electronic services in the country. Every fifth respondent assesses this process negatively
(5.3% categorically do not support, 14.7% rather do not support). 3/5 of the respondents spoke
positively about the expansion of the number of electronic documents (23.3% fully support, 36.7%
rather support).

Confidence in the currently existing forms of electronic document management is expressed by about
40% of respondents (11.3% trust completely, 27.3% - rather, trust). Slightly more than a third express a
contradictory assessment - they trust in some things and not in others (34.7%). More than 20% do not
trust the existing forms of electronic document management (rather, they do not trust 14.7%,
categorically do not trust - 7.3%). About 5% were unable to formulate their position.

Risks associated with data on government electronic platforms (ranked as the frequency of responses
decreases) are assessed by respondents as follows:

a) unauthorized leaks of personal data due to hacking of sites («data security», «fear of leakage», «the
data is in the Internet platform, when the system is hacked, my data will be available to hackers», «the
likelihood of hacking, theft of personal information», «high level theft of electronic documents», «data
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may be lost», «hacking (possible)», «the possibility of using personal data for criminal purposes»,

«available to fraudsters, can easily be forged», «someone can secretly / illegally find out which
information», «it is easy to hack and get our data», «insufficient data protection, the possibility of data
loss», «unreliability, fake», «undeveloped cybersecurity», «the main reason is incomplete protection
from outside interference», «piracy, hackers, hacking of emails, insecurity», «leakage of personal
data», «I'm afraid that my data will fall into the hands of third parties»);

b) data loss due to technical failures («a virus will destroy everything», «viruses», «computer
malfunction», «possible failures in the process of transferring information», «the program freezes, data
is entered incorrectly», «electronics failure, human factor» , «state of technical support», «equipment is
not reliable»);

¢) technical difficulties in using the Internet and electronic forms of documents for certain categories
of people («the fact that people are sometimes incompetent to use, it’s difficult, etc.», «because I don’t
use it, this is an innovation», «bad acquaintance», «I can’t fully master electronic technologies», «I
don’t understand how it all works», «I do not understand well, I don’t know how to use devices, it’s
inconvenient», «You need to have a lot of passwords, keys, etc.», «Difficulty of use»);

d) generally, distrust of electronic forms, preference for documents in paper form («I trust
documents, but some structures do not», «using old forms is more pragmatic», «the population is not
too familiar with electronic document management», «I don’t like the Internet», «I am afraid the
possibility of forging documents», «the absence of a document here and now», «there is no responsible
person»);

e) deliberate deception of people («I am afraid that they will be deceived», «all sorts of deceptions are
going on, especially for the elderly», «<many swindlers have gotten divorced», «I am paranoid»);

f) total control by the state («this is a plan for collecting information», «they will control me even
more», «surveillance»).

Half of the respondents are convinced that the speed of consideration of their questions after the
introduction of electronic document management has increased (50.7%), a quarter is convinced
(26.7%) that nothing has changed, some more than 3% believe that everything, on the contrary, has
slowed down. Almost every fifth person does not have a formed position on this issue (19.3%).

Understanding the information security of citizens

Half of the respondents (50.7%) are convinced that when using electronic platforms, the
confidentiality of personal information is not violated (there is no risk of violation) when using
electronic platforms. The 28.7% believe that confidentiality rules are not followed. The 20.7% cannot
answer this question.

The 30% of respondents are convinced that electronic document management gives citizens
guarantees of their information security, 51.3% deny it, 18.7% found it difficult to answer.

The level of anxiety of citizens about the risks of being under total control of the state, when their
right to privacy is violated, is very high - 4/5 of the respondents (80.7%, including 42% are convinced
that this risk is unconditional, 38.7% believe grounds for alarm are well founded). The 3.3% of
respondents are unconditionally convinced that there is no reason for concern, 11.3% of respondents
believe that most likely there is no reason for alarm. The 4.7% of respondents found it difficult to
answer this question.

No more than a quarter of the population is aware of the need to adjust the information policy in
relation to electronic services, providing citizens with more complete information (23.3% think so),
almost 2/3 of the respondents (64.7%) deny this need. The 12% could not decide on their position.

When answering the question about their attitude to digitalization of the economy, 45.3% of
respondents assessed it positively, 40.7% expressed a double attitude, 3.3% - negative. About 9% of
respondents found it difficult to answer.
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Preferrable internet gadgets

Every tenth respondent stated that he does not use the Internet at all.

More than 2/3 use a smartphone to access the World Wide Web (69.3%), almost half (47.3%) use a
laptop, every third (33.3%) use a stationary computer, every fourth (25.3%) use the tablet.

Additionally, the number of networks, channels, messengers shared by the respondents was
calculated.

Only 4% of respondents do not use any of the named, they limit themselves to using one - 20%, two -
13.3%, three - 17.3%, four - 16.7%, use five networks - 13.3%, six - 8.0%, seven - 5.3%, eight - 2.0%.

When regrouping the data, 4 groups were singled out according to the indicator of the diversity of
the channels and networks used. Half of the respondents use 1 to 3 different network sources and
messengers - 50.7% (not high), from 4 to 6 - 38.0% of respondents (average), from 7 to 8 - 7.3% (high).
The maximum variety of channels is observed mainly among young respondents under the age of 30,
managers, university students. These people are rather positive about the expansion of electronic
document management.

A moderate variety of channels is used primarily by people aged 30 to 60, complete secondary
education, entrepreneurs, military personnel, as well as the poorest people with incomes up to 150
USD per month per family member, residents of small towns and urban-type villages. These people,
rather, have a positive attitude towards the expansion of electronic document circulation, they believe
that after the introduction of electronic document circulation, the speed of resolving issues has
increased.

The extremely limited variety of channels is used to a greater extent by people over 60, those with
primary vocational education, workers, unemployed pensioners, and those with incomes from 200 to
250 USD per month for each family member. These people tend not to support the expansion of
electronic document management; they find it difficult to assess the change in the speed of
consideration of cases after the introduction of electronic document management and believe that it is
more convenient to hand over documents to a specific person, as it was before, than using electronic
impersonal forms.

In general, not to use networks, channels and instant messengers are more inclined than other
groups, the oldest respondents, unemployed retirees who consider themselves to be in the lower
stratum, the poorest people with an income of up to 150 USD per month per family member. These
people, to a greater extent than other groups, are indifferent to the expansion of electronic document
management.

A smartphone as the most convenient means of accessing the Internet was rated by every third
respondent (33.3%), a desktop computer and laptop - every fourth (26.7% and 24%, respectively), a
tablet - only 6%.

Use of social networks and Internet communication channels

The most demanded respondents are Vkontakte (62.05) and WhatsApp (58.7%). About a third of
respondents use YouTube (36.0%), Odnoklassniki (30.7%), Instagram (30.7%) and Skype (29.3%).
Every fourth uses Viber (24.7%), every fifth (20.7%) - Telegram, every tenth (10.0%) - Facebook, every
twelfth (8.0%) - Twitter. Less than 5% of respondents use «Moy Mir».

The multivariate scaling results identified 5 combinations of the most used networks, channels, and
messengers.

Group 1 includes: Vkontakte and WhatsApp.

The second group includes channels in which the visual component is of particular importance:
Instagram and YouTube.

Group 3 included: Odnoklassniki, Skype, Viber.
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In the 4th group there is only 1 messenger - Telegram, it is in a special position for users.

Group 5 united the less frequently used networks, channels, and messengers: Facebook and Twitter,
as well as Moy Mir, Flickr, LinkedIn, Tumblr, other.

These groupings should be considered when disseminating information about e-government and the
digital economy to raise awareness of target groups.

The analysis shows that at least a third of respondents’ trust WhatsApp, about a quarter - Vkontakte,
as well as other sites and channels, almost every fourth - Telegram, about 14% - Skype and
Odnoklassniki, every ninth - Instagram, every tenth - Viber, every twelfth - YouTube. Facebook, Moy
Mir, and Twitter - very few respondents.

Analysis of multidimensional scaling showed which channels, networks and messengers
respondents tend to trust at the same time.

Trust group 1 includes: Vkontakte and WhatsApp.

Trust group 2 includes: Skype, Viber, YouTube.

Group 3 included: Odnoklassniki, Instagram.

In trust group 4 - only 2 have entered: Telegram

Trust group 5 includes: Moy Mir, Facebook, Flickr, LinkedIn, Tumblr, Twitter.

Trust group 6 also has only one answer - other networks, channels, and messengers.

The situation with single objects in groups 4 and 6 is explained, on the one hand, by the special
position in the views of Telegram respondents, after active attempts were made in the spring of 2018
to block access to this resource of Russian users, on the other hand, by the strong fragmentation of the
preferred by the population. Internet resources in accordance with their personal interests.

This situation should be considered when planning an information campaign to increase its
credibility.

Telegram is currently the most effective in terms of the level of trust. The 50% or more of the
Facebook, WhatsApp and Skype audiences trust them.

From 40% to 44% of the audience trust the Vkontakte, Moy Mir, Odnoklassniki, Instagram and Viber.
The level of audience trust on YouTube and Twitter is very low - respectively, no more than 22% and
16% of the audience of these channels.

The most effective in terms of promoting information are currently other, small sites.

Only 9.3% of respondents - every eleventh respondent - have experience of using infomats of
information and communication terminals to communicate with the portal of public services.

Attitude towards institutions of power

5.3% of the respondents fully trust the local administration and the municipal council; they rather
trust - 19.3%; they trust in something, and in some things they do not - 32.0%; rather, they do not trust
- 17.3%, completely do not trust 17.3%. The 8.7% find it difficult to answer.

Fully trust the regional legislative assembly 4.7% of respondents, rather trust - 18.7%, trust in
something, in something not - 32.7%, rather do not trust - 16.0%, do not completely trust 18.0%. The
10.0% find it difficult to answer.

The 8.7% of respondents fully trust the governor, rather trust - 14.7%, trust in something, in
something not - 23.3%, rather do not trust - 17.3%, do not completely trust 22.7 %. The 13.3% find it
difficult to answer. The 6.7% of respondents fully trust the State Duma, more likely they trust - 12.0%,
in some ways they trust, in some things they do not - 19.3%, rather do not trust - 24.0%, do not
completely trust 32, 0%. 6.0% find it difficult to answer. 6.7% of respondents fully trust the Federation
Council, rather trust - 14.0%, trust in something, not in something - 21.3%, rather do not trust - 20.7%,
do not completely trust 28, 7%. 8.7% find it difficult to answer.

8.0% of respondents fully trust the government of the Russian Federation, more likely trust - 13.3%,

trust in something, not in something - 23.3%, rather do not trust - 22.0%, do not completely trust 28,
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7%. 4.7% find it difficult to answer.

16.0% of the respondents completely trust the President of Russia V.V. Putin. 21.3% of the
respondents are more likely to trust, in some ways they trust, in some they do not - 25.3%, rather do
not trust - 7.3%, completely do not trust 24.7%. The 5.3% find it difficult to answer.

Institutional trust balance is the difference between positive and negative assessments of institutions.
The most stable situation is in relation to the President (+ 5%), the worst - in relation to the State Duma
(-37.3%). The stable negative attitude towards the government of the Russian Federation (-29.4%) and
the Federation Council (-28.7%). Attitude towards the local administration (-10%), the regional
parliament (-10.6%) and the governor (-16.6%) is moderately negative.

The index of trust in government institutions (the ratio of the difference between positive and
negative assessments to the total number of respondents who expressed certain positive or negative
assessments) is currently very low among respondents living in the Leningrad Region and St.
Petersburg. Only the President has a positive index (+0.08). The index of confidence of the prime
minister is -0.54, the State Duma is -0.5, the government and the Federation Council is -0.41, the
governor is -0.26, the regional parliament is -0.18, the local administration is -0.16.

Multidimensional scaling after recoding the data on trust in institutions of power into binomial
variables showed the degree of differences in attitudes towards them.

The findings show that the same groups tend to trust the chambers of the federal parliament as well
as the government. There is some overlap between groups of people who trust regional parliaments
and local administrations. At the same time, the groups of trust in the president and the heads of the
regional executive power differ as much as possible. Also, the analysis showed statistically significant
correlation coefficients between the variables of the level of trust in government institutions.

The correlation analysis showed the maximum coherence of self-assessments of respondents' trust in
authorities of various levels (high statistically significant Pearson correlation coefficients), except for
trust in the prime minister and local governments. The analysis of trust in the institutions of power
showed the following.

The 46.7% of respondents do not trust any institution of power. Trust only 1 institution of power -
15.3%, trust 2 institutions of power - 11.3%, trust 3 institutions of power - 7.3%, four - 4.0%, five - 1.3%,
six - 2.7% %, seven - 2%, eight - 9.3% of respondents.

After additional grouping of the data, groups of respondents were identified with different levels of
trust in government institutions. The group of those who do not trust included 46.7% (do not trust any
institution of government), the group with a low indicator of trust in government (to one degree or
another trust 1-3 government institutions) includes 34% of respondents, with an average (trust 4 or 5
government institutions) - 5.3%, in the group with high trust - 14.0% of respondents (trust 6, 7 or 8
government institutions).

Those with an income per household member in the range of 150 to 250 USD are more likely than
other groups to demonstrate high to moderate trust in government; respondents with rather low
status self-esteem (between the lower and middle strata) - do not trust the authorities.

Those with high trust in the authorities are not inclined to use the Vkontakte website; they are more
inclined than other groups to assess the system of electronic public services as convenient for the
population, but at the same time tend not to support the expansion of electronic document flow and
find it difficult to answer questions about the personal information security of citizens when using
electronic document flow. At the same time, this category of people shows less inclination to worry
about violation of the right to privacy, total control by the state in the process of using electronic
document management. These people tend to consider the level of government awareness of the
population about e-government, platforms, and tools as sufficient.

Those with average trust in government tend to trust YouTube's use of information as well.
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People with low trust in government tend to find it more difficult than other groups to talk about
their experience of using a public service portal. Respondents with a complete lack of trust in
government bodies deny more than other groups that there are guarantees of confidentiality of
personal data when using electronic platforms.

During the research project, there were no identified other statistically confirmed relationships
between the trust of the authorities and the attitude to the policy of e-government development.

Conclusion

The study established a high level of information education, skills, and culture of using modern
information online technologies among the population of St. Petersburg and the Leningrad Region.

The Internet resources related to the implementation of the tasks of the digital government are
available to the population of these two constituent entities of the Russian Federation, but only the
portal of State services is used; the other 4 portals are used by an insignificant number of respondents.
Of the other tools and institutions of e-government, only the MFC is actively used. The low rates of
electronic signature use.

Infomats are used very little as a way of accessing the website of the Gosuslugi portal. The
respondents give preference to smartphones. The level of use of stationary computers and laptops in
terms of convenience is about the same. Tablets are clearly inferior to other gadgets for Internet access.
Assessment of citizens' perceptions about the comfort of using the current electronic platforms of
digital government is determined by indicators of the number of platforms and tools used; there is a
functional dependence: the more they use, the more comfortable they consider it, and vice versa.

Identifying the level of subjective perceptions of citizens about personal information security and
confidentiality of transferring their data to public service sites is also associated with the sustainability
of the use of e-government tools and the number of tasks that respondents consider relevant for
themselves.

Differentiation of attitudes towards e-government and various indicators of its assessment are
determined mainly by age, educational, status characteristics of social groups. Younger, educated
respondents with relatively high-status self-esteem and an average income level prefer to use public
services in an impersonal form - without contacting employees in offices. Gaps between different
generations were fixed in relation to intermediaries-employees when submitting documents.

