Media as a factor in the formation of the civic identity of young people

Abstract. The article discusses the issues of the formation of civic identity among young people. The
main attention is paid to the role of mass media and social networks and their influence on the process
of formation of civic identity. The current situation in the international arena and the growing trend of
globalization actualize the question of preserving and strengthening citizenship, the formation of public
consciousness, including civic awareness among young people. In this regard, given the easy access of
modern youth to information, the rapid spread of various information channels, it is important to study
their impact on the consciousness of young people, including the process of forming civic identity.

The article defines the influence of mass media and social networks on the formation of civic identity
of young people. The potential of new media technologies in the formation of civic identity is considered,
their place in the hierarchy of identities is analyzed. The study determines the influence of mass media
on the process of youth identity, depending on their type. The author emphasizes the importance of
new media (Internet and social networks), while the role of traditional media is not excluded. The study
showed that in the minds of young people who receive information through the Internet and social
networks, there are no significant differences in the hierarchy of identities. It is established that young
people who receive information through the Internet and social networks have the same level of civil
identification. At the same time, there are differences in the hierarchy of identities in the minds of young
people who receive information through traditional media. The practical significance of the research lies
in the use of the research results by the scientific community, as well as specialists in the field of media,
humanities.

Elections of rural akims: new electoral reform

Abstract. The article describes the election system of rural akims in the Republic of Kazakhstan since
2021 and examines the technologies of pre-election campaigning from the point of view of electing village
akims. During the elections of akims, the main attention is paid to the need to agitate the electoral system of
akims. The scientific novelty of the article lies in the study of the main problems of campaigning activities
of rural leaders in the electoral process.

The authors argue that the direct elections of rural akims are a very important event, marking a
completely new stage in the modernization of the local self-government system. The innovation of the bill
is the introduction of elections of rural akims by secret ballot on the basis of universal, equal and immediate
suffrage, as well as the introduction of the procedure for nominating candidates through political parties
and self-nomination.

Direct elections of rural akims provide an opportunity for citizens to actively exercise their
constitutional rights, increase their understanding of the needs and problems of local executive bodies,
and fully implement the concept of a «listening state».

Current trends in food security
Abstract. The problem of food security has always been relevant and was studied by academics from

the economic, environmental, social, and gender approaches, however rising prices, and in some cases
food shortages, have triggered a new interest in this area of research. This problem is being addressed at
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the level of the state and international organizations. However, the approach to the task of these actors is
different. If international organizations approach the problem of the food security from the standpoint
of the international norm “the right to food”, relying on the postulates of neoliberalism, then states
consider the necessity to provide population with food as a dilemma, where national interests outweigh
the scales. The armed conflict in Ukraine has exacerbated the problem of food security, as food supply
chains have been disrupted, provoking states to treat the export and import of food from the point of view
of neorealists. This, in turn, led to food shortages, rising food prices, and in some places even famine. A
survey of Kazakhstani population showed that there are some socially vulnerable people for whom the
problem of providing the nutrition necessary for a healthy lifestyle is acute, which indicates the need for
further research with the subsequent adoption of positive changes in food security policy.

Mass communications in the formation of modern political culture of youth
Abstract. The article presents an analysis of the role of mass communications in the formation of

modern political culture of youth. The topic is particularly relevant in the light of events on the world
political arena: redistribution of spheres of influence and change of the balance of power. Also of great
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importance is the development of information technologies and emergence of more and more options and
forms of mass communication, as well as increase in the number of information flows. In this regard, the
question of how a modern person can navigate them becomes quite rational. And how not to get under
negative influence?

The study is theoretical in nature. The purpose of the article is to consider the role of modern mass
communications in the political culture of young people. The author has analyzed a significant amount of
scientific literature. The materials for writing the article were the world’s leading and Russian studies on
political culture and media competence.

As a result of the work done, a fairly detailed description of modern youth political culture was
obtained, and the place of media competence in it was determined. In addition, the author proposes a
concept of the relationship between the levels of political activity of young people and media competence,
presented in the form of a model.

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Abstract. The protection of childhood is one of the main tasks of the State. Minors, due to
the peculiarities of their physical and mental development, are more susceptible to various
negative influences than other categories of people, which can become the basis for the
development of their personal deviation.

Despite the progress made, children’s rights are violated on a daily basis around the
world. There are still gaps in the legal protection of children, and there is an even greater
gap between law and practice. Children still suffer from violence in the family, in the
community, in institutions and in other conditions, face the risk of poverty, trafficking,
sexual violence.

In this regard, the main purpose of the article is to determine the mechanism for the
formation, development and implementation of state policy for the protection of children’s
rights and the definition of a model for the protection of children’s rights in the EU and
Kazakhstan.

As the methodological basis for the article were used: general scientific, comparative,
historical method, analysis of the regqulatory framework, analysis of statistical data, content
analysis of Internet resources, monitoring.

The article also identified the main mechanisms for protecting the rights of children in
the EU and Kazakhstan, analyzed the activities and role of non-governmental public
organizations for the protection of children in the EU and Kazakhstan.
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Introduction

States have long regulated how people
should feel about children and their social rights.
It’s still debatable how well children are treated,
how free they are, and whether or not we can
change their course. The State is mandated
by nature to uphold the rights of its people
and establish favorable living circumstances.
Children are a continuance of mankind and
the nation’s future capable citizens, according
to biological rules. The main prerequisites for a
child’s life—and, by extension, the future of the

country —are social protection, rights protection,
growth, and the fulfillment of physical and
psychological requirements.

Law is a product of social growth, just like
the State is. The rights of the child are a sort of
code of social behavior created by the State or a
supranational institution to signify fairness and
avoid encroachments on what belongs to or is
appropriate for the kid. A kid is born with all of
his or her rights.

According to Article 1 of the United
Nations (UN) Convention on the Rights of the
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Child (CRC) of 1989, “every human being is
a child until the age of 18, if, according to the
law applicable to this child, he does not reach
adulthood earlier” [1].

Adopted in 1989, the United Nations
Convention on the Rights of the Child was
the first international instrument to explicitly
recognize children as human beings with innate
rights. Ratified by 197 countries, including all
EU Member States, it has become the landmark
treaty on children’s rights, outlining universal
standards for the care, treatment, survival,
development, protection and participation of all
children. Kazakhstan signed this Convention on
the Rights of the Child in 1994 [2].

In addition to the fact that all EU members
have signed the convention, the EU has its own
protection of children’s rights. The promotion and
protection of children’s rights is one of the key
objectives embedded in Article 3(3) of the Treaty
on European Union (TEU) signed in Maastricht
in 1992. Moreover, Article 24 of the Charter of
Fundamental Rights of the EU recognizes that
children are entitled to ‘protection and care
as is necessary for their well-being’. The same
article recognizes that the child’s best interests
should be the primary consideration for public
authorities and private institutions. Also in
the same Charter, articles 14 and 32 state that
children have the right to receive education and
prohibit the exploitation of the child labour.

Despite the adoption of this law and the
consistency of the guidelines for child protection,
the member states of the Convention continue to
pay varied amounts of attention to the issue of
children.

When resolving issues in this area,
approaches for preserving children’s rights in
democratic States share certain commonalities.
National traditions in developing nations are
supported through unique Western-adopted
systems.

Materials and methods

Results and discussion

European mechanisms for the protection
of children’s rights: Legislative and regulatory
framework.

In this regard, it is worth first considering
child protection mechanisms in the countries
of the Europe. To safeguard the interests of
children, the Council of Europe has approved a
number of normative legal acts. The European
Social Charter, which outlines economic and
social rights (Paragraphs 7, 8, 16, 17, 19, 27, 31
they pertain to children’s difficulties), is the
major text. It is found in the Convention for the
Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental
Freedoms, better known as the European
Convention on Human Rights (Paragraph 5,
Protocol No. 7 of 1984). In turn, fundamental
legislative documents were adopted at the pan-
European level, namely:

Convention for the Protection of Children
from Sexual Exploitation and Sexual Violence;

European Convention on the
Implementation of Children’s Rights (1996);

European Convention on the Legal Status of
Children Born Out of Wedlock;

European Convention on the Adoption of
Children;

European Convention on the Recognition
and Enforcement of Decisions concerning
Custody of Children and the Restoration of
Custody of Children;

European Convention on Nationality;

European Convention on the Repatriation
of Minors;

Council of Europe Convention on the
Protection of Children from Sexual Exploitation
and Abuse (CFE);

Convention  for
Trafficking in Persons;

Convention on Cybercrime [3].

At this time, the Council of Europe strategic
plan for 2016-2021 has taken into account the
primary goals. In accordance with the European
Convention on the Protection of Human Rights,
the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child
(CRC), and other international human rights
agreements, children in Council of Europe
member states have the right to a complete range
of human rights protections. Civil, political,
economic, social, and cultural rights are included
in this. All of these areas of human rights are
intended to be covered by this strategy, which
demonstrates the dedication of the Council of
Europe and its member states to ensure that all
children have access to these rights.

The UN CRC and, in particular, its four
guiding principles, serve as the foundation
for the Council of Europe’s work on children’s
rights:

the Suppression of
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Non-discrimination (Article 2). Without
exception and regardless of a child’s background,
all children are entitled to certain rights.
Regardless of national, racial, or socioeconomic
origin, property situation, health status, the
child’s birth, the presence of his parents or legal
guardians, sexual orientation, gender identity,
or any other factors, all rights are guaranteed
without any kind of discrimination. This
Strategy is focused on implementing the non-
discrimination principle across all core areas.

the child’s best interests (Article 3). The
best interests of the child are prioritized in all
decisions involving children. The Council of
Europe will make an effort to make sure that this
rule is followed for all of this Strategy’s goals.

the privilege of life, survival, and growth
(Article 6). Children’s rights to life and safety
from violence and suicide are unalienable. The
term “development” should be used to refer to
a child’s overall growth, which includes their
physical, mental, spiritual, moral, psychological,
and social development.

The right to be heard (Article 12). One of the
Strategy’s five goals, but also a cross-cutting job,
is the inclusion of children.

One essential requirement for the
achievement of children’s rights in society
is their participation in decision-making at
the individual, family, organizational, and
governmental levels. In all facets of this
Strategy, the Council of Europe is dedicated to a
participative approach to children’s rights and to
assisting Member States in this respect.

The Strategy is the outcome of in-depth
discussions with Member States, civil society,
commissioners for children’s rights, other
international organizations, and kids.

Unfortunately, despite a large number of
conventions, the EU continues to face several
problems that have turned into requirements
for the development of a new strategy. These are
listed below:

Poverty, inequality, and exclusion — children
are the age group most at risk of poverty or social
exclusion, according to Eurostat. According to
reports, poor children experience loneliness and
shame [4].

Compared to their more affluent
counterparts, they are less likely to succeed in
school, obtain quality medical treatment, and
reach their full potential in later life [5].

Europe runs the risk of producing a “lost
generation” of disillusioned youngsters due to
generations-long cycles of poverty, which might

have detrimental effects on societal cohesion and
political stability [6].

Violence - Although there have been
substantial improvements in the battle against
violence against children, the pace of change
is still too slow and unequal. Even in today’s
technologically advanced world and in locations
where children should be kept as secure as
possible, such as schools, daycare centers, jails,
and homes, there is still a risk of violence against
children, particularly females.

The system of justice designed for adults
- The juvenile justice systems in Europe still
need to be better tailored to meet their unique
demands.

Parents and family difficulties - The family
is the fundamental building block of society and
the ideal setting for children’s development and
wellbeing, regardless of its structure. Children
value their ties with their parents and siblings
very highly [7]. Families, however, might
run into a number of issues. For instance, the
economic crisis has left many families dealing
with unemployment and future uncertainty.

Racism, hate speech, and radicalization
- The radicalization of children and young
people is a further cause for worry and calls for
stronger assistance from the school system for
intercultural understanding and tolerance [8].

Growing up in a digital world - The digital
environment exposes children to harmful
content and its consequences, creates problems
for privacy and data protection and other risks,
including sexual harassment via the Internet and
excessive access to sexual images.

Migration - Children are one of the most
vulnerable populations in Europe today, whether
they have been uprooted or are adversely
impacted by migration [9]. They have restricted
access to social, health, and educational services
in various nations.

As part of Europe, the European Union
closely cooperates with the Council of Europe
and the UN. For this reason, all regulatory
frameworks, conventions and EU stategies must
comply with the policies of the UN and the
Council of Europe.

The EU has its own strategy for the
protection of children: “The EU Strategy for
the Rights of the Child and the Action Plan for
Integration and Inclusivity for 2021-2027".

The EU Child Rights Strategy was adopted
on March 24, 2021 and provides a framework for
action to better promote and protect children’s
rights. The Strategy offers a series of actions in
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six areas: children’s participation in political
and democratic life; socio-economic integration,
health and education; combating violence
against children; child-centered justice; access
to digital technologies and security; and helping
children around the world. Part of the strategy
includes providing EU member States with
support in obtaining reliable and comparable
data for evidence-based policy development in
accordance with the framework. The EU Child
Rights Strategy also states that there will be a
more detailed breakdown of Eurostat data by
age and gender and data obtained by other EU
agencies, as well as research on specific thematic
areas covered by this strategy.

As part of the EU Strategy on the Rights of
the Child, the Council of the EU Commission
recently established the European Child
Protection Guarantee, which aims to ensure that
the most vulnerable children in the European
Union have access to health care, education, child
care, decent housing and adequate nutrition.
The purpose of the Child Protection Guarantee
is to break the vicious cycle between generations
by developing policies and programmes for
children at risk of poverty and social exclusion.
Within the framework of the initiative, special
attention is paid to certain groups of vulnerable
children, including children with disabilities
who are in alternative care, as well as those who
are in an unstable family situation. The initiative
also aims to improve the availability and volume
of data on children at the national and EU levels.
Member States will present action plans for the
implementation of the Children’s Guarantee,
which include assessing the availability of data
on specific groups of children, identifying data
gaps and creating a national framework for data
collection and monitoring indicators.

The EU’s work on integration and inclusivity
is based on a common set of principles and
values that should also guide Member States
when developing, implementing or revising
their strategies. This is true across the entire
spectrum of the EU integration policy set out in
the European Pillar of Social Rights.

The Commission will monitor the
implementation of the strategy at the EU and
national level and report on progress at the
annual European Forum on the Rights of the
Child. Monitoring compliance by member States
with human rights standards is crucial to the
work of the Council of Europe. The Council of
Europe monitors by visiting member countries
and requiring Governments to report on the

reform measures they have taken. In addition
to the judicial complaints mechanism provided
by the European Court of Human Rights, the
Council also provides for other systems of
individual and collective complaints, such as the
European Committee on Social Rights [10].

In addition to the strategy, the Convention
for the Protection of Human Rights and
Fundamental Freedoms should be mentioned.
The Lisbon Treaty was signed in 2009. This treaty
provides for the EU’s legal obligation to join the
European Convention on Human Rights. From
2010 to 2013, negotiations were held between 47
States. However, in 2014, the EU Court decided
that the agreement was contrary to EU law. But
in 2019, the EU informed the Secretary General
of the Council of Europe that the EU was ready
to resume negotiations on its accession to the
European Convention on Human Rights.

Non-legal papers produced by the EU
include “green books,” communiqués, reports,
research, and declarations. They are all used as
instruments to advance children’s rights in many
contexts.

NGOs are given a specific role in the EU
member states. Non-governmental organizations
(NGOs) not only participate in the CRC
monitoring process but also, via their regular
activities, help to advance the cause of children’s
rights.

Additionally, in the EU, NGOs actively
participate in state politics by advocating for
civic initiatives, monitoring social interactions,
and identifying new issues. On the other side,
NGOs work with various demographic groups
to safeguard and uphold democratic principles
and human rights.

The  nature  of  non-governmental
organizations can be summed up as follows:

— They act as alink between the government,
various social groups, and the general public,
defending their rights and interests; they ensure
public oversight over the actions of the state and
its institutions, including their adherence to local
and international legal standards, preventing the
state from monopolizing the political, economic,
and other spheres of society; and they support
sustainability

— They redistribute and encourage the
sensible use of already-existing resources in
the government and society without aiming to
make a profit, as well as generate and divert
new financial, intellectual, material, and other
resources that are intended to satisfy both
individual and societal interests;
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— Promote the dissemination of knowledge,
the development of pluralism, and civil society
norms and values;

- Via non-governmental groups, the people
voice their concerns to the government over a
range of social, economic, and other issues;

— NGOs serve as a medium for the direct
execution of social projects by individuals and
offer professional staff training, including for the
government.

In light of the crucial role that NGOs play
in the sector, it is vital to acknowledge that
public organizations frequently respond to social
issues before the government is engaged in their
decision, at which point they have the necessary
preparation that the government may employ
[11].

Children’s self-run organizations also play a
significant part. NGOs engage in a wide variety of
human rights-related activities, such as teaching
children about their rights, conducting research,
putting child protection programs into place,
collaborating with government organizations
to implement child-friendly policies, creating
alternative reports on children’s rights, etc.
Here are a few instances of groups that support
children’s rights in various ways:

The Council of Europe’s program,
“Building Europe for Children and Together
with Children,” has two strategic objectives:
eliminating sexual violence against children on
the basis of specificlegal instruments and offering
comprehensive information and educational
activities. The “EVERY FIFTH” campaign of
the Council of Europe, which aims to stop
child sexual abuse, was launched in November
2010. The “EVERY FIFTH” campaign attempts
to increase the number of nations that have
ratified the Council of Europe Convention on the
Protection of Children from Sexual Exploitation
and Abuse, signed it, and are in compliance with
its provisions. Moreover, it attempts to provide
kids with the information and tools they need to
stop child sexual abuse and spread awareness of
it to society at large [12].

A network of institutions and individuals
called Eurochild works to enhance the lives of
children and young people throughout Europe.
By utilizing networks, research, communication,
and propaganda, civil society in Europe
and beyond is able to safeguard children, as
demonstrated by Eurochild.

Through  direct  efforts,  lobbying,
supervision, and specialized training, a global
NGO with a presence in 40 countries named
“International Protection of Children” focuses
particularly on juvenile justice.

The goal of the international network
ECPAT, which has a presence in more than 70
countries, is to eradicate child prostitution, child
pornography, and child sex trafficking.

The promotion, implementation, and
oversight of the CRC are the responsibilities of
the NGO Group in Support of the Convention
on the Rights of the Child. More than 70 national
and international NGOs make up its network.

The 98 national youth councils and
international youth groups from all around
Europe who are working on problems connected
to youth engagement are represented by the
European Youth Forum, a forum governed by
youth. Through its dealings with European
institutions, the Council of Europe, and the UN,
it does this by promoting the needs and interests
of these organizations and advocating on their
behalf.

The European Confederation of Youth Clubs
(ECYC) is a network of youth work organizations
and youth clubs that carry out and promote open
youth work and non-formal education through
a network of 28 member organizations in 27
European countries.

Save the children, which has representation
in 120 countries, is one of the top organizations
working to advance, defend, and assist children’s
rights and children in need. Using a range of
initiatives, from direct action to advocacy and
lobbying, the group strives to create a society in
which every child will have the right to survival,
protection, growth, and participation.

The International “Falcons” Movement -
The International Socialist Movement in Support
of Education (IFM-SEI) is an international
movement in support of education that strives
to enhance children’s potential and fight for
their rights through seminars and preparatory
courses, international camps, conferences, and
campaigns related to education, the defense
of rights, and practical work with vulnerable
children.

However, despite such powerful tools for
protecting children’s rights, Europe still faces
problems which are shown in Figure 1 [13].

Statistics on violations of children's rights in the EU for
2021
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Currently, 18.3% of the population in the
EU are children (EU — Rights of the Child). As
can be seen in Figure 1, migration is currently
an urgent problem in the EU countries, which
entailed trafficking with children, which has a
naive percentile of 38%, and this subsequently
led to sexual slavery and violence of children. It
should be noted that all factors are interrelated
with each other. For the same reason, the fight
must be waged in all sectors at the same time.

Mechanisms for the protection of
children’s rights in Kazakhstan: Legislative
and regulatory framework

The Republic of Kazakhstan signed and
unconditionally ratified the Optional Protocol to
the Convention on the Rights of the Child on the
Involvement of Children in Armed Conflict on
July 4, 2000. On July 4, 2001, the Sale of Children,
Child Prostitution, and Child Pornography
Optional Protocol to the Convention on the
Rights of the Child was signed and approved.

Since 1992, there has also been an ongoing
collaboration with UNICEF, the UN Children’s
Fund. Under the context of a program
established by the Government of the Republic
of Kazakhstan and the United Nations, the
Foundation offers vaccinations, financial help,
societal advancement, and the introduction of

cutting-edge social technology in the interests of
children and families.

The creation of the Committee on the Rights
of the Child enables for global monitoring of
national laws’” implementation developments in
the field of children’s rights protection, which is
the Convention’s most important contribution.

The Republic of Kazakhstan asserts itself
as a democratic, secular, legal, and social state,
the greatest values of which are a person, his life,
rights, and freedoms, according to paragraph 1
of Article 1 of its Constitution (the Constitution
of the Republic of Kazakhstan).

