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Abstract. International terrorism is one of the most destructive non-State
aggressive actors in modern international relations. The analysis of the forms
of terrorist activity shows its close connection with national, religious, ethnic
conflicts, separatist, and liberation movements. At the same time, the causes
of the emergence and development of terrorism are inextricably linked to
problems covering all spheres of human society. First of all, with unresolved
issues of socio-economic and political development in national and regional
formats, as well as the factor of social inequality.

In our opinion, in this context, the causes and features of the doctrinal
basis of the Naxalite movement in the Republic of India, one of the major
states of South Asia, are of particular interest for studying. Special emphasis
is placed on the evolution of the Naxalite movement against the background of
contradictions in Indian-Chinese interstate relations. Furthermore, this article
considers methodological approaches to studying threats to India's internal
security and provides a scientific analysis of the Naxalite movement's impact on
regional stability. The results and conclusions of the research make a significant
contribution to a deeper understanding of the problems of modern extremism
and separatism in South Asia, as well as to assessing the role of non-state
aggressive actors in the international security system.

Keywords: Republic of India, social protests, political terrorism, religious
extremism, Naxalite Maoists, fight against terrorism.

Introduction

The relevance of this topic is heightened by the necessity to comprehend the essence and
causes of the emergence of destructive phenomena and movements in countries and regions,
as well as to develop a comprehensive strategy for prevention and a framework for counter-
terrorism cooperation among global community members.

One of the main items on the agenda remains the anticipation and countering of terrorist
activities. According to experts, the Republic of India is among the countries most severely

affected by international terrorism, and consequently, the issue of combating terrorism,
particularly its prevention, is extremely acute.

The history of terrorism in this country includes a range of terrorist organizations and groups.
Some of the world’s earliest terrorist organizations emerged on its soil. Today, India continues to
live under the pressure of both domestic and external terrorism. Indian experts believe that the
situation is exacerbated by illegal migration from neighboring countries, particularly Muslims
from Bangladesh.

Amongthelesser-studied terroristorganizationsinthe countryis Naxalism, whose emergence
and evolution are linked to a complex array of issues affecting all areas of Indian society's life,
as well as certain aspects of the country’s foreign policy towards neighboring countries. This
aspect enhances the relevance of the topic presented in this article.

The study of the Naxalism phenomenon allows for a novel perspective on India's process of
finding its place in the global order.

Research methods

This study employed a comprehensive and multi-dimensional methodology to investigate the
Naxalite movement in India. The methods were designed to ensure a thorough understanding
of the movement’s historical, socio-economic, and political dimensions.

A historical analysis was undertaken to trace the origins and development of the Naxalite
movement. This method involves tracing the origins and evolution of the Naxalite movement,
contextualizing it within the broader historical, socio-political, and economic landscape of India.
It provides a comprehensive understanding of the factors that have shaped the movement over
time.

Various socio-economic and political factors contributing to the rise and persistence of the
Naxalite movement were analyzed. This included examining economic policies, social inequality,
political dynamics, and governmental responses to the movement.

Specific incidents and phases in the Naxalite movement were studied as case studies to
provide deeper insights into the tactics, impacts, and responses associated with the movement.

The authors conducted a systematic analysis of materials related to the issue, as presented
in the works of specialists. Employing comparative analysis, as well as quantitative content
and event analysis methods, the article demonstrates the conceptual approaches of experts
in interpreting the causes of the inception and the main stages of activities. The systematic
approach facilitated the identification of scholars’ positions in analyzing the characteristics of
the strategy and tactics of the movement, and the attitudes of various strata of Indian society
towards the issues of combating the Naxalites.

Results and discussions

Historical Roots of Terrorism in India. Turning to the early pages of India’s history, it becomes
evident that one of the world’s first secret societies with a terrorist inclination originated within
its territory. This refers to the 11th-century Bengal-Kashmiri sect of Phansigar stranglers,
which was eventually eradicated with great difficulty by the British administration in the 19th
century. Worshipping the goddess Kali, the Phansigars sacrificed pilgrims and merchants to her,
depriving them of life using a silk cord for strangulation.

Naxalites and Indian Security Issues: Approaches to Studying the Issue

Terrorism in contemporary India also has deep historical roots, with its scope and scale having
expanded over the past century. Since the second half of the 20th century, Indian society has
faced an escalation in the magnitude and brutality of terrorist organizations, both pre-existing
and those that emerged mid-century. The unresolved issue of Jammu and Kashmir exacerbates
the situation. As is well known, this issue pertains to the relations between India and Pakistan
and has significant historical underpinnings.

An analysis of the history of conflicts and the activities of destructive groups and organizations
in India reveals a noteworthy fact - the absence of an ethnos representing the interests of the
entire Indian society. India is characterized by ethnic separatism and religious contradictions,
ultimately leading to the emergence of nationalism among major Indian ethno-autonomist
groups. For instance, the Mizo, Assamese, and Naga in Northeast India strive to defend their
ethnic identity, resolve economic issues, and achieve social equality through armed means.

Naxalism holds a special place in the history of left-wing radical terrorism on the territory of
the Republic of India. It is predominantly spread in the eastern and southern states of Andhra,
Bihar, West Bengal, Odisha, and in certain parts of Maharashtra. To understand the emergence
of Naxalism, it is necessary to examine specific aspects of the socio-economic development of
contemporary India.

Poverty and Socio-Economic Factors in the Rise of Naxalism. India is recognized as a country
where the issue of living standards is particularly acute [1]. The nation is characterized by a
high level of poverty. According to the “2023 Multidimensional Poverty Index Report,” over one-
third of the world’s poor reside in South Asia, with about 389 million individuals. India accounts
for nearly 70 percent of the increase in extreme poverty levels [2].

Researchers acknowledge that poverty in India is a complex and multifaceted issue, influenced
by a combination of historical, economic, social, and political factors. This situation exacerbates
social tension and serves as a breeding ground for the emergence of destructive organizations
and movements, particularly left-wing radical terrorism. The low standard of living of ordinary
Indian citizens, especially in rural areas, has been a primary cause for the birth and spread of
Naxalism in the country.

It's worth recalling that issues of economic well-being have been discussed in Indian socio-
political thought since ancient times. Jawaharlal Nehru, in his philosophical views on the world
order, held the position that every citizen has the right to economic well-being. Mahatma Gandhi,
on the contrary, believed that a person can rely solely on virtue in life, and that everything else
will follow. Nehru criticized such glorification of poverty and illiteracy: “I cannot speak with
authority about what happened elsewhere, but I know that in India the Communist Party is
completely detached from national traditions that live in the soul of the people and does not
understand them. The Communist Party believes that communism inevitably entails disregard
for the past. For communism, world history began in November 1917, and everything preceding
this event was a preparation leading up to it. It would be natural to assume that in a country
like India, where a large number of people are on the brink of starvation and the economic
system is bursting at the seams, communist ideas would enjoy great success. To some extent, it
arouses attraction, but the Communist Party cannot use this attraction because it has cut itself
off from the sources of national sentiment and speaks a language that does not resonate in the
hearts of the people. [t remains a vigorous, but small group, without real roots in the people” [3].
Nehru's words proved prophetic in the context of the issue under consideration. Historical data
indicate that the problem of poverty in India is inextricably linked with the agricultural sector
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of the economy. Factors contributing to the low standard of living of the rural poor include
high population density in rural areas, unemployment, the seasonality of agricultural work, the
degradation of the natural base for agriculture and livestock breeding, the steady reduction of
communal pastures and hayfields, and, most importantly, the high concentration of land in the
hands of large and medium landowners. This inequitable land distribution, which has persisted
for several decades since the mid-20th century, remains the cornerstone of agrarian tensions
in India.

According to experts, one of the reasons for the spread of left-wing terrorism in many regions
of the country is the fact that the fruits of economic liberalization of the late 20th century have
failed to reach many agricultural regions of eastern, southern, and central India. Moreover,
attempts to achieve regional economic growth have largely been unsuccessful [4].

In the initial years of independence, the Indian National Congress (INC), in its various policy
documents on economic development, emphasized the necessity of establishing a maximum
landholding size for private individuals. However, this crucial decision by the INC remained
unimplemented. Factors contributing to the failure of such land redistribution included
resistance from legislative bodies of individual states, inadequacies in the laws concerning this
issue, and procrastination in adopting intermediate documents, among others. The progress
of agrarian reforms remained stagnant even after several peasant uprisings in the early 1950s.

Ideological Foundations and Evolution of Naxalism. It is pertinent to address the ideological
foundations of Naxalism in India. As noted by the majority of researchers, the Naxalites adopted
Maoism. This was influenced by the fact that through radio broadcasts from Beijing, left-wing
leaders of the Naxalite movement, such as Charu Majumdar, Kanu Sanyal, and Jangal Santhal, were
inspired by the ideas of Mao Zedong. They relied on the successes of revolutionary movements
in the 1960s as an inspiring and motivating basis. Additionally, the Maoist expansion into India
was significantly influenced by the split within the Indian communist movement.

In the first half of the 1960s, the main point of disagreement within the Communist Party
of India was whether the party should support progressive government measures and oppose
moves that ran counter to the interests of workers. As a result of these disagreements, the
Communist Party of India split into two factions - the Communist Party of India and the
Communist Party of India (Marxist). All these events took place against the backdrop of a split
in the international communist movement and worsening relations between India and China.

Discussing doctrinal differences between the two parties, they touched on the future political
structure of India and the social and class nature of Indian society. At the same time, both parties
recognized the need for concrete socioeconomic reforms.

In the context of our article, it is pertinent to examine the state of affairs in CPI(M), whose
leftward shift at the time of demarcation from CPI led to the emergence of left-wing extremism
within its ranks, a danger recognized by the party by the end of the 1960s. The logical conclusion
of the struggle against the leftists was their expulsion from the party. It was with these left-wing
extremists from CPI(M) that the Naxalite movement in northern West Bengal originated.

The ideological inspiration for this movement was the Maoist “Cultural Revolution” in China,
even adopting Mao Zedong’s initial slogan: “Political power grows out of the barrel of a gun.”
The movement’s primary focus was the violent seizure of lands owned not only by wealthy
landlords and planters but often also by small-scale peasants. It resembled other peasant
movements previously occurring in Bengal. However, this time, the movement unfolded during
the tenure of a left-democratic government, including communists, and was directed against it.

The left-wing extremists expelled from CPI(M) formed the Communist Party of India (Marxist-
Leninist) - CPI(ML) in April 1969.

Supporters of Maoism, being members of the Communist Party of India (Marxist), sought to
channel its activities along Maoist lines, that is, to make it a vehicle for Mao Zedong’s ideas in the
country. However, failing to find understanding among other party members, leftist extremists,
having achieved leadership in some local party organizations, began to implement Maoist
concepts in practice.

It should be emphasized that this does not imply a complete doctrinal identity between
Maoism and Naxalism. Analysis shows that Naxalism and Maoism represent two distinct leftist
currents within the communist movement [5].

As A.S. Mikhalev (2010) notes, the doctrinal foundation of the Naxalites is rooted in radical
leftist and extremist tenets. Their primary goal is to carry out a socialist revolution by armed
means. Initially, the Naxalites considered imperialism, the leaders of “semi-colonial” and “semi-
feudal” India, and their supporters to be their main adversaries. Rejecting parliamentary
democracy, Naxalites see parliament as a useless facade for the "imperialists" and a distraction
for the working class from its legitimate struggle.

According to Naxalite ideology, the Indian working class is oppressed by the “comprador”
bourgeoisie and large landowners, as well as by imperialist countries. These forces, they believe,
continued to exert economic and political pressure even after India’s independence. According
to A.S. Mikhalev, the Naxalites primarily consider the landless and poor peasantry, agricultural
wage laborers, and the proletariat to be their social base, although the latter does not actually
participate in the Naxalite movement. The Naxalites consider the petty and middle bourgeoisie,
and under certain circumstances, the large national bourgeoisie, to be their allies. National and
religious issues, according to the Naxalites, should be resolved through the self-determination
of peoples and tribal autonomy [6].

Indian scholars emphasize that Mao Zedong provided ideological leadership to the Naxalite
movement, propagating the idea that India’s peasants and the poorest strata should overthrow
the government and the upper classes through force [7]. Thus, the Naxalite-Maoists positioned
themselves as defenders of the impoverished, the landless peasants, and those leading tribal
lifestyles. They “call for revolution, demanding a radical restructuring of the social, political, and
economic order. The Maoists believe that the only way marginalized communities can assert
their rights is by overthrowing the existing structure through violent attacks against the state”
[8].

Both China and India, in the post-Cold War era, expanded their spheres of influence by
structuring their own regional systems, rendering a clash of interests inevitable. Prior to this,
India, while wary of China’s attempts to export Maoist ideology and mindful of its defeat in
the 1962 Sino-Indian War, did not perceive the People’s Republic of China (PRC) as a source
of existential threat. However, Indian leadership readily attributed the development of the
Naxalite movement to China, thereby absolving the federal government of responsibility for
socio-economic policy failures in regions affected by Naxalite activity [9].

Phases of the Naxalite Movement: Evolution, Strategies. The Naxalite movement originated
in March 1967 in the small village of Naxalbari in the Darjeeling district of West Bengal, when
150 members of the Communist Party of India (Marxist-Leninist) confiscated all the grain from
alocal landowner's warehouse. This minor incident sparked a nationwide movement for social
justice, alarming the authorities.
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The movement in Naxalbariand neighboring districts, populated predominantly by tribal and
lower-caste people, was driven primarily by economic oppression and became an expression of
protest against social and cultural marginalization. The movement's leftist and radical slogans
became an attractive motivator for urban youth, especially students, who began raiding offices
and educational institutions, setting public transport on fire, and performing other similar acts.

Widely known in other states as the “Naxalite movement,” it went through several phases. The
ideological, political, and armed struggle waged by state authorities and political parties against
the Naxalites led to their isolation and subsequent transformation from militant groups into
political ones, advocating radical slogans in defense of the lower social classes. These protests
were predominantly peaceful (some groups even participated in elections), but sometimes
they took the form of armed action, usually in response to violence by armed gangs formed by
wealthy landowners and known as “senas” (armies).

[tis noteworthy that several specialists identify two phases in the development of the Naxalite
movement before its resurgence in the current century. For instance, Thomas F. Lynch 111 (2016)
distinguishes between the periods 1967-1973 and 1977-1994 [10].

The first stage, 1967-1973. It is noted that China did not provide any specific support to the
Naxalites. The author identifies two dimensions of events at this stage: rural and urban. In rural
areas, peasants forcefully seized land and attempted to resist landlords and police with arms,
while in urban areas, insurgents attacked police stations and patrols to capture weapons and
assassinated political leaders.

In 1971, more than 3,650 insurgent attacks were recorded, resulting in over 850 deaths.
It's important to emphasize that counterinsurgency efforts were initially entrusted to local
and regional governments in West Bengal, Bihar, Orissa, and other affected states. They were
expected to take their own security measures to counter the threat. Clearly, these measures
proved ineffective. This continued until the government decided to deploy the army to combat
the Naxalites.

In July and August 1971, police, along with army units, carried out Operation Steeplechase,
which led to the elimination of Naxalites in the Birbhum district of West Bengal, who had played a
key role in the insurgency. Calcutta police arrested Naxalite leader Charu Majumdar in July 1972,
but he died in custody several weeks later. By 1973, the core of the Naxalites had been destroyed
[10]. Intensive measures to eradicate the movement were carried out "without regard for the
socio-economic preconditions of the uprising." Despite the elimination of the rebel forces by
the army and police by 1973, Naxalite supporters attempted to revive the movement, resulting
in the emergence of more than 40 small groups. As Thomas F. Lynch III noted, “a new Naxalite
organization called ‘People’s War’ arose in the southeastern Indian state of Andhra Pradesh.” Its
leader, Kondapalli Sitaramayya, sought a more effective structure for raising morale, recruiting
personnel, and funding. By 1978, Naxalite peasant uprisings had spread to Karimnagar district
in Telangana and Adilabad district in Andhra Pradesh. The main problem was non-payment of
wages. The second wave of Naxalite insurgents kidnapped landowners, forced them to confess
to crimes, apologize to villagers, and pay bribes” [10].

In 1985, the elite special forces unit “Greyhounds” was established from the police forces
of Andhra Pradesh to combat the Naxalites. This marked the second phase, characterized by a
new strategy in the state’s fight against the Naxalites. In addition to employing armed methods,
the state created competing mass organizations to divert youth from the Naxalites, launched
rehabilitation programs, and established new networks of informants. The implementation of
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this new strategy contributed to a reduction in violent acts, with 9,000 Naxalites voluntarily
surrendering to the authorities. In 1994, the ban on the activities of allegedly moderate Naxalite
political parties was lifted, halting the second wave of the Naxalite insurgency. However, as at
the end of the first phase of the Naxalite uprising, the socio-economic conditions underlying
Naxalism remained largely unchanged in many regions of eastern India.