Subjective assessments of the personal information security of the population when using Internet
portals are quite low. The level of actual trust in electronic document flow is low; the risks assessed
are related to the possibilities of hacking websites by intruders, leakage of personal data into open
access on the Internet, direct fraud against people whose data is stored on the websites of state
electronic services, technical failures, and difficulties in working with programs when submitting
documents, concern about total control with sides of the state and violation of the privacy of citizens.
Given the evidentiary impossibility for people to fall under the pressure of these risks, the potential
for trust in electronic document flow is high.

A linear way of assessing the institutions of power in the mass consciousness of people is revealed. In
this intelligence study, no statistically confirmed significant links were found between trust in various
institutions of government and representatives of the political elite with the assessment of various
indicators of the functioning of e-government.

While declaring a positive attitude of citizens to the digital economy, e-government and various
manifestations of its activities, the level of real understanding of these phenomena and a positive
attitude towards them is clearly low.

Assessment of informing the population about the activities of e-government is associated with the
fact of using its platforms and tools: users tend to consider information sufficient, those who do not
use tend to disagree with this.
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At present, the level of awareness of the functioning of the digital government among most of the
population is limited to certain functions, such as the Gosuslugi portal and the MFC and some others,
which is due to the lack of an advanced request for obtaining information of the corresponding type
about the activities of the state.

The low level of knowledge and demand for e-government services (electronic forms of digital
government) is partly determined by the ineffectiveness of the information policy of the state itself.

Assessment of the importance of electronic platforms and digital government tools for various
groups of the population is associated mainly with such socio-demographic indicators as: age, status
positions, income level.

The greatest differences in the development of sustainable practices for using various electronic
platforms of digital government are observed among social groups that differ in age, level of
information literacy and the nature of professional activity.

Perspectives of China’s Belt and Road Initiative in the post-epidemic period

Abstract. The article presents the factors of influence of coronavirus on the «Belt and road»
initiative and economic consequences for the participating countries from Central Asia. Systematic,
comparative method and scenario method were selected as research methods. The coronavirus
epidemic and the impending economic crisis will affect relations between Central Asian countries.
They will not have a completely new reality, but existing trends will accelerate dramatically. In this
situation, the economy and technological development of the Central Asian countries will become
increasingly dependent on China, which will also affect other areas of cooperation. The article points
out problematic issues in the further development of economic corridors, as well as the positive and
negative consequences of the pandemic, the reasons for revising the pace and scale of infrastructure
projects. Perspective directions of further development of this initiative in political and economic
aspects are considered. The coronavirus and its consequences are likely to force the Central Asian
countries and China to move closer together much more rapidly. The research objectives are to
investigate how the crisis of the coronavirus affects the economy of China and its part, related to the
initiative; the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic on Central Asia, its economic, social and political
situation; as well as how in recent times the policy of China in the region has changed. But despite
some negative consequences, in the short term, Central Asian countries have no choice but to become
even closer to China.

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The history of the formation of the system of «diploma mill» in
Kazakhstan

Abstract. The article is devoted to the history of the emergence of «diploma mill» in domestic
education. The authors do not doubt the relevance of the study, since the last few years the state has
been fighting against unscrupulous private educational institutions that have put the issuance of
dubious diplomas on a large stream. The authors demonstrate the history of the emergence of the
term diploma mill. It is impossible not to agree with the opinion of the President of the country, K.
K. Tokayev, who believes that such educational institutions undermine the reputation of the
education system in the country and the state itself. The president also said that even after graduating
from more serious universities, young people cannot get a job in their specialty — this is a direct
indicator of the quality of education.
The authors note that in Kazakhstan in the 1990s there was a sharp transition from state ownership to
private ownership, more commonly known as privatization. This phenomenon has particularly
affected the sphere of education, when, along with the traditional ones, non — state educational
institutions began to arise and develop rapidly — kindergartens, gymnasiums, colleges, lyceums, but
above all-universities. Accordingly, the competition between these two segments of the educational
services market has increased.
In the pursuit of income, private universities have forgotten about the quality of education, which has
caused their closure over the past few years. Despite the periodic cleaning of the educational field,
not conscientious private universities still exist, but their activities are a matter of time.
It is necessary to understand that the main key to the success and improvement of the quality of
Kazakhstan's higher education, regardless of the form of ownership, was and remains competition.
With the only condition that competition should be healthy, devoid of protectionism on the part of
state bodies. And who will ultimately stay afloat in the domestic market of educational services will
be decided by such qualities as creativity, innovation, and dedication.

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Introduction

For a detailed and detailed study of the task, let us turn to the history of the emergence of the
term diploma mill. Diploma mill or degree mill is a company or organization that does not have the
appropriate accreditation (state or from an authorized agency), declaring itself a higher educational
institution, awarding, and issuing invalid academic degrees and diplomas of education for a certain fee
[1].

The most notable feature of diploma factories is that they do not have accreditation from the state
or a recognized national accreditation agency, although they claim to have passed full accreditation of
educational programs. Such educational institutions, on their websites, post fake information about
passing accreditation from national and foreign agencies.

Another usual method of diploma factories is a statement that they are recognized by
international organizations such as UNESCO. Although UNESCO and organizations close to it do not
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have the authority to accredit educational
institutions and therefore issue warnings about this.

Very often, diploma factories take a name close to a well-known higher educational institution as
their name. For example, the University of Shaftesbury, the University of Durham (the name completely
coincides with the real Durham University), the University of Redding (the name almost coincides with
the real University of Reading and the University of Suffield (the name almost coincides with the real
University of Sheffield) appeared in the UK.

Compared to real educational institutions, the requirements for students in diploma factories are
significantly reduced, if at all, and the issuance of a diploma takes place practically without training.

In diploma factories, communication with the teacher is minimized, or there is no communication
at all. In other cases, teachers are involved only for marking grades.

The teachers themselves can be graduates of the same diploma factory or get a degree there. Or
even if they were educated at an accredited educational institution, they teach subjects not in the field in
which they specialize.

Since there is no special need for teachers in diploma factories, there is accordingly no necessary
infrastructure (libraries, laboratories, etc.), there is no staff, there is no research activity and there are no
scientific publications [2].

The purpose of the study. To analyze the evolution of the emergence of "diploma mill" in
Kazakhstan.

The history of the issue

A.]. Angulo (Professor of Education and History at Winthrop University, South Carolina) in his
monograph: "Diploma Mills: How For-Profit Colleges Stiffened Students, Taxpayers, and the American
Dream", analyzes the role of for-profit colleges and universities (for-profit colleges and universities /
FPCU) in the United States.

In the chapter "Commerce", the author describes the origins of the formation of the commercial
sector in education. Commercial colleges appeared in the middle of the XIX century along with non-profit
public and private (non-profit private) 1 American universities in the context of a sharp increase in
interest in entrepreneurship and the emergence of a wide demand for teaching new skills. In 1895, " more
than 96 thousand students entered the FPCU...

In the same year, non-profit colleges and universities accepted 97 students to business programs"
Commerecial colleges initially positioned themselves as conductors of practical and professional education
that is not available within the walls of traditional educational institutions. However, already in the XIX
century, many of them began to be criticized for awarding false degrees, minimizing the educational
process, unfair advertising, etc.

Angulo points out that the leading factor in the "spontaneous" period of development of
commercial colleges was the lack of any standards in the field of higher education. The situation began to
change in the second half of the XIX-early XX centuries, when the professionalization of scientists,
doctors, teachers, businessmen caused a demand for common standards both in the professional activity
itself and in preparation for it. As professional organizations and regulatory bodies were formed,
institutes for accreditation of educational programs and universities appeared.

"Diploma mill" are a dysfunctional phenomenon in relation to the public system, the result of the
weakening of state regulation of higher education while maintaining a stable flow of guaranteed state
injections. At the same time, Angulo implicitly follows an institutionalist interpretation of the activities of
organizations, which limits the space of possible solutions for any actor to a minimum number of options.
In this regard, even the best intentions of commercial universities will be in vain, if there is a thirst for
profit in combination with the existing institutional order [3].
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Methods

When writing a scientific article, the authors used the following methods: methods of theoretical
research, where mental activity prevailed, i.e., with the understanding of empirical material and its
processing. At the theoretical level, the internal structure, and laws of the development of these
phenomena, their interaction and conditionality were revealed.

The historical (historical-logical) research method was also used, which was used in the
construction of theoretical knowledge about the history of the "diploma mill". The historical method is
based on the study of the real history of an object in its concrete diversity, zigzags and accidents, special
and individual manifestations. The logical method reflects reality in its natural development, reveals the
objective logic of the object's development based on the study of the higher stages of its development. The
logical coincides with the historical: it is historical, purified from accidents and taken in its essential laws.

Discussion

The history of the formation of the system of "diploma factories" in Kazakhstan is not so long.
After gaining independence, and the penetration of market relations into the spheres of life, the
privatization of real estate, the appearance of the first businessmen, it became obvious that the higher
education sector is waiting for the same fate. Not only private schools, colleges and universities began to
open in Kazakhstan. For a certain period, they opened, existed, expanded, opened branches of their
universities in the countries of the near and far abroad.

The fight against the so-called "diploma factories" in Kazakhstan began in 2000. The sharp growth
of paid departments of state universities, along with the growth of private education, has created a
competitive environment for commercial education, the situation in which is getting worse. The struggle
for an applicant is a struggle for income. The market of university educational services reaches 112 billion
tenge, of which almost half-51.3 billion tenge is mastered by private universities.

In private universities, the indicators are about 23 billion tenge, 24.6 and 3.7 billion, respectively,
and in general 51.3 billion tenge. These amounts are differentiated depending on the form of training,
regional characteristics. But the ratio of income sources determines the price of the issue in the
educational services market, characterizes the intensity of passions.

Unfortunately, several educational institutions, regardless of their forms of ownership, have
joined in an unannounced pursuit of income, which results in competition for popular professions - legal,
economic.

Currently, the total share of the two groups of specialties "economics" and " law " is more than one
third, or 37.5 percent of all students. Such a large-scale training, on the one hand, indicates an increase in
the mass character of these professions, on the other - their popularity, which contributes to an
oversupply in the labor market on the part of young lawyers and economists.

It is quite natural that such a situation caused a negative reaction of the Head of State, who was
forced to interfere in this problem repeatedly and harshly, which led to the optimization of universities.
As a result, several private universities were enlarged through mergers and mergers, and some students
were transferred to state universities.

The Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan has repeatedly noted that
the number of universities conducting training in these specialties is inadequate to the number of teachers
available to them. The difficulties relate to the full-time part-time work adopted in accordance with the
Labor and Civil Codes, with the law on education, which allows working under a contract in several
universities at the same time.

The problem is not that teachers can work in a particular university. There is no need to affect
their legal rights. However, their inclusion in the staff of the university is often a formal, limited act that
allows unreasonably increasing the admission of students to a particular specialty.
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Recent inspections, as well as serious work
on compiling a rating of universities, have revealed an unsightly picture when there are teachers in
certain specialties, especially legal ones, according to the standards that do not correspond to the number
of students. As a result, the teaching staff of lawyers was divided into numerous universities, which led
to unfair competition and the closure of virtually all specialized law schools. The pursuit of the number of
students causes serious damage to the quality, is accompanied by an overload of classrooms, a shortage of
textbooks, the unavailability of computers, rare meetings with professors only at special events.

The path that the Kazakh education system has been following in recent years was taken by the
West at the beginning of the twentieth century. There were diploma factories in the USA when you could
become a doctor in six months. In Kazakhstan, in the 1990s, "diploma khans" flourished. In the district
center of Shieli, Kyzylorda region, in 1998, specialists in international law were trained in the teacher's
apartment after school. The fight against fake diplomas that harmed the country's economy began, and
universities were re-certified, which became a profitable business for the oligarchs from education.

Back in 2019, President Kassym-Jomart Tokayev instructed to close unscrupulous universities
engaged in printing diplomas, noting that the corresponding work is difficult because of the resistance of
influential people involved in profitable business.

50 universities are enough for the country (at the beginning of the 2020/2021 academic year, 129
universities were operating in the Republic of Kazakhstan: 33 state, 92 private and 4 with a foreign form
of ownership.

According to the authors, at the legislative level, it is necessary to prescribe a requirement for
universities to increase the rate of settling of the teaching staff to 80 percent from the current 50. Give a
transition period of 5-7 years. This will increase the value of scientists who can give knowledge, their
salaries will increase, and those universities where teachers give lectures on Wikipedia will die out. At the
same time, the expert believes that the heads of enterprises who are ready to spend time for the training
and selection of future personnel should be included among the settled ones:

- Practitioners who have high performance indicators should have such a right. For example,
successful lawyers, well-known expert analysts, as well as other professionals in their field who have
received recognition in their industry. Moreover, in our reality, employers still retrain yesterday's
university graduates.

Another problem that needs to be dealt with is the devaluation of the assessment of students '
knowledge.

— A person with a red diploma can turn out to be a complete zero in our work. In the American
GPA assessment system (the average score of a certificate or diploma), the knowledge of a graduate
obtained in a competitive struggle is shown — in some universities there is a practice of a limit on high
scores. The second function of the GPA is to give signs to the labor market about the competence of the
graduate: the diploma indicates the results of industrial practices and completed courses.

The key problem of Kazakhstan's education is the formal credit system of education. Recall that
this training is based on students ' own choice of disciplines, where credit is a unit of measurement of the
amount of academic work. It is no secret that students study within the strict framework of the trajectory
set by the university, which is difficult, troublesome and expensive to change. The choice of disciplines is
extremely limited, there is no de facto system of individual training. It remained a group one.

For example, in the United States, you choose the content of the educational program yourself,
you can change it arbitrarily. Moreover, for the first 2 years you have a real opportunity to study the
disciplines that interest you, so that after that you can decide on further specialization. Your classmates in
this system are "one-time", and not permanent, as with us. With this approach, corruption risks are
reduced — the student is responsible only for himself, collective "divorces" of sessions are excluded, and
the teacher cannot manipulate students. By the way, in the West, 2 strict indicators are imposed on
teachers themselves — scientific performance and an anonymous assessment of students.

The government should take the strictest measures against universities, including private ones,
which have turned into offices, let's be honest, for printing and issuing diplomas, " Tokayev said. He
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added that such educational institutions undermine the reputation of the education system in the country
and the state itself. Tokayev also said that even after graduating from more serious universities, young
people cannot get a job in their specialty — this is a direct indicator of the quality of education.

Many students go to work in parallel with their studies. "This means that the need for distance
learning is increasing," Tokayev believes. He believes that if Nazarbayev's idea of creating one powerful
higher education institution and two colleges in each region of Kazakhstan is implemented, young people
will not have to migrate in search of better conditions and leave far from home [4].

Today, it is obvious that higher education, which is one of the most important driving forces of
the changes taking place in the economy and at the same time reflects all the consequences of these
changes, opens new prospects, and faces new problems and tasks.

What we have today:

Higher education is becoming more and more widespread.

There is a dynamic diversification of higher education by institutional forms, levels, and content.

The expansion of the scale of higher education sharply raises the problem of the quality of
education and the problem of financing the growing scale of higher education.

The trend of internationalization of higher education is gaining strength.

> The range of educational services is being expanded.

Students ' access to educational services and educational databases has been facilitated.

The academic mobility of both students and faculty is growing.

The process of international unification of specialties and qualifications is being activated.

The geography of training centers is expanding.

> Age restrictions for obtaining higher education are removed.

> There is an active perception of the idea of "Studying for life"by society.

There is a certain rapprochement of cultures.

At the same time, we should also note the negative aspects that are serious challenges for the
global higher education system today:

Inequality of access to higher education persists in different regions of the world and social strata
of society.