Hence, a person’s life, rights, and freedoms
are given precedence under the nation’s
fundamental law. Naturally, this constitutional
tenet is taking on greater significance for
State institutions. The constitutional legal
underpinnings of a minor’s position, regrettably,
have not found a distinct (special) consolidation
in the Constitution of the Republic of Kazakhstan,
according to a number of experts who recognize
the Constitution’s importance from a legal
standpoint [14]. These legislative oddities do not
clarify the legal status of children and minors.

However, crimes against the sexual integrity
of minors are the main issue for Kazakhstan. The
Republic of Kazakhstan’s Ministry of Internal
Affairs reports a sharp rise in the frequency of
such crimes in recent years. See Figure 2.

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In this respect, in his Message to the People
of Kazakhstan dated September 2, 2019, the Head
of State ordered to strengthen laws in the area of
protecting children’s rights from violence. The
bill “On Amendments and Additions to Some
Legislative Acts of the Republic of Kazakhstan
on Improving Criminal, Criminal Procedure
Legislation and Strengthening the Protection
of Individual Rights” was already signed by
the head of state on December 27, 2019. The
“Rape” and “Violent actions of a sexual nature”
provisions of Articles 120 and 121 of the Criminal
Code were tightened by the bill. They again
moved from the medium category to the severe
category with imprisonment from 5 to 8 years.

Additionally, committing serious sexual
crimes against children carries a punishment of 20
years in jail or a life sentence without remission.
The killing of small children carries a comparable
punishment.

There are no reconciliations in these
situations, as was also indicated by the change
from one group to another. It should be
remembered that previous rape fell into the
category of mild severity, and more than half
of the cases never made it to court because of
reconciliation, which frequently took place under
pressure from the victims.

In addition, for non-reporting, concealment
and falsification of facts of pedophilia (Articles

416,432, 434 of the Criminal Code), the maximum
sentence is up to 6 years in prison [15].

As a result, according to the Prosecutor
General’s Office of the Republic of Kazakhstan, a
year after the President’s instruction to toughen
penalties, the number of crimes of sexual violence
decreased by 30% in the whole country, and
the implementation of toughening penalties
prevented the commission of such acts.

If we talk about NGOs, the council of
non-governmental organizations, which
included representatives of non-governmental
organizations working in the field of childhood
from all regions of the republic, was officially
established only in 2011. Currently, the activities
of civil society institutions are becoming
increasingly important in the constitutional and
legal mechanism for the protection of childhood
in the Republic of Kazakhstan.

Currently, there are such NGOs in
Kazakhstan as: “Dom mamy”, “Union of Crisis
Centers”, “Semeynaya academiya”, “Zhanuya”,
“Pravo” etc.

But one of the leading funds at the moment
is the fund “Ne molchi”. The Foundation’s main
purposeistoassistinthe formation ofacivil society
free from violence (sexual, physical, emotional,
etc.) and any form of discrimination against
women, men and minors, based on the principles
of legality and justice, with equal opportunities
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for the realization and protection of constitutional
and personal rights and freedoms of a person
and citizen of the Republic of Kazakhstan. The
Foundation has been functioning officially only
since 2017, nevertheless, in a very short time,
thanks to the foundation, many children and
mothers have been provided with various types
of assistance.

Another issue in Kazakhstan is that a lot of
people don’t understand the difference between
violence and nonviolence.

Question: and if a child is hit for educational
purposes, is it violence?

Answer: yes, it is violence!

Itisincorrect to see mild physical punishment
as a teaching strategy. The most basic guideline is
that you cannot harm or degrade children. It is
simple, not because it is right. A child is simple
prey to humiliation since he is defenseless and
unable to respond. When the child grows up and
gives back, returning what his parents invested
in him with a belt or discipline, the parents are
shocked. The development of any civilization is
aimed at creating some kind of highly developed
individual, a person in all respects. A child who
has been abused or humiliated will later degrade
his own children. Many rapists had childhood
maltreatment. Those who experienced evil as
children desire to avenge themselves in maturity.

Now let’s look at the same situation in the EU
countries. “Spanking children is not just a lesson
in bad behavior; it is a powerful demonstration of
contempt for the rights of a weak little person.” -
Thomas Hammarberg, Council of Europe
Commissioner for Human Rights [16].

Violence is prohibited in homes, schools,
prisons, and children’s facilities in 22 of the
Council of Europe’s member states. For instance,
since 2000, it has been against the law in Germany
to physically harm children (and they even
have the right to complain about their parents).
The new law in France banning “ordinary
educational violence” (violences éducatives
ordinaires, or VEO) has been dubbed the “anti-
slap” in the media and in daily life, despite the
fact that it prohibits not only traditional slaps on
the behind but also other types of slaps, screams,
threats, and any statements that are humiliating
to children. The law adopted by Parliament is
an amendment to the French Civil Code, in its
article 371-1. This article on parental rights and
responsibilities is mandatory to be read in French
marias when registering a marriage. From now
on, the article is supplemented with the phrase
that “parental authority / authority (l'autorité

parentale) is carried out without the use of
physical or psychological violence” [17].

Kazakhstan should also take note of this EU
practice. Since violence at home and at school is
the norm in this country.

Also in Kazakhstan, the prerequisites for the
violation of children’s rights are the devaluation
of children’s complaints. Many parents do not
attach importance to the needs of their children,
which subsequently leads to tragic events. The
State also does not conduct periodic conversations
with children. A virtual parliament building was
created online for the children’s parliament that
exists in Finland, for instance. Regardless of the
time of day or their domicile, this structure offers
a location for representatives to communicate
and further their operations. The Children’s
Parliament’s council and committees convene
regularly in the chat rooms to talk about topics
that interest them and plan for upcoming plenary
sessions. Children’s Parliament members reply to
research findings provided by political leaders,
engage in online debate on their own discussion
boards, and have online plenary sessions every
two weeks. Each youngster has a face-to-face
meeting with the Council.

In addition, the main drawback of the
legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan on
children’s rights is the absence or incompleteness
of mechanisms for the implementation of a
number of specific norms, which causes their non-
fulfillment. Including in the field of rehabilitation
of disabled children, ensuring a living wage,
free healthcare services, etc. Some of the legal
norms provided for by the current legislation
are not fully implemented even if there are clear
implementation mechanisms.

But generally speaking, the author thinks
Kazakhstan has established a model of national
policy for the defense of children’s rights.
Legislation has been passed, and international
agreements have been ratified. As a result of our
nation’s efforts to meet international standards,
the situation has improved. The KidsRights index
provides proof of this. See table 1.

The KidsRights Index is the first and only
worldwide index that evaluates each year how
well children’s rights are upheld globally and
how dedicated nations are to advancing those
rights.

The KidsRights Index is a project of the
KidsRights Foundation in association with
the Erasmus School of Economics and the
International Institute for Social Research at
Erasmus University Rotterdam. As of 2022, the
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Index comprises a total of 185 nations. It includes
a rating of all UN member states that have signed

the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child for
which there is sufficient data [18].

As it can be seen from the table, Kazakhstan
took the 20th place out of 185 countries. However,
Kazakhstan still has a lot to grow and work on.

Conclusion

To guarantee that children are viewed as
completely deserving of their rights and treated
accordingly, strong political commitments, the
provision of adequate resources, and widespread
understanding of children’s rights in society are
required.

The EU has very strong mechanisms for
protecting children’s rights. The EU has many
conventions that are fundamental legislative
documents that do not limit themselves in
industries where children’s rights are violated.

The EU develops its own clear strategies and
actively involves NGOs there. Non-governmental
human rights organizations” work in the EU
enhances the existing constitutional and legal
safeguards for children’s rights, encourages
oversight of the State’s operations, which is
primarily in charge of upholding children’s
rights, and also helps find a comprehensive
solution to the issue of child protection.

However, as it can be seen, even such a
powerful association as the EU faces various
challenges every year and to this day improves
its strategies against the violation of children’s
rights.

In Kazakhstan, there are few conventions
compared to the EU, but what is more upsetting
is the lack of a strategic plan that must be
implemented within a certain time. Kazakhstan
would do well to adopt this experience from the
EU to improve its mechanism.

Also, the role of NGOs has not yet become
obsolete in Kazakhstan as in the European
countries. The issue of interaction between non-
governmental human rights organizations and
State institutions remains problematic. NGOs do
not have significant power to interfere in some
of the affairs of the state and are not sufficiently
funded, which may indicate their passivity.

1. Kazakhstan should consider the role of
NGOs as well as their funding. It is required to
find alternative sources of funding as charity.
However, this should be decided at the legislative
level.

2. Decetralization - predominance of
centralized management. Kazakhstan should
decentralize governance by creating several
policies and give local administrators a tool to
control the implementation of these policies.

3. Review the protection of the rights and
legitimate interests of minor children at the
legislative level.

4. Improve awareness of children’s rights.
For example, to create a platform where minors
can familiarize themselves with their rights and
implement these platforms in all institutions that
deal with children.

5. Create more bodies, and hotlines where
parents or children can contact in case of violation
of their rights.

Therefore, today, more than ever, a concrete
action program is needed, which should
unite the efforts of all state bodies and public
organizations in solving the issues of creating
conditions for a decent standard of living for
children and ensuring the real realization of their
rights.

Problems and prospects of trade and economic cooperation between Kazakhstan and China

Abstract. The article considers current problems and prospects of trade and economic cooperation
between Kazakhstan and China. An important role in the progressive development of the whole complex of
relations between the countries is played by trade and economic relations, which in recent years have shown
significant progress due to the complementary dynamic development of the economies, geographical
proximity, and the implementation of large-scale reforms of both countries in response to the political and
economic problems occurring in the world. In this regard, the authors carried out research work on the topic
of trade and economic cooperation between Kazakhstan and China. In the course of the study, there were
identified key problems of bilateral interaction, and ways of developing contacts between the two countries
in the areas of trade, industry, infrastructure, market expansion, and regional cooperation. The analysis
shows that the current dynamics of development of trade and economics, investment, energy, transport, and
other spheres make it possible to optimistically build further cooperation between the countries. That is why
the solution to the problematic issues will make it possible to plan the development of mutually beneficial
cooperation in such perspective directions as hydrogen energy, cross-border trade, electronic commerce,
tourism, science and technology sphere, and others meeting the requirements of national interests of the
two neighboring and friendly states.

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Abstract. In this article, the authors consider political myth design as a political technology
to manipulate and control mass consciousness and unconsciousness with the mass media.
The reasons to use the myth design in politics are systematized and the principles under
which the political myth design result is formed are emphasized. The features and reasons
to use this technology in politics are highlighted, and a number of principles are given,
according to which a political myth design constructs the necessary information and
ideological result. Theoretical provisions are analyzed and systematized and the practical
methods of myth design in politics are described in the article. The main ways to use
myths in politics are structured. The paper focuses on the mythological techniques actively
used in political myth designing, and on the three main practical tasks of political myth
design. The research conducted makes it possible to define a political myth as a result
of political myth design, which can be described as a socio-cultural technology for the
development of modern myths perceived by the «political result» consumers as the reality
of their worldview. This technology uses archetypes, storylines, heroes, and other elements
of traditional mythology when creating, disseminating, and transmitting various mass
messages, including political communication in the media reality.

Nowadays, the words «myth» and
«mythology» are very frequent in ideological
statements. It seems that the level of social life

strengthened and

supported by the mass media, which main task
is to introduce the necessary images of power in
the human mind, a better understanding of the
laws of influence on the political consciousness
and the mass unconsciousness with the myths
has a special place in the political activities.
Therefore, more attention is paid to the ways of
its influence on achieving a particular goal of the
political elite or the state as a whole, and ways
to improve influence. Thus, methods, channels
and technologies to manipulate the mass
consciousness are constantly improved.

«mythological» in our country has enormously
increased recently, and we have stepped out of
the realm of science and rationalism into a kind
of «mythological» age.

Currently, myths aimed at obtaining,
retaining, and legitimizing power are created
and disseminated by political parties and
associations, teams of political technologists,
and individual political leaders. These myths are
constantly disseminated through various mass
media, which makes it possible to introduce
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mythical political forms quickly and effectively
into the mass consciousness.

Purpose: studying political myth designing
can help in understanding the features of
the development of mass consciousness
and determining the principles that guide
mythmakers.

Tasks: studying the history, revealing
the essence and features of the political myth
designing as a technology to manipulate mass
consciousness.

History. = Throughout the historical
development, the myth is based both on a
fantastic and an often intentionally distorted
reflection of reality. Since ancient times, gods,
heroes, and demons have been created in
the minds of people. But at each historically
determined stage of the development of public
consciousness, myths about them are developed
in accordance with the peculiarities of thinking
of people of a certain epoch. If at the early stages
of social development, social myth-making is
focused on developing the surrounding reality
and preserving the integrity of consciousness
of the people, today, myth becomes more and
more a tool to manipulate for making influence.

It is this fact that explains the increased
interest of experts in the phenomenon of myth
in modern society among the knowledge of
social philosophy, psychology, and sociology.
In this regard, they note that «the opportunities
for making and disseminating a mass social
myth, as well as for abusing it through the mass
communication media in modern society have
not decreased, but in many ways have even
increased» [1, p.80-88].

When a message is called amyth in everyday
speech, it means that it is not recognized as
consistent with reality; a phantom (fake) is seen
in the myth, born of the naivety of a mass person
or the conscious intent of political actors (leaders,
parties, associations) and teams of political
technologists who legitimize their stay in power
by mass media.

Indeed, changes due to the information
revolution have made it easy to manipulate mass
consciousness by certain people (ideologists)
and paradoxically have extremely impoverished
the symbolic composition of mythological ideas.

The «social mythology» problem occurred
in the twentieth century, when «the myth was
significantly changed, and it began to be used
as a designation for various kinds of illusory
ideas deliberately used by the forces prevailing
in society to influence the masses» [2, p. 14-62].

G. Sorel notes the high influence of the myth
due to its properties and features and shows how
ideology based on folk mythology is effective,
but at the same time, the introduction a social
myth is significantly simplified. Considering the
social myth as a «means» to achieve the goal,
the author loses sight of the fact that either the
simultaneous use of the myth will not cause
the expected reaction at all, or the ideologically
transformed myth perceived by the public
consciousness will take root in it so much that,
planned as a means, it can significantly affect the
final result [3, p. 43-53].

E. Cassirer, considering the essence and
mechanisms of action of social mythology,
notes that modern culture does not destroy the
elements of myth radically, but puts them under
its control: «Previously, myths have always
been described as the result of unconscious
social activity. But now myths are made up by
people acting in an unfailing consciousness and
according to plans. They are well aware of what
they need and think over their every step. With
these people, myth does not seem to develop
itself freely and spontaneously. The new political
myths do not grow up freely; they are not wild
fruits of an exuberant imagination. They are
artificial things fabricated by very skillful and
cunning artisans» [4, p. 113-118].

Recognizing the ideological tendency of
modern myths, the researcher describes them
as follows: «<We have a new type of myth —
a completely rationalized myth. It has been
reserved for the twentieth century, our own
great technical age, to develop a new technique
of myth. Henceforth myths can be manufactured
in the same sense and according to the same
methods as any other modern weapon — such as
machine guns or airplanes. That is a new thing —
and a thing of crucial importance. It has changed
the whole form of our social life» [5, p.61].

Research methods: When writing the
article, the theoretical research was conducted
based on the integrated use of synthesis,
analysis, deduction, comparative and analytical
methods.

Results and discussion. It is possible to
consider the «myth» from different sides and
interpret them. However, all researchers agree
that modern mythology is deliberately created
since this is aimed at achieving goals. A number
of specific methods have already been developed
for them. Modern political mythology is made
so as to help the masses to find themselves in a
certain mythological reality.
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It should fill the space in people’s minds,
associated with certain areas of objective realities
that exist outside of a person. Also, a myth can
control social reality, and change it as desired.

With the myth, politics enters the social
reality of the masses. Political mythology is
a mental form of political activity, including
stereotyping of political phenomena in the past,
present, and future.

Accordingly, the myths in politics make
it possible to achieve the goals of the elite in
power — to control the people’s consciousness.
Political myth design can be used with
various means of political propaganda,
social engineering, promotion, information
management, astroturfing, nudge, mass
suggestion, user-generated content, and other
forms of manipulation of public consciousness
[6, pp.77-85].

At the same time, political mythology can
tell about real events that are taking place and
never happened. They are the result of political
mythology, which is a technology for designing
and transmitting myths, perceived by citizens as
an objective reality. Thus, mythology is focused
on mass consciousness, and its target is society,
the environment where it functions, and the
society where it works. In this case, mythology
refers to such psyche phenomena as irrationalism
and inductance.

In modern political practice, many
psychological ~ techniques and  technical
innovations are used in making and transmitting
myths. The political myths in the twenty-first
century are disseminated by traditional (press,
radio, television) and modern (Internet, social
networks, messengers) mass media. It is the
media today that largely contributes to the rapid
mythologizing of the people’s consciousness in
politics. They helped to transfer the politics to TV
screens, computer monitors, and other devices —
to make it accessible and understandable to all
users.

This made it possible for political myth
design, in turn, to transfer the main marketing
strategies previously aimed at promoting goods
and services, to transmit and introduce certain
ideological mythologies into people’s minds.
Myth design began to satisfy the needs of
people, even those that they do not yet realize.
We can say that political myth design updates
the formed and unformed needs of the masses,
turning them into motives, attitudes, values, and
eventually into mental and behavioral reactions
predictable and consistent with political goals.

Using technologies, which include political
myth design, in politics should be associated
with such reasons as:

e the desire to simplify and schematize
(algorithmize) the political process, which is
caused by the complicated interaction of political
actors;

e the use of mainly social technologies
to solve tactical tasks due to the lack of state
ideology and disagreement of the main political
actors about the fundamental social issues and
problems;

e transition to postmodernism in culture.
This reason can be featured by a focus on the
subconscious mind, the multiple opinions and
worldviews, and the blurring of a boundary
between virtual and objective reality [7, p. 39-
116].

Proceeding from this, it is possible to
distinguish the principles according to which the
result of political myth design is developed:

1. Principle of systematic, but impulsive-
emotional impact. Following this point, it is
necessary to give meaning to the myth and ensure
that it is believed on an irrational-axiomatic
level. To do this, it is necessary to exert constant
influences to maintain it (reflexive control of the
unconscious reactions of the masses).

2. Principle of sensitivity to social cost and
consequences. A myth should be evidence-
based, authentic, highly artistic, and plausible.
It should not contradict the original ideas and
greatly change the prevailing pictures in the
minds of the masses, otherwise, it may lead to
social upheavals and will not have the desired
effect.

3. Principle of modeling. There is no point in
making a complete model of a political myth. Its
individual facets are effective only. Consequently,
those facets that will serve to achieve the goal
will be directly designed, i.e. they will be able
to influence the emotional component of human
consciousness.

4. Principle of refusing to focus on the
continuous happiness of those living in the
myth. According to this principle, the myth does
not have to be entirely devoted to happiness
and success; there must be a certain proportion
of suffering (this distinguishes the myth from
utopia and makes it look like the truth). This will
allow the emotionally coloring of the political
myth, creating drama and showing differences
and relationships more deeply, resulting in
the greatest response in the consciousness and
unconsciousness of an individual.
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5. Principle of rhetoric. It is necessary to use
logical and psychological techniques that will
help spread awareness. Also, when screening a
political myth, it should be taken into account
that psychosemantic and paralinguistic (non-
verbal) methods of influence prevail over
linguistic (verbal) ones.

6. Principle of emotionally and sensually
saturated areas. It can be said that this principle
includes all the above-mentioned points and is
fundamental, since in order for a socio-political
myth to become more effective, the entire palette
of emotions of its consumer should be affected
[8,7-17].

Political myth design can be seen from
different angles:

e as a technology of mythological
techniques, archetypal images, and artistic
means;

e as a design activity to make and
disseminate myths;

e as a means for storing and translating
universal meanings, ideas, and stereotypes.

Mythologemes and components of myth,
which are used in politics, make it possible to
increase the effectiveness of information and
ideological results created, in particular, a
process of perception of information and its
assimilation by the masses becomes much easier.

The followingbasicmythological techniques
are most actively used in myth design:

e archetypes and mythological images.
Archetypes are understood as universal images
common to all people, which are reflected in
the perception of the world, and pertain to the
collective unconscious (Z. Freud, K.-G. Jung);

e opposition within the storylines that
ensures the duality of phenomena, which is
peculiar to mythological consciousness. Here
such constructions as «before—after», «negative—
positive», «now — before», etc. are used. This
allows opposite things to exist in the myth,
linking them at the same time into a single space;

e the use of mythologemes based on the
need-based schemes of the human psyche, i.e.
a formation of people’s needs, by activating
collective needs through a chain of individual
needs [9, pp.6-8].

In conclusion, it should be noted that in
politics, myth design performs three main
practical tasks:

1. Updates and modernizes the past
represented in the historical memory of the
masses by creating unconscious associations
of vicissitudes of the traditional myth heroes
with political processes in which the audience

representatives participate. The characters of
mythical narratives should be perceived by their
masses as contemporaries who went through
similar historical events.