From the mid-1990s to the early 2000s, the Naxalite insurgent movement largely remained
out of the public eye, but the movement itself did not disappear. The Naxalites formed a unified
front: the People’s War, party unity, and the Maoist Communist Centre (MCC) merged into the
People’s War Group (PWG).

Government Response to Naxalism. During this time, Indian governmental institutions
undertook actions that exacerbated discontent among the poor and displaced persons
sympatheticto left-wingviolence. Firstly, economic growth and developmentledlocal authorities
and state governments to allocate land for infrastructure and resource development, displacing
many disenfranchised people who lacked political voice. Secondly, governments responded to
Naxalite violence with severe violence, reportedly including extrajudicial killings and torture of
suspected insurgents and their families.

By the beginning of the 21st century, extremist movements in certain areas of the country
had become a noticeable force. Extremists operated in 115 districts out of 570 across the
country, particularly active in 33 districts. Their zones of influence and activity were mainly
concentrated in tribal areas and the poorest populations in the states of Bihar, Jharkhand,
Chhattisgarh, Odisha, Maharashtra, and Andhra Pradesh (this tribal belt even acquired the
name “Red Corridor”). The roots of this extremism lay in unresolved socio-economic issues and
the poverty of the population (about 100 million people) in these regions. As later noted by L.K.
Advani, the Minister of Home Affairs in the National Democratic Alliance government (1999-
2004) led by the Bharatiya Janata Party (BJP’s predecessor), “the factors that breed Naxalism
outweigh the systematic efforts to suppress it” [11].

State governments where such groups operated primarily viewed Naxalism as a threat to
law and order. At the same time, acute economic issues, especially in underdeveloped areas,
remained overlooked. Poverty, unemployment, and ruthless exploitation of agricultural workers
by the affluent segment of the village perpetuated a sense of despair, a breeding ground for
Naxalism. Unemployed lumpen-intellectuals also became one of the sources of extremism.

By 2015, the Naxalite movement had expanded to encompass nine states in Central and
Eastern India. Among the states where the Naxalites currently hold significant positions are
Chhattisgarh, Maharashtra, Odisha, Andhra Pradesh, Jharkhand, Bihar, and West Bengal. The
increase in the Naxalites’ popularity was facilitated by their proclaimed goal of building a
just society and their promise to address the land issue through an anti-landlord campaign.
The reasons for the support of the Naxalites among the rural population of India, especially
the Dalits and Adivasis, are diverse. These include the new state forest policy that restricted
their livelihoods, humiliation in cultural and educational spheres, extremely limited access to
healthcare, and social atrocities.

Additionally, the population’s support for the Naxalites was also driven by the failures of the
government and official agencies in the states to implement reforms. Experts identify these
failures as follows: lack of programs to overcome the economic backwardness of agricultural
areas and combat unemployment; insufficient funding to mitigate the effects of frequent natural
disasters; shortages of drinking water and electricity; underdeveloped infrastructure and poor
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connectivity between settlements; lack of hospitals, schools, and other social institutions;
insufficient number of police stations, their poor staffing, equipment, and weaponry; and the
passive stance of civil authorities towards the Naxalites, particularly evident in their fear of
visiting certain areas [12].

The Naxalites primarily employ armed force as their main method of struggle. Particularly
systematic is the use of individual terror as the initial stage of guerrilla warfare. Naxalite leaders
believe that individual terror will help build a just society without a dominant class. In the most
inaccessible areas for the police and government troops, bases are established for preparing
armed operations. It is noteworthy that the Naxalites are armed with modern types of weapons,
obtained not only during confrontations with government forces but also supplied from abroad.
Close contacts have been established with terrorists from the LTTE (Liberation Tigers of Tamil
Eelam) in Sri Lanka, especially in terms of training Naxalite bombers.

Concurrently, some researchers believe that the Naxalite initiatives have led to improved
living and economic conditions for many tribal communities. The Naxalite agenda still includes
fighting for tribal rights to land, water, forest produce, higher wages, healthcare, and education.
However, rural residents also report that the methods of the Naxalites are becoming increasingly
authoritarian, undemocratic, and involve human rights violations, including extrajudicial
killings, beatings, and extortion. Over time, this has caused dissatisfaction among some rural
residents [13].

Throughout various periods, the Naxalite movement has widely employed tactics including:
the abduction of individuals for ransom purposes; assaults on police forces as a retaliatory
measure to demonstrate their strength; and the destruction of state property aimed at
undermining governmental authority.

In recent years, there has been an escalation in religious extremism, also referred to as Maoist
lawlessness, as evidenced by certain incidents in 2008, 2009, and 2010. The Naxalite attacks on
police stations in the Nayagarh district of Orissa on February 15, 2008, served as an alarming
signal for Indian security forces. The death of 35 police officers (including a superintendent
of police) in the Rajnandgaon district on July 12-13, 2009, and the Maoist guerrilla attack on
a Central Police Force camp in the Kanker district, executed by 76-armed jawans on April 6,
2010, stand as grim reminders of the security threat. The shelling of a civilian bus resulting in
the death of 44 passengers in Chhattisgarh also raises serious concerns. With each passing day,
Maoist insurgents appear to be intensifying their dominance in many areas of India, claiming
around 600 lives annually [14].

Therefore, the underlying causes of the Naxalite movement are structural in nature,
encompassing economic, political, and cultural dimensions. Effective countermeasures against
left-wing terrorism, represented by the Naxalites, can only be achieved through addressing a
comprehensive range of national issues, primarily in the realm of land relations. This task is
becoming increasingly urgent, as Maoism, in the form of Naxalism, poses a significant threat to
the security of the Republic of India.

Conclusion
The issue of Naxalism touches upon the challenge of preserving the territorial integrity of the

country and strengthening its relatively young statehood. Additionally, in a country where non-
violent resistance traditionally held strong positions, it is crucial to trace the origins of violence
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and assess the legitimacy of the government’s response actions. History shows that the level of
terrorist activity is significantly influenced by economic factors such as the standard of living
and income differentiation.

The foundational principles of Maoist ideology, amidst the rising popularity of socialist and
communist ideas in the eastern states of India in the second half of the 20th century, laid the
ideological groundwork for the extremist Naxalite movement. Specifically, the Indian Maoists'
rejection of the caste system and their proclaimed objectives of achieving a just society garnered
support among various social and ethno-caste groups. In practice, the Naxalites represent a
form of left-wing radical terrorism. Today, they are closely linked with the Communist Party of
India and are analogous to the Maoists in Nepal.

It is speculated that the Naxalites have strong connections with Al-Qaeda. In 2003, they
organized what is known as the “Red Corridor” - a term for territories under the control of the
Naxalites in India and Maoists in Nepal [6].

Modern Naxalism needs to be studied primarily from a historical perspective due to its
multifaceted nature. Thereisascarcity of scholarly work examining the practices of organizations
like “Salwa Judum.”

The Indian government considers the Naxalites to be the greatest threat to the country. By
conservative estimates, Naxalites are responsible for half of the terrorist acts committed on
Indian territory.

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Abstract. This article uses role theory to examine how Eurasianism
shaped Kazakhstan’s national role conception during the formative decades
of its independence (1991-2019). Drawing on presidential speeches, strategic
documents and secondary analyses, it traces how President Nursultan
Nazarbayev recast Eurasianism from a geographical label into a strategic role
identity-the “Eurasian Bridge.” Building on Kalevi Holsti’s concept of National
Role Conceptions (NRCs), the article argues that Eurasianism functioned as a
foreign-policy role that linked domestic imperatives of interethnic harmony
with an external orientation of balance and cooperation.

The analysis shows how this Eurasian Bridge role underpinned Kazakhstan'’s
multi-vector foreign policy, informed its pattern of institutional alignments
across Eurasian and Euro-Atlantic fora, and shaped its security framing as one
of cooperative, region-wide threat management rather than bloc confrontation.

Empirically, the case illustrates how a mid-sized post-Soviet state converted
structural “in-betweenness” into diplomatic agency by constructing a mediating
role between Russia, China and the West.

Theoretically, the article contributes to Foreign Policy Analysis by
demonstrating how an elite-driven civilizational idea can be translated into a
durable national role conception and by highlighting the value of integrating
role theory with small-state diplomacy in Eurasia.

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Introduction

When the Soviet Union dissolved in 1991, the newly independent Central Asian republics
confronted profound political, social, and economic crises. Among them, Kazakhstan faced
particularlyacute challenges: anabsence of prior statehood, dependence on Sovietinfrastructure,
and a heterogeneous population. Under such conditions, the country’s leadership had to invent
both the idea and the practice of sovereignty. President Nursultan Nazarbayev responded by
embedding a distinctive vision of Kazakhstan's place in the world-Eurasianism-into his country’s
state-building narrative. He presented Kazakhstan as a “Eurasian Bridge” linking East and West,
a mediator among civilizations, and a stabilizing actor in a volatile region. This study explores
how Eurasianism evolved into a national role conception, shaping both Kazakhstan’'s domestic
legitimacy and its foreign-policy behavior.

Scholars have examined various aspects of Kazakhstan’s post-Soviet development, from
institutional transformations to nation-building and identity formation. A number of works
link Kazakhstan'’s foreign policy choices to questions of national identity, ideology, economic
conditions and geopolitical orientation. As Cummings observes [11], Kazakhstan’'s national
identity functions as a filter between external expectations and state responses. Geographic
constraints-landlocked location between Russia and China, dependence on neighbors for trade
routes-have strongly shaped the country’s strategic calculus. These same factors underlie the
emergence of Kazakhstan’s “Eurasian Bridge” concept as a guiding idea in its foreign policy.
Building on this scholarship, the present article adopts a Role Theory perspective to analyze how
Kazakhstan formulated Eurasianism as its national role and operationalized that role in external
behavior. The central argument is that Eurasianism, reframed as a national role conception,
provided an ideational compass for Kazakhstan’s multi-vector diplomacy, harmonizing internal
diversity with external balancing. In role-theoretic terms, Nazarbayev cultivated a foreign-
policy role for Kazakhstan as an intermediary and integrator in Eurasian affairs, thereby linking
identity formation to foreign-policy conduct.

This article examines Kazakhstan's foreign policy under Nursultan Nazarbayev from 1991
to 2019. Nursultan Nazarbayev has been the dominant executive decision maker in Kazakhstan
since the late Soviet period and effectively the only president of independent Kazakhstan until
his resignation in March 2019. Formally, he became president of the Kazakh SSR in April 1990
and then of independent Kazakhstan after the 1 December 1991 election, remaining in office
through a series of constitutional changes and elections that removed term limits and allowed
him to serve multiple mandates (1991, 1999, 2005, 2011, 2015) [14; 11; 31]. Throughout 1991-
2019, Nazarbayev concentrated political power in the presidency, shaped the constitution to
expand executive authority, and personally dominated all key areas of domestic and foreign
policy. Scholars consistently describe this period as one of “super presidential” or “hyper
centralized” rule in which he shaped the political system of the Kazakh nation and was at the
epicenter of all state affairs [11]. He formally stepped down in March 2019, retaining only the
titles of First President and Leader of the Nation and key posts such as chair of the Security
Council, it is the 1991-2019 interval that captures his tenure as sitting president with full
constitutional powers, and thus the period in which he directly exercised day to day control
over Kazakhstan's foreign policy making [31; 25].

The following sections review the literature, outline the methodology and conceptual
framework, followed by case analysis and a discussion of broader findings. The conclusion
summarizes the findings and suggests directions for further theoretical development.
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1. Literature review

1.1 Historical background

Central Asia historically functioned as the crossroads of civilizations, religions, and trade. Its
centrality situated it between great powers, Russia and China to the north and east, the Middle
East and South Asia to the west and south. The traditional term Turkistan denoted Turkic-
speaking regions, including parts of present-day Kazakhstan, but its territorial meaning was
never fixed [1]. The term was used by Emperor Babur (1483-1530) and indicated the region
which today forms a part of Kazakhstan [1]. The modern label Central Asia only took root after
the emergence of the five independent states-Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan,
and Uzbekistan-in 1991.

That year, the Alma-Ata Declaration formally ended the existence of the USSR. The post-
Soviet republics inherited weak institutions, economic dislocation, and inter-ethnic strains
[30; 3]. They also faced external insecurity deriving from geography-exposure to Russia and
China-and from nearby conflicts such as the Afghan civil war and the Gulf War [1]. Moscow’s
earlier cadre policy had deliberately weakened local clan structures [1]. The resulting mixture
of Soviet bureaucratic social engineering and traditional patron-client networks left the Central
Asian republics without genuine independent state experience [11]. Their independence was
accidental-an outcome of Soviet collapse rather than national liberation [10].

The new elites were Soviet-educated technocrats with little pan-Turkic or pan-Islamic
sentiment. Taught about the “failure of capitalism,” they had identified with the Second World
[3;10]. After 1991, they began constructing states according to their own pragmatic designs.
Importantly, many of them, including Kazakhstan’s leadership rejected an exclusively Asian
identity, preferring to view their countries as links between East and West [10; 3; 2]. Concepts
such as “Great Silk Road states” and the “Eurasian Bridge” emerged from this intellectual milieu.

Kazakhstan'’s ruling elite was deeply integrated into the Soviet hierarchy. The former leader,
Dinmuhamed Konaev was a long-serving member of the Politburo and a close associate of the
Soviet leader Leonid Brezhnev [10]. He was accused of corruption and replaced in 1986. The
Soviet authority made the same accusation earlier in Uzbekistan (removal of Rashidov) and
Karakalpakstan. These changes caused a protest in Almaty and young Kazakh people came out
to the streets on December 17-18, 1986. [1; 2]. The unrest presaged the rise of new local elites
who would later lead the independent republics.

When Nazarbayev was elected president by 98.9 percent of voters in 1991, Kazakhstan
faced massive uncertainty. Economic ties to the Soviet market were severed; industrial supply
chains and transport routes were broken; and demographic diversity, including a large Slavic
population in the north, posed potential instability [10; 30]. To navigate this environment,
Nazarbayev prioritized social stability and inter-ethnic harmony, while seeking cooperation
without subordination to Russia [30]. His government opened the resource sector to foreign
investors to overcome the economic crisis, and it promoted a policy of multi-vector foreign
relations [17].

Kazakhstan'’s early foreign policy doctrine rested on geopolitical realities, including territory,
ethnic composition, landlocked position and proximity to major powers. As Kasenov argued,
Kazakhstan'’s security could not rely on military power alone and required diversified external
relations and economic integration [22].

1.2 Origins and Interpretations of Eurasianism in Kazakhstan

The idea of Eurasianism, central to Kazakhstan’s emerging self-image in the 1990s, has long
carried dual meanings: one geographic, one politico-philosophical. In its broadest geographic
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sense, Eurasianism simply refers to the vast landmass spanning Europe and Asia. Early
geopolitical thinkers like Halford Mackinder famously conceptualized the Eurasian heartland
as the strategic “pivot” of history [26]. In the 20th century, Russian émigré intellectuals and
their later followers developed Eurasianism into a political-cultural doctrine. They assert that
Russia’s civilization blends European and Asian elements and that Russia is destined to lead
the Eurasian continent. Lev Gumilev argued that Russia’s culture blended European and Asian
elements and was shaped by both Christianity and Islam [16].

Kazakhstan’s interpretation of Eurasianism, however, diverged sharply from the Russian
version. Nazarbayev reimagined Eurasia not as a Russian-led space but as a common space
in which Kazakhstan would act as a bridge between equal partners [10]. In his vision,
articulated as early as the mid-1990s, Eurasianism was stripped of any implication of Russian
hegemony and instead emphasized sovereign equality and integration among all Eurasian
states. As Mostafa notes, Eurasianism is a multidimensional concept that different actors have
reinterpreted over time [27]. While the Russian variant stresses hierarchy and Moscow-centric
unity, the Kazakhstani variant stresses connectivity, balance, and partnership among peers. In
Kazakhstan’s discourse, Eurasianism denotes bridging, not belonging. The country’s role is to
connect various civilizations and great powers, rather than to declare allegiance to any one
bloc or to dominate others. This crucial interpretive difference helps explain why Kazakhstan’s
Eurasian initiative gained international acceptance as a pragmatic, inclusive framework, in
contrast to Russian Eurasianism which is often viewed as an ideological or neo-imperial project.

The intellectual seed of Kazakhstan’s Eurasianism can be traced to the early independence
period. After 1991, Central Asian elites-largely Soviet-educated technocrats with little pan-Turkic
or pan-Islamic inclination - found themselves seeking new national ideologies to legitimize their
rule. Many, including Nazarbayev, were reluctant to define their states as exclusively “Asian” or
to sever ties with the broader international community. Instead, they preferred to cast their
countries as links between East and West. Concepts such as the revival of the “Great Silk Road”
and the notion of a “Eurasian Bridge” emerged from this milieu, reflecting an impulse to leverage
geography as a positive identity asset [17; 7].