The outflow of highly qualified specialists and academic staff from developing countries to
developed countries is increasing.

The number of pseudo-higher educational institutions, market "diploma mill"is growing.

There is a preservation in the curricula of outdated academic academic disciplines in terms of
content.

With the growing mass character of higher education, threats to its quality are growing.

Almost everywhere, the role of the state in the formation and implementation of educational
policy is weakening.

In several countries, nationalist pressure on the entire sphere of education, including higher
education, is becoming noticeable.

The analysis of the state of the world system of higher education allows us to identify several
notable trends in this system:

Strengthening the role of higher education as the main means and driving force for the
development of the intellectual and economic potential of society, both in developed and developing
countries.

The formation of higher education as an active participant in the process of globalization.

The emergence of new institutional structures of higher education:

* network universities ®

* corporate universities,

* multinational educational structures,

* educational structures of media corporations.

The frank transformation of knowledge into a commodity.
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The emergence of various types of
commercial partnerships in the field of higher education (for example, franchising).

Reduction of direct state funding of higher education in many countries.

Intensive development of new forms of higher education, such as electronic, distance, etc.

The increasing scale and changing nature of international mobility in the higher education system.

» Disordered growth of various documents and certificates of professional qualifications and
education [5, p. 14].

I am very pleased with the innovations in the system of domestic education, so «According to
Article 39 of the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan «On Education», since 2021, higher education
institutions, with the exception of the Academy of Justice, military, special educational institutions,
educational organizations implementing educational programs of higher and (or) postgraduate education
in the field of healthcare, have a license to engage in educational activities and have been accredited by
accreditation bodies included in the register of recognized accreditation bodies, issue documents on
education of their own sample. The form and requirements for filling out documents on education of their
own sample are determined by universities, considering the basic requirements for the content of
documents on education of their own sample, «the press service of the Ministry of Education and Science
of the Republic of Kazakhstan reported [6].

The department clarified that the main requirements for the content of documents on education of
its own sample have now been approved. «At the same time, amendments were made to the decree of the
Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan No. 1162 of December 31, 2015, which provides to produce
state-issued diplomas by the Banknote Factory for the Academy of Justice, military, special and medical
educational institutions. In this regard, universities independently determine the supplier of printed
products and produce diplomas of education of their own sample with the use of protective signs and a
OR code, «the ministry said.

The Minister of Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan has been fighting against
unscrupulous universities since the first days, under his leadership, the ministry is digitalizing diplomas
to prevent workers with fake documents from entering the country's labor market [7].

Conclusion

Based on the above, the authors concluded that the state needs to continue the fight against
"diploma factories".

It is obvious that in these conditions, the ratings of universities play a special role. In many
countries, their development and compilation by independent rating agencies has become a long-
standing tradition. Objectively conducted by highly qualified specialists, professionals in their field, the
examination allows us to determine the list of leading universities according to several indicators that
consider the opinion of employers and the public. This approach is more objective than the self-
promotion of individual educational institutions that give out wishful thinking. In Kazakhstan, such an
experience has been used and implemented over the past few years, and the national Atameken rating
can be attributed here.

Kazakhstan has actively joined the process of creating a competitive education system. Several
relevant program documents were adopted, the Head of State conceptually outlined a course for creating
a highly effective system of personnel training, accelerated integration into the world educational space.

Conclusions

The current active discussion on the problems of functioning and development of higher
education in the world forming the "new economy" allows us to draw three fundamentally important
conclusions:

First — the problem of the functioning and development of higher education is recognized by the
world community as one of the key development problems.

The second is that there is currently not sufficiently convincingly justified and accepted by the
world community system concept for the development of higher education that meets the conditions and
requirements of the"new economy".
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The third is the development and implementation of such a concept, a mega-task facing the world
intellectual community.

All the above about the higher education system imposes new requirements for the formation of
professional educational programs and requires a new approach to training specialists, especially in
applied universities. Highlighting the problem of training specialists in applied universities, we proceed
from the fact that it is specialists trained in applied universities that make up the main backbone of the
professional community of the real economic environment, it is on them that the success of the «new
economy» primarily depends. The analysis of the state of applied higher education in many countries
allows us to highlight one rather general point, in our opinion, a negative one. The line between the
training of specialists in applied universities and universities of the classical university profile is blurred.

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Soviet political regime in Kazakhstan during the period of «military communism»

Abstract. The article deals with the emergence and activity of Soviet power institutions in
Kazakhstan during the period of «war communism». During the years of «war communism», the
construction of the Soviet state apparatus continued. An important feature of this process,
researchers call the wide involvement of workers and peasants in state bodies. There was a change
in the national composition of civil servants - after the revolution, they began to include
representatives of many peoples of the former Russian Empire. In addition, many officials
continued to work in Soviet state structures that began their careers during the Provisional
Government or even the tsarist regime. The escalation of the civil war led to the emergence of
emergency authorities not provided for by the Constitution of the USSR. On the ground, the
functions of emergency services were performed by revolutionary committees. During the years of
the Civil War and «war communism», the RCP (b) became the core of the Soviet political system.
Thus, under the influence of wartime emergencies, a rigid military command system began to form
in the country. The article reveals the specifics of the implementation of the policy of «war
communism» in Kazakhstan, carried out by the Bolsheviks during the civil war of 1918-1920. As a
result of the analysis, it was possible to determine that the policy of «war communism» in the
regional aspect was carried out in line with general Soviet trends. It represented a set of measures
of the Soviet government in the field of industry, agriculture, and social relations aimed at
militarizing production and ensuring the combat capability of the Red Army. The specifics of the
implementation of the policy of «war communism» in Kazakhstan were determined by the
economic backwardness of the region and the nature of hostilities. These features should include:
later than in the whole Soviet Union, the inclusion of the regions of Kazakhstan in the process of
implementing measures of «war communism», their extension to the indigenous population, more
rigid forms and methods of implementing military-communist construction. The result of the
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policy of «war communism» in Kazakhstan was a drop in production, especially in the agricultural
sector of the economy, the famine of 1920-1922, which led to demographic losses of the population,
mass migration of nomadic peoples outside the country, widespread peasant anti-Bolshevik
protests and resistance of the indigenous population in the form of Basmachism.

Based on archival materials and published works, the authors analyze the activities of
Soviets and revkoms. In conclusion, conclusions are drawn that determine the nature of the origin
and purpose of the Soviet institutions of power.

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Turkish policy in Kazakhstan's Instagram content: political analysis

Abstract. The article examines the perception of Turkey by Instagram users in the news
resources of Kazakhstan.

The use of machine learning methods allows to study a large volume of data to solve the
problem. The connection between the formation of the image in the mass media and the
perception of international relations among citizens is noted. The role of Instagram in
covering political news among Kaznet users is revealed. The analysis of comments was
performed with the help of information processing tools. The author states that there is no
unified strategy for shaping the image of Turkey among users: Turkey as a discursive
image is formed both from the point of view of abstract concepts (economics, health care,
politics) and a specific personality, represented by R. Erdogan. Attention is paid to the
connotations associated with the ideas of Pan-Turkism and the image of Turkey. It is
concluded that users pay more attention to internal problem, comparing information
provided by the news with situation in Kazakhstan.

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Introduction

The COVID-19 Pandemic became a moment, political scientists decently name in the term

of "political instability". Previously considered to be frozen, the conflict between Armenia and
Azerbaijan in the fall of 2020 flared up with renewed vigor, and its significance is being still
assessed by the experts in the field of international law and military policy. In addition to the
change in the status of the territories, this conflict is notable for the increased role of Turkey, and
directly of President Erdogan, who posed himself as a main Azerbaijan's ally. Turkey took an
active part, assuming the role of a peacemaker [1], and R. Erdogan repeatedly expressed support
for "friendly and fraternal Azerbaijan"[2].

Such activity “behind enemy lines” primarily in the media sphere was reflected in the focus
of modern analysts, causing extrapolation by a constellation of factors to the CIS countries.
Therefore, in this aspect we decided to choose Kazakhstan, as a country which tight bonds with
Turkey has become stronger.

Russian International Affairs Council’s expert A. Vorobyov notes that in Kazakhstan, pro-
Turkish sentiments are on the rise, and the conflict in Karabakh only intensified them, in addition
to the already high reputation of the Turkish president: "The President of Turkey R. Erdogan is
perceived by part of the Kazakh population as a strong and fair leader"[3]. Western researchers
believe that in modern conditions, Turkey and Kazakhstan are intensifying bilateral cooperation
under the auspices of the Turkic peoples’ unification.

For example, D. Bifolchi emphasizes that such a rapprochement is welcomed in the Turkic
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states but causes concern both in Russia (undermining the EAEU project) and in China (creating
tension in the XUAR) [4]. Moreover, the President of Kazakhstan Kassym-Jomart Tokayev also
welcomes the promotion of the idea of pan-Turkism. Speaking at the informal summit of the
Cooperation Council of Turkic-speaking states, he put forward the following idea: "Our goal is to
turn the Turkic world into one of the most significant economic, cultural and humanitarian regions
of the 21st century" [5].

Despite the fact, that the topic of pan-Turkism became popular after the conflict in
Karabakh, many analysts and scholars pay attention to the role of Turkey as a leader in the
integration of Turkic states, but there is practically no scientific research on the perception of the
Turkey’s role and the idea of pan-Turkism.

The purpose of the article is to analyze the content containing the perception of Turkey by
users of the Instagram network in the news resources of Kazakhstan.

Methods

In the article, a theoretical analysis of scientific literature, statistical data processing and
machine learning methods were used.

The relevance of the study lies in the necessity of Kaznet's users opinions analyzing and
their further interpretation. The study touches upon international relations and political aspects,
as understanding the perception of Turkey and its politics allows to reveal the existing users’
attitudes in the socio-political dimension.

The use modern technologies like Data Processing (and artificial intelligence) are
innovative in the study of public opinion in Kazakhstan in particular and the media in the CIS
regions in general.

To solve this goal, the following tasks are put forward. Firstly, it is necessary to identify
the connection between the media and public opinion. Secondly, the information selection and
explanation must be performed. After collection and systematization of data, it can be interpreted
and concluded.

Discussion

In the 21st century, the process of conflicts mediatisation is an integral part of postmodern
society, where content on social networks determines the image of the state and leaders to a greater
extent than objective facts like the rating of military power or economic potential. As J. Baudrillard
noted: “Nowadays the virtual is decisively gaining the upper hand over the actual; our destiny is
to be content with such extreme virtuality, which, in contrast to Aristotelian, only frightens us with
the prospect of a transition to action. We are no longer in the logic of the transition of the possible
into the real, but in the hyperrealistic logic of intimidating ourselves with the very possibility of the
real” [6]. E. Gilboa writes in more detail about the connection between media, conflicts, and
politics in third countries, thinking that not the conflict itself is important for the media, but rather
its representation and approach. An international conflict can both cause bewilderment among
ordinary citizens (the expediency of a conflict / the use of certain measures / logic of action), and
sympathy for any side, or even for humanity, promoting the ideas of pacifism [7].

A. Wendt supports such point of view, as the one of the main researchers of social
constructivism in the field of international relations. According to Wendt, the states themselves
and their actions are formed only in the process of interaction not only with each other, but also
with elements like groups, identities etc. In similar context, actors perceive each other as "rivals" or
"allies", "friends" or "enemies", basing on the general structure of knowledge, formed discursively
[8; p. 73]. Thus, for an ordinary citizen, international relations are not objective constellations of
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facts, but knowledge about the current situation, which formed in the process of interaction with
the media. The images used in the discursive reproduction of key symbols, therefore, can be
significant both for understanding the perception of foreign policy (for example, "pragmatic
politics”", or "the authority among others"), and internal, since they are a yardstick for
understanding the role of "us" in comparison with the "other". T. Van Dijk wrote about this
phenomenon in more detail: “People, of course, are under the power of the news ... But their
understanding of the news and how they change their opinions and assessments depends on their
previous assessments and ideologies (shared with other members of the group) and from their
own experience). And these very personal interpretations of news, the mental model of events are
the basis for the specific personal actions of the individual" [9].

In this case, the Internet is a public platform for citizens, where they can discuss topics of
concern and express their own opinion. Thus, discussion of news is one of the ways to involve
people in socio-political issues [10; p. 419]. The analysis of comments on social networks rocketed
in the 2010s, on the background of the internet’s access spread and information gathering tools. In
general, a relatively open policy on moderation and free commenting have created a whole layer of
data available to researchers. At the same time, the issue of the discussion’s quality is pushed into
the background by researchers. According to P. Weber, there is a "dialogue of the deaf" in the
comments: demonstrating the publication of their own opinion without active involvement in the
discussion process. Thus, users prefer to publish their own reaction to the event, rather than
discuss its sources or consequence [11; p. 942]. Demonstrating their own opinion, users do not
expect feedback, which creates favorable conditions for research, allowing obtaining the necessary
data without participating in any interview or survey. Scientists also pay attention to political
discussions, where comments serve as an indicator of public discontent, postulating certain
symbols and signs, and demonstrating a way of describing the world. Discussion of politics on
social networks, at the same time, always balances on the edge. Users openly demonstrate their
rejection of individuals or other people's views, openly reacting to news or statements [12]. The
subject of a message or news, thus, can serve as an indicator of dissatisfaction or acceptance,
allowing getting information about the worldview of citizens and their attitude to the political
event in general. For example, Tumitan and Baker predicted election results in Brazil prior to the
polls based on an emotional analysis of the comments [13]. Using Python, this research collected
the data and processed it, dividing the comments into groups, and creating a portrait of elected.
Using the most frequent words, they were able to describe each politician in the terms, published
by users. Such research proves the necessity of using Data Science method in political science.

Thus, the study of the comment’s sentiments in the Kazakhstan’s segment of Instagram
reveals not only the peculiarities of Turkey’s perception, but also the policy pursued by the
authorities. The use of modern technologies makes it possible to automate the analysis process by
processing large volumes of data and objectively assessing the emotionality of comments and their
content.Basing on the understanding of international relations from the point of view of A. Wendt,
the existence of Turkey as an image (not impersonal institutions) is precisely due to its
representation in the media. Therefore, the study of the ordinary Kazakhstan’s citizens thoughts
about Turkey during the conflict between the two above-mentioned countries allows not only to
determine the effectiveness of the Turkish «Soft power» but reveal the existing sentiments of a
wide range: pan-Turkic, neo-Ottoman, Pro-Turkic and Turanist.

The existence or absence of such sentiments can serve as an indicator of the success of
Turkey's information policy. Basing on understanding of the role of “itself” in the international
sphere, Turkey can act as a model for further comparison and search for similarities and
differences, which are used to determine the role of “us” in both domestic and foreign policy.

In this study, 1595 comments were collected from the social network “Instagram”. This
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social network was chosen for several reasons, among which the most significant are high coverage
of Kazakhstanis, narrow focus of discussion (post in the feed determines the topic), lack of
censorship. Sh. Kylybaeva and A. Nurshanov, in their research, note the high involvement of users
in the consumption of the Instagram’s content (36.9% of Almaty youth spend 1 hour on the social
network and 38.5% of them spend 3-4 hours), while 80% of respondents agreed with the statement
“I get information about politics through Instagram”. Study shows that about 50% of respondents
watch 1-3 political posts and 17% - more than 5 [14]. Thus, Instagram is a source of public opinion
formation, where content and its perception play a decisive role in shaping the ways of describing
the worldview.