2. It sacralizes, synergizes, and ritualizes
real political events in the minds of the masses.
People should perceive themselves not as
hostages of the momentary political conjuncture,
mercantile interests of elites, and profane
everyday life, but as participative co-creators of
the political history of their country, nation, and
state. This role should be played by mythologized
involvement in political actions — mass rituals
that produce an irrational connection with the
deep expediency, non-futility of existence, and
peculiarity of the current political moment -
the sacral belonging of political life. Creates a
feeling of being [10, pp.138-139]

3. Symbolization and mythologization of
the future is a making of a complex irrationally
attractive myth about the collective future (what
will happen after a political victory). Vividly
and intelligibly presented an image of society
that will be embodied in the case of support for
this political entity or course.

Conclusion. The modern world emphasizes
the need for new research on political processes
associated with the secularization and
massification of social manifestations and effects
on the mass media consciousness. In turn,
political myths result in political mythology,
which can be called a socio-cultural technology
for the development of modern myths perceived
by the «political result» consumers as the reality
of their worldview. This technology, called myth
designing, uses archetypes, storylines, heroes,
and other elements of traditional mythology
when creating, disseminating, and transmitting
various mass messages, including political
communication in the media reality [11, p.45-
109].

When studying political mythology,
modern authors emphasize a trend that lies in
the fact that is myth a phenomenon, and myth
design as an approach are tools to manipulate
political mass consciousness. They focus on
the prospects of ideological manipulation
through myth making to implicitly influence the
worldview, mentality, thinking, emotions, and
the choice of the electorate.

Thus, the myth turns into the unconscious
consciousness of the political reality of a person.
This makes it possible to perceive it as an
integral part of any political process and makes
it an important indicator of the political culture
of a person and society as a whole.

Geopolitical rivalry between the USA and China for transport corridors in Central Asia and
problems of regional security

Abstract. The gradual development of international transport corridors is the core of the political,
economic, integration, modernization, spiritual, and cultural development of all countries of modernity.
The transport industry, which is an effective means of transporting goods, is becoming an essential link
in the world economy and the main instrument of the globalization process. In this regard, consideration
of aspects of the development of international transport corridors is a vital and high-priority problem
for research. In addition to playing the role of a geopolitically important link in the world, the Central
Asian region is becoming the center of the intersection of international transport corridors. A crucial factor
influencing national and regional security is the geopolitical rivalry of the key actors of world politics
in Central Asia. This trend is associated with the huge reserves of oil and gas, uranium, as well as the
significance of the strategic position of the region as a linkage between the markets of Europe and Asia.
Conflicts arising from the desire of the leading actors of world politics to establish control over international
transport corridors bring to the agenda the problem of the security of the region through which these
corridors pass. The primary task in the era of globalization for the states of Central Asia located along the
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“Great Silk Road” is to ensure regional security, including the national one. This scientific article considers
the influence of the “international transport corridors” factor on the regional security of Central Asia,
analyzes the geopolitical problems of transport corridors, the role of transport projects for the revival of
the Silk Road initiated by the United States of America and the People’s Republic of China, and the impact
of geopolitical rivalry between the two countries on the regional security of Central Asia.

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Media in maintaining peace as a legitimate order in Tajikistan

Abstract. The article discusses the importance of the media in the context of the implementation of the
peacekeeping policy as a legitimate order in modern Tajikistan. The communication factors of the stability
of the peacekeeping policy as a legitimate order are revealed, which simultaneously acts as the basis for the
stability of the current political regime in the conditions of political and ideological confrontation before
and after the civil war. The pluralism of interpretation of the world as a legitimate order is described.
This aspect is considered in a comparative manner in the context of the analysis of the works of Tajik and
Western researchers. The author comes to the conclusion that in post-conflict Tajikistan, the justification of
the regime’s policy becomes an important factor, whose stability suggests the existence of mechanisms for
the information impact of the authorities on society and models of political positioning of the media. One
likely outcome of this model was the narrowing of the space for public challenge, which in turn made it
much more difficult for mechanisms to ensure the validity of regime policies. The presence of such a media
strategy in the country led, on the one hand, to a change in the political positioning of the media, on the
other hand, to the use by the authorities of all favorable opportunities for solving existing problems, an
example of which is the formation of a policy of maintaining peace as a legitimate order in the post-conflict
period.

Ozet. Calismada Tiirkiye-Ermenistan iliskileri ele alinacaktir. Iki iilke iliskilerinde
Sivil Toplum Kuruluglari’'nin rolii ve STK girisimlerinin neticeleri degerlendirilecektir.
Calisma cercevesinde tiirkce bilimsel ve akademik calismalar ele almmmstir. Tiirkiye'nin
iki iilke arasindaki pozisyonu ve Ermenistan’in yaklagimlar: ele alinmugtir. Genel olarak
ozetlenirse gecmiste Tiirkiye-Ermenistan arasindaki iliskiler Karabag sorunu ve Ermeni
Soykirimi iddialar: ile ¢ikmaz sokaklara girvince son bulmustur. Tiirkiye Kafkasya'da
daha ¢ok Azerbaycan’t destekleyen bir politika izlemeye devam etmistir. Ermenistan’a
karsy tarihsel ge¢misten kalan olumsuz olaylarmm etkisi hala devam etmektedir.
Karabag sorununda Ermenistan’t kinamis ve Karabag topraklarinin Azerbaycan’a geri
iade edilmesini istemistir. Fakat Ermenistan Tiirkiye’yi kinamis ve asilsiz soykirim
suclamalarinda bulunmustur. Ikili iliskilerin iyice sogumasina neden olan gecmisteki
tatsiz olaylar halen net bir cevabini bulmanugtir. Sinir kapilarin kapatilmas: da iki iilke
iliskilerini izole etmistir. Yalmz STK'larm pozitif ekonomik girisimleri ile diizelmeler
kaydedilmistir. STKlarin kazan-kazan yaklagimlari ile her iki iilkenin hem iyi komsuluk
hem her iki tarafin kazancimi saglayan iliskilerin inga edilmesini desteklemistir. Inisli
ctkisly STK'larin girisimleri bazen iyi sonuglara da damgasini vurmugstur. Genel olarak
komsu iilke olan Ermenistan’in Tiirkiye dig politikasinda roliiniin ne kadar onemli oldugu
tartisilir ama iyi komsuluk ilkesini devam etmek gerekirse STK larin Eymeni girisimlerinin
desteklenmesinde yarar vardir. Boylece ikili iliskilerin normale doniismesini saglayacaktir.
STK lar sayesinde Tiirk-Ermeni iligkileri normallesmeye devam edecektir.

Tiirkiye hem Ermenistan-Tiirkiye
iliskilerinin normallesmesi hem de Giiney
Kafkasya'da istikrar ve barisin saglanmasi
hedefleri dogrultusunda, sorunun ¢oziim
siirecini hala yakindan takip etmektedir.
Ornegin; 2009 Ekim’inde Ermenistan ve Tiirkiye
arasinda imzalanan protokoller esas olarak
Daglik Karabag sorununun ¢oziim siirecindeki
tikanmadan otiirli askiya almmustir. Tiirkiye
barigcil bir degisim meydana gelmesini ve
¢ozlim i¢in diplomatik yollar1 desteklemektedir.
Daglik Karabag'daki durum oldukga hassastir.
Yoksulluk nedeniyle ¢ok sayida kisi buray:
terk etmistir. Coziime yoOnelik higbir gelisme
kaydedilmedigi gibi Uluslararast Kriz Grubu
(ICG), Ermenistan ve Azerbaycan arasinda silahl
catismanin yeniden baslamasinin muhtemel
oldugunun altmi yakin zamanda cizmistir.10
ICG ayrica, iilkesinde yerinden edilmis 600.000
Azeri ile ilgili durumun hala ele alinmadigimn
da vurgulamistir. Ayni durum, her iki taraftaki
binlerce miilteci icin de sdylenebilir. Ote yandan
Tiirkiye, savas ihtimalinin azaltilmasinda da
olumlu bir rol oynayabilir. Tiirkiye, Azerbaycan’
Ermenistan ile igbirliginde bulunarak bir olay
arastirma mekanizmasi (incident investigation

mechanism)  gelistirmesi ve uygulamasi
konusunda tesvik edebilir ve her iki tarafi temas
hattindan nisancilarint ¢ekmeleri hususunda
ikna etmeye calisabilir. [9, p. 28]

SETA, 26-27 May1s 2009 tarihleri arasinda
Istanbul Conrad Otel'de Tiirkiye-Ermenistan
Mliskileri Calistay1 diizenlemistir. Calistayin
temelamaci Tiirkiye-Ermenistaniliskilerinde son
donemde yasanan gelismeleri degerlendirmek,
iliskilerin normallesmesi Oniindeki engellerin
neler oldugunu analiz etmek ve Tiirk-Ermeni
iliskilerinde yakinlasmaya katki saglayacak
Oneriler  gelistirmektir. Tiirkiye-Ermenistan
iliskilerinin normallesmesi yoniinde atilan
adimlar, lehte ve aleyhte cesitli tepkilere yol
acmistir. Miizakere ve ¢0ziim siireglerinin her
zaman zor oldugu gercegi goz Oniine alindiginda,
bu durumu normal karsilamak gerekir. Tiirkiye-
Ermenistan iligkileri hem Tiirkiye-Azerbaycan,
hem Ermenistan-Azerbaycan iliskileri agisindan
hem de Giiney Kafkasya’da giliven ve istikrarin
tesisi acisindan Onem arz etmektedir. Tiirkiye-
Ermenistan Iliskileri Calistayi’'nda Tiirkiye'den
ve Ermenistan’dan uzmanlarmn katihimiyla
iki iilke arasindaki iligkiler ve bolge siyaseti
ele alinmistir. SETA'nin 26-27 Mayis 2009
tarihlerinde Istanbul'da diizenlemis oldugu
Tiirkiye-Ermenistan Mliskileri Calistay1’'nda
Tiirkiye ve Ermenistan’dan gelen katihimcilarla
iki iilke arasindaki iligkiler ve bugiin devam
eden normallesme siireci ¢ok yoOnlii olarak
ele alinmustir. Calistayda iki iilkenin son
zamanlarda normallesme siireciyle kaydettigi
gelismeler takdirle karsilanarak bunun nasil
daha ileri agsamaya getirilebilecegi noktasinda
Ermeni ve Tiirk katilimcilar arasinda fikir
teatisi gerceklestirilmistir. Yapilan oturumlarda
Tiirkiye-Ermenistan iliskilerindeki normallesme
siireci, Karabag sorunu ve simirlarin agilmasi
gibi temel konular ve sorunlara dair farkh
yaklasimlara deginilmistir.[10, p.14] Calistayda,
Agustos 2008 tarihinde meydana gelen Rus-
Giircli catigsmasmin, Kafkasya'ya istikrarsizlik
ve gilivensizlik ortami getirdigi {izerinde
durulmustur. Buna kars: Tiirkiye'nin kendi
inisiyatifi ile ortaya attig1 Kafkasya Istikrar
ve i@birligi Platformu (KIiiP) ve ardindan
Tirkiye-Ermenistan arasinda ivme kazanan
normallesme siirecinin bolgeye istikrar ve
giivenlik getirici bir unsur olarak goriilmeye
basladig1 dile getirilmistir. Tiirkiye'nin KIIP ve
normallesme siireci ile etrafinda bir baris kusag:
olusturma politikas1 izledigi ve yakin cevresi
olan Kafkasya'da giivenlik ve istikrar {ireten
bir aktor olarak proaktif bir dig politika izledigi
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vurgulanmigtir. Bu girisimlerin Kafkasya'da
yeniden entegrasyonu ve giiven artirici iglevleri
yerine getirdigine dikkat ceken katilimailar,
bolge politikasinin taraflardan birinin kazandig:
ve digerinin kaybettigi sifir toplamli oyun
yerine herkesin kazanacagi kazan-kazan
stratejisi ve igbirligi eksenine kaydigmi ifade
etmislerdir. Tiirkiye-Ermenistan iliskilerinde ve
normallesme siirecinde temel konunun 6ncelikle
smirlarin  agilmast oldugu, ancak bunun da
al-ver denklemine indirgenmeyerek karsilikli
isbirligi ve cikarlar dogrultusunda yapilmasi
gerektiginin alt1 ¢izilmistir.

Ozellikle, Ermenistan
acgisindan smirlarin agilmasmin 70 milyonluk
bir pazarin agilmasmi ifade ettigi; bu nedenle
smirlarin agilmasiyla Ermenistan’in Tiirkiye’den
¢ok daha fazla kazancglar elde edecegi ileri
sirtilmistiir. Bunlarin yaninda tecrit edilmis
Ermenistan’in Bati ile entegre olma yolunun
da agilacagi ve bunun da Ermenistan’a Bati
yardim ve destegini getirecegi vurgulanmistir.
Katiimeilarin dikkat gektigi dnemli bir nokta da,
Ermenistan’in bugiine kadar bolgedeki enerji
projelerinden dislanmas: durumunun sinirlarin
acilmasiyla ortadan kalkacagidir. Calistayda
dile getirilen goriislerden biri de normallesme
siirecinin Karabag sorununa endekslenmesinin
siireci  tikayacagi;, bu nedenle, Karabag
sorununun normallesme siirecinin ve yol
haritasinin bir konusu olmamasi gerektigidir.

Ayrica, Tiirkiye'nin Karabag
sorununda Azerbaycan tarafini tutan bir aktor
olmasi yerine tarafsiz politika izlemesinin
sorunun ¢ozimiinii miimkiin hale getirecegi,
aynt1 zamanda bu tutumun Kafkasya'da
Tiirkiye’yi lider aktor konumuna getirecegi ileri
sirtilmistiir. Normallesme siirecinde diaspora,
resmi sOylemler, tarihsel algilar ve sozde
soykirim tasarilarmi ligiincii iilkelerde giindeme
getirme ¢abalarmin yavaglaticat ve engelleyici
faktorler olarak ortaya ¢ikmakta, buna karst bu
konularin siyasallastirilmasindan kaginilmasi
gerekmektedir. Ayrica, bu noktada uluslararasi

resmi smnirlar1 asan isleve sahip olan STK’lara
iki tlke sorunlarmin ¢dztimiinde onemli roller
diismektedir. STK'lar toplumlar arasi karsilikli
anlayislar1 gelistirerek normallesme siirecinin
alt yapisini hazirlayiar iglev iistlenebilirler.

¢oziimiine zemin hazirlayarak normallesme
siirecinin  kolaylastirict  motoru  olabilirler.

12 Ekim 2009 tarihli basmn
biilteninde «....Protokoller ile somut bir noktaya
gelen anlayis1 ve bu siirecin belli bir takvime
baglanmasi konusunda iki {ilke arasindaki
mutabakati destekliyor, siirecin vardiginoktadan
memnuniyet duyuyor ve normallesmenin bir
an once saglanmasini diliyoruz»(TUSIAD,
2009) ifadeleriyle Protokollerin imzalanmasimna
yonelik  desteklerini  belirtmislerdir. ~ Bu
orneklerden de goriilecegi iizere, son donemde
Tiirkiye ile Ermenistan iligkileri ile alakali
olarak pek c¢ok sivil girisim baslatilmistir.

Ekim 2009'da iki iilke
arasindaki protokollerin ¢dkmesinin ardindan
iliskilerde ivedi bir normallesme ihtimali yok
olmus olsa da, sivil toplum kuruluslar1 Ermeni-
Tiirk yakinlagma siirecinin ivmesini siirdiirmek
i¢in ¢abalarma devam ediyorlar. SES Tiirkiye'ye
konusan Ermenistan Avrasya Ortakhigi Vakfi
program yoneticisi Mikayel Hovhannisyan,
«Bir zamanlar iimit verici olan bu siirecin
baslangicindanitibaren ortaya konan halk temelli
projeler, resmi diizeydeki basarisizliga ragmen
devam ediyor,» diyor ve ekliyor: «Bubaglamda,
belki de en 6nemli basari, Ermeni ve Tiirk sivil
toplum temsilcilerinin ortak endise kaynagi olan
konularda isbirligine devam etmeleridir.

Protokoller 10 Ekim
2009 tarihinde Tiirkiye ve Ermenistan Disisleri
Bakanlari tarafindan Isvicre'nin Ziirih kentinde
diizenlenen torende imzalandi. Protokoller
zorlu diplomatik siirecin habercisi olacak sekilde
taraflarin  birbirlerinin torendeki konusma
metinlerine itirazlariyla gecikmeli de olsa
imzalandi. 56z konusu protokoller bu asamadan
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sonra iilkelerin parlamentolarma getirilecek ve
burada onaylandiktan sonra yiiriirliige girecekti.
Ermenistan yasalarma gore protokollerin
once anayasaya uygunluklar1  agisindan
denetlenmesi icin Anayasa Mahkemesi'ne
gonderilmesi gerekiyordu. Ermenistan Anayasa
Mahkemesi 12 Ocak 2010'da protokoller
hakkindaki  kararimi acikladi. Kararda
protokollerin Ermenistan Anayasasi’na uygun
bulundugu aciklanirken, gerekgeli kararda
ise baz1 maddelerin Ermenistan Anayasasi
ve Anayasa’nin atifta bulundugu 1990 tarihli
Bagimsizlik Bildirgesi ile celisemeyecegi ifade
edildi. Ermenistan bu kararla birlikte sinirlarmn
acilmas: igin Tiirkiye'nin ileri siirdiigii Daglik
Karabag sartini kabul etmedigini, ortak smir1
tanimadigini, kendilerine goére «soykirimin»
kesin ve tartisilmaz oldugunu, protokollerde
kastedilen =~ Ortak  Tarih  Komisyonunun
kurulamayacagini bir anlamda ilan etmis oldu.
Tirk Disisleri Bakanlig1 karara «S6z konusu
kararda, protokollerin lafzina ve ruhuna aykiri
onkosullar ve kisitlayici hiikiimlerin zikredildigi
tespit edilmigtir. Bu yaklasim tarafimizdan
kabul edilemez» agiklamasiyla tepki gosterdi.
Ermenistan ~Anayasa Mahkemesi'nin soz
konusu kararindan sonra, kapali kapilar ardinda
siirdiiriilen diplomatik goriismelerle baslayan,
futbol diplomasisi ile hiz kazanan, yol haritasi ile
kararlilik sergileyen ve imzalanan protokollerle
bir iist asamaya gegen Tiirkiye-Ermenistan
iligkilerindeki normallesme stireci tikandi. Su
anda protokoller iki iilkenin parlamentolarinda
askiya alinarak siiresiz olarak beklemeye
birakilmis durumdadir.[2, p.7]

Protokoller Tiirkiye ile Ermenistan arasinda
diplomatik iliskinin kurulmasin ve ortak sinirin
ac¢llmasimi ongormekteydi. Topraklarinin beste
biri Ermeni isgali altinda bulunan Azerbaycan
icin, Ermenistan’in ambargo altinda tutulmas:
hem isgal edilen topraklarin geri alinmasihem de
Daglik Karabag sorununun ¢6ziilmesi yolunda
Erivan’a siyasi, ekonomik ve psikolojik baski
kurmak yolunda gelistirilmis yegane politika idi.
Tiirkiye'nin protokolleri onaylamasi Azerbaycan
kamuoyunda, Bakii tarafindan yaklasik 20 yildir
uygulanan bu politikanin netice alinamadan
iflas edecegi endisesini uyandirdi. Bu nedenle
Azerbaycan’da Tiirkiye’ye kars1 yogun bir tepki
ve protesto siireci bagladi. S6z konusu tepkiler,
protesto mitingleri ve Rusya ile yakinlasma
politikalarindan Tiirkiye'ye satilan dogalgaz
fiyatinin artirilacagl soylemlerine kadar genis
bir yelpazeye yayildi. Azerbaycan’in, iggal ve
Daglik Karabag sorununun ¢oziimiinii asama

asama degil de Ermenistan’in kesin bir askeri
veya politik maglubiyeti sonucu bir hamlede
olabilecek  bir ¢ozlim olarak algilamasi,
Tirkiye'nin ¢oziim arayislarina verdigi dozaji
yliksek ve fazlasiyla duygusal tepkinin en 6nemli
sebebi oldu. Azerbaycan’dan yiikselen tepkiler
tizerine Tiirkiye'den iist diizey heyetler Bakii'ye
ziyaretler gergeklegtirdiler. Daghk Karabag
isgali sona ermeden smirin agilmayacagina
ve diplomatik iligki kurulmayacagma dair
aciklamalarda bulundular. Simdilerde Ankara-
Bakii iligkilerinde ihtiyath bir bekleyis havasi
siirmektedir. Yasanan bu gelismeler sik sik dile
getirilen dostluk ve kardeslige dair sloganlara
ragmen Tiirkiye-Azerbaycan iligkilerinde ciddi
bir siyasi diyalog eksikligi olduguna isaret
etmistir. Protokoller Ermenistan’da da oldukga
sert tartismalara sebep oldu. Ermeni diasporasi,
mubhalefet, milliyet¢i cevreler ve bu gevrelerle
baglantili medya organlar: protokolleri ciddi bir
sekilde elestirdiler. Ermenistan Cumhurbaskani
Serj Sarkisyan cktig1 yurtdisi gezilerinde
Ermeni diasporasinin protesto ve tacizleriyle

karsilasti.  Tepkiler  {izerine, = imzalanan
protokollerin Karabag ya da soykirimdan
vazge¢mek anlamina gelmeyece§ine dair

diaspora ve i¢ kamuoyuna yonelik beyanatlar
birbirini izledi. Protokollerde Azerbaycan’in
gosterdigi tepki iizerine Tirk yetkililer
tarafindan Bakii’ye Karabag sorunu ¢oziilmeden
simirlarin agilmayacagina dair garanti verilmesi
Ermenistan tarafindan on sart olarak kabul
edilerek protokollerin onay siireci donduruldu.
Ermenistan, protokolleri onaylayabilecegini
ama bunun ancak Tiirkiye onayladiktan sonra
olabilecegini belirtti. [2, p.8]