In Kazakhstan’s context, Nazarbayev articulated this idea most explicitly by arguing that
the newly independent state, having rejected the flawed foundations of totalitarianism, was
undertaking a distinctive role: to promote balanced and harmonious development among
all national cultures while bridging two broader conceptual and cultural spheres of the
contemporary world. In this sense, he presented it as a practical expression of the Eurasian idea
[28].

Nazarbayev’s seminal Moscow State University speech in 1994 marked the public launch
of Kazakhstan’s Eurasianism. In that address, he proposed the creation of a “Eurasian Union”
grounded in economic and security cooperation among post-Soviet states. This proposal
drew directly on Kazakhstan’s unique geostrategic position and multiethnic composition
[27]. Nazarbayev reinforced the concept in subsequent strategy documents, most notably
the Kazakhstan-2030 development strategy unveiled in 1997 [28]. In Kazakhstan-2030, he
explicitly cast Kazakhstan'’s historic mission as joining “two conceptual and emotional contexts
of the modern world,” after having rejected the “false principles of totalitarianism” of the past.
By this account, Kazakhstan was executing a “unique function” in ensuring the harmonious
development of all its national cultures within a broader “system of world culture”. This vivid
language essentially elevated the Eurasian idea to the level of national ideology [28].
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In summary, during the 1990s, Nazarbayev repurposed Eurasianist thought to craft a new
national ideology for Kazakhstan. He fused geography with ideology: Kazakhstan would be
neither fully European nor Asian, but a hybrid nation bridging the two. This identity was as
much inward-facing (to forge unity in a diverse society) as outward-facing (to guide foreign
relations). By integrating geopolitical and geocultural dimensions, the Eurasian concept could
promote internal cohesion and external cooperation simultaneously. The conceptual evolution
was thus one of Eurasianism-from-above: an elite-driven narrative that redefined Kazakhstan's
post-Soviet identity in inclusive and pragmatic terms [3].

1.3 Focus on Kazakhstan’s Foreign Policy Behavior

While many studies address Central Asia as a region, several scholars have examined
Kazakhstan as a distinct case. The literature on Kazakhstan can broadly be grouped into four
strands:

(a) the institutionalization and political regime [11];

(b) identity and nation-building [3]; and

(c) specific social and cultural themes, including language, rural life, and symbolic politics
[3].
(d) anumber of works also link Kazakhstan’s foreign policy to questions of identity, ideology,
and geopolitical orientation [2; 19].

Geographic proximity to Russia and deep historical ties has produced reciprocal perceptions
that shape both sides’ foreign-policy conduct. The country’s landlocked geography, position
between Russia and China, and reliance on neighbors for trade routes are key elements of its
strategic calculus [11; 19; 23]. These same factors underlie the emergence of Kazakhstan’s
Eurasian Bridge concept [11].

Cummings argues that ideological determinants, such as Eurasianism, gain instrumental
value under two conditions: (1) when established values are challenged, and (2) when the
political system is highly centralized. Both applied to post-Soviet Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan,
which responded to the collapse of communism through pragmatic rather than ideological
politics. Nazarbayev’s rhetoric of multi-vectorism and peaceful diplomacy reflects this action-
oriented pragmatism. [11].

Kazakh elites and the broader public tend to view themselves as secular, pragmatic, and
“Eurasian”, celebrating hospitality and hierarchy as national virtues [11]. Nazarbayev’s snow
leopard imagery conveyed a preference for restrained strength rather than aggression [29].
Nazarbayev often referred to both Turkic origins and blood ties with Russia, positioning
Eurasianism as a convenient middle ground between these identities [28; 11]. Unlike the
Russian version, which emphasized a shared Eurasian civilization, Kazakhstan’s Eurasianism
prioritized economic cooperation and balance over ideology [11].

Anceschi similarly argues that regimes can reshape public behavior through foreign policy,
while Cummings and Anceschi note that charismatic leadership and an apolitical population
facilitated this convergence [3; 11; 20]. In Kazakhstan, leadership skillfully leveraged domestic
and external pressures to forge a stable identity. Anceschi later contends that Eurasianism
has become central to Kazakhstan’s interpretation of its history and geopolitical challenges,
underpinning its multilateralism and accommodating its multi-ethnic composition [4].

Recent scholarship further emphasizes the agency of leadership in Kazakhstan’s foreign
policy. Leadership decision-making served as a crucial bridge between systemic constraints
and state responses. Anceschi extends this argument, suggesting that neo-Eurasianism has
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served shifting purposes-from legitimizing leadership to balancing autonomy from Russia
while maintaining economic ties [4]. These analyses highlight the President’s central role
in Kazakhstan’s foreign-policy behavior and suggest that further research on leadership
psychology and decision-making could deepen understanding of how identity and pragmatism
intertwine in Kazakhstan’s diplomacy.

Scholarship on post-Soviet Central Asia has long emphasized the region’s geopolitical “in
betweenness” between Russia and China and its exposure to great power competition, often
framed as a “new Great Game” [2; 8; 12]. Within this setting, Kazakhstan stands out for having
articulated an explicit Eurasian identity project that links state building at home with foreign
policy positioning abroad. Early speeches by President Nursultan Nazarbayev cast Kazakhstan
as a “Eurasian state” and “bridge” between East and West, embedding Eurasianism into the very
narrative of sovereign statehood after 1991 [28]. Studies of Kazakhstan’s evolving “geopolitical
code” demonstrate how this leadership-driven discourse sought to reconcile proximity to Russia
with aspirations for global integration and multi-vector diplomacy [2].

The literature suggests that Eurasianism remains a contested discursive field in which
Russian and Kazakhstani actors advance different visions of order, sovereignty and integration
[33; 19]. The literature therefore suggests that “Eurasia” functions less as a shared geopolitical
project than as a discursive arena in which different actors (Russian, Kazakhstani, and Western)
advance competing visions of regional order.

2. Methodology: discourse-based role reconstruction

(a) Using leadership discourse as data

Methodologically, the article proceeds from the assumption, shared by much foreign policy
analysis and discourse analytic work, that public speeches, strategy documents, and interviews
constitute a primary site where leaders articulate national roles and justify foreign policy
choices [6]. As Carta and Narminio argue, foreign policy discourse performs framing, generative
and legitimating functions. It not only describes but actively helps constitute the “self” and
“others” of foreign policy, linking domestic and international levels of analysis [6]. Similarly,
role analytic studies have long relied on content analysis of leaders’ statements to infer national
role conceptions [18]. In line with this approach, the present study draws on close reading of
presidential addresses (n=50 key speeches delivered by Nursultan Nazarbayev), as well as
foundational strategy texts such as “Kazakhstan 2030,” official foreign policy concepts. These
are coupled with secondary scholarship on Kazakhstani Eurasianism, regime legitimation, and
regional diplomacy [2; 20]. The aim is not to reconstruct Nazarbayev’s private beliefs, but to
identify stable patterns in the publicly performed self-ascription of roles and to relate these to
observable foreign policy behavior. [6; 18; 5].

(b) Limitations and scope conditions

Thereliance onelite/leadersdiscourseinevitably comeswith limitations.In highly centralized,
highly centralized political systems such as Kazakhstan, access to internal deliberations and
dissenting elite views is restricted, and public texts are often carefully curated [20]. As a result,
the analysis captures the leadership’s official narrative rather than the full spectrum of domestic
contestation around Kazakhstan’s international identity [13]. Nevertheless, consistent with
standard role analytic and discourse analytic practice, public speeches and strategic documents
provide indispensable evidence on how the regime itself chooses to represent its national role
to both internal and external audiences [6].
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3. Conceptual Framework

3.1 Role Theory and National Role Conceptions

Role theory in foreign policy analysis provides a useful lens for understanding how state
identities shape behavior. Kalevi Holsti introduced the concept of National Role Conceptions
(NRCs) to describe policymakers’ own definitions of their state’s identity, purpose, and
appropriate behavior on the world stage [18]. Following Holsti’s classic formulation, national
role conceptions are understood here as decision-makers’ own definitions of the appropriate
purposes, commitments, and behaviors of their state in the international system, which then
serve as guidelines for action in foreign policy [18]. Rather than treating roles as mere reflections
of material capabilities, recent work emphasizes their ideational and interpretive dimension.
Leaders draw on historical experience, domestic identity work, and external expectations to
construct relatively durable role scripts that filter how they read threats and opportunities [18;
35; 5]. In this perspective, Kazakhstan’s “Eurasian Bridge” is treated as such a leadership-defined
national role conception that structures foreign-policy choices without fully determining them
[18].

According to Naomi Wish, once established, national role conceptions tend to provide long-
standing guidelines or standards for behavior [35]. Their longevity and stability mean that
an NRC can consistently orient a state’s foreign-policy choices even amid changing external
circumstances. In the case of Kazakhstan, as this article will show, the leadership’s articulation
of a Eurasian “bridge” role became a durable guiding idea that shaped two decades of foreign
policy. The Role theory framework thus links role formation (how Kazakhstan sees itself) with
foreign-policy behavior (how it acts internationally). This approach posits that if Kazakhstan’s
leadership constructed Eurasianism as the core of the national role, then foreign policy
would logically be directed toward enacting that role. Indeed, Holsti anticipated that national
role conceptions manifest not only in discourse but also in concrete policy actions [18]. The
following sections examine how Nazarbayev’s regime formulated such a role conception around
Eurasianism and operationalized it in practice.

3.2 The “Eurasian Bridge” as Kazakhstan’s National Role Conception

Within Holsti’s typology, this article draws particularly on the idea of ‘bridge’ and ‘mediator
integrator’ roles [18; 35]. Holsti’s original typology already envisaged bridge and mediator
integrator roles, in which states see themselves as connectors across regional or ideological
divides and as facilitators of cooperation in their surroundings [18; 35]. Subsequent role analytic
work has shown that such roles are not confined to great powers. Small and medium sized states
can strategically embrace niche roles-norm entrepreneurs, mediators, regional stabilizers-to
leverage limited capabilities into disproportionate diplomatic influence [5]. Kazakhstan’s self-
presentation as a peaceful, modernizing state, linking Europe and Asia and promoting dialogue
among civilizations, fits closely with this bridge/mediator integrator cluster. It combines a
strong emphasis on cooperation and multilateralism with an identity narrative that stresses
cultural hybridity and geographic in-betweenness.

This role conception operates simultaneously at the domestic and international levels. It
frames Kazakhstan’s identity as one of “in-betweenness” — neither purely European nor purely
Asian, but uniquely positioned to connect both [2; 12].

This positional identity helps distinguish Kazakhstan’s Eurasianism from Russian or even
Turkish variants. For Russia, Eurasianism historically implied centrality and control. For Turkey,
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itsometimes evokes a Turkic leadership role or kinship in Central Asia. In contrast, Kazakhstan’s
Eurasian Bridge concept stresses connectivity, equilibrium, and inclusivity, reflecting the
country’s geography and multi-ethnic society [10; 27]. Nazarbayev’s articulation of the role
combined political pragmatism with civilizational imagination. Domestically, it linked the idea
of Kazakhstan as a multiethnic space with the regime’s legitimacy agenda [28]. Internationally,
it provided a rationale for multi-vector diplomacy - maintaining constructive relations with all
major powers without becoming subordinate to any [17].

Several analysts have identified the objectives embedded in Nazarbayev’s discourse. These
include:

(a) fostering economic integration and peaceful relations with great-power neighbors (to
ensure development and avoid isolation);

(b) accommodating Kazakhstan’s multi-ethnic population by constructing an inclusive civic
identity (to prevent ethnic strife);

(c) establishing a civic national identity that transcends ethnic divisions (often referred to
as the “Kazakhstani” identity); and

(d) leveraging the country’s geographic location to prevent external domination or internal
fragmentation [30; 10; 27].

In sum, the Eurasian Bridge role was not mere rhetoric - it was a strategic framework that
linked domestic consolidation to external cooperation, guiding the pattern of behavior that
became Kazakhstan’s hallmark in foreign affairs.

By reframing Eurasianism as a national role, Nazarbayev gave it practical operability. This
self-conception resonated with Kazakhstan’s needs in the 1990s: to preserve sovereignty amid
powerful neighbors, to attract investment and security guarantees from multiple directions,
and to maintain internal stability in a multiethnic society. The Eurasian Bridge narrative
justified policies to those ends. It provided an ideational compass for Kazakhstan’s foreign
policy, ensuring that day-to-day decisions remained aligned with the broader identity the
leadership promoted. The consistent invocation of this role in speeches, strategy documents,
and educational curricula indicates how deeply it became entrenched in Kazakhstan’s strategic
culture by the 2000s.

3.3 National Role Conception and Multivectorism

A closely related concept and the primary operationalization of the Eurasian Bridge role -
is Kazakhstan’s doctrine of “multi-vector” foreign policy. In practice, multi-vector diplomacy
has been the strategy by which the Eurasian Bridge identity is enacted. The term multi-vector
was first introduced by Nazarbayev in 1992, when he described Kazakhstan’s desired post-
Cold War posture as balanced “between East and West” [17; 7]. At its core, the multi-vector
principle aimed to secure maximum benefit for Kazakhstan by engaging with all major powers
and regional blocs. Thereby mitigating geopolitical risks and avoiding overdependence on any
single partner. In the turbulent post-Soviet environment-marked by the “great power contest”
in Central Asia - such an approach promised to preserve Kazakhstan’s autonomy and attract
economic gains [8; 17].

Figure 1 illustrates how Eurasianism as an ideational foundation evolves into Kazakhstan'’s
“Eurasian Bridge” national role conception. This, in turn, produces multi-vector foreign-policy
behavior balancing major powers while promoting cooperation and mediation.

Scholars have analyzed Kazakhstan’s multi-vector policy from various theoretical angles. We
can identify at least following interpretations in the literature:

(1) a rationalist cost-benefit calculus (emphasizing pragmatic self-interest in diversifying
partners) [17];

(2) abargaining model of small-state behavior (whereby Kazakhstan maximizes leverage by
playing external powers against each other) [15];

(3) a co-alignment or issue-specific alignment strategy (forming flexible partnerships on
different issues rather than permanent blocs) [7]; and

(4) a form of defensive balancing to offset the influence of any one great power[32].

For instance, Hanks views multi-vectorism through a realist lens as a series of pragmatic
trade-offs-Kazakhstan balancing domestic priorities with external pressures to ensure regime
survival [17]. Gnedina, examining a similar policy in Ukraine, argues that multi-vector states
“neither balance nor bandwagon” but rather bargain with all sides to extract benefits, preferring
flexibility over firm commitments [15]. Her insight underscores that multi-vectorism is notabout
indecision but about active maneuvering. A point that likely applies in the Central Asian context
as well. Likewise, Contessi interprets multi-vectorism as a deliberate statecraft strategy of “co-
alignments,” wherein Kazakhstan engages in selective partnerships (economic with one power,
security with another, etc.) to maximize overall gains [7]. Despite differing emphases, these
analyses converge on a few key points: multi-vectorism is fundamentally about independence,
flexibility, and diversification in foreign relations.
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Importantly, Kazakhstani officials have themselves framed multi-vector foreign policy as
a natural extension of the country’s identity and geopolitical situation. Nazarbayev and his
diplomats often presented Kazakhstan’s multi-vector approach as a policy of “cooperation and
cohabitation” with all major powers [28; 29]. While some outside critics labeled it inconsistent
or opportunistic. The Kazakhstani narrative defended multi-vectorism as principled balance -
engaging with allthe world’sleading powers, butallowing no actor to dominate. In essence, multi-
vectorism functioned as the diplomatic doctrine born from the Eurasian Bridge role conception.
[t translated the abstract notion of Kazakhstan’s “in-betweenness” into a concrete pattern
of state behavior. By remaining deliberately non-aligned and open to multiple partnerships,
Kazakhstan could transform its structural vulnerability into a form of agency and resilience.

To summarize, the Eurasian Bridge identity provided the normative justification for
Kazakhstan’s multi-vector foreign policy. While multi-vectorism provided the practical
mechanism to realize the Eurasian Bridge role. The vagueness of the multi-vector concept,
sometimes criticized by analysts, actually contributed to its success. It gave Kazakhstan freedom
to adapt to changing circumstances without abandoning its core role identity. In the big picture,
this doctrinal flexibility was central to Kazakhstan’s foreign-policy model and became one of
the defining features of its international persona in the Nazarbayev era.

Seen through a small/mid-sized state diplomacy lens, Kazakhstan’s Eurasian Bridge role
provides an ideational foundation for its well-known strategy of multivector foreign policy.
Rather than simple hedging or bandwagoning, multivectorism can be read as a role consistent
effort to embed Kazakhstan simultaneously in Russian-led, Chinese-led, Western, and regional
institutions. Thereby maximizing autonomy while avoiding exclusive alignment with any single
patron. In this sense, the Eurasian Bridge role functions as a cognitive and justificatory script
that links Kazakhstan’s material vulnerabilities as a landlocked, mid-sized post-Soviet state to a
proactive, diplomatic strategy.