1,595 comments were collected from well-known news pages such as Kaznews, Kazprecc,
Kazpress.kz, Kazakh_inform. Python script grabbed posts that mentioned Turkey or its president,
Erdogan (For example, “Erdogan urged to equate Islamophobia with anti-Semitism"," Kazakhstan
and Turkey will strengthen military cooperation "," Special forces from Turkey and volunteers
from Russia are ready to go to Nagorno-Karabakh").

Using scripts, the whole comments under the posts were loaded into an Excel file
(dataframe). Further, using the Python programming language, the dataframe was processed by
the Dostoevsky library. The library, based on its own database, determines the emotionality of
comments depending on the words and their tone. Then it assigns one of three categories to the
comment: “Negative” (the emotionality of words has an offensive or negative connotation),
“Neutral” (words and the meaning of the commentary do not have a clearly defined polarity, or
they express a statement of facts), "Positive" (the commentary and its content have an approving or
exclamatory nature). The accuracy of the library is 86%, considering training on a pre-prepared
dataframe (without it the accuracy is 71% [15]). The research of comments using sentiment
assessment is one of the important elements in understanding public opinion, according to L.
Sapiras and R. Weber [16]. Such results demonstrate not only an emotional response to the
mention of Turkey in the context of the conflict, but also the perception of Turkey in general (as
well as its policy and the actions of the establishment), and the logic of comparing Kazakhstan
with Turkey.

The script processed 1595 comments (Table 1 demonstrates the ratio), 42 of them were
marked by the program as "undefined" (comments were at a borderline value or contained
reference to other users).

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194 comments from the dataframe were marked as "negative". The main argumentation of
the commentators is based on skepticism towards Erdogan and his "imperial ambitions", which are
aimed only at populists and domestic consumers. The idea of creating united army is perceived
negatively by some users. They wondered about the advisability of a war for "Turkish plans",
while others compared the President of Turkey with Hitler, or talked about the ruler's populism:
“Erdogan's ratings are decreasing day by day, this president is ready to say anything for the sake
of power". An analysis of the users' argumentation shows that the most popular words in the
dataframe are "War" ("The war did not lead to anything good, Erdogan's hands are covered in
blood" - the user writes) - in the context of the conflict between Armenia and Azerbaijan, and the
word "Our" (in comparison with Turkey and Kazakhstan). For example, "Look at the statistics...
how many Turks died in Kazakhstan? Zero! And how many of our people die in Turkey: either
they got hit by a car, or they are just killed and robbed...". Users do not trust the cooperation
between Kazakhstan and Turkey in the military sphere, believing that relations between two
countries should be built not on an ideological basis, but on a pragmatic one, where the economy
should take the leading place: “At whose expense? Again, we will be deceived ... "- the user writes.
358 comments were marked as "positive". The users welcome the rapprochement of two
countries and the idea of supporting the Muslim population around the world, as well as the role
of Turkey in the settlement of the conflict between Azerbaijan and Armenia. Some commentators
call Erdogan "Tough guy", "Leader of Muslims", "Strong Man". Users of the social network also
note the assertiveness of the president, who is not afraid to express his own opinion and openly
goes into conflict with Europe and the world system: “A big politician is not afraid to tell the
truth”, “A president who is not afraid to express his opinion ... in the case of Borat, he performed
this (what “this” is unknown), putting up our flag together with Turkey’s. Why our president is
still silent?”. In addition, commentators welcome the idea of Pan-Turkism, noting it either with
emoticons of approval (thumb up), or commenting in the style of "Turan, alga (forward)" or "That's
right, we are Turks, we have common history, traditions and language". However, it should
differentiate positive image of Erdogan as a ruler from Turkey's government actions that are not
represented by Erdogan himself. Nonetheless, a significant proportion of the comments is related
to Erdogan's statements and his comparison with politicians in Kazakhstan.

However, most of the comments were marked as neutral. 1001 comments contained
questions about the advisability of introducing a unified army (of the Turkic states), arguments
about corruption in two countries, or facts without any emotional connotation. For example, one
user writes, “Turkey was the first to recognize our independence,” while another user wants
“peace and tranquility,” the third one suggests “to buy bayraktar drones”. The neutral character of
comments is often determined by interrogative sentences or expressions of skepticism about the
situation as a whole: “Army? The money will be stolen and that's all, although something may
work out...”.

Results

In general, the express analysis of comments shows relative skepticism towards Turkey
among a larger segment of users: 62.8% of comments were marked as “neutral”, and at the same
time were associated with discussions about the political background or the economic aspect of the
news. 12.2% of the total number of comments were negative and 22.5% were positive. Such an
analysis demonstrates not only the neutral perception of ordinary Instagram-users towards Turkey
and its activities, but also the sentiments towards Pan-Turkism and the integration with the
country: many commentators asked the question "at whose expense?" rapprochement will take
place and under what conditions. However, the idea of creating "Great Turan" attracts
Kazakhstanis, since many commentators note that it is Erdogan who would be able to create

"Turan", unite Turks and Muslims. Users also consider Turkey as a geopolitical alternative to
Russia. The opposite opinion is shared by skeptics who note the excessive "assertiveness" of the
president and his ambitions. Regardless of the comments’” content, such ratio shows that
Kazakhstanis in social networks are more concerned about internal problems (which is even
indicated by the number of comments under the news related to the problems of medicine, law,
and order) than by external ones (the average number of comments under the "internal" news is
more than 200-300, while about 100 users are noted in posts about Turkey).

Conclusion

The collected data provide an innovative picture, where Turkey is not perceived as a
monolithic formation, but rather as a dual one. On the one hand, it is represented by an impersonal
military sphere, on the other hand, it is personified by R. Erdogan.

It should be noted that the connotations associated with Erdogan does not directly
represent the state itself, but are more related to its personality and behavior (Comments with the
logic "Turkey under Erdogan's rule .." are absent), while abstract concepts such as
"economics” "medicine", "education” are directly associated with Turkey as a state.

This division creates a dual comparison strategy for users: Erdogan serves as “the other” to
compare with “us” in the sphere of personality and politics, while Turkey is more compared in an
abstract sense, in the categories of “success”, “security”, i.e., aspects where the activity of the
president is mediated both by the state apparatus and the people of Turkey as a whole.

In this case, Turkey's role in the conflict between Azerbaijan and Armenia fades into the
background: users do not perceive war as a justified means, and pay more attention to socio-
economic indicators, demonstrating the involvement in politics in the terms of “sufficiency”, rather
than military categories. However, the idea of pan-Turkism and unification with Turkey attracts
users and judging by the significant number of positive assessments of President Erdogan's
actions, the personal factor plays an important role to a greater extent than Turkey's foreign policy.

In modern realities, when the term “democracy” is particularly discussed and
relevant on the agenda of the world community, the study of the political system of
developing countries is the main issue of many political scientists. At the same time,
researchers are particularly interested in the ongoing transformation processes and their
historical background in Latin America. The purpose of this scientific article is to study
the current state of the socio-political system of the Latin American region through a
comprehensive approach of external and internal factors. The article also includes a
comprehensive approach to the study of the current state and formation of a democratic
society in the Latin American region. The theoretical significance of the work lies in the
fact that many scientific works in the field of studying the political system of Latin
America consider the current state of democracy in the region through the prism of
historical events. However, it is necessary to consider such factors as external influence
(neighboring countries, interventionist countries), the mentality of the local population,
as well as current events in the world. The practical significance of the work lies in the
application of the experience of some Latin American countries, by studying certain
prerequisites of the current “democratic society” of the studied region.

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Introduction

If the growth and influence of most developing states in the world dominated in the twentieth
century, the end of the century was marked by the rise of civil society. However, this long-overdue
recognition of the importance of civil society has too often turned into a simplistic equation of
democracy with a strong civil society. The striking sample of the fight for civil society is Latin
American continent, which has been struggling to deepen democracy under difficult circumstances.

What characteristics of civil society affect its ability to democratize? The answer cannot be
found in the conventional wisdom that civil society should be “more social” or “more civilized”.
Today we do have a picture of the reality when democracy in society is not a constant value and
depends on external and internal factors. While history and culture build a legacy of civil society,
arguments based only on cultural characteristics cannot explain some intriguing facts. For instance,
Chile, which can be described as the most Europeanized country, granted by democratic heritage,
has seen more human rights violations than Bolivia, which is economically less developed and
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ethnically divided country, and has unstable neighborhood [1].

Therefore, the study of external and internal factors, not only historical ones, may be relevant

in todays.

As the practical and theoretical value of the research work can be considered the fact that
democratic society must be analyzed as set of external and internal factors, including socio-economic,
political, and cultural-historical institutions, which has a great impact on the state. To be democratic,
civil society must be representative, accountable, and pluralistic and must respect human rights [1].
The debate about the democratization of civil society in developing countries has important
implications for public policy and international relationships.

The object of this research work is the study of main concepts of democracy in the world on
the sample of Latin American region.

The subject of this paperwork is placing on defining of the concept of modern democratic
society in Latin America through the prism of external and internal aspects.

The main goal of this research work is to define the main features and concepts of modern
democratic society in Latin American region by set of complex factors. To accomplish said, there are
several following tasks that is to be considered herein: 1) to find the main features of modern society
in the region, 2) defining the external influencers on the development of the democratic society, 3)
other domestic factors that can have an impact on the enhancing process in Latin America.

Materials and methods

In this research work, the following methods were applied: general scientific methods, such as
dialectical, logical, systems analysis and synthesis, as well as special methods, such as: formally - legal,
historical-legal, comparative-legal.

The theoretical basis of this research work consists of the following scholars’ research works:
A. Brysk, A. Valenzuela, L. D’yakova, N. Baranov, D. Zovatto, C. Alvarez and others. Accordingly,
following the new processes taking place in real life, scientists have changed the priorities of research.
So, if in the 90s the most relevant was the recognition of the vulnerability of emerging development
models, then in the first decades of the 21st century scholars started studying this process through
different aspects. Moreover, while studying the previous scholars’ research works, we can see that
most of them were studying the process of democratization in Latin American region through the
historical processes. For instance, N. Baranov and A. Valenzuela made their research work based on
history of the region and did not give more specific examples. Saying about A. Brysk, this work is
more detailed and covers some other aspects of the Latin American society.

Discussion

Every Latin American country certainly has its specific characteristics: the security and
corruption situation in Mexico is not like the situation in this area in Chile, Brazil, Argentina, and
other states; Uruguay and Costa Rica are characterized by a high level of civic culture, respect for the
law and political institutions. As we mentioned above, to be called as democratic, the civil society
must be representative, accountable, and pluralistic and must respect human rights [1]. Further we try
to discuss each of these features and give some examples on this or that circumstances.

Most countries, which are still in the transitional stage or less socio-economically developed,
do have the populations misbelieve in their government nowadays. We can see such misbelieve from
the political activity in the region. Mass student and youth performances of 2010-2015 in Brazil, Chile,
Mexico, Peru and Ecuador showed that modern young people still take a very active civic position,
which, however, manifests itself differently than at the end of the 20th and even at the beginning of
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the 21st century. The period of 20102015 is a time of rapid growth in the popularity of informal youth
associations, created with the support of social networks.

Young people actively participated in protest movements and expressed dissatisfaction with
both the existing rules of the political game and the existing system of values.

Besides, political scholars began to write about the emergence of a new protagonist of politics,
which is called as the “fighting generation” (“generacion militante”) [2]. Therefore, we can say that the
“fighting generation” is no longer characterized by the confrontation and passiveness of the beginning
of the neoliberal era; patience, tolerance, and the ability to compromise are also sounds as something
unfamiliar. The influence of this factor on the political stability of democratic regimes, on the
prospects for democracy has not yet been fully assessed and may turn out to be very contradictory [3].
As we see that it is only few examples of the politically active young generation. Therefore, currently
we can be confident about the political future of those countries of the region. Moreover, such an
activity and freedom of those movements can be witnessed one of the main concepts of democratic
society.

According to most people, they do have the strong position of that democratic society is the
less of governmental intervention, more freedom for people. But the reality is that the government and
the society must collaborate with each other, in order to enhance the democracy and build healthy
atmosphere in the country. Moreover, the population in less-developed post authoritarian countries,
need more attention from the government. For instance, in Ecuador, women's groups seeking help for
the “silent majority” of women experiencing domestic violence in that country adopted the slogan
“Democracy in the household of the country” [1]. Thus, we do see that the concept of democratic
society is not the limitation or weakening the state’s power, it rather means the collaboration of both
sides. Mostly, the state does not have the obligation before the population to provide it with
everything being asked. The state simply provides the possibilities and create institutions for people to
build a democracy. However, people who went through authoritarian and totalitarian regimes used to
rely on the state, to have got the answer on “what do they need” and how to get that. This factor can
be considered as the braking mechanism for democracy.

Democracy rests on pluralism, and respect for universal human rights enhances both
experience and the pursuit of pluralism. For this and other reasons, the growing international
consensus subordinates all political actors to universal human rights standards. Even citizens who
engage in purely private behavior must respect human rights, although the state has the ultimate
responsibility for regulating their behavior. However, the last years in most Latin American countries
there were the great impact of the oligarchy on governing. In some countries the governors could not
make decisions or take the legislation without the support of wealthy layer of population.
Notwithstanding, there seem to be some signs of change. Through social media, Latin American
citizens have better access to information, organization, and mobilization against government’s abuse.
Recently in Mexico, community activist groups have been promoting a “three out of three” bill that
requires government officials to disclose their assets, tax returns, and declare potential conflicts of
interest. Thanks to a social media campaign, the bill gathered around 600,000 signatures in less than
three months. Moreover, civil society groups in Colombia and Chile have demanded similar anti-
corruption laws. In Guatemala, social media protests presidential misconduct resulted in members of
Congress stripping President Otto Perez Molina of immunity. The impeachment of Brazilian President
Dilma Rousseff was preceded by protests over suspicions of taking bribes. Street protests have also led
to the creation of anti-corruption bodies in Honduras and El Salvador [4].

At the same time, protest movements, often organized by young people, took place in 2019 in
Venezuela, Honduras, Puerto Rico, Ecuador, Bolivia, Haiti, Chile, and Colombia. In most cases, the
authorities responded to their activity with repression instead of creating mechanisms to facilitate
dialogue and resolve the problems of the protesters. The repression in Venezuela was particularly
severe. The security forces of the government of Nicolas Maduro not only committed widespread
human rights violations, but also committed crimes under international law - extrajudicial executions,
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arbitrary detentions, excessive use of force - all of which can constitute crimes against humanity. In
Chile, the army, and police also deliberately maimed protesters, killing at least four people and

seriously injuring thousands more. In total, at least 210 people have died in protests in the
Americas: 83 in Haiti, 47 in Venezuela, 35 in Bolivia, 31 in Chile, eight in Ecuador and six in Honduras.
Latin America is once again the most dangerous region in the world for human rights defenders [5].

While we were saying that the young generation became more and more politically active, the
current political parties are being “old-fashioned” and weak-powered. The crisis of the parties
“responsible” in a democracy for the most important characteristic of the regime is a serious problem.
Currently, classic parties, which include most of the region's moderate-center organizations (both left
and right), are often viewed as conservative and stuck in the past political groupings, while society is
increasingly interested in new patterns of behavior. This applies to such concepts as quality and
lifestyle, environmental protection, environmental education, gender equality, cultural and ethnic
tolerance. The well-known Spanish researchers Manuel Alcantara, Flavia Freudenberg and Ludolfo
Paramio have repeatedly written about the current social phenomena, which are not considered by the
traditional Latin American parties. The latter believes that “parties develop by itself, forcing them to
do what they have always done, and not to adapt to new challenges” [6].