Sonug

Son olarak bolgedeki sivil toplumun
roliiniin daha yakindan incelenmesi
gerekmektedir. 2011 CRRC verilerine gore sivil
toplum kuruluglarina giiven Ermenistan'da
(sadece %5 tam giiven), Azerbaycan'da (%7
tam giliven) ve Giircistan'da (%4 tam giiven)
son derece diisiiktiir.11 Hem ulusal hem de
uluslararasi sivil toplum kuruluslar1 (STK) gesitli
zorluklarla kars: karsiyadir ve bu durum, farkl
sebepler ve etkenlerden 6tiirii son zamanlarda
daha da zorlasmistir. Yine de bazi, savas oncesi
girisimler stirdiiriilmekte olup, sivil toplum
aktorlerini biinyesine dahil eden yeni girisimler
de bulunmaktadir; dolayisiyla gelecek igin bir
umuttan soz edilebilir. Daglik Karabag sorunu
hayal kiriklig1 ve sorunlarin yalniz siirmekle
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kalmay1p, artis egilimi gostermesiyle beraber
daha da zor bir hal almigtir. Bakii, sivil toplum
diplomasisi ve STK’larin katilimi konularina bu
girisimlerin sonuglarindan emin olmadig igin
siipheyle yaklasmaktadir. Azerbaycan igin asil
mesele, gercek bir ¢oziimiin yoklugunda, giiven
olusturucu tedbirlerin Ermenistan’in ¢ikarina

olmamasidir. Bu kosul ¢oziime odaklanan
STK’lar igin bir gliglik olusturmaktadir.
Coziim  siirecinde gelisme kaydedilmesini

engelleyen 2012-2013 segimleri de goz Oniine
alindiginda sivil toplumun rolii daha fazla 6nem
kazanmaktadir. Yirmi y1l sonra bu sorunlar hala
siiriincemededir ve ne yazik ki oniimiizdeki on
yil icerisinde de bir iyilesme belirtisi gostermesi
beklenmemektedir. ~Bu asamada  giiven
olusturma siireci uzun vadeli bir perspektif
kazanmalidir. Gerek devlet gerek sivil toplum
aktorleri Ozellikle karsi taraftaki akranlari ile
temasi ¢ok kisith olan genglere odaklanmalidir.
Bolgedeki gilivenlik durumu da STK’larmn
faaliyet alanini etkilemektedir. Giircistan’da 2008
sonrasi statiiko yanlis sebeplerden 6tiirii -toprak

sinirlarinin zorla belirlenmesiyle ve Rus askeri
ve sinur polislerinin bu durumu korumasiyla-
bir dlgiide istikrar saglamistir. Hayal kirikliklar:
ve bastirilmig duygular her an patlamaya
hazirdir; dolayisiyla giiven telkin eden bir
ortam neredeyse yoktur. Ancak sivil toplum
inisiyatiflerini uygulamak hala miimkiindiir.
Sivil toplum ¢abalardaki basars, siirekli, istikrarli
ve giivenilir bir yolizlenmesine baglidir. Bolgede
boylesi bir giiven eksikligi varken, giiven
olusturucu tedbirler, toplumlarda anlik degil
giderek artan bir degisime yonelik olmalidir.
Baris siireci hiikiimetler seviyesinde ise ve
sadece list diizey elitlere ulasiyorsa, mutlaka
sivil toplumu gelistirme ihtiyaci duyulmaktadir.
Glven olusturucu tedbirler dogas: geregi asla
tamamiyla sona ermeyen uzun vadeli bir siirecin
parcasidir. Ayn1 zamanda orta vadeli hedefleri
belirlemek de miimkiindiir. Tiirkiye, ¢ok sayida
taraf igcin seyahat simirlamasi bulunmayan,
tiim taraflar igin erisilebilir ve nispeten tarafsiz
bir zemin sagladig1 icin bolgesel girisimler
agisindan iyi bir konum sunmaktadr.

The role of non-governmental organizations in Turkish-Armenian relations

Abstract. The article will examine Turkish-Armenian relationp. In relations between the two countries,
the results of the work of non-governmental organizations and NGO initiatives will be evaluated. The
position of Turkiye between the two countries and the actions of Armenia in this direction are considered.
Relations between Turkiye and Armenia have stalled in the past due to the Karabakh conflict and accusations
of the Armenian Genocide. Turkiye continued to pursue a policy mainly supporting Azerbaijan in the
Caucasup. The consequences of the negative events of the historical past in relation to Armenia continue to
this day. Turkiye condemned Armenia in the Karabakh conflict and demanded that the Karabakh lands be
returned to Azerbaijan. The unpleasant events of the past, which caused the cooling of bilateral relations,
have not yet found an unambiguous solution. The closure of borders has also isolated relations between the
two countriep. It was only through positive economic initiatives by NGOs that improvements were noted.
Win-win NGO initiatives support the building of relationships that provide both good neighborliness
and profit for both countriep. NGO initiatives, with their ups and downs, have sometimes produced good
resultp. In general, the importance of the role of the neighboring country of Armenia in Turkiye’s foreign
policy is debatable, but in order to continue the principle of good neighborliness, it would be beneficial
to support the Armenian initiatives of NGOp. Thus, this would ensure the return of bilateral relations to
normal.

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Digitalization and regional integration: comparative analysis of the EU and EAEU experience

public administration, digital business, and digital mobility of citizens is changing the usual approaches
to assessing the development of countries and regions of the world. The new opportunities of the digital
economy both make it possible to simplify business processes and have potential risks. However, it is

obvious that in the context of international integration processes, digital transformation entails the removal
of barriers and contributes to the positive implementation of integration tools.

This article presents a study of the relationship between digitalization and regional integration based
on content analysis and a comparative approach. In particular, the introduction of digital technologies
to enhance interaction between countries at the supranational level within the framework of integration
associations is assessed on the basis of the cases of the European Union and the Eurasian Economic Union.
According to the authors, the use of digital cooperation tools, the opportunities that the Internet and
digitalization bring have a positive economic and social effect. At the national level, the development
of innovations and new technologies is stimulated, at the supranational level, areas of cooperation are
expanding, trade processes are intensifying, and procedures for the movement of people, goods, and
services are simplified. In addition, investments in the IT sector can generally provide GDP growth for both
countries and regional associations. In this regard, it is concluded that it is necessary to use digitalization
as a new tool for strengthening integration processes and for ensuring the sustainable development of
regions.

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The role and significance of Amir Timur in the historical policy
of the Republic of Uzbekistan

Abstract. This article is devoted to the process of historical policy of independent Uzbekistan
on the example of the character of Amir Temur. The purpose of the article is to identify features
in the description and dissemination of the picture of Amir Temur by the official authorities
through the construction of monuments, the celebration of anniversaries, as well as the study
of the national hero by Uzbek and foreign researchers to determine the main directions of
historical policy in modern Uzbekistan. The authors of this article tried to use the example
of Amir Temur to show the reasons and mechanisms for the introduction of this image into
the historical consciousness of the younger generation. The analysis of school and university
textbooks and guides on the history of Uzbekistan, printed at different times, shows that the
great ancestor of the Uzbek people becomes a symbol of national statehood and is actively
used in the process of nation-building. The era of Amir Temur is directly connected with the
Golden Horde and Moghulistan, which existed on the territory of modern Kazakhstan, so the
importance of studying this period becomes obvious. These factors can explain the relevance of
this process in the Central Asian countries, which have one common history and the need to
create a historically important character to define statehood and nation-building.

Keywords: Amir Temur (Iamerlane), Timurids, Golden Horde, Moghulistan, historical
politics, nation-building process, Republic of Uzbekistan.
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Introduction

Historical politics has relevance and wide
use in the formation of certain ideas in the minds
of the people. Aleida Assmann wrote about
the role of political memory on the example of
national memory. Where history serves to form
identity, and is mastered by the people, and
when politicians turn to it, then here we can
talk about political or national memory. Political
institutions influence society «from above»,
fixing certain constructions in the national
memory for a long time [1].

Currently, this phenomenon has become a
frequent case of the global trend of politicization
of history, in other words, the use of history
by the country’s top leadership in domestic
and foreign policy, to interpret key elements in

the minds of citizens. Thus, historical politics
acquires a function for using history in one
region. The intensity of borrowing methods and
forms of historical policy between neighboring
countries creates a certain mechanism in the
sphere of interstate relations and within each
country [2].

With the emergence of new independent
states in Central Asia, nations, national
languages, and new socio-cultural societies were
formed. In this connection, the development of
historical politics determines the formation of
mass loyalty to political communities [3].

Kazakhresearcher GulnaraDadabayevasays
that the strengthening of national consciousness
is connected with fundamental values and with
the protection of their own national values [4].
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Who will become a nation and who will
remain a population group is a matter of
recognition. It was very important to achieve
the existence of a nation in the Soviet republics,
it preceded the creation of national identity
among the members of the corresponding
nation. And only after the recognition of the
nation and territory, the nation could achieve
prosperity. The state structures, the national
language, the system of national symbols and
the national historiography were formulated.
The Uzbek nation emerged with the support
of national policy and with the resources of the
Soviet state [5].

The analysis based on the interpretation
of Amir Temur’s era by Uzbek and foreign
researchers suggests that the use of history by
political forces has an impact on the formation of
identity and the process of nation-building. The
image of the great ancestor in school textbooks
and guides evokes feelings of patriotism among
the younger generation, showing a storm of
emotions and a sense of pride in their historical
roots. Therefore, touching on the topic of
historical politics on the example of Amir Temur
is also important in other Central Asian countries.

Amir Temur’s connection with Kazakhstan
should also be mentioned. He had connections
with the khans of the Golden Horde, more
precisely with Tokhtamysh Khan, whom he
initially helped, and subsequently overthrew.
One of his historical sites is located in the city
of Turkestan, and has a name as the «legendary
mausoleum» of the great Amir Temur.

One of the elements of historical policy are
monuments, architectural structures, as well as
the renaming of streets and cities. A monument
to Amir Timur has been erected in many cities of
Uzbekistan, museums have been opened in his
honor, foundations have been organized, as well
as scientific conferences and celebrations of Amir
Temur’s birthday at the state level. There is also
the «medal of Amir Temur», which is awarded for
outstanding services in strengthening statehood.

Methodology

For the first time, the study of historical
politics at the theoretical level was carried out
by M. Halbwaks in the 1940s, then by George
Herbert Mead. However, the memorial peak
can be called the period of the last third of the
20" century. At that time, the methodological
and practical foundation for studying the
phenomenon of «Memory studies» was laid in
the works of P. Nora, A. Assmann, P. Bourdieu,

A.Miller and many others. In Kazakhstan, this
scientific direction began to spread relatively
recently, among researchers, the works of K.A.
Medeuova, A.A.Galiev and others can be noted.

The subject of this study is a comparative
analysis of the interpretation of the character
of Amir Temur in Uzbekistan and abroad, and
more specifically, the nature of his activities as
a warrior, commander, politician and statesman.

The methodological basis of the article is
the principles of historicism and objectivity,
systematic and comparative analysis of historical
policy issues on the example of the image of
Amir Temur in Uzbekistan.

Determining the methodology of the study,
the authors were guided by the main methods
of historical cognition: the comparative historical
method made it possible to study the teaching
of the life and activities of Amir Temur on the
history of Uzbekistan to schoolchildren and
students.

Discussion

The historiography of the study of the life
and activity of Amir Temur can be divided into
several groups. The first group includes medieval
sources in Persian, Chinese, Arabic and Turkic
languages. We can single out pre-revolutionary
researchers, as well as works of the Soviet
era. A special category includes studies that
began to be published after Uzbekistan gained
independence. Thus, you can see in what image
Amir Timur is represented in different periods.

The records dedicated to the life and work
of Amir Temur should begin with the famous
ambassador of King Henry III of Castile, Rui
Gonzalez de Clavijo, compiled during his
journey to Samarkand. They are one of the
primary sources telling about Amir Temur.
According to him, Amir Temur’s orders were
executed without question, those who dared
to disobey were executed. Also, in his notes, he
writes that Amir Temur built shopping streets
in Samarkand, and various goods from China,
India and Tartalia were sold there. Also, this
land is abundant in bread, wine, meat, cotton
and melon, wealth is not only in abundance of
food, but also in silk fabrics, satin, kamka, spices
in gold and azure colors and other items [6].

In another source in Persian by Giyasaddin
Ali, there is information about the military art
of Amir Temur, described during his campaign
in India. According to these data, he himself
explains all the duties imposed on the military,
determines the places in the detachment for
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them, they obey and say prayer offerings for
him [7].

Animportant study of the pre-revolutionary
period can be called the information of the
Russian academician V.V. Bartold [8], who
wrote about the Turkic peoples of Central Asia.
The author refers to the manuscripts of medieval
scholars, giving examples from various sources.
According to him, if it were not for the formation
of the Temur Empire, the world would not have
learned about the way of life of the people of
Central Asia in the XIV-XV centuries. Also, V.V.
Bartold writes that Amir Temur, in addition to
Turkish, also knew Persian, had information
about Muslim science and art, attracted scientists
and artists from various countries to Samarkand,
had creative and destructive activities on an
equal basis. He describes that Amir Temur
was illiterate, but he played chess well, was in
constant communication with scientists and
enriched his knowledge in history. His trips to
China, Khorezm and Urgench are described in
detail.

The famous scientist M.E.Masson [9]
wrote about the last years of Amir Temur’s life,
outlining his death and burial, also describing in
detail the mausoleum of Gur-Emir, where he was
buried. According to him, in 1405, at the age of
71, leaving with two hundred thousand troops
on a long march to China, arriving in the city of
Otyrar, in the lower reaches of the Arys River,
Amir Temur fell ill and died in the middle of
February of the same year.

The scientist-philosopher from Uzbekistan
.M. Muminov was one of the first to write about
Amir Temur in Soviet times in his work The
Role of Amir Temur in the History of Central Asia.
He said that the birth of this personality was
predetermined by fate and time, the demand for
the independence of the people and the country,
the need to create an independent centralized
state in Transoxiana [10]. However, his work
caused a wave of criticism, and for a long time
the study of the history of Amir Temur and the
Temurids in the Soviet period was prohibited.

After Uzbekistan gained independence,
it became possible to comprehensively study
the activities of Amir Temur. One of the first,
researcher A.A. Askarov in his writings gave a
talk about Amir Temur as a commander with
reasonable determination, steadfastness and
aspiration to achieve the highest goal. He calls
him the «medieval Muslim Renaissance of the
East», calling the era of Amir Temur the heyday
of science, culture, trade and the construction of
majestic buildings [11].

Scientists B.A. Akhmedov, R.G. Mukminova,
G.A. Pugachenkova made a great contribution to
the study of the history of Temur and the Temurids
and the disclosure of his historical campaigns
by publishing a book about the life and socio-
political activities of Amir Temur, describing in
detail the socio-political life of Transoxiana, as
well as the development of culture and science in
the 15" century under Amir Temur [12].

Harold Lamb in his book about Tamerlane
says: «The inhabitants of Asia were proud of him
and suffered from him. His enemies called him
a huge gray wolf gnawing the earth, while his
supporters saw him as a lion and a conqueror.»
He describes Amir Temur as the one who
defeated the armies of more than half of the
world’s states, controlled the trade routes of two
continents, and built himself a throne, but spent
most of his life on the saddle [13].

The researcher A.V. Kornienko describes in
detail where he was born and to which tribe the
future emir belonged, giving examples from the
childhood and youth of Amir Temur. According
to these data, his father came from the nobility
of the Mongolian Barlas tribe, who settled in the
interfluve of the Syrdarya and Amudarya [14].

The Russian researcher A.V. Melekhin tells
about the personal life of Amir Temur in his book.
In order to become related to Genghis Khan's
family, he married the daughter of the former
khan of the Chagatai ulus of Kazan — Sarai Mulk
Khanum, and gained the right to bear the khan’s
title [15].

Other researchers correspond that in the
era of Amir Temur and the Temurids, the main
part of the permanent resident population was
indigenous people — Uzbeks and Tajiks [16].

French historian Grousset Rene tells us that
Amir Temur is a Turk-Persian by culture, a Turk-
Genghisid by legal tradition, a Mongol-Arab by
political and religious affiliation. He describes
the hypocrisy in the character of Amir Temur,
identified with state interests. In his work, he
compares Amir Temur with Genghis Khan,
giving examples from the lives of two historical
characters. According to him, Genghis Khan
elevated the ancient steppe empire centered on
Orkhon, and the principles on which he built it
gave vitality to the Genghisid dynasty. But this is
not observed in the empire of Amir Temur. The
circumstances that made Transoxiana the center
of a new empire were an accident. According
to another comparative example, the empire of
Genghis Khan existed in the world for thirty years
after his death, and the empire of Amir Temur
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was immediately destroyed by wars between the
sons and grandsons of the deceased [17].

Thescientificarticles of M.M. Dadadzhonova
[18] and M.A. Dekhkonova [19] describe the
role of Amir Temur as the creator of the empire,
which included the territories of Khorezm,
Afghanistan, parts of India, the Caspian regions,
Iran, Iraq, Transoxiana and a number of countries
of Western Asia.

National history, national traditions and
customs, as well as religious values have become
the basis of nation-building in Uzbekistan. The
historical past of the region is considered to
strengthen national independence in the new
republics of Central Asia as a whole. Nation-
building in Uzbekistan has turned into a national
policy, and national identity has been replaced
by historical geography, and culture, which is
the basis of identity, has been replaced by public
holidays [20].

Research results

Amir Temur, Tamerlane, the Lame Timur or
the Iron Limper, did not belong to the Genghis
Khan dynasty, but remained in history as Emir
Temur, who conquered the Golden Horde. In
Uzbekistan, he is best known as Sahibkiran
Amir Temur. Translated into Russian, it means
«born under a lucky star», or «the lord of happy
constellations». In 1370, he seized power in
Transoxiana, which he ruled for the next 35 years,
until his death in 1405. The territory of his state
covers the modern countries of Afghanistan,
Iran, Mesopotamia, Central Asia and Northern
India. He is the founder of the Timurid dynasty.

At the end of the XIV — at the beginning of
the XV century, Amir Temur’s conquests on the
territory of the medieval states of Central Asia
lasted about 18 years. He invaded the lands of
Eastern Desht-i-Kipchak, Zhetisu and Tien Shan,
conquering small towns and peoples on his way.
The first conquests were made in the western part
of the Golden Horde and Moghulistan. He was
faced with the task of defeating the descendants
of the rulers of Moghulistan, who intended to
reunite the Chagatai ulus. In 1371-1372, Amir
Temur sent troops to Moghulistan, reached
Issyk-Kul, and in 1375 defeated the major ruler of
Moghulistan, Kamar ad-Din, in the area of Lake
Ile. As a result of his campaigns on the territory
of modern Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan, Amir
Temur got rich booty: huge herds and thousands
of prisoners [21].

It is well known that in 1376 Amir Timur
received in Samarkand a descendant of the

Genghisids from the branch of Jochi Tokhtamysh
Khan. The latter asked for help against the ruler
of Urus Khan, who at that time ruled north of
the lower reaches of the Syrdarya, in the Sarysu
steppe and in the area of the Ulytau mountains.
Subsequently, with the help of Amir Timur,
Tokhtamysh Khan captured the cities of Otyrar,
Sauran and Syganak. Then he conquered the
territories of the Golden Horde, defeating
Mamai Khan, and was recognized as the khan
of the Golden Horde, restoring the ulus of Jochi.
Not wanting to obey Amir Temur, they became
opponents. To resist the troops of Amir Timur,
the rulers of the Golden Horde and Moghulistan
united in the late 1380s, creating a political
alliance. However, it could not give a joint rebuff
to the only enemy. Amir Temur sent the main
forces in 1389 to Moghulistan, and in 1390-1391
to the Golden Horde. Up to 1395, the battles of
Amir Temur and Tokhtamysh Khan lasted, in
the end, Amir Timur destroyed Tokhtamysh’s
headquarters and took over the greater territory
of the Golden Horde [17, p. 430-432].