4. Results and Discussion

The foregoing analysis demonstrates that by framing Kazakhstan as a “Eurasian Bridge,”
the leadership linked the pragmatic necessities of survival in a complex neighborhood with an
identity narrative emphasizing peace, mediation, and integration. In other words, identity and
realpolitik were fused into a single strategy.

The empirical analysis of Nursultan Nazarbayev’s speeches (n= 50) shows that the most
frequently mentioned items were mainly ideational (the category “other”). The categories of
“economy”, “integration” and “security” were mentioned to a lesser degree. This means that
topics such as “Eurasian” state, “civilizational dialogue between the states”, and “peaceful
coexistence” were discussed more than others.

Then, the preceding analysis shows a high degree of consistency between Nazarbayev’s
Eurasianist discourse and Kazakhstan's foreign policy behavior. This role is not enacted in a
vacuum, but under institutional and structural constraints that generate tensions and tradeoffs.

At the same time, the Eurasian Bridge conception has generated significant role strain,
particularly in Kazakhstan’s economic and security integration with Russia. The launch of
the Customs Union and later the EAEU exposed Astana to asymmetric shocks and regulatory
frictions that sat uneasily with its rhetoric of sovereign equality [24]. The 2014-2015-ruble
crisis and Western sanctions on Russia led to a sharp depreciation of the ruble, undercutting
Kazakh producers with a surge of cheap Russian imports and forcing repeated devaluations
of the tenge. Domestic criticism of “importing” Russian problems intensified, and Nazarbayev
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publicly insisted that the EAEU was a purely economic project and that Kazakhstan reserved
the right to withdraw if its independence were threatened [24; 25]. Similar tensions surfaced
in intra EAEU disputes over tariffs, border frictions, and Russia’s unilateral countersanctions,
which disrupted regional trade but were politically costly for Astana to oppose openly [25].
From a role theoretical perspective, these episodes exemplify how a state committed to a
bridge/mediator role must constantly reconcile overlapping expectations. Deep institutional
engagement with a dominant neighbour, protection of domestic economic and sovereignty
interests, and maintenance of a multivector image vis a vis other partners [18].

4.1 Domestic legitimation and authoritarian resilience

The Eurasian Bridge role has also been central to domestic legitimation. Nazarbayev’s
image as “Leader of the Nation” is closely tied to narratives of successful nation building, inter-
ethnic stability, and international prestige [21]. High-profile initiatives-hosting OSCE and EXPO
summits, convening interreligious congresses, and championing Eurasian integration-are
routinely presented as evidence that Kazakhstan is recognized globally, which in turn validates
the regime’s performance at home. These moves exemplify what Del Sordi terms “dynamic
legitimation” in which external praise and institutional status are fed back into domestic
narratives of competence and indispensability. This reinforced the link between foreign policy
success and regime stability without the need for overt ideological mobilization [13].

4.2 Structural constraints on agency

Finally, the enactment of the Eurasian Bridge role is conditioned by structural constraints in
Kazakhstan’s regional environment. As Cooley and Costa Buranelli argue, Central Asian regimes
operate within a dense web of great power pressures, economic asymmetries, and informal
transnational networks that limit their autonomy even as they seek to project agency [8; 9].
Kazakhstan’s landlocked geography, dependence on hydrocarbon exports, and embeddedness
in Russian transport and energy infrastructures mean that its mediating diplomacy often takes
the form of calibrated soft balancing and “quiet hedging,” rather than open contestation [34].
The Eurasian Bridge role, therefore, cannot be read as a purely voluntarist construct. Rather,
it is an adaptive script that allows Astana to navigate, and partially re-interpret, the structural
dilemmas.

From an internal perspective, Eurasianism provided the ideational foundation for
Kazakhstan’s state-building and regime legitimacy. By presenting Kazakhstan’s nationhood
as inherently Eurasian and inclusive, the leadership converted what could have been sources
of division (ethnic, linguistic, and religious differences) into pillars of a unique national idea.
The Eurasian Bridge narrative thus reinforced domestic stability and justified the centralized
presidential system as the guardian of interethnic peace.

Externally, the same Eurasianist role conception justified a foreign policy of multi-vector
balance and non-alignment. Kazakhstan's refusal to cast any great power as an adversary and
its effort to maintain constructive relations with all had a clear rationale in its self-portrayal as
a bridge state. This role enabled Kazakhstan to punch above its weight in international affairs.
The country positioned itself as a mediator and convener, hosting talks (for example, on Syria in
the Astana Process in 2017, beyond our period but rooted in this identity) and leading regional
confidence-building efforts. Participation in both Eurasian and Euro-Atlantic institutions, such
as simultaneously engaging in the EAEU, WTO, SCO, and OSCE-was not seen as contradictory but
rather as evidence of Kazakhstan'’s bridging capacity. This approach yielded tangible benefits.
Kazakhstan attracted substantial foreign investment from the West (especially in oil and gas),
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security assistance and training from NATO countries, and also enjoyed preferential trade and
migration arrangements with Russia and China. Its balanced stance also earned the country a
reputation as a responsible international actor, culminating in its election as a non-permanent
member of the UN Security Council for 2017-2018 (just beyond our study’s timeframe). That
achievement was often credited to Kazakhstan’s image as a bridge between worlds.

To illustrate how Kazakhstan's Eurasianist role manifested across different dimensions of
policy. Each dimension reflects how the national role conception translates into policy and
image.

Overall, the distinction between Kazakhstani and Russian Eurasianism remained a critical
factor in the success of Kazakhstan's role. Kazakhstan’s Eurasianism was outwardly non-
threatening - it did not seek to revise the international order or create exclusive blocs, which
made it palatable to a wide range of partners. Russian Eurasianism, by contrast, was often
perceived as anti-Western or neo-imperial, limiting its appeal beyond certain ideological circles.
Kazakhstan managed to navigate this by continually affirming that its Eurasian initiatives
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were about bridging rather than building blocks. This helped the country avoid backlash and
instead gain recognition (for instance, the OSCE summit it hosted in 2010 was attended by
both Western and Eastern leaders, validating its bridge role). The Eurasian project launched
by Kazakhstan was thus generally seen as a pragmatic diplomatic framework rather than an
ideological campaign.

From a role theory standpoint, Kazakhstan under Nazarbayev offers a vivid example of
how leaders can translate an abstract idea into a consistent pattern of state behavior. The
transformation from Eurasianism-as-concept to Eurasian Bridge-as-role occurred through
several reinforcing mechanisms.

e First was spatial translation: the regime leveraged geography (e.g., capital relocation) as
a symbolic expression of the new identity.

e Secondwasinstitutional translation: Kazakhstan’s proactive participation and leadership
in regional organizations gave practical substance to its multi-vector, integrative role.

e Third was discursive translation: continuous articulation of Kazakhstan’s peace-building,
mediator identity in Nazarbayev’s speeches, national strategies, and educational narratives
ensured that rhetoric and policy moved in tandem.

Together, these mechanisms produced a high degree of coherence between what Kazakhstan
said (its role conception discourse) and what it did (its foreign policy actions). This coherence
is exactly what role theory would predict. As Holsti and Wish suggest, once a national role
conception is adopted, it tends to manifest in both words and deeds. Kazakhstan’s case “fulfills”
this expectation by showing a strong alignment of identity and behavior over a 25-year period
[18; 35].

[t should be noted, however, that the Eurasian Bridge role was closely tied to Nazarbayev’s
personalleadership and the domesticpolitical context ofa highly centralized system. Charismatic
authority and a lack of organized opposition made it easier for Nazarbayev to impose a single
narrative and foreign-policy line [3]. The stability of the role conception owes much to the
stability of Nazarbayev’s rule. This raises questions about how enduring the role will be in
the longer term. Especially after leadership transitions. The evidence up to 2019 suggests that
Eurasianism had become institutionalized enough to outlast its architect. Still, further analysis
is warranted to see how new leaders reaffirm or reinterpret this national role.

Finally, the Kazakhstan case invites a broader theoretical consideration: How does a small
or medium-sized state successfully craft and maintain a national role conception in a volatile
region? It appears critical that the role aligns well with both internal needs and external
constraints. Eurasianism worked for Kazakhstan because it simultaneously addressed
domestic identity dilemmas and exploited geopolitical opportunities. The country’s relatively
small power capabilities were mitigated by a savvy use of ideology and diplomacy, turning
Kazakhstan’s “positional ambiguity” (being in-between great powers) into a source of agency
and leverage. In this sense, Kazakhstan’s Eurasian Bridge role stands as a distinctive model of
small-state diplomacy in the post-Soviet space. It illustrates that even states with constrained
material power can, through creative role construction, enhance their international standing
and security.

This study underscores the value of role theory in linking identity and foreign policy, and
it points toward several avenues for deeper exploration. Future research could undertake
comparative analyses of national role conceptions across post-Soviet states. In short,
Kazakhstan'’s experience invites scholars to explore how national role conceptions are formed,
sustained, or altered under different domestic and international conditions.
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Conclusion

This article has shown how an abstract civilizational idea - Eurasianism - was strategically
recast by Kazakhstan’s leadership into a coherent and durable national role conception, the
“Eurasian Bridge.” Confronted with the uncertainty of the post-Soviet order, Nazarbayev’s
elites used this role to bind together domestic imperatives of ethnic harmony and regime
stability with an external orientation of balance, multilateralism, and moderation. Eurasianism
was stripped of hierarchical, neo- imperial connotations and reframed as a non-threatening,
connective identity. Kazakhstan would be neither purely European nor purely Asian, but a
peaceful, integrative state linking the two.

By consistently articulating and institutionalizing this Eurasian Bridge role - in speeches,
strategic documents such as “Kazakhstan 2030,” the relocation of the capital to Astana, and the
proliferation of “Eurasia” in official nomenclature - Kazakhstan translated geography, culture,
and historical memory into strategic assets. The role provided the ideational foundation for
multi-vector foreign policy and was enacted through a pattern of behaviors characteristic of
a “bridge/mediator integrator”. Over time, this role performance helped Kazakhstan avoid
exclusive alignment with any single patron, frame security challenges as regional and collective
rather than bilateral. At the same time, cultivate a reputation as a responsible, status-seeking
middle power engaged with all major actors while avoiding dependence on any single patron.

Implications

Theoretically, the Kazakh case underscores the value of Role Theory as amid-range framework
that links identity formation to patterned foreign policy behavior. The analysis shows that even
under pronounced asymmetries vis a vis Russia and China, a mid-sized, non-Western state can
exercise agency by constructing a role. That is simultaneously domestically legitimating and
externally acceptable, turning “positional ambiguity” into diplomatic leverage.

For practitioners, Kazakhstan's experience illustrates both the potential and constraints of
“bridge” strategies. A carefully crafted role can stabilize expectations at home, justify diversified
alignments abroad, and create room for maneuver amid great power rivalry. At the same time,
the discussion of role strain highlights that such strategies depend on continual calibration and
can come under stress or role conflict when structural constraints tighten.

Limitations

Several limitations qualify these findings.

First, the study is centered on a single national case, using other Central Asian states primarily
asaregional baseline rather than as fully developed comparators. This design allows for detailed
process tracing of Kazakhstan’s role construction, but it limits the ability to generalize about
“bridge” roles across different contexts.

Second, the analysis is largely leadership and discourse focused. It draws heavily on
presidential speeches, strategy documents, and patterns of institutional participation. Indirectly
captures societal reception, bureaucratic politics, and sub elite contestation around Eurasianism
and multivectorism. While existing work suggests that Eurasianism was broadly woven into
Kazakhstan'’s state-building narrative, questions remain about how deeply and uniformly the
Eurasian Bridge identity has been internalized across society and state institutions.

Third, the temporal scope is bounded. The core empirical window (1991-2019) captures the
consolidation of the Eurasian Bridge under Nazarbayev and the early phase of its adaptation
under Tokayev. But cannot fully assess the role’s resilience under shifting systemic conditions,
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including evolving great power competition and regional security crises. Finally, while the
article notes that material factors (hydrocarbon wealth, landlocked geography, dependence on
Russian transit) created both opportunities and constraints, it does not systematically model
their interaction with ideational variables.

Future research

These limitations point to several avenues for future inquiry.

First, comparative work within Central Asia could examine whether and how other republics
have developed their own leadership-defined role conceptions. Systematically incorporating
Uzbekistan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan and Turkmenistan into a role analytic framework would
illuminate the conditions under which small and medium sized states in the region converge
on complementary roles (e.g., regional stabilizer, neutral buffer, security consumer) or fall into
role conflict.

Second, the rise of explicitly regional diplomatic formats - most notably the annual C5
consultative summits - creates an opportunity to study how Kazakhstan’s bridge/mediator role
is re-negotiated in a purely Central Asian setting where great powers are not physically present
at the table. Future research could trace whether Astana’s agenda setting on connectivity, water
management, and security cooperation in these fora consolidates a distinct “regional bridge”
role, and how this interacts with pan Eurasian initiatives such as the EAEU, SCO, and China’s
Belt and Road.

Third, integrating Role Theory with leadership studies would help connect macro level
role scripts with micro level decision styles. Systematically profiling Nazarbayev, Tokayev
and key successors, and comparing their traits to observed adjustments in Kazakhstan’s role
performance, would clarify how different psychological predispositions sustain, recalibrate, or
potentially redirect the same inherited role conception.

Fourth, more bottom-up research is needed on domestic reception and contestation of
Eurasianism. Survey data, media analysis, and sub-national case studies could reveal how
different social groups, rural vs. urban populations, younger generation resist, or reinterpret
the Eurasian Bridge narrative, and how this shapes the role’s long-term robustness.

Taken together, these lines of inquiry would deepen our understanding of how Kazakhstan’s
Eurasian Bridge role is maintained, adapted, or transformed as leadership changes and Eurasia’s
geopolitical landscape evolves. More broadly, they would help specify the conditions under
which “bridge” roles allow mid-sized states to convert structural vulnerabilities into enduring
diplomatic assets within Central Asia and beyond.

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The impact of the Ukrainian crisis on the global food system

Abstract. The article provides a brief analysis of the global food problem, its influencing factors, and
consequences. The world community has been trying to solve this problem for a long time, but the emergence
of reasons such as the coronavirus pandemic, various conflicts, continues to increase the gap between supply
and demand, and threatens global economic growth. In addition, the article discusses and examines the impact
of the latest geopolitical waves, especially the Ukrainian crisis, on the World Food Issue on the basis of statistical
data. It is known that this crisis has caused various problems on the world stage, and the impact on the food
system creates a number of difficulties, such as rising prices, difficulty finding other carriers, declining quality,
and reduced arable land. According to statistics, the two main actors of the crisis - Ukraine and Russia-are
the largest players in food production and trade. For example, Ukraine and Russia are among the five largest
exporters of barley, sunflower, and corn in the world, and they account for a third of the world's wheat exports.
Finding an alternative source of supply for certain agricultural products can be very difficult and unlikely even
in the long run. The already serious food problem is becoming even more acute in a number of developing
countries that depend on exports from Ukraine and Russia. The costs incurred by the conflicting parties are
also important. Information about the measures taken by international organizations and other factors to
solve the problem is also discussed in the article. Such issues and a number of forecasts and suggestions for the
future will be outlined in the article.

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Cooperation between the United Nations and the Republic of Kazakhstan
in the field of environmental safety

Abstract. The paper outlines the main directions and features of bilateral cooperation between the
UN and Kazakhstan in the field of environmental security, focusing on the signed legal acts. Based on the
analysis of official sources, as well as domestic and foreign literature, joint projects and initiatives in the
field of environmental cooperation have been considered. Problems and challenges faced by bilateral
relations between the UN and Kazakhstan at the present stage, such as financing, low institutional
capacity, the problem of introducing new technologies, and others, are considered. This allows for giving
recommendations for solving problems in these aspects. The analysis of cooperation between the United
Nations and the Republic of Kazakhstan in the field of environmental security allowed us to get a full
picture of its impact on environmental security and the sustainable development of the Republic. The
practical significance of this study lies in the possibility of its results being utilized by state authorities in
the development of new environmental programs. The conclusions formulated in the paper contribute
to a deeper scientific understanding of the role of international organizations in addressing regional
environmental problems.

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The Mutual Influence of Religion and Political Ideology in Contemporary Kazakhstan

Abstract. This article provides a comprehensive examination of the role and influence of religion
within the ideological space of contemporary Kazakhstan. The study explores spiritual and social
transformations of the post-Soviet period, presenting religion as a significant factor in the country’s
cultural and political development. The author argues that religion has moved beyond the boundaries
of faith and tradition to become a powerful social institution shaping public consciousness and national
ideology.
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The paper analyzes the institutionalization of religious organizations, the evolution of Kazakhstan’s
confessional landscape, and the functioning of religious institutions under a secular framework.
The confessional structure is categorized into three levels: traditional religions (Islam, Orthodoxy),
historically established confessions (Catholicism, Protestantism, Buddhism), and new religious
movements that emerged during the independence period. The cultural dialogue between Islam and
Christianity is identified as a vital element of national stability and spiritual security.