However, according to the Spanish researcher Malamud, it is obvious and general that the
whole “Latin America needs more state. For it to be able to effectively carry out its functions,
appropriate laws and institutions are needed; the state should stop being a simple instrument in the
hands of presidents” [7]. In general, it is quite common to believe that civic consciousness in Latin
America is growing faster than the quality of political institutions. Therefore, we can see that the
process of democratization of society does not necessarily mean the democratization of the entire
state. It is simply part of that continuous and hard-working process.

As it was noted by the Spanish political scientist Javier Chinchon Alvarez, instead of
traditional apprehensions associated “with the region's doom to be either in permanent stagnation of
formal democracy, or under the threat of a return of authoritarianism” [8], an interest in real
democratic practice arose and became firmly established. In this regard, much attention is paid to the
analysis of the quality of political institutions. First, to the consideration of the role, and prospects of
development of the institution of the state. Argentine political scientist Daniel Zovatto notes that the
inefficiency and weakness of the state in realizing its most important tasks (primarily ensuring the
safety of citizens), problems of governance and corruption give rise to disrespect for the law, are
fraught with exacerbation of conflict situations and the spread of violence [9]. We cannot disagree
with those two quotations about the necessity of strong and powerful apparatus of the state. However,
to create a strong one simultaneously with creation of democratic society seems for the politicians as
something nonrealistic. Because there should not be too much freedom for the population, which can
lead to holocracy or anarchy; the powerful and strong government can make governors too much
powerful and authoritarian.

The complex internal problems are equally dangerous, which the famous Mexican political
scientist Jorge Castaneda called “frightening weaknesses” of democracy [10]. We are talking about the
insufficient development of political institutions, as well as the expansion of the zone of interstate and
internal political contradictions: between the South and North, the Atlantic and the Pacific coast. On
the one hand, between left radicals and moderate centrists (the latter's influence is increasingly being
questioned), on the other hand, there are a few weaker political parties. According to ]J. Castaneda,
Latin American states have less and less “common voice” - common positions on several key issues of
world politics [10].

Time may have changed, but foreign powers are still very active in Latin American affairs. A
related to the autonomy concern is a reliance on international support, as recently highlighted by
Mexico's restrictions on international funding and visits to civilian organizations in the conflict zone in
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Chiapas. Likewise, at some point El Salvador prohibited registered non-governmental organizations
from seeking foreign support. However, while states may invoke a potential threat to sovereignty
from international civil society ties, this objection is valid only if states themselves refuse foreign aid,
and only insofar as foreign aid threatens the state's monopoly of coercion. More often, global civic ties
simply affect the state's monopoly on information, development resources, or representation. This
diversification of access to information, resources and organization is a critical component of
democratization. The foreign aid can be also considered as an intervention into the country’s life. We
do assume that most “helping” countries do have only positive and charity like purposes when they
do meddle into the foreign country. Even though they wish to help, some of their activities cannot be
appropriate for this or that state. As we told before, each country has its own features and
expectations about democracy. Therefore, the foreign aid is not always the right thing to be done
towards another state.

According to the external factors, we can look at Chile’s example of democratic development.
The evolution of the Chilian population views was largely influenced by the process of peaceful
democratic transformation in Spain and Portugal [11]. In addition, the processes in the USSR during
the “perestroika” period, as well as the crisis and subsequent collapse of the world socialist system,
became an important catalyst for the ideological evolution of Chile.

Since the rule of F. Roosevelt between Latin American region and the USA were made a Good
Neighbor policy [12], which had to have a lot more positive condition. And in fact, it had. However, as
we mentioned before some “good” neighbors can have a lot more in their aid rather than they claim.
We mean that, under the useful and necessary help can be hidden the whole great policy.

There is no doubt that the United States is behind the story of pushing for a change of power
in Venezuela. And the existence of some “secret plan” is very likely.

France continues to colonize the South American mainland (French Guiana), while the United
States and Britain continue to control the islands in the Caribbean. Many believed that UNASUR
(Unidn de Naciones Suramericanas) was actively trying to undermine Hugo Chavez's government in
Venezuela; Chavez himself, of course, thought so. In the conditions of slipping, the idea of a power
scenario, the United States and its most consistent like-minded followers took actions aimed at ousting
the government of Nicolas Maduro. Most likely, the sanctions pressure on Caracas would have been
increased. The heads of state of the conservative camp were continued to host well-known
Venezuelan oppositionists, and as a result of these meetings, they are calling for a change of power in
the South American republic. One of the most recent initiatives directed against Caracas is now being
discussed by five countries at once - Argentina, Chile, Peru, Paraguay and Colombia [13]. Even
though, time have changed and the region is strengthening its democratic features, and moving
forward to enhance socio-economic situation in the region.

Moreover, many Latin American countries, especially South American countries, have
benefited from the rise of Asia, and in particular China, as a global economic power. Due to rising
commodity prices, the region experienced a golden year cycle from 2004 to 2011 with an average real
growth of 4.3 percent per year [14]. The 2009 crisis resulted in a 1.5 percent contraction, but thanks to
Asia's appetite for the region's raw materials, many countries were able to quickly emerge from the
crisis.

Assessment of the successes and prospects of modern democracy in Latin America is closely
dependent on the mood of social pessimism, spreading in various strata of society. Instead of a
positive feeling of uplift and limitless opportunities that accompanied the “good years” [15], society
reflects on the traditional (seemingly inevitable) economic and socio-cultural backwardness from
Western countries and comes reconciliation with the uncertainty of the political and social future. This
psychological “step backward” is a very dangerous trend for democracy.

Democratic consolidation requires addressing the challenges of strengthening government
capacity, accountability, representation, and governance. State capacity is associated with the need to
strengthen the institutions of power themselves in terms of their ability to provide public services and

their ability to enforce established norms and rules and maintain public order. Accountability implies
full implementation of the rule of law with transparent standards that apply to everyone, regardless of
status. Representation presupposes the fundamental fairness and efficiency of electoral systems and

the stability of political parties as a vehicle for expressing citizens' preferences. Governance
refers to the ability of state bodies, represented by the executive and the legislature, to transform the
wishes of various parties into effective policies based on government, exercised either by the majority
party or by a coalition of parties.
Conclusion

Summarizing this research work, we can make the conclusion that the main concept of
democratic society in Latin American region now based mostly on people’s freedom, their struggle
towards getting and protecting their rights. In this era of pervasive regime transformation, democratic
consolidation, uneven globalization and institutional malaise, civil society is more important than
ever. However, democracy depends not only on civil society, but also on a more democratic civil
society. Which is based exactly on the factors above, that says about the collaboration of state and
population. It is not necessarily limiting the state power, enlarging the people’s freedom at one time.

While history, culture, and resources hold back the building of civic democracy, there is no
fixed legacy or pre-built stock of civic culture or social capital. Promoting civic democratization is an
active institution-building process that can be improved through clear analysis and coherent policies.
The experience of Latin America over the past two decades has shown that strengthening government
capacity, accountability, representation, and governance - or more generally, the quality of
government institutions and policy development and implementation are important factors in
achieving economic and social goals and enhancing the quality of representative institutions.

Besides, the rule of law and democratic governance are important factors in creating the
conditions for sustainable and long-term economic growth on an equitable basis. Latin America needs
to tackle serious problems of poverty and inequality and improve its competitiveness in a globalized
economy. Strengthening and consolidating democratic institutions and the rule of law are essential
elements of this process.

Whichever set of standards and mechanisms are chosen, it is time to develop a collective
understanding of democratic civil society. This understanding must ultimately reflect a democratic
dialogue among global civil society, including international organizations, transnational networks,
and grassroots organizations. Increasing the representativeness and accountability of civil society
organizations can increase their credibility, broaden their participation, and stimulate collaboration. A
democratic civil society can improve the daily life and well-being of citizens and help build and
sustain a democratic state. Democracy is too important to be left to the sole discretion of governments.

Furthermore, along with criticism and reflection on disappointment and public irritation with
modern politics, the priority is the point of view that democratic values must be defended despite all
the problems and difficulties.

Features of urban agglomeration formation in the Zhujiang Delta

Abstract. Urban agglomerations are currently regarded by the Chinese government as an
important factor for the development of state and society. The article focuses on the urban
agglomeration of the Zhujiang Delta, which includes cities and towns in Guangdong province,
Macao, and Hong Kong. It is important to note that in the second half of the twentieth century,
Guangdong province could not exploit its geographical advantages for a long time. With the
proclamation of reform policies in 1978, there took place profound changes. The State Council of the
People's Republic of China raised the level of economic development by opening China to the
outside world, transferring more power to the city authorities. It was decided to define the
boundaries of the Zhujiang Delta Economic Zone with 4 cities (Guangzhou and Shenzhen played
the role of core cities) and 13 counties, which pioneered in attracting foreign investment to the PRC,
locating industry, and developing the tertiary sector. The Zhujiang Delta has been transformed
from a rural area into an industrial and service center. By the beginning of the 21 century, a major
urban agglomeration has formed in the delta. With the development of cities and the expansion of
their functions in the agglomeration, and due to the increase in contacts, the dual-core model
becomes a network model: the urban agglomeration of the greater the Zhujiang Delta consists of
three pairs of core cities such as Hong Kong-Shenzhen, Macao-Zhuhai, Guangzhou-Foshan. The
three clusters, linked by an extensive transport network and economic relations, serve as growth
poles, and form a multi-level system. At present, the successful experience of establishing and
developing an urban agglomeration in the Zhujiang Delta is being used in reforming the economic
space in other areas.

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Joe Biden’s Administration on China’s containment policy

Abstract. The article is devoted to a content analysis of various Sino-American sources
to determine the future relationship between the People’s Republic of China and the
United States of America during the presidency of the 46th US President Joe Biden and
his team. The purpose of the article is to review the new representatives of the American
government, to establish their positions in the China containment policy, as well as to
study the views of the Chinese community about the Biden’s team for the subsequent
forecast of the future actions of the new US administration regarding China. As result,
the article provides some forecasts for the upcoming changes in the US strategy towards
China. During the analysis, the authors concluded that the Biden administration will be
distinguished by a higher degree of coordination between government agencies. The
United States will continue its policy of containing China but will also choose to
cooperate with China on selected issues of common interest. A partial restoration of
military relations between them is possible, and the risks of sudden armed conflicts will
decrease. Thus, it is expected that US policy during the presidency of Joe Biden will
have a more “cautious” direction.
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Introduction

Relations between the People’s Republic of China and the United States of America are
passing through a trade and technological war, sanctions policy, and the problem of intellectual
property. China has become the main strategic rival for the USA. The Donald Trump
administration’s tough actions had a huge effect on the China-USA relationship. It seemed to be on
the path of cooperation during the Barack Obama era. However, new US President Joe Biden has a
very different attitude towards China. What are the chances for Biden and his administration to
overcome the crisis and find a solution now? What changes are expected during the Joe Biden
administration?

The Chinese authorities did not view the 2020 US presidential election as an event that
could have a significant impact on the state of relations between China and the United States.
Regardless of the outcome of the elections, the USA was expected to continue its China containment
policy. However, Chinese experts expressed the opinion that Joe Biden's position on China would
be softer.

The article presents the main results of the analysis of Chinese and American sources to
identify the Biden and his team’s position on policy regarding to China. The purpose is to review
the main representatives of the new US administration, their positions on China, as well as the
opinions of Chinese experts about the members of Joe Biden's team to predict the future US policy
towards China. This article is one of the first efforts in Kazakhstan to analyze the Chinese-American
relations during the presidency of Joe Biden, which determines the novelty of the study.
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Methods

Theoretical methods as comparative, content analysis and inductive-deductive analysis are
used in the implementation of the research. Content analysis of China's expert opinions, recent
political developments in the USA, and new appointments in the American government have
contributed to the review of bilateral relations, as well as an attempt to predict future events.

Discussion

The results of Donald Trump's presidency have left an indefinite impression both in
American society and among foreign states, including China. Just as Trump allowed himself to
openly criticize allies, impose sanctions against countries, and declare a trade war between China
the USA, so experts and foreign officials in their statements about the personal qualities of the
former US president called him narcissistic, scandalous, etc. It is an unprecedented case.

Before the announcement of the election results, most Chinese experts considered hardly
Trump's victory. Besides, repeating of 2016 election was expected with a loss in the number of
votes, but superiority in the number of electors. Chinese experts noticed the failure of the fight
against the COVID-19 outbreak and the crisis that captured the United States among the reasons for
Trump's defeat.

Professor Zhou Xiaoming, a former Chinese trade negotiator and former deputy
representative in Geneva, said that Donald Trump's victory possibility is decreasing in the
background of his rating due to the mistimed and effectless fight against the COVID-19 outbreak.
Joe Biden's victory should have been contributed by a mail-order vote and a lot of support for the
Democratic Party in the faltering states. Chinese experts did not see the elections as an event that
could have a significant impact on Chinese American relations. Regardless of the election results,
experts expected the United States to continue its China containment policy [1].

In the case of his victory, it was supposed that Donald Trump would continue the previous
policy without significant changes. If Trump is re-elected, it is doubtful that trade negotiations
between China and the United States will restart next year. The US will continue to contain China,
and the opportunities for trade negotiations between China and the US will dwindle. On the
occasion of Donald Trump's re-election, the policy towards China will not change, while the
situation on the South China Sea and Taiwan issues may deteriorate, as well as increase ideological
confrontation [2].

If Joe Biden is elected, there will be no major improvement in US-China relations, but the
rivalry can be mitigated by the return of cooperation in a few areas as fighting the COVID-19
epidemic. Besides, Joe Biden will focus on rebuilding relations with allies to strengthen US global
influence.

American experts see Joe Biden as a nominal return to traditional US foreign policy and
global leadership [3]. From the first day in the White House, he systematically reverses all of
Trump's decisions. He signed orders to return to the Paris Climate Agreement, to resume
negotiations with Iran on a nuclear deal, and to establish international cooperation to struggle with
the COVID-19 pandemic.

The 2020 US presidential election did not solve the problem of rivalry between China and
the United States. The new administration of the 46th US President continued to maintain an
unfriendly policy towards China and increased pressure on China's security. On election day,
November 3, the United States and India held Malabar military exercises in the Indian Ocean, in a
sensitive area for Chinese security. Donald Trump’s Indo-Pacific strategy promotes a change in the
power balance. Besides, the US sanctions policy has also continued to expand. On November 9, the
United States inflicted an entry ban and froze American bank accounts of four officials from the
Central People's Government and the government of Hong Kong [4]. China responded as usual

with criticism of the US action [5].

According to the United States, China is systematically expanding its global presence,
imposing its political model, and directing investments in those areas that make it a competitor for
global

leadership and allow it to control key technologies. This led to a China containment policy. By the
beginning of the third decade of the 21st century, the United States and China are still equal rivals
in cumulative power. The ability of the United States to influence world politics and the economy is
systematically decreasing, while the balance of power continues to shift from West to East,
primarily to China.

Mr. Biden'’s first decisions affirmed the US continuation of China’s containment policy. He
immediately noted that the disputed Senkaku Islands fall under the jurisdiction of the Japan-US
security pact [6]. Chinese American relations keep conflict in the trade war too. Joe Biden does not
plan to rescind tariffs on Chinese goods. He stated only the necessity to investigate trade
agreements and consult with allies to form an effective strategy [7].

Joe Biden announced key appointments to his administration on November 24, 2020. The
main share was made by representatives of the Barack Obama administration (Table 1).