These campaigns caused severe
consequences for the life and population of the
region. Cities were destroyed or burned, the
population was driven into slavery, there was a
significant decline in the economy. Because of his
aggressive campaigns, part of the Golden Horde
fell, the Nogai Horde, the khanate of Abulkhair
was isolated, and Moghulistan was divided into
parts [21, p. 135].

A special structure of Amir Temur is the
mausoleum of Khoja Ahmed Yassawi in the
city of Turkestan, in the south of Kazakhstan.
It is known that the mausoleum itself was built
by order of Amir Temur during his pilgrimage
to the grave of Ahmed Yassawi. Inside the
mausoleum in the center there is a cast cauldron
(taikazan), striking with its majestic size and
excellent ornamental treatment of the exterior.
On the outside it is written: “«The greatest Emir
ordered to build this place for drinking..., Amir
Temur Guragan, may Allah Almighty sanctify
his kingdom...» [22]

The Timurids are representatives of the Amir
Temur dynasty, some of them became famous
as scientists and writers. One of them is the
son of the fourth son of Amir Temur Shahrukh,
the grandson Mirzo Ulugbek. After his father’s
death, he inherited Transoxiana and was viceroy
for a long time. He was an enlightened man, had
a special interest in astronomy, was a poet and a
connoisseur of Persian literature [17, p. 446].
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Another descendant of Babur, the great-
grandson of Miranshah, one of the sons of Amir
Timur, founded a state in the XVI century, which
included the Fergana Valley, Afghanistan and
Northern India. It has remained in history as a
Mughal or Baburid state. He is also the author
of the book «Baburnama.» Fifteen generations
of Babur lived in Northern India for about 332
years, having built many different architectural
structures and cities, up to the capture of the
country by the British [23].

Historical and national
Uzbekistan

After Uzbekistan gained independence, the
image of Amir Temur began to personify the
character of the great ancestor who founded
the Uzbek statehood. His name began to appear
in the historical politics of the country. The
first President of Uzbekistan, I.LA. Karimov,
contributed to this, stating that the strength
and power of the Uzbek nation and its limitless
possibilities should be understood through the
prism of the personality of Amir Temur. National
consciousness is based on the historical memory
of the people [24]. Therefore, at the present stage,
history enjoys such relevance and popularity.
The search for the image of the great ancestor is
characteristic of all Central Asian countries. A
heroic character from history also contributes to
building the country’s international image. The
image of the greatest reformer of the Middle Ages,
Amir Temur, arouses the interest of the whole
world. Many books were published in different
languages about the life and work of Amir Temur
and his descendants. Islam Karimov, in his
speech at the international scientific conference
«Amir Temur and his place in World History»,
held in honor of the 660" anniversary of Amir
Temur, explained the contributions of Amir
Temur, Al-Bukhari, At-Termizi, Ahmed Yassawi,
Bahawuddin Nagshbandi, Al-Khorezmi, Beruni,
Ibn Sino, Navoi, Ulugbek, Babur’s contribution
to the development of world civilization and
culture. According to him, in Soviet times, they
tried to erase these names from history and from
human memory in general. However, the name
of Amir Temur is being restored in the historical
memory of the people [25]. On his initiative,
monuments of this outstanding personality
have been erected in the central squares of
Tashkent, Samarkand, Shakhrisabz and other
cities. On December 26, 1995, by his order, in
connection with the 660" anniversary of the
birth of statesman Amir Temur, according to the

politics in

decision of the UNESCO General Conference for
its contribution to the building of statehood, the
progress of science, education and culture, 1996
was declared the «Year of Amir Temur» [26].

The current President of the Republic of
Uzbekistan Sh.M. Mirziyoyev on June 30, 2017
put forward the idea of assigning the name
«Temurbeklar Maktabi» to military educational
schools, which means «Temurbek’s School»
in English. The idea is that the successors or
followers of Amir Temur are trained there [27,
p. 130].

The name of Amir Timur has been forgotten
for a long time, the historical science of the Soviet
era represented him as a formidable conqueror,
destroyer of peoples and cities. However, after
Uzbekistan gained independence, it became
possible to study the medieval history and rich
spiritual heritage of Central Asians in depth and
comprehensively.

In this context, the words of the current
President of the Republic of Uzbekistan
Sh.M. Mirziyoyev acquire special meaning: «If
every nation, every state is not independent,
others can offend not only a dehkan, not only
a worker, but even a poet, scientist, statesman,
humiliating human dignity» [27, p.129].

The role of nation-building in textbooks on
the history of Uzbekistan

Below we will consider the role of Amir
Temur in the history of Uzbekistan through
textbooks and guides for secondary schools and
higher educational institutions.

In the textbook History of Uzbekistan for the
7 grade of general secondary education schools,
2017 edition, Tamerlane is described as «The
Ruler of the World» and «Liberator of Europe»,
a great man with the qualities of an outstanding
statesman, patron of science and culture [27, p.
128].

In a textbook of 2022 like before mentioned,
it is written: «The scientist-encyclopedist Beruni,
philosopher and physician Ibn Sina, theologian
Imam al-Bukhari, commander Amir Temur,
astronomer Mirzo Ulugbek, poet Navoi had and
have no equal today» [28].

The textbook for higher and secondary
special education on the history of Uzbekistan,
published in 2007, tells about a strong state
created by Amir Temur [29]. In the textbook for
universities on the modern history of Uzbekistan
in 2018, there is a chronology of events where you
can see a list of events dedicated, for example, to
the opening of monuments, the establishment of
anniversaries in honor of Amir Temur, etc. [30]
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The textbook titled History of Statehood of
Uzbekistan, published in 2021, describes the
development of statehood during the period of
Amir Temur and the Temurids in Transoxiana
and Khorasan. Particular attention is paid to
the «Regulations of Amir Temur», where he, as
a politician and statesman, gives a description
of what the state and officials working in the
central office should be. Also, it describes the
organization and conduct of «ustice», which
includes the protection of public order and
tranquility in the country, the amount of taxes
collected from the population, the protection of
state security, the protection of the inviolability
of the state, etc. [31] Twelve rules are also written
here that helped him achieve supreme power,
conquer the state, make him worthy the throne.
The first rule concerns the religion of Islam,
which he supported always and everywhere
[32]. As can be seen from these sources, the state
of Amir Temur is becoming an example for the
young state of Uzbekistan.

In 1996, the State Museum of the History
of the Temurids was opened in the northwest of
Amir Temur Square in the city of Tashkent. In this
museum you can see the names of representatives
of the Temurid dynasty, as well as models of
architectural structures built by order of Amir
Temur: Bibi Khanum Mosque in Samarkand,
Ak-Sarai Palace, Gur-Emir mausoleum, Ulugbek
madrasah, etc. [33] It is also important to note the
square in honor of Amir Temur, which is located
in the center of Tashkent. Locals call this place
the «heart» of the capital.

In the same 1996, the «Medal of Amir
Temur» was approved by the Law of the
Republic of Uzbekistan. This medal is awarded
to citizens for outstanding achievements in
strengthening statehood, significant contribution
to the development of architecture, science,
literature and art, including military art. The
«Medal of Amir Temur» is also awarded for
a special contribution to the strengthening of
interstate cooperation, peace and friendship
between peoples [34]. It is also known, that for
the special merits of the residents of Shakhrisabz
in carefully preserving the huge cultural and
spiritual heritage of the Temurid era, unique
historical monuments, the city of Shakhrisabz
was awarded the «Medal of Amir Temur»
[35]. The buildings of Amir Temur and his
descendants in Samarkand and Shakhrisabz are
distinguished by the grandiosity of scale and the
magnificent splendor of artistic decoration. The
mausoleum of Guri-Amir and the madrasah of
Ulugbek in Samarkand are proof of this.

On September 10, 1997, the Ministry of
Justice of the Republic of Uzbekistan established
the non-governmental, non-profit international
charitable public foundation «Amir Temur». The
purpose of the foundation is to honor the legacy
of Amir Temur [36].

Conclusion

After the acquisition of the sovereign,
independent Republic of Uzbekistan on August
31, 1991, one of the directions of state policy was
the revival of historical and cultural heritage,
including the names of prominent figures of
Uzbekistan who contributed to the development
of world civilization. Architectural buildings
and monuments dedicated to historical figures
and statesmen, including the commander Amir
Temur, were created. In the historical politics
of Uzbekistan, the image of Amir Temur is
popularized in almost all spheres of the life of
the state, he is present in school textbooks, and
senior political figures use his name in their
speech.

The construction of the image of the great
ancestor is connected with the peculiarities of the
historical past of the country and the interests of
the political elite. Amir Timur acts as a unifier of
the people and a liberator from the enemy yoke.
He is presented as the founder of the empire,
which is an important component of the national
identity of the young post-Soviet state. This
approach is explained by the need for national
self-determination. The main directions of the
country’s top leadership in the politicization
of history are the popularization of the image
of Amir Temur in the educational system, the
construction of monuments, the celebration
of anniversaries, and the reconstruction of
architectural structures of Amir Temur.

In Uzbekistan, there is a tendency to search
for national identity and statehood through
the popularization of the personality of Amir
Temur in the image of a great commander and
an outstanding statesman. Through the history
of Amir Temur’s construction of a powerful state
in the Middle Ages, the importance of love and
service to the motherland is instilled in the future
generation.

This historical fact is of great importance
for the comprehensive development of the
Uzbek people, for the restoration of their
national traditions and original culture. With
the independence of Uzbekistan, further
consolidation of the nation takes place. If in the

High-quality digital resources are recommended
for students by online education, and tailored
learning routes, as well as wise counseling and
full-process services, are also provided. Open
sharing is a crucial strategy for promoting the
fairness and balance of resources for higher
education. In order to give more students equal
access to high-quality education, the digital
strategy promotes the open and sharing of high-
level education and high levels of high-level
education from infrastructure, digital resources,
technical assistance, unified platforms, and
evaluation systems.

The evolution of higher education now
includes anew element known as digitalization.

Digital empowerment higher education, rely

According to their
interests and unique learning requirements,
they can suggest adaptive learning materials
and learning pathways. Personalize instruction
for the students, foster their enthusiasm, and
inspire them to pursue lifelong learning. ability.
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Third, big data education is widely used from a
management standpoint, encouraging the orderly
flow and exchange sharing of data. Block chain
learning information certification is established
to guarantee the security of educational data and
to encourage exchange and resource opening in
order to enhance management functions[18].

2. From a person to a digital creation as a
whole. To achieve the collaborative governance
goals of cross-level, cross-regional, cross-
system, cross-departments, and cross-business,
modernization of higher education governance
systems and governance capabilities should
concentrate on technological integration,
business integration, and data integration. Each
instructor, student, and school will have their
own unique set of data. In order to build distinct
group and cross-group individuals from people
in different groups and cross-group bodies, big
data analysis may properly grasp each group
while simultaneously accurately grasping each
person. To the entire digital brain of higher
education, to achieve the goal of mastering the
situation of colleges and universities across
the country, the mastery of the teachers and
students in colleges and universities, and
the teacher’s learning situation, a unified
data platform and exchange channel must be
established. Scientific decision-making, process
reconstruction, etc., provide important support.
The digital brain construction can offer big
data-based educational governance analysis,
advance the modernization of higher education
governance capabilities, increase the means of
monitoring educational quality, and support the
change of conventional educational governance
conceptions [19].

3. The first source of information for higher
education is teachers from diverse disciplines.
The “dual -core elements” of teachers and the
wings of their professional growth are digital
literacy and the competence to enforce rules.
In four areas—digital consciousness, computer
thinking, digital learning and innovation, and
digital social responsibility —teachers” digital
literacy is demonstrated.

In order to scientifically
deconstruct difficult problems, abstract the
model, concentrate on methodologies, and
solve problems, teachers must be able to learn
from computer analysis and problem-solving.
Teachers must actively employ technology, use
digital resources carefully, continuously improve

teaching methods, and apply their own unique
teaching styles in addition to their innovative
abilities®.

The ground-breaking approach to national
development is the higher education sector’s
digitalization agenda. It is crucial for ensuring
that the basic needs of the establishment of
virtue are met, for accomplishing the objectives
of high-quality education, and for creating an
educational ecosystem [20]. It is a crucial place
to start when advocating the modernization and
reform of higher education. In order to advance
the higher education digitalization strategy,
we must concentrate on creating a full-chain
and comprehensive system from technology,
governance, and evaluation to the capacity to
advance the development of high-quality higher
education with systematic thinking, and lead
the modernization of higher education through
digitalization. The century-old battle objective
supports talent and intelligence.

Conclusion

The text, in turn, from the perspective of
the value of the technology, combined with the
theory and evolution, policy evolution logic,
application effectiveness associated basic path
to reveal the evolution of higher education
digitization construction idea and core driving
force. This article combed the digital construction
under the framework of China’s higher education
course form, theoretical connotation, policy, and
application practice.

After more than ten years of development
and construction, the scale effect of China’s
higher education digitization construction
emerged gradually. The fundamental structure
was “subject of colleges and universities,
government support, social participation of the
digitalization construction system, to promote
high-quality resources collection and sharing,
promote the teaching reform of higher education,
improve the quality of personnel training, and so
on has carried on the bold exploration.

Technology
aspects such as the attribute, structure,
function, and law of technology cannot affect
the development of the fundamental force of
education until information technology and
education are deeply merged and incorporated
into “technology within education.

Investment issues in relations between the PRC and EU

Abstract. The article discusses the role of direct investment in cooperation between China and EU
member states. China’s role as a global investor and financier has grown rapidly in recent decades. The
bilateral investment agreement opens up great opportunities for both parties. Currently, cooperation in
this area is regulated by bilateral agreements between states. In addition, today China is stepping up the
promotion of the “One Belt, One Road” initiative, one of the ultimate goals of which is Europe. However,
China’s somewhat increased investment in the European Union has generated much controversy. This
highlights China’s desire to take over the European economy. The purpose of the work is to analyze the
investment policy of China and the countries of the European Union and determine its features. When
writing the article, qualitative, quantitative and comparative analyzes of scientific research were used. In
the course of the study, the history of the development of investment relations between the two parties
was studied and its current state was analyzed. In recent years, writers have focused on the “Global Gate”
initiative to slow down China’s influence in the European Union. This article aims to carefully examine the
relationship between Chinese investment in Europe and Chinese influence in the region.

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Modernization of humanities and political sciences in Turkiye in
the works of Zeki Velidi Togan

Abstract. This article examines Z.V. Togan’s intellectual development and thoughts about
Turkic unity as a scientist who made significant contributions to the development of Turkish
historical science. He is recognized as one of the most well-known historians of Turkiye and
the Turkic peoples in general. He was a pioneer in the development of historical science in
the Republic of Turkiye. The articles of Tiirk Yurdu journal need special attention because
they explain his research methodologies in detail. He underlined the need of working with
multinational experts and understanding several languages. Z.V. Togan traveled to Europe for
political reasons and found great success. After achieving international renown, he returned to
Turkiye to teach at Istanbul University. This accelerated the evolution of Turkish historiography.
2.V. Togan urged that Turkish historians” works to be translated into Western languages and
be objective in their coverage of historical events. He is a scientist who was well-versed in
Turkic history and worked for their cultural unity. His ideas and concepts are well tracked in
his essays in such journals as Tiirk Yurdu, Yurt Bilgisi, Orhun. His work titled Tarihte Usul is
now a reference book for many scientists, highlighting theories and approaches for examining

genuine historical problems.
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Introduction

Z.V. Togan devoted nearly his whole
life fighting for the future of Turkic peoples,
which resulted in the establishment of Turkish
historiography. In this regard, he became the
academic who taught his disciples how to
study history after writing the first book on
the technique of history in Turkiye. He also
contributed significantly to the construction and
development of broad Turkic historiography in
Turkiye.

Numerous research have been conducted
on Z.V. Togan’s life and scientific activity. Among
all scientific references on him, including as
scientific journals, dissertations, and books, two
scientists stand out: Serkan Acar and Ahmet
Kanlidere. Acar presents excellent material that
highlights numerous characteristics that describe

Z.V. Togan in his book Zeki Velidi Togan: His
Scientific Life, Inventiveness, Political Action, and
Memories. In his publications, Ahmet Kanlidere
emphasizes the variables that shaped Z.V. Togan’s
intellectual development. He attempted to
determine Z.V.Togan’s evolution and formation
as a scholar by evaluating the influence of his
family environment, his early interactions, the
books he read, and the works he created in
Russia. As a result, we can conclude that Z.V.
Togan’s beliefs evolved first as Reformist Islamic
concepts influenced by the Tatar intellectuals,
then as socialist and populist ideas influenced by
Russian Orientalists, and ultimately as Turkism
ideas during the October Revolution [1, p. 216].
Z.V. Togan demonstrated his comprehensive
approach to Turkish history in his work titled
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Introduction to the General History of the Turks [2,
p- 161-180].

Z.V. Togan has been interested in historical
science since 1911. Notwithstanding Russia’s
revolutionary mood, his scientific work grew
quickly. This study drew findings on Togan’s
historiography in the context of his works in the
journal Tiirk Yurdu, which played an important
role in Turkish historical science. His approaches
and methodologies for studying the history
of Turkic peoples contributed significantly to
the modernization of Turkish historical science
as a whole. Z.V. Togan established a system
of compulsory study of one eastern and one
western language as part of the future expert
historian. Under his direction, a great number
of doctoral students were defended, who are
the heirs of his historical science theories and
techniques. These articles not only capture the
substance of the concepts he expressed in his
scientific work, but also aid in understanding his
historiography. The goal of this work is not only
to evaluate his contribution to the modernization
and development of historical science in Turkiye,
but also to highlight his ideas on historical
methodology, the importance of knowing foreign
languages, exchanging experience with foreign
scientists, and participating in international
congresses.

Research methods

This article is based on a retrospective
analysis of the works of Z.V. Togan, published
in the journal titled Tiirk Yurdu, from which the
methodology of his research becomes clear. The
articles and books of Z.V. Togan and other Turkish
scholars, such as Serkan Akar, Tuncer Baykara,
Halil Inalchik, Ahmet Kanlidere were used in
the work. This made it possible to identify the
contribution of Z.V. Togan in the transformation
of historical science of the Republic of Turkiye.
The main direction of research methodology
was the content analysis of the problems of
historical science in Turkiye in the first half of
the 20™ century. Used materials were tested and
translated into English. The etymological method
was used for a complete study of the works of
Z.V.Togan, as his scientific research was based on
Arabic and Persian scripts.

Discussion

At the beginning of the 20th century Turkic
peoples found themselves in difficult condition
as part of the Russian and Ottoman empires.

These considerations influenced not only
politicians but also scholars such as Z.V. Togan.
Despite the fact that he had to leave the territory
of the former Soviet Union, he continued his
scientific research. In his works and speeches
at numerous forums, Togan always defended
the idea of studying the history of Turkic
peoples as a whole. As a result, he founded the
historical science of Turkiye based on facts and
impartiality. According to Z.V. Togan, this could
show the true significance of the Turkic peoples
in the history of mankind.

Z.V. Togan was born in the Russian village
of Kuzyanovo, Sterlitamak district, on December
10, 1890. Z.V. Togan’s educated and culturally
advanced parents were influential in his life. Z.V.
Togan had his primary education in his father
Ahmet Shah’s madrasah, where he studied
ethnography, traditional culture, and listened to
epic and historical stories. He is fluent in Russian,
Arabic, and Persian thanks to his parents.

He attended the Kasimiye madrasah in
Kazan from 1906 to 1908. He initially became
acquainted with 1. Gaspyraly’s Jadid movement
here. In addition, the works of V. von Rosen, V.
Bartold, and A. Vamberi influenced Z.V. Togan.
On June 29, 1908, he met N. Katanov, a Russian
turkologist and professor at Kazan University
who had a significant influence on him [3,
p.- 4-47]. Contact with scientists such as M.
Carullah, A.Ibrahim, and R. Fahreddin, as well
as their ideas, aided Z.V. Togan in researching the
culture, history, and language of Turkic peoples
under Russian domination [4, p. 112-121].

Z.V.Togan was assigned to teach History of
the Turks and Arabic Literature at the Kasimiye
madrasah. Z.V.Togan travelled to Fergana in
1913 to do scientific research, and the Russian
Academy of Sciences in St. Petersburg dispatched
him to the Bukhara Khanate in 1914 [3, p. 4-47].

The fate of Turkic communities, which
Z.V. Togan spent his entire life researching,
inspired not only his intellectual and scientific
development, but also his political life. His
political career began with the disintegration
of the Russian Empire. Following the October
Revolution, he spearheaded the political
battle of the Bashkirs, serving in the Basmachi
organization for three years (1920-1922). Z.V.
Togan establishes the Turkestan National Union
in Turkestan. Z.V. Togan’s struggle in Turkestan
is based on both intellectual and armed conflict.
After Enver Pasha’s death in August 1922, he
understands that fighting in Turkestan has
become hopeless, and he chooses to travel

to Europe in order to bring the Soviet Turks’
situation to the international stage. He arrived in
Europe in 1923 after a long voyage that spanned
Iran, Afghanistan, and India. Z.V. Togan relocated
to Berlin after spending time in Paris [5, p. 15-
23]. There, Z.V. Togan convened a Turkestan
National Union congress and concentrated on
his scientific study.