Special emphasis is placed on the transnational dimension of religion, including its interaction
with external spiritual centers and ideological influences. The scientific novelty of the study lies
in conceptualizing religion not merely as a spiritual phenomenon, but as an integral component of
Kazakhstan’s ideological and cultural policy. The findings offer theoretical and practical insights into the
interconnection of religion, ideology, and spiritual security in the context of globalization.

Internal environmental migration in Kazakhstan: the experience of political analysis

Abstract. The article is devoted to the political analysis of internal environmental migration,
considered in the context of social stability, national security and regional development. Internal
ecological migration in Kazakhstan is an important socio-political phenomenon caused by environmental
degradation and changes in climatic conditions. The article uses methods of regulatory framework
analysis, statistical analysis, and comparative analysis. Possible policy strategies to reduce the negative
effects of internal environmental migration are being considered, including infrastructure development,
encouraging effective management of migration flows, and strengthening environmental control. Based
on the analysis, it is concluded that there is a need for an integrated approach to solving the problems of
environmental migration, involving the integration of environmental, economic and political measures.
The importance of further research in this area is emphasized for the formation of an effective migration
policy that contributes to the sustainable development of the country.

Furthermore, the study provides a detailed analysis of the direct impact of environmental factors
not only on population displacement but also on internal political stability. The authors pay particular
attention to improving the interaction mechanisms between government bodies and local self-
government institutions in addressing the challenges faced by climate refugees. In this context, the
effective regulation of internal migration flows is presented as a vital tool for maintaining the country's
demographic balance and ensuring regional security.

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International standards and National policy for ensuring

Declaration on the Rights of Minorities, the International Covenants on Human Rights, the Framework
Convention for the Protection of National Minorities, and the European Charter for Regional or Minority
Languages.

Particular emphasis is placed on the harmonization of supranational norms with the legislation of the
Republic of Kazakhstan. The study notes that international principles have been successfully integrated
into the Constitution and sectoral acts regulating education, state language policy, and the activities of
ethnocultural associations. Special attention is paid to Kazakhstan’s state policy on national consolidation
and support for cultural pluralism. The functional role of the Assembly of People of Kazakhstan is
revealed as a core mechanism for implementing the model of interethnic unity. The Kazakhstani model
of interethnic relations is characterized as a stable system that guarantees equal rights for all citizens
and complies with global standards. The authors conclude that there is a high degree of adaptation of
universal human rights norms to specific national conditions. The importance of systemic and inclusive
approaches to maintaining stability and ensuring long-term social development is argued.

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Abstract. The article analyzes some new trends in development of the World’s
Politics and Economics in rapidly changing global environment caused by the
consequences ofthe 2019 Pandemic crisis and conflicts in Ukraine and Middle East, their
impact on some regions, including the South Caucasus and Central Asia. Polarization
of the whole system of international economic relations has sped up the search for
updated models of global cooperation. In parallel with different risks, the global crisis
has also opened a door for newly appeared opportunities, approaches and models of
international activities. In this respect, the attempt is made to analyze the updated
role and increased importance of the so called “Middle Power Countries” particularly
“Middle Power Transit Countries” based on development of intraregional economic
projects, like “Middle Transport Corridor” binding strategically significant Western and
Eastern marketplaces. A number of concluding recommendations have been made in
the context of further academic and practical study of the abovementioned topic of the
article.

Furthermore, the study emphasizes how Georgia and Kazakhstan serve as pivotal
hubs within this emerging "Middle Transport Corridor," fostering deeper integration
between European and Asian economies. Ultimately, it argues that these geopolitical
shifts necessitate a collective strategic approach to ensure long-term stability and
sustainable economic growth across the Eurasian landmass.

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Latest trends in development of Middle Power Policy in the context of Global Economic Crisis
(case of South Caucasus and Central Asia)

Introduction

The current crisis in world geopolitics and geoeconomics has fundamentally damaged the
whole architecture of the Modern World Order, in particular the Global Governance. Today, we
are witnessing not only multiple crises but also the destruction of the traditional foundations
of interstate relations and the global economic system. At the same time, the comprehensive
Global Crisis, in our view, leads to an extra search for alternative options or renewal of old ones
and opens the door for new opportunities to minimize the emerging global risks.

The contribution of “Middle Power Countries” or “Middle Power Diplomacy” to the
reescalation of the confrontation can be considered as one of these opportunities. The Middle
Power Diplomacy is not a new phenomenon in international relations. “The notion of middle
powers has long been around. But it has acquired new relevance in the current geopolitical
context whose defining features are increasing multipolarity and the US-China competition” [1].

The 2024 Davos Economic Session “Middle Powers in a Multipolar World” released its white
paper “Shaping Cooperation in a Fragmenting World,” with such a comment: “Middle Powers
- which have long played an important role in international innovation and mediation - could
be key to realizing this vision (new multipolar global order)”. The relevance of the issue under
consideration requires the constant attention of the academic community and a comprehensive
and interdisciplinary analysis of the state and development prospects of middle powers, the
evolution of their foreign policy in the context of the challenges of global and regional politics.

Research methods

To prove the hypothesis, the author used the qualitative method during the study process
based on a comprehensive and comparative analysis of the current trends in development
of modern international economic relations, global governance, including the reports of the
leading world economic forums and analysis of the updated models of regional and interregional
cooperation focusing on the new role of “Middle Power Countries”.

Results and discussions

New Global Trends. Global tensions climbed to its pinnacle during the 2019 pandemic crisis,
and in 2022, the war in Ukraine not only decreased the post Cold War dynamics of international
cooperation, but changed its nature. The Global Risks Report (issued by the 2023 Davos World
Economic Forum) explains “a polycrisis dominated by the cost of the living crisis, the climate
crisis and political instability is threatening to reverse hard-fought gains in development and
growth. The biggest turmoil is geopolitical... We have already entered a multipolar world in
which each region has its own issues and role in global politics” [2].

The era of a favorable climate for the development of international trade, promotion of
investmentsin emerging markets, liberalization of the whole system of international cooperation,
started from the breakdown of the socialist countries' system, is likely coming to an end... At
present, we have entered the polycrisis, when all combined risks are equally in force...

The dynamics and number of crises are also a matter of deep concern for all actors of global
management, when unresolved old threats are overburdened by the new ones, which create the
extra difficulties... What is essential - the significant disbalance between crisis and development
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in terms of global governance is widening. The Global Management covers today mostly crisis
regulation cases and is less involved in development programs. We can observe it based on the
allocation of financial resources for Ukrainian crisis and UN funds for sustainable development,
- “total bilateral aid allocations between January 24, 2022 and June 30, 2024, by the US and EU
9 (for Ukraine) is equal to 75,1 and 39,38 Billion US Dollars” [3], At the same time, “as of January
2017, 22 joint programs have been approved with a total budget of USD $69,361,021” [4].

The Global Governance priorities are not balanced today since the security component in its
agenda is increasing, while the socio-economic part is steadily declining due to the rise in the
number of new conflicts in the world.

We have entered a fragmented, polarized world based on a lack of consensus on many
problems of international community. Globalization takes the features of deglobalization...
The crisis in Ukraine has divided the World into two groups: Global North or Western, and
Global South or Eastern, with different visions on contemporary world architecture. Today this
division, as never before, passes through all dimensions of international and national life...

In addition, we observe the huge decline of the United Nations system's effectiveness in
resolving the acute problems of Global Security and Sustainable Development. As a result,
many new Global Development Initiatives raised by the United States and the European Union
(PGII) and China (GDI, GSI, GHI) have appeared during the last few years. In fact, such formats of
international cooperation, such as the G-7 and G-20, and others, have undertaken the mandated
functions of the United Nations bodies.

The particular activation of the Global - South dimension in global cooperation and emerging
Asian markets reflects the changes in the current balance of power, which requires a deep
analysis of this trend.

The regional models of cooperation are on the rise and demonstrate more activities in conflict
resolution and business development fields. Deepening of intraregional models of cooperation,
like BRICKS, APEC, and other formats, proves the nurturing of the mentioned process.

In the context of changes, the increased role of developing countries (mostly of middle-level
income) can also be mentioned by their more active involvement in crisis management and
global economic projects, as “middle power” and” small power” players.

In today's context, another pressing aspect must be comprehensively addressed. The
E-Governance and Al Governance, as new stories, are highly welcomed, but should be
incorporated into the existing system of international cooperation without unforeseen risks for
Global Security.

The evolution of middle power diplomacy in the context of polycrisis. There are a number of
definitions of Middle Power Countries or Middle Power Diplomacy, but none of them pretend
on full-fledged explanation of this phenomenon... According to Giovanni Botero, a mayor of
Milan who lived in the 15th century, a “middle power” is an actor with sufficient strength and
authority to stand on its own without the need for help from others.

“Under the original sense of the term, a middle power was one that had some degree of
influence globally, but did not dominate in any one area. However, this usage is not universal,
and some define middle power to include nations that can be regarded as regional powers” [5].

The modern understanding of middle powers has retained its core substance, but with
changes reflecting the World’s development. As we are aware, there are different criteria that
determine the MPP status, including:

- Established (wealthy, stable, and socially democratic states) and emerging (driving
towards regionalism)
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- Constitutive and Behavioral

- Dominative Economic Power and Increased International Activity

At present, in the context of continuing global confrontation, fragmented and turbulent
environment, the role of middle power countries and middle power diplomacy, as it has been
mentioned, is evidently increasing. “We all know, President of Kazakhstan K. Tokayev writes
in his article, that global peace and stability are currently under threat by tensions between
major world powers”. He calls for solidarity among global middle powers to bring the “world
powers,, collectively, to their senses before all hell breaks loose across the planet”. “It is time
for an informal alliance of middle powers that are interested in supporting a global rules-based
order...collectively they have a chance of working together to preserve a world based around
rules and rights, rather than power and force” [6].

Today, we are witnessing the drive of the Middle Power Countries towards individual initiatives
or regional models of cooperation, rather than global forms of activities (under the umbrella of
the United Nations, for example). As a result of global confrontation, in general, the activities
are transferred to the regions, where, in our view, conditions are better for understanding and
confidence - common historical background, cultural traditions alongside traditional border
trade interactions and so on. Rise of new formats of cooperation in Central Asia, as the US+,
China+, EU+, Russia+, and India+ can be considered as a new approach in this regard.

The other trend, in our opinion, is an advance of behavioral factor in middle power policy,
compared with such tools as economic strength, although the economic power is not a standby
criterion... (case of Kazakhstan included in the 50 middle power countries list as to GDP data
and contributor to international peace and development projects). The importance of economic
criteria, as major characteristics of the established middle power policy, has been sharply
diminished due to global economic sanctions and the consequences of COVID-19.

We also think that individual middle power influence (one country-based influence) is
substituted by the consolidation of a group of MPC over a new agenda of cooperation with
preference on commercial motivation and healthy market competition. In thisrespect, we witness
the increased importance of the countries located at the crossroads of distant marketplaces. We
mean a group of so-called “bridge” or “transit” countries, like Kazakhstan, Azerbaijan, Georgia,
Turkey and other countries of the South Caucasus and Central Asia, cementing the strategically
important East-West communication corridor and covering the area from China to Europe. In
recentyears, the term Central Eurasia, which refers to Azerbaijan, Armenia, Georgia, Kazakhstan,
Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan and Uzbekistan, has been attracting attention as a distinct
geopolitical area” [7].

By the way, in classical terms, the middle power countries are mostly displaced, according
to experts’ opinion, within the China-US space range... This is a very important place where
the interests of key global players meet and determine the political and economic stability in
the region and globally. At the same time, the global value of the region is on the rise as an
opportunity to fill the gap in trade-economic relations caused by the crisis in Ukraine and the
pandemic wave. In fact, the Middle and Small Power Countries become the active participants
in minimizing the global confrontation risks.

Why this region with a wide range of transit opportunities might be an attractive one in an
internationally broader sense and what might be the role of Middle Power Diplomacy in this
regard?

In our opinion, the region has a chance to introduce such a model of cooperation based on the
reshaping of the global tensions into healthy commercial competition through the involvement
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of different participants from the East and the West. And the South Caucasus and Central
Asia are interesting places for the activation of this model. Here is a range of different caliber
participants: Global power players, Middle power players, and smaller ones with a variety of
functions as producers, traders, and transit providers. This variety of factors can somehow help
to promote the projects with more evident commercial interests. In this respect, the so called
“Middle” or Transcaspian International Transportation Corridor can be considered strategically
motivated with long perspective agenda, despite the fact, that at present, its commercial cost is
higher due to lack of capacity, enhanced soft security infrastructure, advanced technology and
legal framework, particularly in the context of jump of cargo shipments from China to Europe
during last years.

The mentioned “Middle” corridor has a number of evident advantages: the shortest land
distance to ship the goods from China to Europe (approximately 12-14 days compared with
35-40 days by sea) and, what is essential, the safest one. The improved railway infrastructure,
completion of the Baku-Tbilisi-Kars railway from Azerbaijan to Turkey via Georgia, construction
of modern highways from the East of Georgia to Europe through Georgia, modernized airports in
the region and the start of the largest deepwater Anaklia sea port project on Black Sea, Georgia
enhances the effectiveness of the corridor.

One more argument in favor of the mentioned model is more or less balanced relations
and a good record of long-standing partnerships of the countries of the South Caucasus and
Central Asia with Global and Regional players. What is important, in our opinion, is that this
balanced cooperation has been retained and now is secured due to the particular contribution
of “middle and small power” countries of the region, including Kazakhstan, Azerbaijan, Georgia,
and others. The recent positive developments linked with the completion of some old conflicts
in the South Caucasus give a good chance to set up a new agenda of international cooperation.
The conflict-torn region has a unique list of successful international projects. Going back to
the past, in the 90s of the 20th century, we can refresh the success of international oil and gas
pipeline projects, which have been pumping the energy resources from Azerbaijan via Georgia
and Turkey to Europe, as well as the railroad transportation of Kazakh oil products via Georgia
to distant areas.

The region is in the center of post virus rehabilitation phase of international cooperation.
In this context, we should expect the further intensification of the shipment of goods and
services connected, primarily with the health industry and social needs, in combination with
food supply and other vitally important commodities. In fact, this process has already started
with an increased number of cargo railroad cross shipments. “Cargo transportation along
Trans- Caspian-International Transport Route (TITR) saw 35% increase from January to April
2024” [8]. This dynamics shows that the “Middle corridor” commercially is promising even with
currently limited infrastructural opportunities.

In addition, the region also becomes a platform for new large - scale projects sponsored
by international organizations. We mean the post conflict rehabilitation of the economy of
Afghanistan. In this respect, the relocation of the UN Mission in Afghanistan to Kazakhstan
reflects its international importance as a middle power country. The EU co-sponsored Black
Sea submarine electric cable project linking Azerbaijan and Georgia with Europe is the other
example of enhanced global weight of the region.

The case of the South Caucasus and Central Asia region proves the fact of enlarged geopolitical
and geoeconomic significance of the countries with transit economies, thanks to the successful
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output of middle power policy. In the deglobalized and fragmented present World, the countries
with transit economies can play not only the function of economicinteraction, butalso “bridging”
various communities over the idea of consolidation through global multipurpose pragmatic
projects. These projects can complement each other by creating new jobs and opportunities
and invest more confidence in business.

The emerging middle power countries assume the functions of organization of large - scale
international forums (equal to the level of the UN General Assembly or Davos World Economic
Forum gatherings), as the 2024 COP 29 International Conference in Azerbaijan. This is a vivid
demonstration of the enhanced role of less Global Power Diplomacy in modern international
politics and economics.

We also witness the trend of certain distancing of middle power countries from block-based
cooperation and focusing on interaction within limited groups of partners. “Two Australian
experts assess that middle powers have tilted towards mini-lateral groupings and cooperation.
The logic is simple: to achieve their national interests, middle-sized and like-minded formulas
of cooperation are more effective than large, deliberative multilateral organizations” [9].

Conclusion

The current polycrisis, combining the consequences of the Pandemic Wave started in 2019
and continuing critical situation in Ukraine and the Middle East, alongside other factors, has
accelerated the search for new approaches (or renewal of previous experience of cooperation)
towards the mitigation of the global confrontation.

We witness a new wave of activation of the “Middle Power Countries” and relevant regions,
as a whole, in the Modern Global Agenda, which contributes to constructive cooperation at the
regional and global levels of business partnership.

In this respect, the countries of the South Caucasus and Central Asia (so-called “bridge”
countries), binding the Western and Eastern marketplaces, have introduced the projectapproach
of cooperation based on commercial motivation instead of only pure geopolitical interests. The
“Middle Corridor” connecting China with Europe via South Caucasus and Central Asia can be
considered as the abovementioned approach or model of collaboration.

In addition, the modern Middle Power Countries policy has exposed a number of new trends
and challenges: as to well-known criteria’s of identification of the middle power countries,
the two core elements are usually to be taken into account - natural/economic and military
resources of the countries and their ability to contribute to the peace and stability in the World
through active international involvement and initiatives. We think we should add an additional
factor or criterion - political leadership. It has a special importance nowadays, when the
world’s political establishment, in our opinion, experiences a shortage of successful high-level
professional politicians with wide international recognition.