Katherine Tai has been appointed to the US Trade Representative post since March 18, 2021.
She is known for harsh statements against China [8]. Kurt M. Campbell, an adviser to Biden's
campaign headquarters, said that the USA needs to work with allies and deny China access to
artificial intelligence, robotics, and 5G [9]. He upholds tougher policy on Chinese companies
through financial aid to American companies. Such opinions and positions of Mr. Biden’s
representatives do not provide an opportunity to predict a weakening of the policy against China.

Chinese experts are consentient in this opinion. They wrote that Biden certainly shares
Donald Trump's views on the necessity of the China containment but prefers to use a different
strategy. Biden pays attention to American allies to maintain the US leading role in the development
of high technologies [10].

The positions of Biden's team members regarding China differ in their degree of rigidity, but
they are unanimous in the general line on the necessity to limit Chinese initiatives and to endeavour
for world domination. Chinese experts do some assessments about the new US administration. Hua
Changchun, a China economist of Nomura International (Hong Kong) Limited, believes that the
currently appointed US Secretary of State Antony Blinken will support a strategy to re-establish ties
with allies and ensure US technological dominance, not through protectionist measures, but
through setting higher global standards. He is expected to pay more attention to human rights
issues in dialogue with China [11].
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Recently he emphasized the destructiveness of the US-China delimitation and the obligatoriness for
cooperation, primarily in areas as arms control and climate change, and simultaneously criticized
the Trump administration for “strategic deficits” and inability to confront the China Communist
Party in cases of human rights violations, which should be considered during the Joe Biden
presidency [12].

Jake Sullivan, the National Security Advisor to U.S. President, takes a hard line with China.

In his opinion, the time of preference for cooperation over rivalry has gone with Barack Obama, but
now the United States must build up its national power and line up interaction with China from a
strong position. Nevertheless, Jake Sullivan is not a supporter of containment in the Cold War logic.
Instead, he relies on solving internal problems and strengthening allies that will help enhance the
position of the United States in interaction with China [13].

Biden's team will generally focus on rebuilding alliances and restoring the US dominance on
the world stage. This will make it possible to compete more effectively with China, instead of
placing China at the top of the foreign policy agenda. Both Antony Blinken and Jake Sullivan share
liberal internationalist views, adhere to a similar style of work. These facts will ensure a high level
of team coherence.

The choice of the direction to enhance allied relations for solving foreign policy problems is
also confirmed by the appointments of Linda Thomas-Greenfield to the post of Ambassador to the
UN and John Kerry to the position of the US Special Presidential Envoy for Climate. Especially, the
appointment of Linda Thomas-Greenfield is a clear signal of the US returns to active interaction
with international institutions. They can be used to put pressure on China in international disputes,
primarily over the South China Sea [14].

John Kerry follows views like Antony Blinken’s “competition with the possibility of
cooperation in certain areas”. He notices with regret that US policy towards China has “based on
emotion, not facts”. It could hinder cooperation on such an important issue like climate change. The
appointment of John Kerry probably indicates an intention to reinstate the US position in the
international climate negotiations and to re-join the Paris Agreement [15].

The appointment of Katherine Tai to the post of US Trade Representative caused a
particular reaction of Chinese observers. She is the daughter of Taiwanese immigrants, was
involved in the US lawsuit against China in a rare-earths case in 2012 and supported a pro-Uyghur
bill in the House of Representatives in 2019 [16]. She believes that Donald Trump's protectionist
measures were defensive, and calls to focus on the offensive component, as well as to support
American manufacturers to reduce imports from China. Her appointment confirms that there will
be no major policy revision towards China, despite the possibility of cooperation on some issues.

Also, it is worth to note that Joe Biden invited Kurt Campbell to the position of coordinator
for Indo-Pacific affairs at the National Security Council. The Chinese media considered Kurt
Campbell's rich experience on Asian issues, extensive contacts in the region, and good relations
with Biden's foreign policy team — with Antony Blinken and Jake Sullivan [17].

Janet Yellen's appointment as the US Treasury Secretary will make competition with China
more orderly. Chaotic restrictive measures against Chinese companies for their alleged ties with the
military and support of China's foreign policy will be replaced by well-considered measures to
solve problems of state subsidies and intellectual property theft. Janet Yellen emphasized the
destructive impact of the trade war between China and the USA on technological progress. She
questioned the trade deficit as a measure of its fairness and opposed the fragmentation of the
international market amid the trade war [18]. Former White House trade negotiator Clete Willems
said she is more moderate on China than members of the Trump team, and her appointment may
signal a desire to ease tensions [19].
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Results

The US strategy towards China will undergo some changes during the Joe Biden presidency.
Mr. Biden's policy towards China could be based on the following principles:

1. The necessity to adhere to the principles of liberal internationalism. The US's competitive
advantage against China is the ability to create multilateral institutions and influence global rules.

2. Return to the policy of involving China is impossible. It is necessary to develop a third way of
competition and coexistence based on the values promoted by the United States.

3. Counteraction with Chinese growing power needs solving the US internal problems.

Economic and technological competition with China should not spill over into a new Cold War.

4. China is not an “adversary” whose internal political system needs to be undermined. Despite the
competition, to prevent military conflicts, it is necessary to maintain a healthy dialogue.

5. The question of China is not a priority of US foreign policy. It will focus on “eliminating chaos”
by restoring relations with allies, returning to the role of a responsible power (including on the issue
of climate change), revising the approach to the Middle East.

In the political and military spheres, Biden’s team is expected to maintain the Trump
administration's course of containing China and supporting American military superiority in the
Asia-Pacific region. The future course of the Biden administration towards China in the military
sphere can be defined as “cautious containment”. The United States will pursue an active military
policy and deploy armed forces in the region to prevent unwanted changes in the military balance.
At the same time, more attention will be paid to interaction with regional allies and partners. The
Americans may take a more constructive position in maintaining ties between the Chinese and
American military [20].

Conclusion

Chinese experts do not expect the Biden administration to abandon its China containment
policy in politics, economics, and technology. Besides, it is supposed that the American foreign
policy strategy will undergo significant changes. At the heart of US policy will be the rebuilding of
the alliance system and the role of the United States as a country in creating international norms,
institutions, and standards. The USA is likely to continue to pursue a policy of isolating China in the
field of high technologies, to pay particular attention to limiting the Chinese potential in the field of
artificial intelligence, 5G, and other promising technologies. Sanctions instruments and
discriminatory customs tariffs will continue to be applied to put economic pressure on China.
Nevertheless, the actions of Biden’s team will be more thoughtful and well planned. Chinese
experts emphasize that it is a team of like-minded people with significant experience in working
together. They are expected to be highly coordinated in their actions.

As a result, the US measures of economic pressure on China will be more targeted,
thoughtful, and carefully planned. Withal, Chinese experts draw attention to the fact that, at least at
the beginning of Biden's presidency, the solution to the numerous internal problems of the United
States will be in the foreground for his administration. Thus, China may not be the main problem
for Biden’s team during this time. A partial resumption of dialogue is possible in defence and
security. In general, the US is expected to act more cautiously.

US policy of pressure on high-tech sectors of the Chinese economy is anticipated to remain
unchanged. There is no reason to look for a radical turn in the American sanctions policy. At the
same time, it is impossible to exclude the revision of certain introduced measures, including some
increased tariffs in case they harm American business and consumers.

Fakat N.Nazarbayev kendi
yonetimi sonrasinda bir lider olarak K.Tokayev’i gérmesi ile kendi yaklasimlarma ortak
bir lideri aradigini ve buldugunu gostermekteydi. Her iki lider de yillardir ayni siyasi
alanda ortak hareket etmis ve bir-birini desteklemistir. Bir-birini ¢ok iyi tanidigini da
vurgulamak gerekir. N.Nazarbayev dénemi K.Tokayev iilkenin Dis Isler Bakaru
gorevini tistlenmistir. Bununla birlikte ¢ok sayida siyasi goriismelerde danisarak
hareket etmistir. Her iki lider arasindaki iligkiler Kazakistan’in bagimsizlig: ile birlikte
baslamistir. Kazakistan'in yasal diizenlemeleri ile yeni yasal norm ve standartlar:
arasinda uyumun saglanmasi amaglayan girigmleri de beraberinde yurutmiistiir. Iki
taraf arasinda yapilan planh goriismeler bakanlar seviyesi ¢ergevesinde
gerceklestirilmistir. Ayni zamanda Kazakistan'in dis iilkeler temsilcileri arasinda farkh
goriismelere beraber diizenlemistir. Hatta Hazar Denizi statiisii sorunu goriismeleri
gibi ciddi konularda hemfikir olmuslardir.

9 Nisan, Tokayev ulusal
kanallardan Kazakistan'da erken cumhurbagkanhigi secimlerinin 2019 yili 9 Haziran tarihinde
yapilacagini duyurmustur.

Ik olarak, Tokayev'in profesyonel diplomat oldugunu belirtmemiz gerekmektedir. Yeni
Cumhurbagkan1 Sovyet diplomatlarinin yetistigi Moskova Devlet Uluslararas: Iligkiler Enstitiisii
(MGIMO) mezunudur. 1975-1991 yillar1 arasinda Sovyet diplomat: olarak Singapur’da ve Cin Halk
Cumbhuriyetinde gorev yapmustir. Sovyetler Birligi dagilma siirecine girdiginde Tokayev
“bagkatip” olarak gorev yapmaktayd:i ve dis politikada tecriibeli bir diplomat olarak
goriilmekteydi. Bundan dolay1 bagimsiz Kazakistan'in dis politika anlayisinin olusmasinda kilit rol
oynamaya adaydi.

Sovyet Birligi dagildiktan sonra Nursultan Nazarbayev Kazakistan diplomasisini olusturmak icin
Sovyetler Birligi donemi diplomatlarini iilkeye cagirmaya baglamistir. Tokayev’in hatiralarina
bakildiginda, 1985 yilinda Nazarbayev’in Sovyet heyeti tiyesi olarak Cin’e yaptig1 ziyaret esnasinda
kendisiyle tanistigt ve daha sonra Nazarbayev’'in davetine icabet ederek iilkeye dondiigii
anlasilmaktadir. Bununla ilgili olarak Tokayev, 2003 yilinda kaleme aldig1 ve Tiirkceye “Galibiyet”
olarak aktarilan hatiratinda su ifadeleri kullanmaktadir:

“1985 yilinda, Kazakistan'mn miistakbel Cumhurbagkani ile karsilastigim icin biitiin Omriim
boyunca kaderime minnettar olacagim. Bu kisa tanisma olmasaydi, dogdugum {iilkeme ne zaman
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donecegim belli olmayacakti, sadece vatanimdan degil, onun hudutlarindan da ¢ok uzaklarda
taninan birisi olacaktim. Bu genis kalpli insan bana inandi, dogdugum ve gencligimi yasadigim
Kazakistan'in refahi igin yeteneklerimi kullanmama olanak tanidi.” [1]

1992 yilinda Kazakistan Disisleri Bakan Yardimcisi olarak goreve baslayan Tokayev, Kazakistan
diplomasisinin gelismesi stirecinde biiyiik emek harcamistir. Daha net bir ifadeyle, Tokayev’i
tilkenin ¢ok vektorlii dis politikasinin mimar1 olarak nitelendirebiliriz. 1994-1999 ve 2002-2007
yillar1 arasinda Kazakistan Disisleri Bakani olarak gorev yapan Tokayev, Kazakistan'in uluslararasi
toplumda kendine yer edinmesine katkida bulunmustur. Ayrica Tokayev, 2011 yilinda eski Sovyet
Cumbhuriyetlerinden Birlesmis Milletler Genel Sekreteri Yardimcisi olarak atanan ilk diplomattir.
Bu sebeple Tokayev’in uluslararas: politikadaki itibar1 oldukga ytiksektir.

fkinci olarak, Tokayev’in entelektiiel bir kisiligi vardir. Kiiresel politika ve Kazakistan diplomasisi
{izerine onlarca kitab1 bulunmaktadir. Kazakistan’da Uluslararasi ligkiler egitimi goren &grenciler
onun kitaplarini okuyarak ve onu ornek alarak yetismislerdir. Tokayev’in kaleminden ¢ikan
“Birlesmis Milletler: Barisa Yarim Asir Hizmet (1995)”, “Bagimsizlik Bayrag: Altinda (1997)”,
“Kiiresellesen Diinyada Kazakistan'mm Dig Politikast (1998)”, “Kazakistan Cumhuriyeti'nin
Diplomasisi (2001)”, “Galibiyet: Diplomasi Oykiileri (2003)” ve “Isik ve Golge (2007)” eserleri
sadece Kazak dis politikasin1 degil, ayn1 zamanda Kazakistan'in devletlesme siirecini anlamak
isteyenlere de Onerilebilir.

Tokayev, diinyanin gidisatini dogru okuyan ve buna uygun olarak dis politika gelistiren bir
sahsiyettir. Kazakistan'in benimsedigi pragmatik dis politika ve bunu uygulamadaki basaris1 bir
yandan Nazarbayev’in vizyoner goriisii, diger yandan da Tokayev’in diplomasi tecriibesi ve derin
bilgisi sayesindedir. En 6nemlisi ise Tokayev, Kazakistan'in komsular1 Rusya’y1 ve Cin’i igeriden
bilen birisidir. Nihayetinde, Kazakistan'in giivenligi bu iki biiyiik giicle kurdugu dengeli politikaya
bagldir. Ozellikle, Tokayev’in Cin konusunda uzman oldugunu belirtmemiz gerekmektedir. Hatta
Kazakistan'in Disigleri Bakam olarak gorev yaptigi donemde Tokayev, diinyada Cince bilen tek
Disisleri Bakani olarak taninmaktaydi. Bu sebeplerden dolay1 Tokayev doneminde Kazakistan'in
dis politikasinda o6nemli degisiklikler yasanmayacagini soyleyebiliriz. Esasen, kendisinin de
acgikladig1 gibi Tokayev, Nazarbayev’'in belirledigi politikalar1 devam ettirecektir. Bu baglamda
Nazarbayev ile Tokayev arasinda bir uyum oldugu goriilmektedir. 2010 yilinda kaleme aldig1 “O
Tarih Yaziyor” baghikli kitab1 Kazakistanin kurucu Cumhurbaskani Nursultan Nazarbayev’in
diinyadaki ve iilkedeki Onemini tartismaktadir. Bu agidan bakildiginda Tokayev’in yeni
Cumhurbagkani olarak ilk icraatinin bagskent Astana’nin adini “Nur-Sultan” olarak degistirmesinin
nedeni anlam kazanmaktadir.