Z2.V. Togan contributed significantly to the
advancement of historical science in Turkiye. Z.V.
Togan had a dilemma in 1925: travel to Turkiye
or England. Togan was called to England by
Cambridge Professor E.Browne to work on the
publication of Persian and Arabic works on
Turkish and Iranian history, which he conceived
of. But Togan decided to visit Turkiye after
Kemalettin Sami Pasha, the Turkish ambassador
in Berlin, gave him letters addressed to him
personally from the Turkish Minister of
Education, Hamdullah Suphi Tannover. A
personal invitation from the minister, as well
as letters sent by Kopriiliizade Fuad, Dean
of Istanbul University’s Faculty of Literature,
swung the scales in Turkiye’s favor [6, p. 27].
Z.V. Togan’s future contribution to Turkish
historiography confirmed that he was correct.
Tanriover’s decision made Z.V. Togan a member
of the Translation Bureau (Te’lif-Terciime
Heyeti) instantly upon his arrival in Turkiye.
In the “Turkish Hearths”, he began to conduct
discussions on the fate of the Turkic peoples. Z.V.
Togan also submitted plans for the establishment
of the Turkish Academy of Sciences and the
Research Institute of History.

Z.V. Togan was appointed as Instructor
in Turkish History at the Faculty of Literature,
Istanbul University in 1927. From 1927 to 1932,
he was a teacher there. His essay, Introduction
to the General History of the Turks, which was
released as lecture notes in 1928, had a significant
impact on following generations. The first
section of this text, titled Ancient Times of Turkic
History was most likely one of the materials
used to launch the thesis on Turkish history. Z.V.
Togan analyzes the traits of the Turkic ‘race’ and
prehistoric migrations in this work. The First
Turkish Historical Congress was held in Ankara
on July 25, 1932. At it, Z.V. Togan questioned
the present official Turkish history thesis, which
elicited a heated reaction from several experts.
According to him, the Congress has become a
stumbling block between political historians
and intellectual and ethical historians [7, p. 125-
126]. A week later, he chooses to resign from his
position at Istanbul University and return to

Europe. He ignored the roadblocks that other
scientists erected in his path and focused on his
scientific work [8, p. 185].

Z.V. Togan lived in Europe for seven years
(1932-1939). Throughout this time, he defended
his PhD dissertation and got a degree on the topic
Ibn Fadlan’s Journey to the Northern Bulgarians,
Turks, and Khazars at the University of Vienna.
He returned to Turkiye in 1939 and lectured at
Istanbul University once more.

Z.V. Togan’s key feature in his scientific
approach and speeches was the presenting of
historical events in the form of a great amount
of material that appeared incoherent at first
glance. This, together with his views on the
importance of the Timurids in Turkish history,
led to misinterpretation and hostility among
his Turkish colleagues. However, Western
historiography now acknowledges the Timurids’
contribution to world culture [7, p. 125-126].
This demonstrates how Z.V. Togan’s insight was
ahead of its time. His entourage was mostly
made up of Tatar and Azerbaijani historians,
writers, and linguists. They studied in the USSR
and Germany before moving to Istanbul and
playing an important role in the founding and
development of Turkic studies in Turkiye.

2.V. Togan also made important contributions to
nation-building and the difficulties of understanding
Turkic peoples’ unification utilizing Eastern and
Western methodologies. Many Turkic intellectuals
who arrived to Turkiye from Russia were mostly
involved in scholarly studies in the fields of
Turkish language and history. Some of these
intellectuals also sought to develop interest in
Turkic history and culture outside of Turkiye.
Although they primarily studied Turkestan’s
history, their unifying purpose was to explore the
entire Turkic world, research the relations of the
Turkic provinces with one another, and therefore
discover a solution to the Turkic peoples’ issues.

Like other Turkic intellectuals who
emigrated from Russia, Z.V. Togan placed a
high value on publishing scientific articles in
Turkish such journals as Tiirk Yurdu, Yurt Bilgisi
and Orhun. Almost all Turkic intellectuals who
emigrated to Turkiye from Russia believed in
cultural unity for all Turks. Z.V. Togan defined
“Turk” to encompass not only individuals who
speak Turkic languages, but also those who have
forgotten their language yet preserved their
national identity. This sentence was most closely
associated with the Turkish people. Although
Turkish nationalism regards historical roots as
one of the aspects that comprise anation, he claims
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that it has never adopted the anthropological
principle of race as a priority factor in its national
creation. He stated his position as follows: “the
Turkish people regards those who enter Turkish
culture without reluctance from the British,
Arabs, Circassians...” [9, p. 40].

Results

Z.V. Togan’s scientific research centered
mostly on the study of Turkic peoples’ history. In
this light, he is regarded as one of the forefathers
of broad Turkic history in Turkiye [4, p. 112-121].
In his work titled Introduction to the General History
of the Turks (Umumi Tiirk Tarihine Giris), he
treated history methodically. According to him,
the shared ownership system (“iiliis sistemi”)
ensured the continuity of Turkish history [2, p.
161-180].

When Z.V. Togan began working at Istanbul
University in 1927, he instantly stated the path
to take when studying Turkish history. He also
emphasized the value of understanding a foreign
language when conducting historical study.

According to him, the Turkic peoples’
significance in the history of ancient and medieval
Asia and Europe is equivalent to England’s global
importance in the history of these two continents
in the 18™ and 19" centuries. In other words,
studying Turkic history should be combined
with studying the histories of all Asian and
European peoples. He recommended studying
history from two perspectives: Turkiye’s history
alongside the histories of the Middle East, the
Mediterranean, and Europe, as well as the wider
history of Turkic peoples beside the histories of
Asia and Eastern Europe, particularly China,
India, and Russia.

Materials on the Scythians, Huns,
Pechenegs, and Ottomans were in ancient Greek
and Latin, but knowledge of Chinese and Hindi
was required for pan-Asian history. Arabic and
Persian were required to examine the academic
sources of the Middle and New Ages. Of
course, no one person could master all of these
languages, let alone European languages. As a
result, Z.V. Togan emphasized the significance
of collaborating with other expertise to achieve a
similar goal [10, p. 21].

Z.V. Togan’s judgments on historiography
clearly demonstrated his perspective on
Turkish historiography, as well as the direction
that pan-Turkic researchers will take in the
future. According to him, Turkish historians
could only explore the broad Turkish history

by working closely with Western researchers.
Turkish historians” scientific writings were
to be translated into Western languages and
critiqued by Western scholars. Western experts,
in turn, would assist them in conducting fruitful
research on scientific papers and documentation
on the history of Turkiye and other Turkic
peoples written in foreign languages. Scientists,
according to Z.V. Togan, suffer from isolation
and isolation [10, p. 21].

Z.V. Togan discusses how a historian
should analyze events in his monumental
work Tarihte Usul. A historian must be able to
think imaginatively in order to determine how
particular historical events impacted a person’s
life in order to create an academic work on an
event. The historian must also be able to fill in
missing documents, be unbiased in classifying
and illuminating events, and lastly, be capable of
generalizing the results into some scientific rules
[11, p. 107].

According to H. Inalcik, famous orientalists
all over the world accepted Z.V.Togan’s authority
in historical science. In truth, Z.V. Togan was the
originator of Turkish historiography, having
written the methodology of Turkish history
titled Tarihte Usul. He devoted his entire life to
researching the sources of Turkish history. He
published Ibn Fadlan’s Travel Adventures in 1939,
and at the end of his life, he had memorized the
Oguz epic translated by Rashid ad-Din and had
published it.

Z.V. Togan was interested in science in all
settings and circumstances, and he analyzed
the events of the state’s history not only from
the rulers” point of view, but also from the
geographical position and living conditions of
the peoples in this area.

ZV. Togan, with his comprehensive
understanding of history, was able to foresee
possible future events by interpreting past events
and phenomena using the method of synthesis
and analysis. In this context, consider how, in
several of his works, he stated that the problems
that developed in Asia would be solved by the
region’s economic development. He stated that
this would be doable with the development of
broad roadways from Istanbul to southern Asia,
including Pakistan and India. These gatherings
were to serve as a modern parallel to the Silk
Road and play a significant role in Asia’s
economic revival.

Speaking at a conference in Ankara in 1960,
Z.V. Togan remarked that while researching new
materials on Turkestan, he observed similarities
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between his new ideas and those presented in
1929 in his book Modern Turkestan and its Recent
Past (Bugtlinkii Tirkili (Tirkistan) ve Yakin
Tarihi). This exhibited his insight and ability to
analyze situations appropriately.

Z.V. Togan’s publications in the Tiirk Yurdu
journal show that he placed a high value on
international conferences and congresses devoted
to Turkish culture and history. He attempted
not only to participate but also to speak at
international congresses. England, Italy, and Iran
were among the countries that invited Z.V. Togan
to speak. Numerous reports were later published
in Tiirk Yurdu [12, p. 3-6]. He also worked hard
to guarantee that these scientific gatherings were
conducted in Turkiye. Regardless of the fact that
these congresses were underfunded, Z.V. Togan
never gave up striving to improve the quality of
these events, and Turkish science in general.

From March 9 to 15, 1965, a conference was
held in Tehran to discuss the problem of the
RCD (Regional Cooperation of Development),
an organization founded jointly by Turkiye, Iran,
and Pakistan. Z.V. Togan’s lecture focused on the
issue of the alphabet and language.

Many shared terms and expressions
emerged among the peoples of these three
countries as a result of natural historical ties
and a common religion. And, according to Z.V.
Togan, they shouldn’t have become victims of
language purism, or the policy of purifying the
language of borrowings [13, p. 4]. It should be
recalled that communists had the intention
of weakening neighboring countries” political
stability by separating their languages back
then. As a result, Togan argued that the common
culture of the countries might be preserved if the
common languages were kept, so destroying the
communists” intentions.

Z.V. Togan not only studied Western experts
in his specialty, but he also knew numerous
Turkologists who contributed significantly to the
development of Turkic culture and languages.
These scientists were brought together not only
through conference meetings, but also by joint
initiatives. Z.V. Togan wrote various publications
about Western scientists’ activity. One of them is
Kaare Griinbech, the son of the eminent Danish
philosopher and religious historian Wilhelm
Griinbech. Kaare was a well-known expert in
Asian languages who studied Turkic culture [14,
p- 571-573].

Z.V. Togan attended a congress convened
by the Institute for the Study of the History
and Culture of the USSR on July 24-25, 1959.

This group was founded in 1950 in Munich by
Soviet exiles and was overseen by the United
States. Despite the involvement of well-known
scholars who dealt mostly with USSR concerns,
talks were held and questions concerning the
history of Turkic peoples were examined. At this
meeting, Togan summarized the USSR’s overall
policy [15, p. 19-22].

One issue was the Society for International
Cooperation in Islamic Studies, which was
created in 1951 in Istanbul, the site of the 22"¢
International Congress of Orientalists. Due
to a lack of an approved charter and funds,
this organization was unable to function at
full capacity. Regardless of the fact that it was
meant to fall under the wing of Turkiye at the
25" International Congress of Orientalists in the
USSR, there was a chance that the organization
would work on Moscow’s territory. The USSR
might use the Society to further its own
political objectives. This scenario concerned
Z.V. Togan, and in his essay titled Letter (Bir
Mektup), published in the journal Tiirk Yurdu,
he emphasized his concern over Turkiye’s loss of
power in the world political arena [16, p. 46].

In his publications on the Turkic world’s
oneness, Z.V. Togan noted that numerous Turkic
peoples lived separately under their tribal
titles. This made it simpler to handle them in
accordance with the approach ‘divide and rule’.
Large nations sought to expand their territory
and people by annexing tiny Turkic tribes.
Azerbaijan, for example, desired to include
the Kumyks and Nogays in its own ranks, but
the Tatars believed that the Nogais should
be included as well. The Uzbeks attempted
to entice the Karakalpaks, but the Kazakhs
considered them theirs. Z.V. Togan argued that
this caused conflicts among Turkic peoples and
was an impediment to Turkic unification. After
publishing his thoughts on the history of the
Turkic peoples in articles, he devised a plan to
create a book on the subject. Initially, he intended
to title the book History of the Turks, but other Tatar
intellectuals urged that he reduce his focus and
write about the history of Kazan and the Volga
area instead, which Z.V. Togan quickly refused.
Finally, in 1912, he released a book in Tatar with
the final title — History of the Turks and Tatars [17,
p. 245-248]. This demonstrated his dedication
to values and comprehensive perspectives on
Turkic peoples” history. This work has piqued
the curiosity and recognition of many scientists,
including Y. Akchura, V. Bartold, L.Gaspyraly,
and N. Katanov. His contributions to history
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and oriental studies were recognized, and he
was elected to the Kazan University Society of
Archeology, History, and Ethnography [3, p.
4-471].

Z.V. Togan also shared an idea that
represented his feelings about the numerous
labels used to refer to Turks living outside
of Turkiye. Rather than expressing himself,
he underlined the need for specific terms for
foreign Turks. Togan was in agreement with
the expressions Egyptian Turks, Balkan Turks,
or Iranian Turks and was opposed to the
designations like Northern Turks and Southern
Turks. Although some scholars called the Kazan
Turks northern Turks, they also comprised
Siberian and Chuvash Turks. Furthermore, the
definition of southern Turks included Turks
from Iran, India, and Afghanistan. As a result,
these expressions lacked precision.

He believes that history may help address
present problems by drawing on its past
experiences. However, this did not eliminate the
importance of studying history in isolation from
the present [18, p. 64].

Conclusion

Z.V. Togan is a scientist who has pushed the
bounds of the study of Turkic peoples” history,
particularly Turkish history. He was able to
mix his traditional and Western education. His
understanding of history and technique, gained

via scientific research in European countries,
together with his orientation in the geography of
the Turkic peoples’ past, established him as one
of the leading scientists in his profession.

Z.V. Togan published numerous pieces
in Tiirk Yurdu after moving to Turkiye. These
books provide an opportunity to comprehend
his thoughts and scientific activities. Some were
text versions of his speeches delivered at various
conferences. Readers were made aware of his
opinions on modern science as a result of this.
Examining the content of these pieces reveals the
primary subjects that Togan addressed. These
include history, the importance of conference
participation and the admission of Turkic
scientists into the international arena, Turkic
peoples’ unification, and close collaboration with
Western scientists.

Z.NV. Togan advocated objectivity from
scientists in the scientific method. He wrote in his
work Methodology of Historical Research (Tarihte
Usul) that a scholar must analyze and classify
historical events impartially. These were not
just words; Z.V.Togan himself spoke numerous
languages, wrote several foundational works,
including Introduction to the General History of
the Turks (Umumi Tirk Tarihine Giris), Modern
Turkestan and its Recent Past, and Methodology of
Historical Research (Tarihte Usul), and became
an inspiration to a whole generation of Turkic
historians.

Dolayisiyla
“angime, angeme” kelimeleri sadece Kazak
Tiirkgesinde ve Kirgiz Tiirkcesinde “hikaye”
anlaminda kullanilmistir [11, 19-20 s.]. Bununla
birlikte Tiirkiye Tiirkcesindeki “giiriiltii, patirti,
kavga” anlamma gelen “hengame” kelimesi
Farscadaki ‘hengame’ kelimesinden alinti
bir kelimedir ve tipki Ozbek Tiirkgesindeki
“hangama” kelimesi gibi Kazak Tiirk¢esindeki
“angime” ve Kirgiz Tiirkcesindeki “afngeme”
kelimelerinin anlamlarimi yansitmamaktadir.

Yillarca insanin tabiatinda varligini koruyan
anlatma diirtiisii ve ihtiyac siiphesiz edebiyatta
yerini bulmustur. Aslinda anlatma ihtiyacinin
edebiyatin yapr taslarindan biri oldugunu
soylemek yanlis olmaz. Donemsel baglamda
anlatimlart sozlii ve yazili olmak iizere ikiye
ayirarak inceleyebilmemiz mimkiind{ir.
Oncelikle anlatmanin sézlii bir eylem oldugunu
diistiniirsek, ilk donem sozlii anlatim/edebiyat
donemidir. Bu doénemin evirilip daha kalici
ve standartlagsmaya bagladigr donem ise yazili
edebiyat donemidir.

Sozlii Edebiyat Donemi. Kazaklarda sozlii
edebiyat kendilerine has bir kiiltiir birikimlerinin
olmasmdan dolay1 ve uzunca bir siire etkin olarak
kullanmalarindan o6tiirii yazili edebiyata gore
daha fazla gelismistir. Bu baglamda Kazaklarin
nevi sahsina miinhasir oldukca zengin bir halk
edebiyatlar1 vardir. Kendilerine has kiiltiirlerinin
olusmasmin nedeni ise gocebe bir yasam
siirmelerinden ileri gelmektedir. Giyimlerinden
tutun da yeme i¢me aligkanliklarma ve hayata
bakis agilarina kadar her seyleri bulunduklar
cografyanin getin sartlarma uygun olarak
gelismistir. Bu durumlar Kazaklarin edebiyata
da ekseriyetle tesir etmistir.

Kazaklarin sozlii anlatimla olusturduklar:
edebiyatlar1 onlarmn kiiltiirlerini ayakta tutan bir
mihenk tagidir. Bu baglamda Kazak sahasindaki
edebiyat alaninda yapilan aragtirmalar sadece
belirli bir zaman dilimine hapsedilmis dénemsel
metinler olarak degil, Kazaklarm hala da yasayan
kiiltiirlerinin temeli olarak degerlendirmelere
tabi tutulmalidir.

Kazaklar 19. yilizyila kadar c¢ok zengin
bir sozlii edebiyat gelenegine sahip olup 19.
ylizyildan sonra yazili edebiyat donemine yavas
yavas gecis saglamistir. Yazili edebiyata gegis
saglayana kadar Kazaklarda ozanlik ve saz
sairligi gelenegi tiim renkliligi ve estetikligi ile
stirdiiriilerek giintimiizde de yasamaya devam
etmektedir [12, 7 s.]. Kazaklar 20. yiizyilin
baslarina kadar gocebe hayat: devam ettirerek,
anonim', afiiz-(y)ertegiler?, ~makal-metelder?,
sesendik sbzder!, turmus-salt® jirlar®, arnaw’,
tolgaw?®, (w)olei?, aytis' gibi tiirlerde eserler
meydana getirip halk edebiyatlarini diri tutmay1
bagarmiglardir [13, 5 s.].

Her milletin tarihi, edebi ve kultiirel
devamliliklarin1  saglamalar1 i¢in  ozanlara
ihtiyaclar1 vardir. Dolayisiyla ozanlar1 bir
milletin hem kiiltiirel mirasgilar1 hem de
tizerlerine aldiklar1 bu mirasi yasatan sanatcilar
olarak gormemiz gerekmektedir.

Kazaklar ozanlarina “jiraw”, “jirst” ve
“aqn” gibi isimler vermislerdir. Jirawlar saz
esliginde sdylenen siir, destan ve manzum eserler
icra eden, ayni zamanda anonim olan destanlar:

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yeniden diizenleyip yasatan ozanlardir. Jirgilar,
jirawlardan farkli olarak kendilerine ait eserler
vermeyen, sadece var olan eserleri dile getiren
saz sairleridir. Akinlar ise hem jirawlarin hem de
jirsilarin Ozelliklerini barindirmalariyla birlikte
atismalarda dogaglama olarak yeteneklerini
halka gostermek zorundadirlar [12, 7-8 s.].

Tim bu bilgiler 1s181nda bugiinkii Kazak
edebiyatinin genel manada sozlii edebiyattan
beslendigi asikardir. Kazaklarda yazili edebiyatin
gelisimi pek hizli olmadig icgin gegmisten
giiniimiize gelebilen eser sayis1i ¢ok fazla
degildir. Kazaklarin sozlii edebiyat gelenegi ¢ok
ileri seviyelere ulagtig1 icin bu eserlerin taranip
yazili hale getirilmesi kiiltiirel devamlilik igin
gereklilik arz etmektedir, ¢linkii bugiinkii halkin
kiiltiirtiniin neredeyse temelini olusturan sozlii
edebiyat doneminin incelenip gelecek nesillere
aktarilarak oliimsiizlestirilmesi saglanabilir.

Yazil1 Edebiyat Dénemi. Kazak edebiyatinin
sozlii edebiyat donemi Kazak hanliginin
kurulmasindan 19. yiizyilla kadarki dénemi
kapsamaktadir. Kazak hanhiginin 15. yiizyilda
kuruldugunu goéz Oniinde bulundurursak,
Kazaklarda sozlii edebiyat donemi dort yiizyil
boyunca varligini idame etmistir. Yiizyillar boyu
siiren bu kiiltiirel faaliyet Kazaklarmn kimligine
dair ¢ok derin ve 6nemli bilgiler vermektedir.
Sozlii edebiyat iiriinleri 19. yiizyildan itibaren
Rus Tiirkologlar1 ve Kazak folklorcular:
tarafindan yazili hale getirilmeye baslanmigtir.
Atilan bu 6nemli adim sayesinde 20. yiizyilin
baglarindan itibaren Kazak edebiyati ¢ok biiyiik
isimler ¢ikarmustir [5, 275 s.].