Further study is to be conducted to optimize the criteria and categories of Middle Power
Countries to tailor them to a new global reality. It is a bit difficult to consider such different
countries as Germany, Belgium, Japan, Australia, Turkey or Poland... equally influential, as well
as the specifics and renewed role of “Small Power Countries” (for example, Georgia).

While responding to the weakness of multilateral models of cooperation, we think it would
be a good idea to set up the “Middle and Small Power Transit Countries Network” aimed at
enhancing its role in Middle Power Diplomacy.
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Anywhere the questions are still open for further analysis and research:

¢ What is a major goal of the “middle power countries” - to utilize the benefits based on
national natural and financial resources or to promote their international recognition only?

e [s there a common understanding among Global North and Global South regarding the
meaning and content of the middle power policy?

e Howto tailorthe political obligations of the middle power countries to their international
institutions and priorities to their individual peaceful initiatives through mediation efforts?

e Are Middle Power Countries associated with crisis management only or development
projects?

e  What are the limits of involvement of the middle power countries in conflict resolution,
Global Agenda?

Key aspects
are considered, including education financing, relevance of curricula, the state of science
and innovation. Despite the common Soviet past, the countries demonstrate both similar
problems - the mismatch of graduates with labor market requirements, lack of flexible
skills, limited scientific base - and differences in approaches to reforms and the pace of
their implementation. Both countries have typically implemented education reforms
since independence, developing educational policies and programs consistent with
the new economic regime and expanding investments in the physical and qualitative
improvement of education. They view the education sector as a key component of
their poverty reduction and economic growth strategies. Uzbekistan, a former Soviet
republic, undertook a bold transformation of its education system, initiating a full-scale
education reform in 1992. By 2015, the reforms were aimed at universal access and
improving the quality of education. In the case of Kazakhstan, since independence in
1991, education development programs have also been continuously developed and
implemented, along with institutional preparation for education system reform. The
Programs until 2015 resolved to expand state financial support, recognizing the need
to reform the education system and qualitatively improve the content of education.
The analysis allows us to assess the current state of higher education in the region and
identify areas for its further development.

Introduction

Education systems around the world are rooted in historical, social, and economic contexts
and have developed differently depending on each country's cultural background. Education
is a fundamental element of national development and functions as a crucial mechanism for
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determining the quality of human resources. Education in the Central Asian region has recently
become part of national development projects. This sector is given significant weight, both
because it accounts for a significant share of the economy and because of its potential to ensure
future growth without physical limitations. In today's global society, the importance of education
is becoming increasingly evident, and a comparison and analysis of the education systems of
leading countries in the region - Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan is essential to deepening this
understanding.

Higher education in Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan is in the process of deep transformation
due to global and regional economic, political and social changes. In the context of post-
Soviet development, the educational systems of these countries, once unified, are undergoing
diversification, adapting to national conditions and priorities. However, despite the differences
in approaches and pace of reforms, it is possible to identify a number of common trends that
define the development of higher education in the region.

Research methods

The study employs a qualitative comparative analysis (QCA) and a comparative-historical
approach to examine the evolution of higher education systems in Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan
since 1991. The research methodology includes a systematic review of official policy documents,
state educational programs, and legislative acts to track the trajectory of institutional reforms.
Additionally, secondary statistical data from national and international agencies were analyzed
to evaluate trends in education financing and scientific output. Content analysis of labor market
reports was also utilized to identify systemic challenges, such as the gap between academic
curricula and industry requirements in both nations.

Results and discussions

The purpose of this study is to systematically compare and analyze current trends in the
education systems of these two Central Asian countries. Through comparative analysis, we
will examine the key trends influencing their education systems; this analysis can serve as a
basis for improving education policy. Thus, the analysis of general trends in the development
of higher education in Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan allows not only to identify the current state
of higher education in the countries of the region, but also to assess their impact on the future
of educational systems and society as a whole. In general, the article will examine the funding
system, the relevance of education programmes and the state of science, research and innovation
in higher education in a comparative manner in Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan.

State of financing of the education system. The problem of education financing in Central Asia
is explained by two factors. Firstly, there is still a significant need for funding to implement
educational reforms, improve the quality of education, and create systems adapted to the new
environment following the transition to the new system. Secondly, there is a growing demand for
alternative financing methods. Education is primarily financed by central and local government
budgets, although informal expenditures by students and parents also exist. The countries in
question have high youth populations, leading to significant public expenditure on education.
Furthermore, they have structural features that lead to high costs, particularly due to their vast
territories, low population density, and extreme weather conditions.
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In Kazakhstan the system of financing higher education is diversified. Amid the economic
crisis of the mid-1990s, the Kazakh government attempted to decentralize education funding
to overcome funding shortages and diversify finances. This initiative aimed to develop the
private education market by expanding financial support through local government budgets
and increasing the volume of paid educational services. The Ministry of Education and Science
(MES) of Kazakhstan finances higher and postgraduate education [1]. Currently, about 40 % of
Kazakhstani students receive higher education for free (those who have received state grants).
Access to grants is open to both public and private HEIs that have passed the accreditation
procedure. In turn, state educational institutions also have the right to admit students on a fee
basis - it ranges from 40 to 50 % of earned income. In private universities, this share is from 70
to 99 %. Revenues from research, innovation and other activities in universities are insignificant
and are completely overlapped with revenues from educational activities. In Kazakhstan,
education funding has increased slightly since 2018 from 3.2% to 4.46% at present, occupying
one of the lowest places in the region [2].

Compared to Kazakhstan, the share of education funding in relation to GDP and the national
budget in Uzbekistan is high and has shown a slight upward trend since 2020 from 4.9 % to 5.5
% for 2023 [3]. This can be seen as a reflection of the Uzbek government's recognition of the
importance of education and its strong commitment to education policy. On the other hand, it
can be explained by the high enrollment rate, which is due to the country's unique demographic
structure, in which people under 24 make up approximately half of the total population [4]. The
graph below (figure 1) shows the dynamics of public spending on education in Kazakhstan and
Uzbekistan from 2018 to 2023, expressed as a percentage of gross domestic product (GDP).

As we can see, Uzbekistan, despite fluctuations, allocated a higher percentage of GDP to
education over the analyzed period compared to Kazakhstan. At the same time, Kazakhstan
has demonstrated steady growth in this indicator, particularly noticeable between 2019 and
2023. However, according to global education spending, the minimum level of financial support
necessary to ensure the continued provision of quality education for all is approximately 6-7%
of GDP [5]. The first problem caused by this shortage of educational funding is the difficulty in
recruiting and retaining properly qualified teachers. Along with the reduction in the education
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budget due to cuts in government spending, high inflation and wage reductions have led
education personnel to move to other fields (small businesses, trade, etc.), making it difficult to
secure qualified teachers.

Relevance of higher education programmes. The programs offered by higher education
institutions in Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan do not adequately meet the demands of the labor
market. Just as during the Soviet era, half of the higher education system is still training
professionals for social sectors such as education and healthcare. Under the planned economy
prior to the transition, graduates were assigned jobs based on social demand, and the education
system was structured with curricula and fields that met the system's needs; consequently,
employment issues did not emerge as a serious social problem.

However, during the economic crisis caused by the transition in the early 1990s, many
people were laid off due to the restructuring and privatization of state-owned enterprises.
Subsequently, despite economic recovery, widespread unemployment occurred as the private
sector failed to provide sufficient jobs. In particular, unemployment among the youth, who
constitute a significant portion of the population, and the increase in non-regular employment
emerged as serious issues. While overall unemployment rates across countries show a stable
trend, the problem is that a large number of non-regular workers are employed, making it an
urgent situation to expand high-quality jobs.

In Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan, about one in four university graduates earns a degree in
pedagogy. In addition, medical specialities cover 7% to 20% of the total number of university
graduates.

The market economy is characterized by high competition and development potential,
particularly a high utilization of technology. However, when looking at at the share of graduates
from advanced technology (science, technology, engineering and mathematics), the countries
perform well by world standards: between 20% and 34% [6]. And these indicators are still
below the level achieved in developed countries. Moreover, it remains unclear whether the
quality of education in these areas meets international standards. In general, the countries in the
region have a highly educated labour force: the share of workers with a high level of education
ranges from 70%. However, surveys of employers in the region show that skills mismatch is
widespread [7].

Therefore, it can be seen that Central Asian countries currently require creative and critical
thinking abilities, information processing skills, action skills, decision-making skills, conflict
resolution skills, and teamwork skills to adapt quickly to the market economy.

However, in these countries, policies to provide adequate educational opportunities are
lacking, and curricula and teaching methods are insufficient to teach the skills required by the
market. Furthermore, since these curricula are primarily developed by educators, they fail to
adequately reflect the realities and demands of the actual field. There is also a lack of systematic
information and analysis regarding the skills and qualifications required by the market.
Opportunities for vocational retraining for currently employed workers are limited, making it
difficult to adapt to the changing business environment and acquire necessary new skills. While
workplace training is conducted in some cases, its proportion is very low, indicating a need for
increased corporate participation.

A 2020 survey of university students and professors in Kazakhstan shows that about half of
the respondents have low or no soft skills [8]. In Uzbekistan, employers regularly report that
even employees with higher education lack both professional (hard skills) and flexible skills,
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especially in the areas of digital competences and foreign languages [9]. This phenomenon can
be understood as a signal effect regarding the skills (IT, English, critical thinking, action skills
and others) required by contemporary labor market.

In addition, Uzbek students themselves note that universities do not provide them with the
necessary flexible skills for successful integration into the labour market [10]. For example,
one study found that only 7 per cent of economics courses in some universities in Uzbekistan
specifically target the development of flexible skills [11].

As examined above, both countries commonly face serious issues regarding the linkage
between education and the labor market. To overcome the supply-demand mismatch in the labor
market through change, the following measures appear necessary. First, higher education must
be expanded through increased participation of the private sector, such as industry-academia
collaboration. In particular, private sector involvement should be encouraged in technical and
vocational education. Furthermore, enterprises and educators must share roles to develop
vocational education standards based on labor market analysis. Specifically, cooperation
with employers and relevant associations should be strengthened in determining the key
content of the curriculum, and opportunities for participation should be opened to influence
educational policies. Second, changes in curriculum and teaching methods are required. We
must move away from theory-centered curricula and rote-learning-based, one-way instruction
to enable the acquisition of flexible and active thinking and behavioral skills. Third, the capacity
for understanding and analyzing the labor market must be strengthened. We must cultivate
national capabilities to conduct labor market surveys to provide information and professional
advice to job seekers. Furthermore, regionally, by jointly evaluating employment opportunities
in Central Asia, which is emerging as a new market, the research results can be shared and
reflected in policy.

Development of science, research and innovation in higher education. The World Economic
Forum's Global Competitiveness Index lists higher education as one of the nine criteria
for evaluating national competitiveness. This includes quantitative aspect as research and
innovation. Prior to independence, both Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan served as R&D centers
of the Soviet era based on advanced science and technology; however, they are currently in a
situation where it is difficult to sustain this status.

The problem is considered even more severe because the scale of government investment for
R&D is very small, with over 90% allocated to state-owned universities and research institutions,
leaving the budget allocated to universities negligible. Furthermore, the supply of new research
personnel is not adequate, and cooperation among research institutions, both domestically and
internationally, remains minimal. Since R&D during the Soviet era was limited to science and
technology, social science and policy research were significantly underdeveloped. Furthermore,
since research began to be emphasized as a major field of universities only after independence,
cooperation and exchange are necessary to revitalize research in the areas of strengthening
national competitiveness, economic growth, and socioeconomic policy.

In recent decades, all Central Asian countries have demonstrated a significant increase
in publication activity. The greatest increase in the number of publications is observed in
Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan. However, the growth of publications is not always accompanied
by an improvement in their quality. Many papers are published in low-quality or so-called
‘predatory’ journals, which reduces their impact and international recognition.

As it can be seen from the table Kazakhstan leads the region in the number of scientific
publications, especially in the social sciences (80% of all publications in the region), computer
sciences (75%) and engineering (73%). In Uzbekistan, the priority areas are biochemistry,
genetics, molecular biology and mathematical physics [13].

Conclusion. In conclusion, a comparative analysis of the higher education systems of
Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan shows that, despite the common post-Soviet legacy and aspirations
for modernization, both countries face similar challenges: inadequate alignment of educational
programs with labor market requirements, limited funding for science and innovation, and
a gap in digital skills and infrastructure. At the same time, Kazakhstan demonstrates more
sustainable growth in a number of indicators, while Uzbekistan is taking active steps towards
reform. It is particularly important to note that literacy rates are very high in both countries, so
the main trends in education in the Central Asian region lie more in qualitative improvements
than in quantitative achievements.

Consequently, there is an urgent need to streamline educational management systems and
strengthen the financial and administrative self-reliance of educational institutions. Therefore,
to meet the mid-to-long-term educational goals and needs of Central Asian countries, it
is necessary to expand long-term programs, such as strengthening institutional capacity,
establishing educational infrastructure, and supporting educational programs. Additionally,
support is needed to ensure that research reflects market demand, technological progress, the
needs of domestic companies, and the government's science and technology priorities.

The impact of migration flows on the formation of Sweden’s national identity

Abstract. The scientific article examines the problems of migration processes in Sweden and how
these problems have affected national identity in Sweden. In the context of globalization and the
information society, the problem of identity crisis is one of the urgent problems. Extensive immigration
has caused serious tension in Swedish society and affected the country's national identity. Integration
issues currently affect most policy areas. For this reason, the Government often reviews migration policy
in order to create better conditions for successful integration.

Over time, Swedish ethno-national politics has evolved from acculturation to multiculturalism. The
novelty of the study lies in determining the impact of migration processes on the national identity of
Sweden. The practical recommendations for Sweden were formulated, as well as important approaches
were identified for the formation and strengthening of national identity that Kazakhstan can borrow
from foreign experience. The study focuses on the analysis of Sweden's national policy and its impact on
the formation of socio-economic priorities, as well as on the development of interethnic relations in the
context of modern challenges.

The results show that migration processes have not only led to demographic diversity in Sweden,
but also initiated an active rethinking of national identity. This process is accompanied by opportunities
for cultural and social enrichment, as well as challenges related to integration and social cohesion. The
presented research contributes to a broader understanding of the relationship between migration and
the formation of national identity in a modern multicultural society.

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Problems and prospects of ecological diplomacy between
China and Kazakhstan in the field of tourism

Abstract. This research paper is devoted to the analysis of the problems of sustainable water use
and future prospects in the framework of environmental diplomacy between China and Kazakhstan.
Kazakhstan and China, as countries owning a system of transboundary rivers, are closely linked in the
field of environmental and water resources. The Irtysh, Ili and other rivers are important sources of
water crossing the borders of the two states. The water resources of these rivers are widely used in
agriculture, energy, industry and domestic purposes and are of particular importance from the point of
view of maintaining ecosystem stability.

However, a number of difficulties arise in the joint and equitable use of water resources. The
need for irrigated land and developing industrial complexes in the western regions of China affects
Kazakhstan, located in the lower reaches of the river. A decrease in the volume and quality of water
threatens Kazakhstan's ecosystem, biodiversity, and socio-economic situation. This situation requires
the development of new forms of environmental diplomacy and negotiation mechanisms.

The study analyzed bilateral and multilateral agreements between China and Kazakhstan, water
resources management strategies, international law, and Sustainable Development Goals. In addition,
the strengths and weaknesses of the two countries’ environmental diplomacy were analyzed, and future
prospects were presented, such as strengthening institutional partnerships, sharing technologies,
creating common monitoring systems, and involving civil society. This study serves as a scientific
justification aimed at enhancing the role of environmental diplomacy for the equitable and sustainable
use of transboundary waters.

Conflict of political values between generations
in the Republic of Kazakhstan: an empirical study

Abstract. This article examines the problem of intergenerational conflict of political values
in the Republic of Kazakhstan. Against the background of globalization, digitalization and the
rapid development of information technology in the country, there is a divergence of political
views and social orientations between different generations. While the older generation tends
towards traditional values, stability, and strengthening the role of the state, the younger side
of the new generation considers democratic freedoms, active citizenship, and free expression
through social media important.

The article analyzes the historical, social, and cultural causes of intergenerational political
differences and examines their impact on political legitimacy, civic unity, and democratic
processes in society.

Thetheoretical essence of the research is athorough study of the mechanisms of formation and
spread of conflict of political values between generations in the context of social transformation
of Kazakh society.

The practical significance of the study is the opportunity to identify the identified patterns
in creating effective mechanisms for establishing intergenerational dialogue in the political
sphere, promoting youth policy in the state and implementing public projects to reduce political
polarization among age groups and strengthen the social unity of Kazakh society.