Daha gegen sene Tokayev, Ingiliz BBC TV Kanali «Hard Talk» programu ile 21 Haziran 2018'de
yapilan roportajda Nazarbayev iktidardan gitmis olsa bile i¢ ve dis politikaya etkisi olacagin dile
getirmistir. Sonra, 23 Nisan'da parti lideri Nursultan Nazarbayev, Nur Otan’in parti kongresinde
yapilacak cumhurbagkanlig1 secimlerine Tokayev'i aday olarak gostermistir. «Nazarbayev ilk 6nce
¢ok vektorlii bir dis politika kursunu basariyla ytirtitebilecek birini aramigtir. Ulkenin refahi buna
baglhdir. Avrasyanin kalbinde yer alan iilke toprag: kiiresel boyutlarda bile biiyiiktiir fakat niifusu
azdir. Ayrica Kazakistan'n her iki tarafinda bulunan Rusya ve Cin gibi biiyiik {ilkeler, giiney
kiyisinda Orta Asya'daki gerilimler Kazakistan'in barisgil yol aramaya tesvik etmektedir.
Catismalarin gerceklesmesine izin veremeyiz» dedi Almati sehri Belediye Meclisi Uyesi, siyasetci
Marat Shibutov [2] . Bununla birlikte iktidari destekleyen Komdiinist Halk Partisi'nin {iyesi
Sultanbek Sultangaliev ve siyaset bilimci Erlan Sairov Tokayev’i bagskan aday1 olarak gostermis olan
iktidar partisinin kararini memnuniyetle karsilamistir. «Kassym-Zhomart Kemelevich siyasi
Olympus'u yiiriitme ustalign ve kisisel prestiji ile degismez bir temsilci olarak kabul edilir ve
kendisi devleti diisiinen entelektiiel bir lider olarak taninmistir» demis Sultangaliyev. Yerlan
Sairov, «K.Tokayev'i Nur Otan sundu. Bu dogru se¢imdir. Makul bir ¢éziimdyiir. Bence bu ulusal bir
fikir birligi ve sosyal umutlar doguran birey oldugunu diisiiniiyorum» demistir. Eski Senato
Milletvekili, muhalif siyaset¢i, «Kazakistan'da Parlamentoyu Gelistirme» vakfinin yoneticisi
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Zauresh Battalova Tokayev'i secilmis insan olarak tanimlamistir. Iktisat¢ci Muhtar Tayzhan, «Bize
yeni bir baskan ismi belli oldu» demistir. Ona gore, digerleriyle karsilastirildiginda Tokayev'i
secime gostermesi «En iyi secenek» olarak degerlendirmistir [3].

Ulusal Arastirma Enstitiisti Direktorti Buriykhan Nurmuhamedov: «Otuz yildan fazla zaman
igerisinde sadece Nazarbayev'in yonettigi tilkede tek bir yasam ritmi ile istikrarh bir siyasi yonetim
sistemi kaliplasmistir». «Eger Nazarbayev iktidar1 Tokaev'e giivenip teslim etmeyi diistinmiis ise
onu teknik bir aday olarak kisa bir siire i¢in diisiinmemistir. Benim diisiinceme gore, 2024 yilina
kadar Kazakistan'da iktidar degisimi konusu kapali kalacaktir» diye degerlendirmistir Marat
Shibutov. «Nur Otan» Parti Kongresi'nde Nursultan Nazarbayev: «Ben bilingli bir sekilde karar
verdim. Bu ytlizden Kasym-Jomart Tokayev biitiin Kazakistan halki icin esit haklar ve dostluk
ilkesine yonelik siyaset yiiriitecegine inantyorum» diye konusmasi bosuna degildir. Ciinkii 20 Mart
tarihinde Kazakistan Devlet Baskani Tokayev gegici baskanlik gorevine basladiktan sonra kisa
siirede Nazarbayev'in pozisyonuna aday oldugunu kamitlamistir. Tokayev konusmasinda sunlar:
dile getirmistir: «Nazarbayev yolunu devam etmenin biiyiik bir onur oldugunu diistiniiyorum.
Biiyiik toptagimizi belirleyip ve gelecegimizin yolunu net gostermis olan Ulus Lideri'nin emaneti
bizi en {ist seviyelere tasiyacaktir» [4].

Egemen Kazakistan gazete roportajinda «Uluslararasi arenadaki mevcut durum ¢ok yogundur.
Ulkenin gelecekteki dis politikasinda ne yapacaksimiz?» sorusuna soyle cevaplamistir: «Cok
vektorli politika-Kazakistan'in cografi konumunan, jeo ekonomik durumundan olusmaktadir. Bu
uzun vadeli bir stratejik yondiir. Bagimsizlik kazanmasindan bu yana, iilke lideri bu yolu izlemistir.
Netice olarak bu strateji sayesinde devletlerarasi ¢atismalardan, bolgesel ¢atismalardan kagindik.
Diinya bizi barisi koruyan bir devlet olarak tanidi. Bugilin barisi koruma gorevi {ilkenin dis
politikasinin onceligidir. Kazakistan, Asya'da bir baris platformu diyebiliriz. Dis politikasinda
Kazakistan, Rusya, Cin, Avrupa, ABD, Orta Asya ve Islam diinyas: ile igbirligine biiyiik 6nem
vermektedir. Ek olarak, Kazakistan bagimsizlik yillarinda birkag entegrasyon siirecine baglamisgtir.
Bu baglamda, gelenegin bag1 degismeden korunacak, politikamiz degismeyecektir. Cok vektorliiliik
stratejisi Kazakistan diplomasisinin 6nceligi olmaya devam edecektir» [5].

Bunula birlikte «Ulkesinin gelecegini diisiinen Cumhurbagkan Nursultan Nazarbayev, Esil
irmaginin yakasinda yeni bagkentimizi kurmustur. Bugiin Nur-Sultan (Astana) sehri diinyanin dort
bir yanindan temsilcileri bir araya getirerek, kapsamli konular1 tartisan kiiresel merkezlerin biri
olarak taninmustir. Zengin ruhsal mirasimiz kusaklarin zihnin agip antik tarihi yeniden
canlandirmistir. Dolayisiyla ilk baskanimizin basarili ve verimli yoluna devam etmeyi onurlu ve
kutsal bir gorev oldugunu diisiintiyorum! Devlet Bagkanimizin belirledigi stratejik yon daima
bizim yoniimiiz ve yaniltmayan trendimiz olacak» demistir Tokayev [6].

Bu nedenle, Nursultan Nazarbayev, Nur Otan" Partisi adina Kasym-Zhomart Tokaev'i Bagskanlik
aday1 olarak gostermeyi Onermistir. «Yillarca birlikte galisarak, bugiin tilkedeki en yiiksek mevki
icin onu en degerli aday olarak goriiyorum» demistir Nusultan Nazarbayev, «Nur Otan» partisinin
on dokuzuncu olaganiistii kongresinde yaptig1 konusmasinda [7].

Orta Asya Demokrasi Gelistirme Fonu'nun direktorii olan siyaset bilimci Tolganay Umbetalieva
sunlar1 sOyledi: «Su anda hiikiimete Nursultan Nazarbayev'in ¢ikarlarini savunan bir adaya ihtiyaci
var. Bu acgidan, o degerli bir aday olabilir». «Alternatif» Siyasi Analistik Arastirma Merkezi
direktorii Andrei Chebotarev: «Tokayev, tiim kararlar1 Nursultan Nazarbayev ile danisarak
almistir. Tokayev, dis politikay1 profesyonel bir seviyeye getirebilir ve diger {iilkelerle iliskilerde
ulusal ¢ikarlarin korunmasina odaklanabilir. Her seyden 6nce ¢ok vektorlii politika korunacaktir»
[8].

Kazakistan Cumhuriyeti Cumhurbaskan1 Kassym-Jomart Tokayev, Egemen Kazakistan gazetesi ile
roportajinda, cumhurbaskanligina yaptigt ilk seyahatini Tiirkistan'dan baslamasin soyle
agiklamistir: «Tiirkistan, yalnizca Kazak halki igin degil, tiim Tiirk halklar1 igin de kutsal bir
mekandir. Tiirkistan yiizyil asirdir insanligin seceresi ve bir medeniyet saheseridir. Izliyorsaniz,
halkimizin tarihinde halkimizin tarihini baslatan insanlar, ciddi siyasi kararlar alirken en 6nemli
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anlarda Tiirkistan'a boyun egimislerdir. Biliyorsunuz, Kazakistan Cumhurbaskani Nursultan
Abisevich Nazarbayev, bu kutsal yere sik sik gelmektedir. En parlak gostergenin biri,
Cumhurbagkan Tiirkistant Giliney bolgenin merkezi haline getirmistir. Bolgeye kutsal yerin adim
veren Ik Cumhurbaskar, tarihi adaleti yeniden saglamuis, devleti saglam bir sekilde kurmus ve
ulusal kimligimizi ve dayanismamizi giiclendirmistir. Bagskan olarak benim de ana gorevim ve
yasam vizyonum bu yonde olacaktir» [9].

3 Nisan'da Tokayev, cumhurbagkan olarak ilk resmi ziyareti Moskova’dan baslayarak Rusya
cumhurbagskan1 Vladimir Putin ile gortismiistiir. Goriismelerde Nazarbayev'in selamlarmi Putin'e
ileterek «Ulus liderinin» (Nazarbayev’'in) siyasetini devam ettirecegini dile getirmistir. Putin
Tokayev'e Kazakistan'da Rus teknolojisi ile bir niikleer santral insa etme konusunda teklifte
bulunmustur. Bu teklif Kazakistan toplumunda yogun bir sekilde tartisilmis ve elestirilmistir. Aym
sekilde 14 Nisan tarihinde Tokayev Tagkent'e ilk resmi ziyaretinde Ozbekistan Cumhurbaskani
Shavkat Mirziyayev’e toplanti sirasinda Nazarbayev politikasina devam edecegini bir daha dile
getirmistir. Kassym-Jomart Tokayev dis politikada Nazarbayev'in yonii ile baskan olarak ilk
ziyaretlerini Ozbekistan ile Rusya’ya yapmistir. Bu iilkelerle iyi iliskiler olmadan Kazakistan daima
gelisemiyecektir. Kassym-Zhomart Tokayev, hem Putin hem Shavkat Mirzieev ile tanismustir. Bu
ziyaretler de Kazakistan'in adi gegen komsularla iliskilerini gelistirecegini kanitlamaktadir [6] .
Tokayev Tagkent'e ilk resmi ziyaretinin diplomatik protokol dili ile agiklamas: soyledir: «Birinci
devlet ziyareti hangi {ilkeye yapildiysa, o iilke en 6nemli stratejik bir miittefik oldugu anlamimn
tasimaktadir». [10].

Kazakistan Cumhuriyeti Cumhurbagkaninin ilk devlet ziyareti nasil bir sonug g¢ikartabiliriz?
Siyasetci, Dig Politika ve Ekonomik Arastirma Enstitiisii baskani Oljas Berkinbayev’e gore,
Kazakistan Devlet Bagkani Kassym-Zhomart Tokayev, Ozbekistan'a ilk devlet ziyaretine baglamasi
tesadiifi degildir. Nur-Sultan ve Tagskent arasindaki iliski son iki yilda yeni bir seviyeye ulasmistir.
Kasym-Zhomart Kemeloglunun Moskova ziyaretinden sonra, Taskent ziyareti ¢ok vektorli
politikay1 temel alan Kazakistann Orta Asya entegrasyonuna ¢nem verdigini kanitlamaktadir.
Ziyaret sirasinda Orta Dogu ve Afganistan, bolgedeki giivenlik problemleri ile su enerjisi ve ticaret
ile ekonomik alanlarin gelistirme konulari ileri stirtilmiistiir [11].

Sonug

Elde ettigmiz veriler dis politikanin Nazarbayev'in etkisi altinda gerceklesecegini gostermektedir.
Tokayev'in Nazarbayev'i izlemeye devam edecegini agiklamaktadir. Bu nedenle, K.Tokayev yeni
bir baskan olarak siyasi yoniinde Nazarbaev gelenegi devam edecektir. Bu ytizden K.Tokayev’i
Nazarbayev'in yolunu devam eden mirasgisi diyebiliriz. Ayni zamanda Ozbekistan'a, Rusya'ya
basarili ziyaretleri komsu iilkeler ile barisi devam etme amaci ile ¢ok vektorliiliik siyasetini koruma
anlamini tagimaktadir. Tiirkistan’daki Beket Ata ve Hoca Ahmet Yesevi tiirbesi gibi Kazak kutsal
mekanlarina kii¢iik hac seferleri ile baslamasinin arkasinda Kazak halkinin dini, kiiltiirii ve tarihine
olan hiirmetinin belgesidir. Boylece bir taraftan Tiirk Diinyasimin kutsal mekanin ziyaret ederek
Tirk Diinyasinin yaninda oldugu mesaji verirken diger taraftan kutsal gelenege baghligini
gostermektedir.

Demek ki yeni donemde Kazakistan dis politikast ¢ok vektorlii kimligini koruyacaktir. Bu
cercevede Tokayev’'in 3 Nisan 2019 tarihinde ilk yurtdis1 ziyaretini Rusya’ya gerceklestirmesi,
Kazakistan'in dis politikasinda degisiklik yasanmayacagini gozler oniine sermektedir. Tokayev
Rusya Gazetesi'ne verdigi roportajda, Nazarbayev’'in “Kazakistan ve Rusya Tanri'nin tayin ettigi
komsulardir ve halklarimizin temel ¢ikarlar1 adina hep birlikte olacagiz” sozlerini hatirlatarak su
agiklamay1 yapmustir:

“En basindan beri, devletlerimiz arasinda yogun bir siyasi diyalog kurulmustur ve (bu diyalog)
siirekli olarak siirdiiriilmektedir. Iyi komsuluk ve karsilikli sayg1 ilkelerine dayanarak yapici bir
sekilde ¢6zemedigimiz hicbir sorun yoktur. Biz Kolektif Giivenlik Igbirligi Orgiitii'nde giivenilir
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miittefikleriz. Ticaret, ekonomi, yatirim, bilimsel, teknik, kiiltiirel ve insani alanlar dahil olmak
tizere igbirligini derinlestirme konusunda biiyiik bir potansiyele sahibiz. Rusya, geleneksel olarak
Kazakistan'm en biiyiik ticari ortagidir. Ulkelerimiz cok tarafli uluslararasi ve bolgesel
platformlarda gabalarini yakin igbirligi icinde koordine ediyorlar. Bugiin Avrasya Ekonomik Birligi
ve ona bagh yapilar, Avrasya sahasindaki entegrasyon stireclerinin itici gilici olarak hizmet
etmektedir.” [12]

Bu agiklamalardan yola ¢ikarak Tokayev’in Nazarbayev’in onderliginde gelistirilen dis politikadaki
denge anlayislarinu siirdiirecegini sdyleyebiliriz. Bu bakimdan Nazarbayev’in iilke yonetimini, dis
politikadaki dengeleri anlayan ve bu dengelerin siirdiirtilmesi icin gerekli bilgi birikimine sahip
olan bir isme emanet ettigi goriilmektedir.

Fundamental routes in foreign policy of the president of the Republic of Kazakhstan Kassym-
Jomart Tokayev

Abstract. N.Nazarbayev after himself in the political arena left K.Tokayev. Political aspects
seemed to change with the transition change of power. But N.Nazarbayev was looking for a leader
as K.Tokayev as in common with his approaches. Both leaders have acted jointly in the same
political field fir years and supported each other. It should be emphasized that he knows they know
each other very well. During the period of N.Nazarbayev K.Tokayev assumed the position of
Minister of Foreign Affairs. However many politicians acted in consultation during the
negotiations. Relations berween the two leaders started with the independence of Kazakhstan. It
has also carried out initiatives aimed at ensuring harmonization between the political regulations of
Kazakhstan and the new legal norms and standards. The planned talks between the two sides were

based on multi-vectorism and integration. It acts by considering the principles of freedom and
democracy.

Kypchak-Arabic dictionaries during the reign of the Mamluks and the written monument
"Tarjuman': a comparative analysis

Abstract. In the 13th-15th centuries in Egypt and Syria, there were written grammatical
works, Kypchak-Arabic dictionaries, works about horse riding and martial arts, as well as religious,
literary and cultural monuments containing information about the Mamluk-Kypchak language. The
study of certain monuments written in the Turkic-Kypchak language provides valuable information
for the study of the literary, cultural and linguistic history of modern Turkic peoples, in particular
peoples from the Kypchak group. The use of Kypchak words as illustrative material in linguistic
works provides information about everyday life, social, cultural and linguistic situation not only of
the Egyptian society of that time, but also of the peoples of the Golden Horde, who were closely
related. This article provides a comparative analysis of medieval manuscripts, among them the
Kypchak-Arabic dictionaries written in classical Arabic about the Kypchak language during the
reign of the Mamluks. There is also a brief description of the sections of the Qypchak-Arabic
dictionary of the monuments "Tarjuman”, "Al-Idrak", "At-Tuhfa", "Al-Kavanin" and "Ad-Durra",
considered features of the dictionaries in terms of content and structure.