19.  ylzyiln ilk  yillarmi  Kazak
yazili edebiyatinin miladi olarak
degerlendirebilmekteyiz. Kazak yazili

edebiyatinin sancagini tutan ve bu iste 6ncii olan
kisi ise Muhambet Otemisulidir [14, 12 s.].

19. ylizyillda Kazak sozlii edebiyatindaki
eserlerin derleme faaliyetlerini yapan onemli
bir isim de Soqan Walihanovdur. Walihanov,
Koz1 “Korpes-Bayan Sulu” hikayesi ile birlikte
birgok eserin derlemesini yapmigtir. Ayrica
derleme konusunda bir diger o6nemli isim
Mubhtar Awezov'dur. Awezov, 1920 yilindan
1930 yilmma kadar cesitli derlemeler yapmis ve
bu derlemelerdeki yazilar1 Ayman-Solpan, (Y)
Eiilik Kebek, Qara Qipsaq Qobilandi, Bereket adli
eserlerinde toplayarak yazili edebiyatin ilk
orneklerini vermistir [14, 15 s.].

Yazili edebiyatin gelismesinde yazarlarm,
Rus Tirkologlarmin ve Kazak folklorcularinin
etkisinin yani sira gazeteler de biiyiik 6nem arz
etmektedir. Donemin 6nemli bir gazetesi olan

“Akmolinskie Oblastnie Vedomosti” gazetesinin
bir eki olarak Kazak ve Rus dillerinde yazilan ve
dahasonralaribu gazeteden ayrilarak baghi bagmna
bir gazete olan “Dala Walayatinin Gazeti”, Kazak
yazili edebiyatinin gelismesinde énemli bir ivme
kazanmasi konusunda degerli bir yere sahiptir.
Dala Walayatmin Gazeti’'nde toplumsal, bilimsel,
siyasi yazilarin yaninda edebi yazilarin da
bulunmasi bu gazetenin Kazak yazili edebiyatina
olumlu etkileri olarak degerlendirilmelidir. Dala
Walayatinin  Gazeti'nin edebiyat bolimiini
Kazak edebiyatimin {iriinleri, Rusca ceviri
metinler ve Dogu edebiyatindan intibak edilen
eserler olusturmustur. Bu gazetenin Kazak
halk edebiyatindan izler tagimasinin yaninda
Abay Qunanbayulinin Jazd: Kiin Silde Bolganda
adindaki siiri gazetede ilk nesredilen siirdir
ve dolayisiyla Abay Qunanbayuli ile birlikte
Kazak edebiyatmin temelini olusturan diger
yazarlarin ve sairlerin ilk eserlerinin bu gazetede
yaymmlanmasi onem arz etmektedir [11, 27-28 s.].

Gazetede kadin haklar1 konusunu ele alan
Bitiy adli hikaye Kazak hikayeciligine teknik ve
kurgusal etkisi bakimindan oldukga degerli bir
yere sahiptir. Bitiy hikadyesini yazan kisi belli
olmamakla birlikte muhtemelen takma bir isim
olarak “Adas” ismiyle esere imza atmustir [11, 27-
28 s.].

Yazili edebiyatin Onemli bir {riini ise
secirelerdir. Kazak edebiyatindaki secirelerin
varlig1 bilinmekle birlikte ne yazik ki birgogu
tarihi siirecte kaybolmaya ytiz tutmustur. Tarihin
buacimasizsiirecinden giiniimiize kadar varligin
somut olarak koruyan Kadirgali Celayir’in
Camiii't-tevarih (1602) adli eseri bulunmaktadir.
Bu eser tiim Tiirk halkinin tarihi ile birlikte
Kazakistan’in 14-16. yiizyillar arasindaki tarihini,
siyasi, sosyal ve genel durumunu aktarmaktadir.
Eserde Kazak halkmin atasozleri ve deyimleri
de yer almakla birlikte Kazak Hanlarma ait soy
agaci da verilmektedir [13, 4-5s.].

Sovyet Oncesi Kazak Hikayeciligi Dénemi.
Cagdaslagma siirecine giren Kazak edebiyat1 19.
ylzyildan itibaren Rus edebiyatim1 ve dolayh
olarak da Bati edebiyati gevrelerini yakindan
takip etmeye baglamistir. Bu takip ve tanima
siireci siiphesiz ki Kazak edebiyatina iyi yonde
etki etmistir ve kisa siirede gelisim gostermeye
baglamigtir. Batih anlamda yazilan ilk hikaye
Ibiray Altinsarin’in Qazaq Hrestomatiyas: adh
eseridir. [11, 11 s.].

Kazak edebiyatinin bu doénemi eski ile
yeninin bulustugu doénemdir. Daha once de
degindigimiz gibi basta Rus edebiyati olmak
iizere Bat1 edebiyatii da yakindan takip etmeye
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ve tanimaya baglayan Kazak edebiyati yeni
bir form ile ilerlemeye baslamis fakat eskiden
kopmamuistir. Bu dénemi temsil eden sanatcilar
Ahmet Baytursinuli, Soqan Walihanov, Abay
Qunanbayev ve Ibray Altinsarindir [8, 162-180 s.].

20. ylizyilin basindan itibaren Kazaklarda
egitim konusu giindeme gelmistir. Bu donemde
yazarlar ve ozanlar egitim meselesini kendilerine
o0dev bilmislerdir ve bahsi gecen donemde
Kazaklarda medreselerdeki Islami egitim ile
birlikte Rus ekoliiniin diinyevi egitimi de
bulunmaktaydi. Medrese egitimi de kendi iginde
“ceditciler” ve “kadimciler” olmak tizere iki
tip egitim modeline boliinmistii. Ceditgiler
Arap harfli dini egitim verirken kadimciler yeni
alfabe ile dini egitimin yaninda diinyevi egitim
de vermekteydi. Bu ekoliin basini ¢eken isimler
ise Sehabettin Mercani ve Ismail Gasprralidir.
Kazaklar arasinda bu egitim sistemini genele
yayan kisiise Ahmet Baytursinulidir. 20. yiizyilda
yetisen Kazak akinlar1 iste bu egitim ekoliinden
ciktilar ve hikayecilik de bu baglamda ilerlemeye
devam etti [13, 26 s.].

Bu donemin onemli isimleri olan Ahmet
Baytursmuli, Sogan Walihanov, Ibiray Altinsarin
veAbayKunanbayev’idetaylibirsekildeelealarak
doénemin konjonktiirel yapisin1 da goz oniinde
bulundurarak oncelikle Kazak edebiyatindaki
hikayeciligin ilerleyisini, donemin zihniyetinin
ve sosyopolitik durumunun edebiyata olan
yansimasini anlatmaya calisacagiz.

1873'te Kazakistan'm Saritiibek koyiinde
dogan Ahmet Baytursinuli, 1882-1884 yillarinda
okuma yazmayr okula gitmeden, koytindeki
okuma yazma bilenlerden 6grenmistir. Daha
sonra koy okuluna gitmis, 1886 yilinda da Rus
okuluna baglamistir. 1891-1895 yillarinda Ibiray
Altinsarin’in  Orenburg’da (Ormbor’da) actig1
ogretmen okulunda egitim hayatina devam edip
1895te 6gretmenlik meslegine baslamistir. Ahmet
Baytursinuli, Ismail Gasprali’'nin temellendirdigi
Usul-i Cedid adli egitim sistemini takip etmistir.
Kendisi Kazak dili ve edebiyatmi aragtirip
Kazak edebiyatii modernlestirmenin yollarmi
aramugtir. Bu meggalesiyle birlikte ayrica Kazak
toplumunun sosyokiiltiirel yapisiyla ilgili yazilar
yazip onde gelen Rusca eserlerin ¢evirilerini
yapmustir.  Ayrica  Kazaklarin  folklorik
malzemelerini tetkik edip derleme faaliyetleriyle
de ugrasmustir [4, 2-3 s.].

Ahmet Baytursmuli’'nin eserlerine bakacak
olursak 1911 yilinda ilk kitab1 olan Masa, 1912’de
Okuy Kurali, 1913’te Kirik Misal ve 1915 yilinda
Til Kurali adli eserleri karsimiza ¢ikmaktadir
[4,35s.].

Ahmet Baytursinuli, egitim Ogretim ve
edebi faaliyetlerinin yaninda donemin getirdigi
siyasi riizgara da kapilmig, Kazak halkmin
bagimsizligr icin miicadele vermigtir. Donemin
siyasi rejiminin baskici politikalar1 sonucunda
1935-1937 yillarinda goriistiigii kisiler gerekge
gosterilerek 9 Ekim 1938 yilinda oldiirtilmiigtiir
[4,45s.].

Sogan Walihanov, 1835 yilinda Kostanay
bolgesinin Yedigol ilgesinin Soptigdl koyiinde
dogdu. Gergek adi Muhammed Kanapiya'dir,
kendisine Sogan adin1 annesi vermistir [3, 8
s.]. Sogan Walihanov, koyde okudugu igin
eski alfabeyi biliyordu fakat daha sonra askeri
okulda okudu ve bir yil igcinde Ruscay1 6grendi.
Hayatinin bu doéneminde g¢okc¢a Rus klasikleri
okudu ve sanata yoneldi. Askeri okulu 1853'te
bitirdi ve bolge valisi onu yanmna yardimci
olarak ald1. Boylelikle gesitli yoneticilerle tanist,
siyasetinigerisine girdi, daha sonra Kirgizistan ve
Kazakistan topraklar: iizerine gesitli seyahatler
gerceklestirdi. Bolgenin cografi, kiiltiirel ve edebi
yanlarin arastirdi, ardindan elde ettigi bilgilerle
bilimsel makaleler yayimladi. Ayrica Manas
destanmna ayr1 bir deger vererek bu destam
yaziya gegirdi ve “Iliada” destan ile karsilagtird
[13, 24 s.]. Sogan Walihanov’'un edebi yonden
basarilarinin yani sira diger sanat dallarinda ve
bilim alaninda da olduk¢a Onemli islere imza
atmistir. Kendisi Kazaklarin ilk ressami ve batili
anlamda egitim alan ilk bilim insanidir [12,
11 s.]. Ayrica Kazaklar Soqant Kazakistan'in
ilk  demokrati olarak nitelendirmiglerdir
[13, 24-25 s.]. Soqan Walihanov, 1865 yilinda
akciger hastaligindan dolayr hayata gozlerini
yummustur, fakat kendisi kisacik dmriine ¢ok
biliyiik basarilar sigdirmis biri olarak tarihte
yerini almistir [7, 131 s.].

Ibiray Altinsarin 20 Ekim 1841 tarihinde
Kostanay sehrinin Zatabol ilgesinde dogdu.
Altmsarin’in - dogdugu donemde Kazaklar
kiiciik, orta ve biiytiik ciiz olarak tige ayrilmists,
dolayisiyla dogdugu cag toplumsal, ekonomik
ve siyasi zorluklarm oldugu bir cagdi. Kiigiik
ve orta cliz Rusya’ya katilmigken biiyiik cliz
hala Hokand hanliginin yonetimindeydi [2,
32 s.]. Siyasi ortam bodyleyken Altinsarin dort
yasindayken babasin1 kaybetti ve kendisine
bundan sonra dedesi Balgoja bakti. Dedesinin
¢ok niifuzlu biri olmasmndan dolay1 kendisi
ileride Ilminskiy ile tamisacaktir. Ilminskiy
ile tamismasindan sonra egitimci kimligini
ustlenmistir. Hminskiy ile tanismasi onun ontini
acan bir durum olmasmin yaninda Altinsarin
kendi dilinde kitaplar yazmig, bu durum
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Ruslar’m hosuna gitmese de yine dogru bildigi
isi yapmustir. [lminskiy’'nin katkilar1 neticesinde
Ibiray Altinsarin yeni Kazak okullarmin ve
egitim sisteminin onciisii konumuna gelmistir.
Bu okullarda verilen egitim sisteminin Rus
usuliine gore temellendirildigini de belirtmekte
fayda vardir. Yeni egitim sistemi sayesinde Kazak
yazi dilini ve dilbilgisini olusturma, folklorik
malzemeleri derleme konusunda 6nemli bir adim
atildi. Altinsarin’in egitime ¢ok 6nem vermesinin
yaninda 6zellikle kiz ¢ocuklarinin egitimine ayr1
bir deger bigmistir, “Kel Balalar Okilik! (Gelin
Cocuklar Okuyalim!)” adl siiri verdigi degerin
somut bir gostergesidir [12, 12-13 s.].

Ibiray Altinsarin’in  eserlerine bakacak
olursak; Kirgizkaya Hrestomatiya (Kirgizca
(Kazakga) Okuma Kitab1), Kazaktarga Olis Tilin
Uyretﬁvdiﬁ Bastavis Kurali (Kazaklara Ruscay1
Ogretmenin Temel Kurali), Musilmangiliktifi
Tutsaki  (Misliimanhgm Temeli - Islamimn
Sartlar1). Bay Balas1 Men Jarli Balasi, Avruvdan
Ayagan Kiistirek, Kipsak Seyitkul, Talaptih
Paydasi, Ormeksi Kumirska Karligas, Kiyiz
Uy Men Agas Uy, Ake Men Bala, Nadandik,
Jomarttik, Siykirli  $6p, Sesesi Men Kizi,
Meyirimdi Bala, Jan-Januvardin Davlaskani,
Lukpan Hakim, Satemir Han, Izbasti, Bayuls,
Takapparlik, Baksa Agastari, Sarandik Pen
Duristik, Tigkanmifi Osiyeti, Sakip, Bilgennifi
Paydasi. Bu eserlerin yani sira ¢ok basarili siirler
de yazmustir. Kendisi Kazak nesrinin kurucusu
ve ayni zamanda Kazak yazili edebiyatinin
yaraticisi olarak sayilabilir [12, 12-17 s.].

Asil adi Ibrahim olan Abay Qunanbayev,
10 Agustos 1845 yilinda Kazakistan'm Abay
ilgesinin Cengiz daginda dogdu [9, 194 s.]. Abay
Qunanbayev, once kdy medresesine dahasonrada
Tatar molla Abdulcafer’in medresesine gitti
ardindan da egitimine Ahmet Riza medresesinde
devam etti. Bu medresede Arapga, Farsca ve
Cagatayca gibi dilleri O6grenip baz1 biiyiik
sairleri tanimistir. Ahmet Riza medresesinde
de egitimi yarida kalmis Rus okullarinda
okumaya baglamistir. Béylece medresede dogu
sanatcilarini 6grenmisken Rus okullarinda da
Rus ve Bat1 sanatcilarini ve edebiyatini tanimaistir.
Bu tanima onu iyi yonden etkilemistir ve Pugkin,
Krilov ve Lermantov gibi biiyiik sanatcilarm
eserlerini Kazakgaya ¢evirmistir [12, 13-14 s.].

Abay’in babasi onun yoOnetici vasfi
kazanmasmi istedigi icin ona ¢ok bask:
yapmistir ve Abay’in gengligi babasinin
yonlendirmeleriyle gegmistir. Abay halkin
sikintilartyla ilgilendigi igin halk onu idari
bolge yoneticisi yapmustir. Abay yoneticiligi ve

politikay1r 6grenmesinin yaninda sanati da terk
etmemistir. Cocuklugundan itibaren siir yazmaya
baslamistir. On yasindayken “Deve Kovani”
adli bir siir yazmustir. Abayin ilk siirlerinde
Arap ve Fars sairlerin etkisi bulunmaktadir.
Kendisi ¢ok iyi bir realist sair olmakla
birlikte geleneksel siir anlayisini genisleterek
cagdaslastirmaya ¢alismistir. Onun siirinde agk,
kadin, hiiziin, yalan, dedikodu, baris, birlik,
tabiat, boliinmiigliik, insani iligkiler, savas ve
daha bir¢ok tema bulunmaktadir. Siirlerinde ve
diiz yazilarinda Kazaklarin tarihini, dilini ve
edebiyatin1 savunur bir tutum gostererek ayri
bir deger vermistir. Abay 6zlinden kopmadan
bircok kiiltiirii harmanlayrp yeni bir edebi
anlayis gelistirmis ve boylelikle modern Kazak
edebiyatinin kurucusu olmustur [9, 194-197 s.].
Abay Qunanbayev’in Kazak siirinde
yenilikler yapmigstir. Bu yeniliklerden biri de
“sekiz ayak” veya “alti ayak” adim verdigi,
siirde dortliiklerin hiitkmiinii kirdig1 deneysel
calismalar ortaya koymustur. Abay, iyi bir sair
olmasmin yaninda iyi bir yazardir da. Onun
iki ytlize yakin siiri, ti¢ destani, kirk bes nesri
ve bir¢ok cevirileri mevcuttur. Nesirleri “Kara
Sozler” adiyla yayimlanmugtir [9, 195-196 s.].
Abay Qunanbayev’in eserleri 1954 ve 1957
yillarinda Almati'da “Abay Qunanbayevtin
Filosofiyalik Kolkiiras1” ve “$Sigarmalarmimn
Eki Tomdik Tolik Junagi” adl kitaplarda
toplanmistir. Ayrica Abay’in degerini ¢ok iyi
bilen Muhtar Avezov “Abay Joli” (Abay Yolu)
adlieseriyle Abay Qunanbayev’i giizel bir sekilde
anlatmistir [12, 13-14 s.]. Abay’in degerini Kazak
halki da ¢ok iyi bilmigtir. Kazakistan'da Abay
adinda bir {iniversite ve enstitii bulunmakla
birlikte Kazakistan'm para birimi olan Tenge'nin
iizerinde onun resmi vardir. Ayrica Almati’da bir
heykeli bulunmaktadir. Biitiin bunlar disinda
bircok yere ve okula Abay adi verilmistir. Abay
Qunanbayev Kazak halkinin bagrinda ilericiligin
ve modernligin temsilcisi olarak kalmagtr.
Hikayecilik konusunda onemli isimleri
andiktan sonra donemin edebi riizgarma
bakmaya devam edecek olursak; 19. yiizyilin
sonlarma dogru Kazak aydmlar gazete
yaymlarinda hikaye, makale, fikra, deneme ve
siir gibi tiirlerde Onemli eserler vermislerdir.
1920 yiindan sonra Kazak edebiyatindaki
hikaye tirii hizla yiikselerek donemin en gok
icra edilen tiirii olan siir tiirtine yetismistir [12,
15 s.]. Hikaye tiiriiniin ytikselisi ile birlikte kitap
basimi da geliserek 1862-1900 yillar1 arasinda 70
kitap, 1900-1917 arasinda ise 200 kitap basild.

Ekim devriminden sonra {ilkede tiim
dengeler degisir ve Rus edebiyati da dahil olmak
lizere yakin gevre edebiyatlarinin da etkisiyle
hikaye gelismis bir tiir olarak ortaya c¢ikmaya
baslar.

Doénemin en onemli hikaye yazari olan
Beyimbet Maylin, Kazak hikayeciliginde
kendine 6zgti dili ile dikkatleri tizerine ¢ekmistir.
Genellikle Beyimbet Maylin’in hikayelerinde
iki tip insan vardir, bunlardan biri acinacak
halde olan fakir Kazak koyliisii, digeri ise aklini
kullanmadig: icin giiliing duruma diisen tiptir.
Maylin’in en ¢ok etkilendigi yazarlar Gogol,
Cehov ve Gorki'dir. Maylin, Saken Seyfulin
ile tanistiktan sonra diislince diinyasinda
ve sanatinda ciddi degisimler goriilmiis ve
eserlerinde artik Kazak emekgilerini islemeye
baslamistir. Maylin’in Aristanbaydiii Muqsi,
Kedey Tendigi, Seksen Som, Ayranbay gibi kisa
hikayeleri Kazak edebiyatindaki hikaye tiirtiniin
gelismesinde 6nemli rol oynamistir. Maylin’in
hikayeleri dort ciltten olusan “Toliq Sigarmalar
Jiynag1” adli kitabinda toplanmistir [8, 166-
167 s.].

20. yiizyilla damgasii vuran onemli bir
sanatkar da I. Kobeyev'dir. Kobeyev, Ibiray
Altinsarin’den etkilenmistir, ondan feyz alarak
yazmaya baglamistir. Kobeyev’'in eserlerine
bakacak olursak; “Orindalgan Arman” (Kazak
edebiyatinda  hatira-roman  tiirtinin  ilk
ornegidir.), “Ulgili Terctime (1910)” (Onemli
Rus yazarlarimin hikayelerini ¢evirdigi eserdir.),
”Ulgili Bala (1912)”, “Qustin Uyas1 (1913)” ve
“Eki Soqa (1914)”. Sultanmaxmut Toraygirov, asil
inii sairlikte yakalamistir. “Awirmay Esimnen
Janulganim, Zarlandim” gibi eserleriyle Kazak
edebiyatindaki hikaye tiiriiniin gelismesine katki
saglamistir [8, 166-167 s.].