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Formation of sustainable development architecture in Higher education institutions of Kazakhstan:
Analysis of documents and practices of the L.N. Gumilyov Eurasian National University

Abstract. The article examines L.N. Gumilyov Eurasian National University as a case of building
a comprehensive sustainable development policy in a national higher education institution under
conditions of economic modernization, energy transition and university reforms in Kazakhstan. The
empirical basis consists of the university’s internal documents: a climate policy for managing greenhouse
gas emissions across the three scopes of the Greenhouse Gas Protocol, a sustainable procurement policy
aligned with national legislation and ISO 20400 and ISO 14001, an equality, diversity and inclusion
(EDI) policy, a sustainability report and an action plan for its implementation. The analysis shows that
these documents are explicitly linked to the UN Sustainable Development Goals, the ESG framework and
international reporting and management standards, which together form a multi level sustainability
architecture encompassing environmental, social and governance dimensions. The climate block is
the most advanced in terms of quantification and institutionalization, with Scope 1-3 inventories, a
long term net zero ambition and measurable targets on emissions, energy use, water, waste and paper
consumption that bring the university closer to international campus management practice. At the same
time, sustainable procurement and EDI remain more principle based fields where indicators, monitoring
procedures and disclosure still require further development. The article concludes that the ENU case
illustrates a transition from fragmented initiatives toward an integrated “sustainable university” model
that connects campus operations, educational programs and research, while underlining the need to
consolidate dispersed indicators into a single strategic framework and to deepen non financial reporting
in line with global sustainability rankings so as to strengthen the university’s role as a national and
regional ESG leader.

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Historical Prerequisites for the Formation of Kazakh-Chinese
Physical Borders: A Source Analysis

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Abstract. Kazakhstan's historical development and geopolitical situation are closely
intertwined with the Central Asian region and the influence of major neighboring
powers, particularly China and Russia. This research focuses on the development of
Kazakh-Chinese diplomatic relations beginning with the Dzungar Khanate, which
led to the emergence of a physical border between the Kazakh Khanate and the Qing
Dynasty. It also examines the growing political influence of the Qing court in Inner Asia,
including the Qing Emperor's military campaigns against the Dzungars and invasions
of Tibet. Furthermore, the emergence of imperial administrative units in the second
half of the 18th century in Inner and Outer Mongolia, Tibet, and the eastern regions of
Central Asia is examined. The paper also discusses and highlights diplomatic treaties
between the Qing and Russian empires signed in the 18th and 19th centuries, which
subsequently shaped Kazakhstan's modern borders. The formation of administrative
units of Qing power in eastern Turkestan in the 18th century gave rise to mistrust
of the legitimacy of the borders of modern states in the region, leading to diplomatic
problems. By reviewing available surviving primary sources and historiographic
narratives, this work explores the complexities of 18th-century border formation,
the status of sovereignty in the eyes of empires, and the origins of Kazakh-Chinese
relations. This work aims to minimize problems related to the legitimacy of borders
between allied states. By analyzing historical events of the 18th and 19th centuries and
their contemporary consequences, the research explores how past events connect to
the region's current geopolitics, demonstrating that the legitimacy of a state's modern
borders is determined by its history.

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Introduction

Kazakhstan's historical and geographical position, its domestic and foreign policy, and the
formation of its borders are tightly connected with the indigenous Central Asian states. They
are also directly related to the history of the great powers of the region. Due to its geopolitical
location, Central Asia is the cornerstone of Russian-Chinese relations in the diplomatic and
economic spheres. Both oriental studies and state historiography look at this topic lightly and
incompletely. Because of this, some politicians and historians of the giant countries surrounding
us are suspicious of the traditions of greatness, sovereignty, and the formation of the country's
borders. The reason for such views is the insufficient research on historiographic theories. On
the one hand, the position of the great powers still dominates in the systematization of the
history of the Eastern countries. Since the independence of Kazakhstan in 1991, the Sino-Kazakh
relations have played a significant role in the geopolitics and economy of our country. Also, the
geographical location of the countries contributes to political and economic ties. For example,
China is promoting the Belt and Road Initiative, a China-centric economic project based on
improving connectivity. Under the initiative, Kazakhstan, as the largest country in the Central
Asian region, will become a key center of Chinese expansion within one of the two branches
of the Belt and Road Initiative [1]. Therefore, it is essential to determine the terminus a quo of
Sino-Kazakh relations. Also, to minimize the emergence of problems due to territorial issues,
such as the claims of the Chinese side to the Ili River Valley on the territory of Kazakhstan, it is
necessary to consider the period of emergence of the physical border between the states and
the chronological change of the border. However, the main problem in determining the origin
is the change in the borders of states in different periods of history, which has complicated
the creation of an alliance between states. That is why there are enough points for domestic
oriental studies and historiography. This research work answers some of the problems of
decision-making in this direction.

Historically, Sino-Kazakh diplomatic relations began with the emergence of a shared physical
border between Qing China and the Kazakh Khanate in the first half of the 18th century due to
the disappearance of the buffer state of the Dzungar Confederation. However, as the historical
hegemon in the region, China has written records about Central Asia since the Han dynasty
around the 2nd century BC. Bakhyt Ezhenhan-Uli presented the lines of Shiji or Records of the
Grand Historian written by Sima Qian as the first Chinese record about Central Asians, which
illustrates the Chinese belief during the Han Dynasty (202 BCE-220 CE) [2]:

“Some time ago, Emperor Wudi (156-87 BCE) of the Han Dynasty predicted from the Book
of Changes and was told that ‘divine horses would appear from the northwest.” Therefore, he
changed the name of the Wusun horses to ‘horses from the western end’ and used the name
‘heavenly horses’ for the Dayuan horses [2].”

Research methods

The article employs the methods of historical science, including documentary research,
documentary analysis, comparison, theoretical analysis, and historical and geographical
research. Data and research are interconnected. Historical sequence, complex taxonomy, and
comparative typological techniques are used as a guide.
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The formation of the modern state border between Kazakhstan and China is rooted in a
complex history of regional geopolitics, diplomatic negotiations, and historical documents
that date back centuries. This topic, viewed through the lens of oriental studies, reveals the
intricate processes that contributed to the current territorial configuration and sheds light on
the evolving nature of Kazakh-Chinese relations.

Results and discussions

Kazakhstan'’s strategic position at the crossroads of Central Asia has historically rendered
it a focal point for diverse cultures, empires, and political interests. The territory of present-
day Kazakhstan was shaped by its integration into major political entities, including the Turkic
Khaganates, the Mongol Empire, and subsequently the Qing and Russian Empires. In the
post-Soviet era, the demarcation of Kazakhstan’s borders with China necessitated a thorough
reassessment of these historical legacies, as well as the legal and diplomatic documents inherited
from previous periods.

Borders are a significant issue not only historically but also in current international relations.
Both Oriental studies and state historiography treat this topic lightly and incompletely. Because
of this, some politicians and historians of the giant countries surrounding us are suspicious
of the traditions of greatness, sovereignty, and the formation of the borders of our country.
The reason for such views is the insufficient research into historiographic theories. On the one
hand, the position of the great powers still dominates in the systematization of the history of
the Eastern countries. This research aims to fill these gaps by providing a critical, source-based
analysis rooted in oriental studies and by fostering a more nuanced, balanced understanding of
how Kazakhstan’s borders were historically formed.

According to the original documents of the Han Dynasty, the people of Dayun were the
inhabitants of the Central Asian regions. Confirmation of Ezhenhan-Uli's words will be the work
of Barinov [3], who stated that the first Chinese written records about the inhabitants of the
Central Asian region of present-day Kazakhstan date back to 138 and 115 BC [3].

Subsequently, data about diplomaticrelations between Tang China and the Turkish Khaganate
came to light in the Chinese imperial archives. However, since the Kazakh Khanate emerged in
the territories of Desht-i Kipchak, information about the Kazakhs appeared in Chinese chronicles
only during the Qing dynasty. From the end of the 17th century until the 1710s, information
about the Kazakhs periodically appeared in the records of the Qing court. In 1696, in December
of the 35th year of the reign of Emperor Kangxi, after the defeat of the army of Galdan, Khan of
the Dzungar Confederation, the great Qing Emperor was presented with a horse that was taken
from the enemy forces [2]. Later, the emperor's words connect the expression "heavenly horse"
and the Kazakhs. In the Strategy for Pacifying the Northern Desert, it is written as follows:

After the victory over the Dzungar Khan, the Khalkha-Mongol princes presented a horse to
the emperor as a tribute. Later, when the emperor was riding a horse, he said to Zhang Yushu:

"What I am riding is a horse from the Kazakh state. The Dzungar ruler received a horse from
the Kazakhs, and after defeating him, the horse was given to me as a gift. After riding it, I can say
that its sweat is like blood. As a result, I concluded that this must be the "bloody sweating horse"
of Dayuan, which was mentioned in ancient records" [2].

The analogy drawn between the Kazakh state and the ancient Dayuan appeared again in
Chinese records in the 1710s. The analogy appeared on the map of Tulisen, an envoy of the Qing
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Empire's estates to the Kalmyk state who traveled along the Volga River from 1712 to 1715.
The Tulisen’s Map was issued in two languages, "Ba Na yi Nirugan" in Manchu and "Yiyulu ditu"
in Chinese. Tulisen in the map depicts the Kazakh state with a vast territory and refers to it in
the Manchu version simply as "Hasak", but then he changes it to: "Kazakh was the same state
of Dayuan" [2]. It can be concluded that the designation of the Kazakhs as Dayuan on Tulisen's
map was a consequence of the analogy proposed by Kangxi, the Qing Emperor, in 1696.

However, contrary to the mention of the Kazakhs in imperial records, the first official
diplomatic relations were established by Ablai Khan in 1757, when the Khan sent his
ambassadors to the Qing Emperor asking for a friendly alliance. In a letter addressed to the
Qing Emperor, Ablai Khan stated that since the emergence of the Kazakh Khanate, there had
been no interaction between the Khanate and the Empire, and the alliance was not created due
to the lack of common borders between the states [4]. As mentioned above and in the letter of
Ablai Khan, it was only in 1757 that a physical border appeared between the Qing Empire and
the Kazakh Khanate as a result of the defeat and destruction of the Dzungar Confederation by
the Qing Dynasty. The Dzungar Confederation was a buffer state and a natural border between
the Kazakh Khanate and the Qing Empire since its emergence in 1644.

The Ming Dynasty controlled a much smaller territory compared to modern China. The Inner
Asian territories of Mongolia, Tibet, Xinjiang, and neighboring areas, conquered by the Manchu
Dynasty, were tributary states like Korea, Vietnam, and other states during the Ming Dynasty.
Under the Ming rule, China was characterized by fifteen provinces and the Han people living
there. This characterization was widespread among the Han elite by the early 15th century. In
the earliest Manchu records, the Han people were referred to by the term nikan, and Ming China
itselfwasreferred to as nikan gurun (the state of Han) orasnikanidaimingigurun (the state of the
Great Ming Han) [5]. The early Manchu rulers also viewed China as equivalent to the Han group
and the Ming Empire. After the emergence of the Manchu state, its rulers tried to demonstrate
the political independence of Manchuria from Ming China. For example, in 1627, the second
ruler of Manchuria, Hong Taiji, sent a delegation to discuss the border issue with the Ming court.
The official letter stated that Shanhaiguan could serve as a legitimate border between the two
states. In the official letter, Hong Taiji considered Manchuria an independent state from Nikan
Gurun [5]. However, after the conquest of China, this attitude changed dramatically. However,
the Qing Empire, led by the Manchu dynasty, was more oriented toward its internal Mongolian
and external Central Asian possessions. It also viewed China as only one part of the entire Qing
Empire. In this regard, the Manchu dynasty was similar to the Mongol Empire, in which China
was part of a vast empire from 1276 to 1368 [6]. The Manchu dynasty presented themself as the
ideological heir to the great Mongol Empire, but this required that the Mongols, the true heirs
of Genghis Khan's legacy, submit to Manchu rule and become the subject peoples of the Qing
Empire. By the second half of the 17th century, this goal was achieved through diplomacy and
military force. Because by this time, the Mongols were not united enough to pose an effective
challenge to Manchu domination [6].

In historiographies, the Chinese empire has often been conceptualized as ruled by foreign
rulers. However, because the founders of the dynasty came from different ethnic groups than
their predecessors, the designation of the word China changed over time. Each time a non-Han
group came to power, China became a mixture of "Han" and non-Han groups [5]. Notably, for
non-Han dynasties, designating the country as China did not affect the ethnic identity of the
non-Han groups. For example, the Qing and Yuan dynasties identified the inferior position of
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the Han groups in the bureaucratic administrative system, but both dynasties referred to their
states as China.

As mentioned above, the Manchu Dynasty rulers separated Manchuria from Ming China.
However, after the Qing Dynasty gained power, the Manchu views changed: Qing and China
became interchangeable and appeared as a substitute for the former in official documents.
There were significant reasons for changing Qing in official documents. For example, accepting
the concept of China publicly and the adoption of Han culture by a non-Han ruler would earn
him the loyalty of the Han people [5]. Despite the changing political conditions during the
reigns of the Manchu rulers, from the reign of Shunzhi to Qianlong, Qin and China denoted one
state and were interchangeable in official documents. The first use of China to refer to the Qing
Empire was in an edict issued by the Qing court in 1656. The edict resolved a territorial dispute
between the Qing power and Mongolia: "Fanyi, which was subject to tribute by the Mongols
during the Ming Dynasty, shall come under Mongolian rule. But the fanyi, who were under the
rule of the Ming Dynasty, must accept the rule of China (Qing Empire)” [5].

The long-standing rivalry between the Khalkha, Oirats, and Chahars led to the growth of
Manchu power in the northeast by the first decades of the seventeenth century. However, the
fragmentation of the Mongol ethnic groups that contributed to the rise of Manchu power after
the Qing Dynasty prevented all Mongol groups from subordinating themselves to the center of
power. A military campaign against the Chahar leader, Lindan Khan, in the 1630s, opened the
way for the second Manchu ruler, Hong Taiji, to assume political leadership in the Mongol world.
Hong Taiji's leadership was subsequently symbolically expressed in his appropriation of the
"jade seal" of Genghis Khan [7].

In the first half of the seventeenth century, in parallel with the strengthening of the Manchus,
the Oirats defeated the head of the Khalkha confederation, Soloi Ubasi Hong Taiji,in 1623, thereby
gaining the upper hand in the long-standing rivalry between the Oirats and the Khalkhas [7].
After gaining political leadership in the Mongolian world, the leader of the Manchus, Hong Taiji,
created the Eight Mongolian Banners in 1632, which recruited troops from the tribes of “inner
Mongolia”. During the reign of Galdan Bosogtu Khan from the early 1660s to the late 1670s,
the Dzungars grew stronger, and further strengthening of the Dzungars would have called into
question the political leadership of the Manchus in the Mongolian world, so Emperor Kangxi of
the Manchu dynasty stepped up his political and diplomatic activities [8].

The first open confrontation between the Manchu and Dzungar military contingents
occurred in 1688 when Galdan attacked Khalkha, and the Kangxi Emperor came to the aid of
Khalkha to stabilize the Mongol peace. From 1688 to 1696, intense political and diplomatic
activity continued among the Mongol tribes, Manchus, and Tibetans [7]. The political rivalry
between the Dzungars and Manchus affected Tibet because of the Kangxi Emperor's fear that
Galdan would gain an ally in the Tibetan regent. An alliance between the Tibetan regent and
the Dzungars could distance the Tibetans from the Manchus, and also the Dalai Lama could
politically legitimize Galdan's leading position among the Mongols [9]. In addition, the Manchus
needed to break the political ties between the Mongol aristocracy and the theocratic elite of
Tibet, established in the sixteenth century, to stabilize their power in Inner Asia. Also, the
ineffectiveness and indecisiveness of the Manchu power in the fight against the Dzungars would
have called into question the political leadership of the Manchus over the Khalkha and Chahar
Mongols. Also, an alliance between the Mongol aristocracy and the Lamaist hierarchy could
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have created the basis for the emergence of a rival power center [9]. As a result, the Kangxi
Emperor acted decisively against the Dzungars in the political and diplomatic arena.

The Russian invasion of the Amur and the "Three Feudatories Rebellion" required decisive
action to preserve the integrity of the state and ensure the loyalty of the dynasty's allies: this
pushed the Qing to a full-scale territorial expansion to the west and northwest of the country. As
a result of the military Albazin conflict in 1689, the first peace border treaty of Nerchinsk was
signed between the Russian Tsardom and the Qing Empire [10]. In the Treaty of Nerchinsk in
1689, a large number of points were put forward between the countries, but summarizing the
information, the treaty can be summarized in three points:

e The treaty specified the location of the rivers flowing on the other side of the mountains

that should remain under Russian control.

e According to the treaty, the Ud River was defined as being "in the possessions of the

Russian state."
e The mountain range lying near the Amur, serving as a natural border between the two
states, was defined as "in the possessions of the Chinese state [11]."