The purpose of the article is to show that
the main theme of the poetry of the fraternal Uyghur diaspora, one of the Turkic-
speaking peoples, is developing in the same direction as the themes of Kazakh
literature. The lyrics of nature are also sung in Uyghur poets, which are considered
as one of the wings of Kazakh literature. Uyghur poets use poetic refinement of
nature phenomena and scenes through the names of documentary, abstract objects

Modern Kazakh literature studies offers the following reference conclusions related to the
lyricism of nature in poetry: "Nature lyricism is a kind of lyric genre; the poet's inner world is
known through his perception and depiction of various natural phenomena .... While some people
created landscape paintings of nature, some poets sang about that nature, combining social life and
the inner mood of man ” [2; p. 240].

The lyrics of nature are the lyrics of the Uyghur diaspora living in independent Kazakhstan. Lyrics
of nature is a common genre for all Turkic poetry. The lyrics of nature in the oral literature of the
Turkic peoples, whose essence is in harmony with nature, is a big topic in itself.
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The works of Uyghur poets in Kazakhstan are valued in the context of national and all-Turkic
literary development. Uyghur poetry in Kazakhstan consists of works by Mahmut
Abdurakhmanov, Hezim Iskanderov, Rakhimzhan Ruzyev, Abliz Hazim, Patigul Sabitova,
Abdukerim Ganiev, Khurshida Ilahun, Abdugopur Kutlukov, Sabutzhan Mamatkulov (Naduru),
Zhamshit Rozahunov, Telman Nurahunov, Shayram Baratova. Poems that make up the lyrics of
nature in the poetry of Uyghur poets are traditionally characterized by continuity. For example,
Mahmut Abdurakhmanov's "Kutluk tan" (Good Morning), "Bulbul" (Nightingale), "Boyaklar",
(Paints), "Kizil gul", (Red Flower), "Yaz kechisi", (Summer Evening), "Yagmurdan kein" ( After the
rain) poems, etc. [3; p. 472] Collections of poems by Uyghur poets were used while writing this
work.
Justification of the choice of article and goal and objectives

This work was undertaken because the poetry of the Uyghur diaspora, one of the Turkic peoples in
Kazakhstan, has not been sufficiently studied in the Kazakh language. We all know that the poetry
of the Uyghur diaspora living in the Kazakh land joins the literary process in Kazakhstan as the
poetry of the Turkic peoples. From the lyrical and epic poems of Uyghur poets we can see the
predominance of all-Turkic sary in the civic-patriotic point of view. Uyghur poetry in the Kazakh
land, despite the prevailing communist ideology for almost a century, tried to preserve national
values, realize the dreams of the people, and continue the national mentality, culture, literature,
and customs. Today, Uyghur poetry in Kazakhstan, in its turn, sings new ideas and achieves new
creative achievements.

The purpose of this article is to introduce ethnic Uyghur poems of the years of independence, to
analyze the extent to which the genre of natural lyricism, sung by the entire Turkic people, is sung
in the poetry of the Uyghur diaspora. The genre of nature lyrics is one of the most sung genres in
the poetry of the Turkic peoples. It is natural that in the poems of nomadic peoples living with
nature, special attention is paid to the lyrics of nature. Poets of the Uyghur Diaspora Mahmut
Abdurakhmanov's "Kutluk tan" (Happy morning), "Bulbul" (Bulbul), "Boyaklar" (Paints), "Kizil
gul" (Red flower), "Yaz kechisi" (Summer evening), "Yagmurdan keyin" (After the rain), I.
Zhalilov's poems "Bayan aul nahshiliri" (Bayan aul patterns), "Bayan aul tegi" (Bayan aul
mountain), "Bayan aul kolliri" (Bayan aul lakes) and others are valuable because they bring the
natural landscape to life. The article also includes Zhamshit Rozakhunov's "Kal, baharim" (Come,
my spring), "Kar arilash yagidu yamgur..." (Snow mixed with rain), "Boztorgaynin nahshisi"
("Boztorgay's voice"), Rakhimzhan Roziyev's "Tag va yar" (Mountain and earth), "Yamgur va
nakhsha" (Rain and pattern), poems by Shairam Baratova "Bahar kaldi" (Spring has come)
describing the world of people's moods are analyzed.

The task of the article is to promote ethnic Uyghur poems of the years of independence in the
Kazakh language. Initiation of scientific circulation in the state language of the Republic of
Kazakhstan. To show the similarity of Uyghur poetry with the poetry of other Turkic peoples by
considering the lyricism of nature, which is widely sung by all Turkic peoples.

Scientific research methodology

The article uses the method in terms of the integrity of the description and theoretical analysis
within the scientific basis, based on the data used in traditional historical poetics. The evaluation of
research works in the tradition of classical genres was guided. Works on the poetry of the Turkic
peoples were used as the main scientific and theoretical methodological basis of our research.
Research works of B. Kenzhebayev, A. Konyratbayev, S. Ismailov, V.A. Gordlevsky, H.G. Korogly,
N. Kelimbetov, T. Tebegenov, B. Maitanov, A. Smakova, etc. V.M. Zhirmunsky, V.V. Bartold, A.N.
Veselovsky, A. Khamraev, M. Abdurakhmanov and other scientists were used. Excerpts from the
original works of Uyghur poets (Iskanderov H. Rozahunov Zh., Roziev R, Baratova Sh.,
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Abdurakhmanov M., etc.) were taken.
Results and discussion

The lyricism of nature in the poetry of Uyghur poets is an indicator of the classical poetic trends in
the literature of the Turkic people. Poets use poetic refinement, transformation, clarification of
natural phenomena and scenes through the names of documentary, abstract objects (flowers,
nightingales, clouds, Alatau, birds, rivers, Sharyn, etc.), seasons (spring, summer, autumn, winter)
in order to vividly describe nature. They describe the variety of nature phenomena with vividly
colorful phrases of poetic imagery, figurative-symbolic metaphors. Through the psychological
complexity of the lyrical characters in the poems at the moment of understanding, feeling,
perception of the mysteries of the surrounding nature, the integrated systemic nature of humanity,
intertwined with natural phenomena and life movements, is also determined.

Geographical toponymic names were the basis of folk art thinking in the poetry of the Turkic
peoples. Mahmud Kashkari's dictionary, "Addresses of the Turkic Peoples and the Mountains and
Seas," also lists the ancestral places of the Turkic people, including the Uyghurs. For example:
“Uch - is a famous city; Alush - is a village in Kashgar; Udun - is an indirect name of the city of
Hotan; Kyzyloz — winter house in the mountains of Kashgar; Altunkap - is a mountain near the
Uyghur land; Kami Talas - crossing on the border of the Uyghur land; Kinut - is a small town on
the Uyghur border ... 7 [4; p.192]. It is also true that such ancient lands have a permanent place in
the landscape depictions, which are constantly sung in the lyrics of nature in the poetry of the
Turkic peoples, including Uyghur poets. For example, in the epic poem "Kosh-Kosh" (Migration
Migration) which is popular among the Uyghur people, the names of the homeland are very
common.

Lyrical poems of such Uyghur poets as Mahmut Abdurakhmanov, Rakhimzhan Ruzyev, Abliz
Hazim, Patigul Makhsatova, Abdukerim Ganiev, Khurshida Ilahun, Abdugopur Kutlukov,
Sabutzhan Mamatkulov (Naduru), Zhamshit Rozahunov, Shayram Baratova's, make up the
lyricism of nature, and are also recognized in the context of the continuation of the all-Turkic and
national classical artistic traditions. Famous Kazakhstan’s Uyghur poets P. Makhsatova and A.
Israpilov's poems are distinguished by their comprehensive coverage of environmental issues in
the Kazakh land and the fate of the Aral Sea. [6; p. 488]

The color of nature in I. Zhalilov's poetry is wonderful. The poems, written in simple language and
warm to the heart, captivate readers. The poet's poems "Bayan aul nakhshisi" (Bayan aul patterns),
"Bayan aul tegi" (Mountain of Bayan aul), "Bayan aul kolliri" (Lakes of Bayan aul) and others bring
the landscape to life in its original form.

Following the traditions of ancient Turkic poetry, the poets wrote about the scenes of spring, the
beauty of flowers, the beauty of the garden, the song of birds, nightingales, dawn, mountains, etc.
It reflects the psychological nature of the situation, which is twisted by human thought, which has
an aesthetic effect on the minds and moods of people. For example, in the poems of Mahmut
Abdurakhmanov "Kizil gul" (Red flower), Zhamshit Rozahunov "Kel Baharim" (Come, spring),
" (It's raining with snow...), Rakhimzhan Roziyev "Tag ve yer"
(Mountain and land), "Yagmur ve nakhsha" (Rain and ornament) the spirit of people is described.
The aesthetic impact of landscape depictions in the poems of Zhamshit Rozahunov "Kel, baharim"
(Come, my spring) is obvious:

Zh. Rozahunov's "Boztorgaynin Nakhshisi" (The Voice of Boztorgay) poem depictures the mood of
the people, the search for support and healing.

In the Rakhimzhan Roziev’s "Yamgur va nakhsha" (Rain and ornament) poem, the greenery of
nature is caused by the power of the rain, which makes the fields, valleys, crops, flowers bloom,
deep ravines are flooded, steppe white wheat is overgrown, grain storages are filled with grain.
The lyrical vibrations of the world are covered with the fragrance of pink lilies of the valley.
Singing of mountains with landscape images is a traditional feature of Turkic poetry.

There is a lot of melancholy and elegy in the poems about autumn. The ideological and
compositional line of Rakhimzhan Roziyev's poem "Kuznin guzelligi" ("Autumn Beauty")
recognizes the whole nature of natural phenomena, phenomena and people's social activities: :
«Jean aocryMm, Kenyacns sapaoak, / Kysmy riono metum xaaau tes. / I'os Tapm y3yk Ayrapasx /
baraa Oya0ya caitpumac ryacus...» [12; p. 24]. Translation: “My friend said, We were sad, Autumn
came again quickly. Like a broken dutar, in the garden there are no nightingales ... ”

And Sh. Baratova’s "Kuz" (Autumn)" poem depicts the advantages of the prosperous time:

The twin depiction of nature and human life is constantly presented in the poetry of the Turkic
peoples, Zhyraus in Kazakh poetry (XV-XVIII centuries) as well as in poetry (Asan Kaigy,
Kaztugan, etc.), in the XIX century. - XX century Abai, Magzhan, Shakarim and others. developed
and used in his works.

Winter is one of the widely presented seasons in the poetry of Turkic poets. Sh. Baratova's "Kar
hakkida" (About the snow) poem also describes and glorifies the white snow, which in the winter
in our region was a splendid kingdom and sultanate. It was snowing, the springs were frozen, the
hills were covered with white snow like kings, the storm was gathering snow, the stars in the sky
were shining like ice, the shepherd was grazing his sheep in the morning, the farmer stopped the
snow and opened the way for nature. The fact that nothing is covered by gray frost is that
everything is a kind of beauty of winter:

He compares the harsh winter with the pleasant summer and the
retirement behind the hard work.

In the poems of the poet M. Abdurakhmanov the dawn, the nightingale's song, the blossoming of
flowers, people's attitude to these movements "Kutluk tan" (Good Morning), the continuity of
nightingale music with lovers "Bulbul" (Nightingale), the effect of flowers, especially red flowers,
enrich the soul "Kizil gul", (Red Flower), the sun that shines all day long at night "Kara perda
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takshi yeyip" (Black curtain eats takshi), "Yaz kechisi", (Summer Evening), summer evening where
the movements of the steppe, the steppe, and the animals meet, the clouds in the sky The poetic
core of the poet's poems is the effect of the closing and reopening moments on man and other
objects of life "Yagmurdan kein" (After the rain). In the "Boyaklar" poem, (Paints) a variety of
shades of nature's rebirth, changes in the period of awakening are associated with the complex
nature of the general life movements of colors:

Conclusion

The landscape is full of movement, human interaction and meaning. The lyrics of nature in Uyghur
poetry also depicts the true spirit of nature, which is ingrained in our blood and absorbed into our
minds. When spring comes, we remember the broken clouds and the lightning. When summer
comes, we feel like we are in a green meadow. In autumn, we feel as if we are bathed in a mist of
wet water. When winter comes, we imagine a blizzard and white snow. We feel the morning wind,
milk, wind, rain, squeak, frost all in the same state. When you read the poems of Uyghur poets
describing the seasons "Spring", "Autumn", "Winter", "Summer", you can imagine various natural
phenomena [14; p. 5]. It is as if you are watching a beautiful summer, a foggy autumn, or a frost
and a snowstorm. The summer village, the quiet night, the bright moonlight in the sky, the roaring
river come to mind as a whole picture through the poems.

Uighur literature, one of the most ancient Turkic literatures, had an opportunity for further
qualitative development in the USSR. Various poetic schools and currents, multifaceted and
diverse creative styles appeared in Uighur literature what leads to general evolution and bloom of
national culture of the Uighurs [15; p.1].

Thelove lyrics of Renat Haris: tradition and innovation

Abstract. The article examines love lyrics of the modern Tatar poet Renat Kharis in the
context of the Tatar, Russian, Turkic, and Western European traditions. Renat Kharis is a poet with
a pronounced civic position, acutely and promptly reacting to the socio-political events of our time,
and giving his poetic, philosophical assessment of both events of the distant history of the Tatar
people and the recent past. Renat Haris is a poet with a wide genre range from lyric poetry,
miniatures, to large-scale poems, libretto, and novel in verse. The article considers love lyrics and
poems of Renat Kharis in the context of Tatar (Eastern), Russian and Western European poetry. In
addition to the poems written over the past 50 years, the author turned to the poems Rassam
(Artist), ©ch ybeshy (Three Kisses), Taybsez moahoaybbat (Forbidden Love) and The Decameron
(2021), tracing the evolution in the artistic embodiment of the love theme in the work of Renat
Haris.

Typology of the poetics of myth and epic

Abstract. World scientists pay special attention to the nature of the myth, which originates
from the worldview of the ancients thanks to its independent function, structural structure, content,
and characteristics of human thinking. The methodology and theory of the study of myth are
studied in various aspects from the point of view of scientific achievements in anthropology,
sociology, folklore, and psychology. This is based on the data of peoples and tribes who have
preserved an ancient culture on earth, as well as examples of myths written on paper since ancient
times. In addition, the field in which the myth is reflected - epics, legends, fairy tales, rituals, along
with folklore, is a large field. In this case, it is worth talking not only about the myth itself, but also
about the change in its genre. This is due to the fact that the myth in folklore has changed in the
context of the time, has undergone ideological processing, adapted to the specifics of the genre for
example, the epic. This pattern applies both to the myth and to the mythical characters of the epic
songs of the Turkic peoples. In fact, the epic is a genre that independently developed through the
synthetic filter of ancient myths, fairy tales, legends, ritual folklore. His mythical motives, concepts,
characters are adapted to the genre nature of the epic. The relevance of the next article in revealing
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the typology of myth and epic poetics increases the relevance of the task of comparing the spiritual
heritage, epic and myths of the Turkic peoples, based on which new ideas can be realized, to know
them as general cultural ones. inheritance. The more we study and master the folklore of the Turkic
peoples, the more our Turkicidentity is revealed.