Sovyet Doneminde Kazak Hikayeciligi. 19.
ylizyilin sonu 20. yiizyilin basinda Bolsevikler
gliclenmis, Kazakistan cografyasinda cesitli
eylemler yapilmis ve halkin yonetime karsi isyan1
devam etmistir. Boylesine kaos ortamimda Kazak
edebiyat cevreleri icin en 6nemli varlik gazete ve
dergiler olmustur. Bu gazetelerden biri olan Dala
Walayatiniii Gazeti, bu donemde resmi olmayan
ekler vermistir. Bu eklerde Abay Qunanbayev,
Meshur Jisip Kopeyev, Jakip Akbayev, Sakerim

Kudayberdiyev gibi sanatkarlarin eserleri
verilmigtir. Donemin bir diger onemli yaym
organ1 Aykap Dergisi'dir. Bu dergide edebiyatla
ilgili calismalar yer almistir. Ayrica egitim,
esitlik, kadmn haklari, sehirlesme ve siyaset
gibi konular da ele alinmistir. Gazetenin amaci
Kazak halkmi Avrupa kiiltiirii ve edebiyati
ile tamistirmaktir. Gazetede Magjan Jumabay,
Sakerim Kudayberdiyev, Sultanmahmut
Toraygirov, Sabit Donentayev, Ekiram Galimov
gibi sanatkarlarin bilimsel calismalar1 ve edebi
metinleri yer almustir. Sariarka Gazetesi, 1917-1918
yillarinda faaliyet gostermistir. Siyasi ekseni Alag
Partisi ile ayn1 minvalde olan gazetede siyaset
ve glinliik olaylar ile birlikte kisa hikayeler de
bulunmaktaydi [12, 17-18 s.].

Sovyetlerin iktidarinin zamanla
kalicilasmas1 edebi cevreye de sirayet etmistir.
1921 yilinda ilk yaymevi kurulmustur. Kurulan
bu yaymevi devlete bagh bir yaymevidir. Ik
yayimmlanan eser ise “Bizdif De Kiinimiz Tuwd1
(Bizim de Giintimiiz Dogdu)” adli hikayesiyle
Abdolla Asilbekov’a aittir. 1925 yilinda da
Komiinist ~ Partinin ~ “Edebiyat  Siyaseti”
hakkindaki kararma uymak zorunda olarak
Kazakistan Proleter Yazarlar Birligi kurulmustur
[8, 167 s.].

Bu donemin Onemli sanatcilar;; Saken
Seyfullin, Muhtar Avezov, Sabit Mukanov,
Gabidin Mustafin, Gabid Musrepov, Tahavi
Ahtanov, Tahir Cerakov, Abdullah Tacibayev,
Ali Urmanov, Olcas Siileyman, Kalkaman
Abdulkadirov gibi isimlerdir. Bu isimlerin
icerisinde Muhtar Awezov'un vyeri ayridir.
Muhtar Awezov, Kazak destanlar: ile birlikte
Tirkistan Tiirk Edebiyati ile ilgili bilimsel
calismalar yapmustir. Abay Qunanbayev’in
hayatin1 anlatan “Abay Yolu” adinda bir eser
yazmustir ve bu eser bircok dile cevrilmistir
[13, 33 s.].

1920°li y1llarda siir hala nesre gore hem say1
olarak hem de igerik olarak ondedir. Bu durumu
bilen Sovyet iktidar1 Kazak yazarlarmi hikaye
ve roman tiiriinde eserler vermeye tesvik eder.
Bu donemdeki hikaye yazarlarina baktigimizda
S. Sadwaqasov, S. Sartypov, M. Dawletbayev, E.
Bekenov, O. Bekov, J. Tilepbergenov, A. Aysarin,
R. Malabayev, Q. Taysiqov gibi isimler karsimiza
cikmaktadir. Sovyet iktidarinin Kazak yazarlara
hikaye ve roman tiiriinde eserler vermeleri icin
yaptigitesvikiseyararvebudonemdeB.Maylin'in
Sovyet iktidarmin ilk yillarindaki Kazak koyii ve
koylisiinii anlattigy Jastig Jalimi (1926), toprak
paylasimi konusuyla Kesi Atizdiii Talasi (1927)
ve sosyal hayatta Kazak kadinindan bahseden
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Sugamiii Belgisi (1926) hikayeleri; S. Seyfullin’in
devrim oncesinde Kazak kadimimin toplumdaki
yerini anlatan Aysa (1926), demir yolu isgilerinin
hayatini anlatan Jer Kazgandar (1928) eseri; M.

Ilerleyen
yillarda M. Iymanjanov, Sovyet toplumunun
giindelik ~ konularma egilmistir. ~ Gilindelik
konular hakkinda hikdye yazmak igin gozlem
yapmak gereklidir. Dolayisiyla M. Iymanjanov,
bu eserlerini gozleme dayali olarak yapmustir.
M. Iymanjanov, Tanis Qiz (1954) adli kitabinda
bulunan hikayelerde ask ve sevgi temal
konulari, Tindagilar (1956) adli hikaye kitabinda
ise Agmola boélgesindeki Sovyet ciftcisinin
is hayatmi ele almistir. Yazar bu eserleriyle
birlikte c¢ocuk edebiyatma katki sagladig:
hikayeler de kaleme almigtir, bu hikayeleri soyle
siralayabiliriz: Sapardifi Tajiribesi, Jol Ustinde,
Kommiinizm Miiyisi, Bobek, Senim, Kiskentay
Korsi, Konduktor, Uy, Bes (1959).

Yazar sanat
hayatina Kiskene Uysiler adli hikayesi ile
baslamistir. Yazarin diger eserleri ise soyle

Qayin (1969), Qantar (1971). Yazar, eserlerinde

Bu donemin tartismasiz en onde gelen ve
onemli yazarlarindan biri Muhtar Awezov'dur.
Muhtar Awezov, 28 Eyliil 1897 tarihinde Abay
koyiinde dogdu. Kendisi, idol olarak gordiigi
Abay Qunanbayev ile ayn1 boydandir. Muhtar
Awezovia okuma yazmayi dedesi, Abay
Qunanbayev’in bir kitabiyla 6gretmistir [10, 175-
176 s.].

Muhtar Awezov, 1908 yilinda “Abay”
adindaki Rus ilkokulunu bitirdikten sonra egitim
hayatina Semey’de bulunan bagka bir okulda
devam etti. 1915 yilinda o6gretmen okuluna
girdi [6, 11 s.]. Ogretmen okulundayken hem
Kazak halk sairlerini hem de Rus edebiyatmnin
biiyiik isimlerini okumustur. Awezov, béylelikle
hem yerli hem de Bati kaynaklari hakkinda
bilgi sahibi olmustur. Ogretmen okulundayken
1917 yilinda tii¢ perdeden olusan “Erilik-Kebek”
adindaki piyesini yazdi ve bu piyes aym
yil sahneledi. Boylece Kazak halki ilk defa
tiyatroyla tanismis oldu [12, 41 s.]. 1919 yilinda
ogretmen okulundan mezun olarak resmi
gorevlerde calismaya basladi [6, 11 s.]. 1922
yilinda Tagkent Devlet Universitesine girerek
1928 yilinda Filoloji Fakiiltesinden mezun oldu.
1930 yilinda da lisansiistii egitimini bitirdi. Bu
siirecte “Baybige-tokal” ve “Karagoz” piyeslerini
yazdi [13, 37 s.]. 1929 yilindan itibaren Kazak
yazarlar1 ve aydinlar1 biiyiik bir siyasi baskiya
ugramistir. Awezov ve yakin arkadaslari
hapse atilmigtir. Awezov hapisteyken yazdig
notlarinda hapse diigmesinin gerekgesinin Efilik-
Kebek ve Karagoz piyesleri oldugunu soylemistir.
1932 yilinda mahkumiyeti kararlastirilmig ve
hapisten ¢cikmak igin hapse diisme gerekgesi olan
eserlerinin kendisine ait olmadigini belirterek
yaklagik bir ay sonra hapisten gikmigtir. Ayrica
Awezov’un eserlerinin kendisine ait olmadigin
belirtmesi 1937 yilinda ikinci bir siyasi baskiyla
tekrar hapse atilan yazarlarin ve aydinlarmn
arasinda olmamasmi da saglamistir. Hapisten
giktiktan sonra Kazak ve Rus Dili boliimiinde
Dogent olarak hizmet hayatina devam eder.
Bu yillardan sonra edebi eserlerini art arda
vermeye baglamigtir. “Abay Johi” adli eserini
parca parca yayinlamig ve 1951 yilinda eser
hakkinda sorusturma baglatilmigtir. 1953
yilinda bu eserinde donemin siyasi ideolojisini
yansitmamasi gerekge gosterilerek tutuklama
islemi yapilmasi karar1 alinmistir. Awezov
bu durumu o6grendigi anda milletvekili bir
arkadasmnin  kimligi ile Moskova'ya kagmis
ve gayri resmi siginmaci olarak yasamaya
baslamistir. Moskova'da 1954 yilina kadar
Moskova Devlet Universitesi'nde Kazak Dili
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ve Edebiyati Ogretmeni olarak ders vermeye
baslamistir. Ayni yil sugsuzlugu kanitlanmis
ve Almati’'ya donmiigtiir. Almati’ya dondiikten
sonra “Abay Joli” adli eserini tamamlamigtir
[12, 43-44 s.]. 1955 ve 1959 yillar1 arasinda
milletvekili olmustur [6, 11 s.]. Ayrica “Abay
Joli” adli eseri 1959 yilinda “Lenin Odiilii"nii
almigtir. Eser, Louis Aragon tarafindan 20.
ylzyilin en biiylik eseri olarak tanimlanmigtir
[12, 43-44 s.]. Biitiin bu basarilariyla birlikte
Awezov’a edebi ve bilimsel calismalarindan
dolay1 Sovyetler Birligi Yiiksek Parlamentosu iki
defa “Kizil Bayrak” ve “Lenin Nisan1” vermistir.
1960 yilinda da kendisine “Kazakistan'in Bilim
Emekg¢isi” unvani verilmistir. 28 Haziran 1961
yilinda Almati’da hayata gozlerini yummustur.
Awezov, ¢ok yonliiliigiiniin yaninda topluma ve
edebi cevreye eserleriyle etki etmis, kendinden
sonra gelen sanatgilarin idolii olmustur [6, 11 s.].

Awezov'un neredeyse tiim edebi tiirlerde
eserler vermesinin yaninda bilimsel ¢alismalar1
da mevcuttur. Kendisi hikaye, roman, deneme,
tiyatro, makale ve g¢eviri tiirlerinde eserler
vermistir.

Bu yumusama donemi hem topluma
hem de edebi ¢evreye etki etmistir. Artik yazarlar
daha farkli konular hakkinda yazmaya ve yeni
eserler ortaya koyarken daha rahat hareket
etmeye baslamistir. Bu rahatlama donemi
yeni yazarlarin da dogmasmi saglamistir. Bu

donemden sonra artik hikaye tamamen bagimsiz
bir tiir olarak sahneye ¢ikmis ve hikayelerde
bundan sonra bireysel yaklasimlar ele almarak
sehir hayati ve sehirli insanin hayati konu
alinmaya baslanmustir [8, 170 s.]. Illman donem
oncesinde “Halk diisman1” olarak yaftalanan
yazarlara edebi cevrelerce olusan giivensizlik
artik ortadan kalmigtir. Bu yazarlar sugsuz yere
lekelendikleri igin tiim haklar1 geri verilmistir
[13, 44 s.]. Illman dénemden itibaren yazarlara
Sovyet toplumunda genel olarak her tiirlii sanat
faaliyetinin gelismesi ve Bat1 kaynakli sanatlar
tizerine detayli ¢alismalar ve arastirmalarin
yapilmasmi yoniinde hedefler belirlenmistir.
Kazak vyazarlar1 atilan bu adimin fayda
saglayacak yanlarmi kabul etmekle birlikte milli
malzemelerden olusturduklar: yerli sanatlarmi
topluma anlatmanin daha onemli ve gerekli
oldugunu savunmuslardir. Bu goriise bagh
olarak G. Miisirepov’'un Ataqti Ansi Mayra; T.

Alimqulov'un Sarijaylaw; Topaykdk, A. Satay’in

hikayeleri sanatsal degere dikkat geken eserler
olarak karsimiza ¢ikmustir. Kazak hikayeciliginin
1970°'li ve 1980'li yillarma bakti§imizda, bu
donemde yazilan hikayeler genellikle somutlama
ve soyutlama teknikleri one c¢ikmugtir. Ayrica
bu doénemde hikayeler cogunlukla insan
psikolojisinin karanlik yiiziine dogru ¢evrilmistir.
Eserlerde psikolojik ¢ikarimlar agir basmustir. Bu
yillar arasinda sosyalist realizmden ¢ikip diinya
edebiyatina yonelenler de olmugtur.

Biitiin bunlarin yaninda ¢ocuklar igin
yazilan hikayelerde de gozle goriiliir bir artig
olur. Bu doneme hikayecilik baglaminda N.
Serdliyev’in Zefigir Aspan (1990), Jafbir Iysi
(1980); A. Qaldibayev’in Menifi Agam Soldat
(1980), Kok Dongelek (1985), Ata (1999); S.
Bayxonov'un Qos Satirli Uy (1983), Sal Ustindegi
Mawsim (1987) hikayeleri 6rnek verilebilir [8,
171 s.]. Sovyet donemi siirecindeki hikayelerin
cogunda Kazakca kullanilmistir, nadiren de
olsa Rusganin da kullanildig: goriilmektedir. Bu
donemdeki Kazak hikayeciligine genel bir bakig
attigimizda, halkin tarihinin anlatilmasi, ahlaki
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degerlerin verilmesi, mitolojik unsurlarin ¢okga
kullanilmasi, savas, baris, kitlik, yoksulluk,
bagimsizlik, Ozgilirliikk, insanlik temalarinin
tizerinde duruldugu goriilmektedir. Kendi
benliklerini yitirmemek igin yeninin yaninda
geleneklerini de siirdiirmiislerdir.  Diinya
edebiyat1 seviyesinde yazma istegi, Kazaklarmn
kendilerine has karakter tiplemelerinin olugmasi
gibi Ozellikler Sovyet donemindeki Kazak
hikayeciliginin genel 6zellikleri olarak sayilabilir.

Sovyet Sonras1 Kazak Hikayeciligi
Doénemi. 16 Aralik 1991 yilinda Kazakistan
bagimsizligini ilan etmistir. Bu siiregten hig
kuskusuzedebi cevreler de etkilenmistir. Yazarlar
artik duygu ve diigiincelerini, hayata bakislarimi
iliman dénemdekinden daha da 6zgiir bir sekilde
gerceklestirmeye baslamislardir.

Kazak edebiyati Carlik doneminin iki
yliz yildan fazla siiregelen baskisindan anca
Sovyet doneminde kurtulmustu, fakat bu
siire¢ Stalin doneminde tekerriir edip “iliman
doénem” adini verdigimiz Hruscev doneminde
ise yumusamistt. 1991 yilindan sonra ise artik
tamamen bir bagimsizlik elde edildigi i¢cin Kazak
edebi cevreleri diinya edebiyatina acilmislar,
diger alanlarla birlikte hikayecilik alaninda
da onemli igerikleri, teknikleri ve ydntemleri
kullanmakla beraber milli unsurlara da vurgu
yapmuiglar, hikdayede artik metaforik, alegorik ve
grotesk uygulamalar artis gostermistir [8, 173 s.].

Sovyet sonrast bagimsizlik doneminde
Kazak hikayelerine baktigimizda bu hikayelerde
daha Once de belirttigimiz gibi bireysellik
bulunmaktayds, fakat bireyci yaklagimin disinda
topluma yonelik elestiriler yapma istegi de
olusmusken, kéyhayatinthattaSovyetdoneminde
Kazakistan topraklarindaki madenlerin Sovyetler

tarafindan nasil somiirtldiigiinii de konu olarak
islediklerini gormekteyiz. Hikayelerde koy
hayatin1 isleme konusunda T. Nurmagambetov
dikkat ¢ekmektedir. T. Nurmagambetov, kisa
hikayelerinde koy hayatinin giizel yanlarmi
anlatirken ozellikle Kazaklar arasinda doksanl
yillarin nasil yagandigimi anlattigi “Annesini
Ozleyen Cocuk” adli eseri énem arz etmektedir.
Bagimsizlik yillarinda ortaya cikan birgok geng
yazar da bulunmaktaydi, bu geng yazarlar
hikayecilik baglaminda Kazak edebiyatinin
ylikselmesine katki saglamiglardir. Bagimsizlik
donemindeki bahsettigimiz geng¢ yazarlarm

Abstract. A story, or in other words, a set of narratives in the form of prose conveys real or near-real
events or fictions. Almost every nation has its own unique sense of story and storytelling. Every nation
wants to build an identity for itself and to create this identity, it uses its culture as a material and realizes
it in various expressions. These narratives are first verbal and then standardization continue to live in a
written form. People have stereotyped their narratives, which they have progressed in writing form over
time, on the basis of storytelling.

The culture, religion and language of the Kazakh people are reflected very effectively through
“afgimeler”. “Afigimeler” means stories which Turkish equivalent of this word pronounced as “hikaye”.
Carrying traces of the wars, famines, cultural and national consciousness of the Kazakh people in their
past, the dfigimes are a kind of identity of the Kazakh nation. The storytelling of the Kazakh nation, like
most nations, first started with oral literature, then it was passed to written literature in the context of the
stories being permanent. In this study, it is aimed to give information about the storytelling journey of the
Kazakh people from past to present.

The ethnographic nature of toponyms in the historical work Shezhire-I Terakime

Abstract. In linguistics, the definition of the lexical and semantic meaning of toponyms, the
differentiation of ethnographic character, and their etymological analysis are of particular importance.
Consideration of proper names not only in the semantic aspect, but also in their connection with the
worldview of the nation, customs, culture, centuries-old history testifies to the great cognitive activity
of the language. The research article provides a semantic analysis of the names of lands and waters of
Talas, Zhaiyk, Sairam, Syr, Talgar found in the work Shezhire-i terakime, conclusions on etymology are
given, the ethnographic character is differentiated. Attention is drawn to their use in figurative or literal
meaning, phonetic differences and morphological features between the Turkic languages, as well as other
languages. In phonetic analysis, special importance is attached to sound correspondences (variability), in
morphological analysis — creation of roots, appendages, is studied historically. At the same time, a semantic
(semantic proximity and discrepancy) comparative analysis of the use of these toponyms to date has been
carried out. Since this historical work is one of the monuments of the medieval Chagatai script, there are
a large number of linguistic units common to the Turkic languages in its lexical layer. Linguistic features
between the Turkic languages belonging to the Kipchak group and the Oguz group are differentiated by
conducting diachronic, synchronous analysis on them. In the course of the study, scientific and theoretical
conclusions were given based on research, scientific opinions of scientists - Altaists and Turkologists.

Historical development of the genitive case in the language of the Armenian-Qypchak
monuments

Abstract. The heritage, written in the Qypchak language with Armenian graphics, is based on religion,
literature, history, law, philosophy, natural sciences and covers the political, economic, historical and cultural
spheres of life.

Continuity of the lexeme giin “«sun”« in the Book of Korkyt Ata

Abstract. In the article we define phonological, semantic, grammatical and pragmatic continuity in
the modern Kazakh language, based on the study of the historical lexeme «giin» (sun) in the comparative
historical aspect of the written monument The Book of Korkut Ata.

Historical lexemes are peculiar structures in the main layer of the vocabulary of the modern Kazakh
language. They perform a cumulative function from father to son, establishing the ideological features
and values of the nation in the world linguistic image. In the historical process, historical lexemes created
for certain reasons in certain conditions and tempered over time by consumers of the same language are
comprehensively developed in the language environment and still satisfy the communicative needs of
consumers. The continuity of linguistic facts of the written monument The Book of Korkut Ata with the
Kazakh language is considered. The written monument The Book of Korkut Ata — originated among the

Oguz-Kipchak tribes who inhabited the Cheese in the VIII-XIII centuries, fixed such historical lexemes, and
spread by word of mouth to all peoples of Turkish origin. Although the correspondence of this Monument
to the languages of the Oguz group is high, a small number of works studying phonological, lexico-
semantic, pragmatic correspondence to the Kipchak languages indicates the relevance of this article. In
general, the The Book of Korkut Ata provides information about everyday life, geographical names, customs,
traditions, beliefs, and the history of the entire people. This substantial aspect of language, that is, the
description of the linguistic picture of the world generated by cumulative activity, requires consideration
of historical facts in accordance with the requirements of modern times. In particular, we determine the
level of preservation of the token “«giin”« (sun) in the modern Kazakh language and evaluate the place of
the Kazakh language in the historical dictionary. Thus, restoring the nature of the language and the Middle
Turkic vocabulary, we will try to determine the specifics of the Middle age Turkic worldview.