The peace treaty established the border along the Argun and Gorbitsa rivers, then along
the Stanovoy Range to the Uda River [8]. However, in 1727, when the Treaty of Kyakhta was
signed, it duplicated the Treaty of Nerchinsk of 1689, but it was more broadly considered a
trade agreement between states [12]. The Treaty illustrated that the Russians considered their
contacts with China primarily as a commercial enterprise. However, the Manchu government
considered the treaty as the first step in establishing the traditional system of tribute over
the Russian state, by which China controlled the peoples on its intra-Asian borders. Thus, the
relationship between the two neighboring states from the earliest stages was overshadowed
by contradictions. Also, in these differences, the cornerstone of mutual misunderstanding was
the difference in the thinking models of the East and West, which grew out of Confucianism and
Christianity [12]. Furthermore, the Manchus focused on completing the campaign to suppress
the rebellious Three Feudatories until the 1680s, which subsequently allowed the Kangxi
Emperor to strengthen his influence over China. But at the same time, the Manchus paid little
attention to the northwest, and this opportunity was taken advantage of by the Dzungars, who
organized a series of attacks on Qing territory in northern Mongolia [6].

The anti-Dzungar military campaigns led to the above-mentioned eight-year confrontation
between the Kangxi Emperor and Galdan Boshogtu Khan from 1688 to 1696. Galdan Boshogtu
Khan had been a yellow-capped lama in Tibet in his youth, as a result of which he retained
close ties with the religious elite of Tibet, and in 1677 the fifth Dalai Lama himself granted him
the title of khan [6]. During their military campaigns, the Manchus realized that they needed
to tighten their grip on Tibet politically because of the Dalai Lama's influence in Mongolia and
Dzungaria. Control of Tibet was therefore key to imperial expansion to the north and northwest.

As aresult of the defeats of Galdan-Boshogtu in 1696, the Qing dynasty imposed restrictions
on the Dalai Lama's political power. Emperor Kangxi obliged the Tibetan Yellow Hat sect and
the Dalai Lama that the theocratic power of the Lamaists should be directly linked to the Qing
Dynasty. Control of Tibet became integral to the Manchu campaign to destroy the Dzungars.
An opportunity arose for the Qing Dynasty in 1717 when the Dzungars invaded Tibet over a
complex dispute over the succession to the Dalai Lama. The Qing, in turn, expelled the Dzungars
in 1720, ostensibly to support the "true" new Dalai Lama, but in reality, to consolidate their

control over Tibet. In 1720, Emperor Kangxi stationed a garrison in Lhasa to maintain the
established authority over Tibet [6]. The Qing Dynasty now dominated Tibet, and this became a
major factor in the expansion of Qing imperial control into Inner and Central Asia.

However, in 1723, Emperor Yongzheng acceded to the throne and recalled part of the garrison
stationed in Lhasa. After suppressing the uprising of Lobjang Danjin's rebellion in Kokonor
in 1723, the emperor left the previously appointed troops to exclude cases of mass rebellion
[6]. In 1727, the Manchus separated Kokonor and eastern Kham from Tibet to minimize the
possibility of mass uprisings against the emperor's rule. Kokonor was placed under Lifan Yuan,
and the eastern Kham was included in Sichuan Province [6]. Also, fearing inter-confessional
strife between different lamaist sects supported by various Mongol tribes, Emperor Yongzheng
created an imperial political and military superstructure in Tibet. Through the creation of a
superstructure, the Qing Dynasty attempted to promote centralization under the auspices of
a local monarchy. Subsequently, in 1750, the system was transformed into a semi-theocratic
government under the leadership of the Dalai Lama [7].

The Qing system of administrative rule was introduced in Tibet in 1727 [6]. Two imperial
officials from the Manchus arrived in Tibet: the Senior Imperial Resident and the Junior Imperial
Resident. The two imperial officials in Tibet were mostly called ambans. The imperial resident
was chosen from the high-ranking bannermen and was under the command of Lifan Yuan.
The imperial officials also had about two thousand soldiers under their command. After the
establishment of a semi-theocratic state in 1750, the powers of the Ambans were expanded [7].
During the Gurkha War from 1788 to 1792, the powers of the Ambans were further expanded
and were equal in political authority to the Dalai Lama and the Panchen Lama. All administrative
power was concentrated in the hands of the imperial residents: approval of appointments to
the government, including ministerial positions. In addition, all promotions, demotions, and
punishments. The Ambans controlled the revenue system, criminal justice, foreign affairs, and
correspondence with the Supreme Court. As a consequence of the expansion of powers in the
early 1790s, the troops under the Ambans were increased to three thousand men.

The Manchus began their expansion into Outer Mongolia by subjugating 550 Khalkha princes
under the Treaty of Dolonnor in 1691. Due to the extreme vastness of the territories, coupled
with the decentralized political organization of the Mongols in tribes and the willingness of
the Manchus to maintain the political structure of the Mongols to provide military manpower,
the Qing Dynasty did not plan a full-scale military occupation of Mongolia. Instead, the Qing
government granted self-government to the "colonies" but only within the framework of the
"imperial" administrative and judicial structure [7]. Khalkha, Mongolia, came under the rule of
the Manchu Dynasty in 1691, and after the Manchu rule, it was divided into two stages:

e Between 1691 and 1724, the decentralization oflocal Mongolian elites under the Manchus

occurred to undermine their political and religious leaders.

e Also, from 1725 to 1762, the centralization of political power was in the hands of the Qing

administration [7].

In Outer Mongolia, there were three high-ranking Qing officials. The first official of the three
was the military governor of Uliasutai, who also held the title of lieutenant military governor for
pacifying the border. Created in 1733, this position was one of the first in the outer territories.
The military governor mobilized troops from Outer Mongolia to suppress local and mass
uprisings. The second official, the Mongolian assistant resident, was responsible for maintaining
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order, regulating the growing trade with Russia through Kyakhta, and also, in parallel, trying to
limit the influence of the head of the Buddhist church in Mongolia. The third-highest official
was the imperial assistant resident in Kobdo. Kobdo acquired its political status only in 1762 to
strengthen the influence of the Qing dynasty in the territory conquered from the Dzungars [7].

Territorial clashes with Russia and the remnants of the Ming generals contributed to the
beginning of the large-scale expansion of Qing China into Outer Mongolia, Tibet, and Dzungaria
in the last decade of the 17th century. As mentioned above, Outer Mongolia fell under the rule
of the Qing administration in 1691, Tibet finally in 1727, and Qing China fought with Dzungaria
from 1688 to 1757. The Qianlong Emperor took advantage of the disagreements between the
Dzungars to put an end to the Sino-Dzungar wars began to mobilize armed forces in 1755 and
defeated the troops of Amursana, the ruler of all Dzungaria, in 1756 [13].In 1757, the remnants
of the Dzungar army, led by Khoja Jihan and his companions, fell apart after the execution of
Khoja Jihan by the ruler of Badakhshan, Sultan Shah. After the fall of Altyshar and the buffer
state of the Dzungar confederation, Qing China acquired physical borders with Central Asia [13].

The defeat of the Dzungars by Qing China marked the final defeat of the nomadic world by
the sedentary agricultural powers. Following the defeats, the Dzungar state was erased from
the historical scene, and the population was decimated by a combination of famine, epidemic
diseases, Chinese massacres, and enslavement by Chinese, Kazakh, Russian, and other states. As
a result, the Chinese imperial government gained the most extensive territory in the history of
dynastic China. In the 1760s, the territory of Qing China included the present-day borders of the
People's Republic, the territory of what is now the Mongolian Republic, part of Kyrgyzstan, the Ili
River valley in Kazakhstan, and parts of Siberia north of the Amur River under the peace treaty
concluded with Russia in 1689. The Qing retained nominal control and de facto sovereignty
over the Ili River valley, part of Kyrgyzstan, and parts of Siberia north of the Amur River until
1870, but then came under the domination of the Russian Empire [14]. But, in 1881, the St.
Petersburg Treaty was signed, under which about 80% of the Ili region was returned to the
Qing Empire for significant compensation. However, about 23 thousand square kilometers of
the Ili region remained with the Russian Empire. In Kazakhstan, this territory occupies several
districts in the Almaty region: most of the Uyghur, Raimbek, and Panfilov districts [14]. The
Central Asian region, having lost its independent status, began to turn into border areas of the
Qing and Russian empires: the eastern part of Central Asia, east of the Pamir Mountains, was
included in the Qing Empire, and its western part in the Russian Empire [14].

On the once-powerful Dzungar Khanate territories and the territories of its vassal oases of
Altyshar, the Qing Dynasty formed a new administrative-territorial region of Xinjiang, from the
Chinese "New Border" [15]. In the Turkic-Muslim society, it is better known as Little Bukhara
and East Turkestan. In Xinjiang, to the north of the Tien Shan, the Dzungar steppe connects the
Mongolian plateau with the endless steppe. The Altai Mountains form a natural border in the
north and northeast. The corridor formed by the mighty mountains leads to the Gobi Desert in
the east. The Tarbagatai and Dzungar Alatau mountain ranges go to the east and west, leaving
an open passage to the Kazakh steppe. In the center, the Turpan desert plain, but in its north and
south, it is surrounded by a dense ring of pastures.

Furthermore, Xinjiang under the Qing, similar to Outer Mongolia, was divided into three
regions under the general leadership of a military governor: northern Xinjiang, the Ili Valley
in Ningyuan, and military commanders in the major urban centers to the east and south. The
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nomads were organized into jasaks modeled on the Qing imperial "banners." All regional power
was in the hands of Dutong, based in Urumgqi. However, the actual civil administration consisted
of bek (local Muslim officials and civil officials from local tribes) [13]. The territory of Xinjiang,
formed by the Qing government in 1760, shows why China and the Kazakh Khanate did not have
diplomatic relations. The Dzungar Confederation was a vast state that was a natural barrier to
diplomatic relations between states that previously did not have stable relations. The reign of
the Qing dynasty in historical chronology dates back to 1644 [16], but the Manchus completely
conquered China by the 1680s. A large-scale expansion directed to the north and northwest
began only in the 1690s, and the Qing dynasty conquered the Dzungar Confederation entirely in
1757. After the fall of the Dzungar Confederation, the Qing authorities received the communal
territories, and subsequently, a physical border appeared between Qing China and the Kazakh
Khanate.

Conclusion

The historical and geographical position of Kazakhstan, its domestic and foreign policy,
and the history of its borders are closely connected with the indigenous Central Asian states
and directly related to the history of the region's great powers, particularly China and Russia.
The Qing policies of establishing tributary relations and a system of indirect rule that granted
considerable autonomy to local elites contributed to stabilizing the border regions and to the
final formation of the borders in Inner Asia, which subsequently influenced later agreements
by other states. Also, the prolonged expansion of the Qing dynasty into Central Asia from the
second half of the 17th century to the second half of the 18th century, in particular its conquest
of the Dzungar Khanate, dramatically changed the political landscape. Having eliminated the
Dzungar threat, the Qing established control over vast territories, which led to direct interaction
with the Kazakh Khanate, as a result of which the physical border between the states appeared
in the Ili River valley. Identifying the first historical border between the states and tracing the
changes in the border by historical events further eliminates the emergence of territorial issues.
Since Kazakhstan gained independence, China has been laying claim to territories distant from
Qing China in 1881 as a result of the Treaty of St. Petersburg, which is now part of the territory
of Kazakhstan. However, as was said earlier, the territory was included in Semirechye in 1871,
and in 1881, a peace treaty was signed between the empires, where all points were agreed
upon, which eliminated historical disputes and ambiguities of territories. Understanding the
long history of diplomatic, military, and economic relations between China and Kazakhstan is
essential for assessing modern geopolitics. Tracing these historical roots, it is possible to exclude
territorial claims and disputes, which contribute to forming political alliances and partnerships
between China and Kazakhstan in the 21st century. For example, China's "One Belt, One Road"
initiative continues the historical pattern of interconnectedness and economic interaction, in
which Kazakhstan plays a key role.

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The critical state and transformation of Confucius Institutes around the world

Abstract. The article examines the criticism and accusations directed at Confucius Institutes
worldwide and their transformation over time. In addition to identifying the main reasons why Confucius
Institutes have come under threat, the study explores the measures taken by the Chinese government
to address this challenging situation. The author seeks to identify the key causes and consequences
of the issue by analyzing the policies of various states toward Confucius Institutes. In this context, the
transformation of China’s “soft power” policy is also examined.

The article analyzes the policy of the People’s Republic of China in the countries of Central Asia and
its outcomes, and offers a number of recommendations. The study provides a detailed examination
of concerns related to Confucius Institutes from the perspectives of academic freedom and national
security, and evaluates the process of their reform as a rebranding effort. The author highlights
institutional changes at the new stage of China’s humanitarian diplomacy, including mechanisms for
shifting governance toward non-governmental structures.

Particular attention is paid to the geopolitical implications of cultural and educational projects in
the Central Asian region and their impact on local public opinion. Based on this analysis, the study
formulates conclusions that take into account regional specificities. The article offers informational and
analytical value for specialists in international relations and Chinese studies.

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Ways of noun formation in the language of the "Muqaddimat al-Adab” monument

Abstract. The article analyzes the language of the written monument "Muqaddimat al-Adab," which
is a valuable heritage in the study of the history of Turkic languages. The reconstruction of linguistic
history is unattainable without written archives that document the state of a language across various
historical epochs. A primary challenge in this field remains the scarcity of primary sources capable of
reflecting the distinctive features, character, and essence of the language at each stage of its evolution.
Consequently, it is imperative to examine the formation and development of the literary language in its
integral relationship with the national language, dialects, and ancient scripts.

Ancient written monuments serve as the most reliable evidence of the historical depth of a literary
language; therefore, their systematic analysis remains a critical task for modern scholarship. A key
objective is to determine the degree of continuity between medieval written sources and the modern
language, as this facilitates tracing the trajectories of linguistic change, development, and consolidation.
In this regard, research into both Old Turkic and modern Turkic languages, including Kazakh, is of
paramount importance.

Religious Concepts in the Language of the Written Monument Codex Cumanicus:
Turkic Worldview and Semantic Evolution

Abstract. The article presents a linguistic analysis of the religious lexicon in the medieval manuscript
«Codex Cumanicus». The research focuses on religious concepts such as payyambar (prophet), Seriat
(sharia), oruc (fast), qurban (sacrifice), sadaga/sadaya (alms), tdube (repentance), stikiir (gratitude),
sabur (patience), medet (help), and niyet (intention). The article examines their usage features in the
language of the medieval manuscript, phonetic characteristics, and historical development. Historical-
comparative, phonetic, and semantic methods were applied, and the adaptation features of Arabic-
Persian terms to the Turkic linguistic environment were identified. As a result, it is shown that the
religious lexicon of the manuscript is systematically formed, and the role of Turkic peoples in the
religious and cultural system is reflected. The findings of the article can serve as an important scientific
source for studying the historical lexicology and religious terminology of Turkic languages. By analyzing
the semantic structure of the mentioned religious lexis, the authors identify the patterns of formation
of confessional terms in the medieval Kipchak language. During the study, particular attention is paid to
the linguo-cultural features resulting from the synthesis of Islamic concepts with the Turkic worldview.
In this regard, the genetic continuity of the analyzed terminological layer with the lexical fund of the
modern Kazakh language is scientifically substantiated.

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The traditional character of the seven concepts in the Kazakh and Turkish peoples

Abstract. Every nation has its own sacred numbers. The number seven is shrouded in the traditions
and culture of the Kazakh and Turkish people. Both the Kazakh people and the Turkish people consider
the number seven to be a sacred concept and use it in their daily lives and traditions. Belief in this number
appeared not so long ago. It has long been believed that every number has secret meanings. Based on
this, it was believed that some numbers bring a person good luck, and some-bad luck. In accordance
with this, in connection with the number seven, there are studies by both Kazakh and Turkish scientists.
Based on the work of these scientists, the features characteristic of the two peoples were considered.
This article compares the seven numbers of the Kazakh and Turkish peoples in terms of their use in
traditions and culture, folklore. The customs and traditions of both nations indicate that the meeting of
the number seven does not happen by chance, but by culture and traditions, by the similarity of folklore
characters. The similarities, peculiarities, and educational significance of the seven concepts in the
traditions, culture, and folklore of the Kazakh and Turkish peoples will also be analyzed and compared.
The article broadly states that the seven concepts are a people's forbidding, a belief, a concept born
from protecting a person, a child, from the possessors of an external force. This research paper is based
on previous works by Kazakh and Turkish scientists concerning the number seven, and examines the
features of fairy-tale legends, culture, customs, and worldviews of both peoples. The peculiarity of the
article is that the number seven is reflected in the national traditions and culture of the Kazakh and
Turkish people, in the rituals of the two peoples, in many rituals and superstitions performed on the
occasion of the birth and death of mankind, and in mythical folklore. Traditions and culture, folklore
have always been our spiritual value; therefore, for the Turkic world, one of the relevant topics is the
common ties between the Kazakh and Turkish peoples, the wealth in traditions, folklore and culture.
